Canada's communication network showed further 
expansion during 1953. Gross revenues reached 
a new high at $36,920,384, for an increase of 
$3,826,541 or 11.6 p.c. over $33.093.843 in 1952. 
Operating expenses at $33,953,196 for 1953 show 
a relatively smaller increase of $2,336,040 or 7.4 
p.c. over the $31,617. 156 reported for 1952. The 
net operating revenue increased from $1,476,687 
in 1952 to $2,967,188 in 1953. an impressive 
$1,499,501 or 100.9 p.c. boost. Canadian National 
Telegraphs was mainly responsible for this im-
provement turning a net operating loss of $19,440 
In 1952 into a net operating revenue of $1,356,427 
In 1953. Net  income at $2. 128,350 for all companies 
was up $1,512,569 or 245.6 p.c. over the $615,781 
reported for 1952. 

Numbers of telegrams transmitted during 1953 
declined slightly to1,222.706 from 21,614,196 
In 1952, a drop of i4-t p.c. Telegrams sent stood 
at 19,041.216 in 1953 compared with 19,513,250 
sent In 1952. Telegrams received from the United 
sates amounted to 2.181.490 in 1953 and 2. 100.946 
In 1952. Conversely, cablegrams transmitted num-
bering 2.042.921 in 1953 as against 1,934433 in 
1952 shows a rise of 108.488 or 5.6 p.c. Money 
transfers also shared in the increase, reporting 
$21,555,387 for 1953 against $19,514,490 for 1952. 
up $2,040,897 or 10.5 p.c. 

Employment In the industry was higher with 
11.618 employees in 1953 against 11,272 in 1952. 
Total salaries rose to $33,774,830 in 1953 from 
$29,817,720 In 1952. up $3,957,110 or 13.3 p.c. 
The average annual salary was $2,645 for 1952 
and $2,907 for 1953. A net of 51 offices were added 
to the 5.256 offices reported in 1952, bringing the 
total to 5,307 for 1953. The cost of property and 
equipment at $110.830,723 in 1953 was up 
$10,610,131 or 10.6 p.c. from $100,220,592 reported 
In 1952. Wire mileage at 450,835 mIles for 1953 
was up from 437.581 in 1952. Cable mileage, how-
ever, dropped from 1,979 in 1952 to 1,291 in 1953, 
a drop of 34.8 p.c. Pole line mileage remained 
practically unchanged at 52,727 in 1953 as com-
pared with 52,699 for 1952.

Les recettes nettes 
d'exploitation sont passées de $1,476,687 en 1952 a 
$2, 967, 188 en 1953. augmentation sensible de 
$1,499,501 ou de 100.9 p.  100. Cette augmentation est 
principalement attribuable au réseau de télégraphe du 
National-Canadien qui a transformé une perte nette 
d'exploitation de $19.440 en 1952 en un revenu net 
d'exploitation de $1.356,427 en 1953.

Les transferts monCtaires ont aussi parti-
cipé a l'augmentation;ils Sc ont établis a $21,555,387 
en 1953 contre $19,514,490 en 1952. avance de 
$2,040,897 ou de 10.5 p.  100. 

L'eniploi dans l'indust.rie a augmenté. et  on compte 
11.618 employès en 1953 contre 11,272 en 1952. Les 
salaires globaux sont passes de $29.817,720 en 1952 
a $33,774,830 en 1953, avance de $3,957,110 ou de 
13. p.  100. L.e salaire annuel rnoyen était de $2,645 
en 1952 et de $2,907 en 1953. Aux 5,256 bureaux 
déclarés en 1952 s'en sont ajoutés 51 en 1953. portant 
le total a 5,307. L.e cout des biens et de l'equipement 
établi à$11O,830,723en 1953 represente une augmenta-
tion de $10,610,131 ou de 10.6 p. 100 stir celui de
