Total operating revenues of Canadian tele-
graph and cable companies amounted to 
$38,203,590 in 1954, a new record and $1,283,206 
or 3.5 per cent above the 1953 total of 
$36,920,384. Total operating expenses declined 
however to $33,203,942 from $33,953,196 with 
the result that net operating revenues rose to 
$4,999,648 from $2,967,188, a gain of 68.5 per 
cent and net corporate income advanced 94.6 
per cent to $4,141,615 from $2,128,350. The 
Canadian National Telegraphs and the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company were mainly responsible 
for the impressive gains over the previous year. 
The net corporate income of the Canadian Na-
tional Telegraphs rose from $944,535 to $2,165,868 
and the Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
earned $2,329,497 as compared with $2,026,146 
in 1953. 

The number of telegrams transmitted during 
the year totalled 19,906,354, a decline of 
1,316,352 or 6.2 per cent from the 1953 total 
of 21,222.706. The total number sent decreased 
to 17,763,221 from 19.041,216 whIle the number 
received from the United States dropped to 
2.143,133 from 2,181,490. The number of cable-
grams rose slightly to 2,105,513 from 2,042.921 
and the total amount of money transfers remained 
approximately the same as in the previous 
year. 

The number of employees  engaged by the 
industry was down by almost one thousand in 
1954. totalling 10,629 as compared with the 1953 
total of 11,618, and the wages and salaries de-
clined to $31,458,808 from $33,774,830. The 
average annual compensation rose however, to 
$2,960 from $2,907. The number of offices de-
creased to 5,015 from 5,307. WIre mileage declined 
to 434,178 miles from 450,835 and pole line mile-
age was down to 46,294 from 52,127. The cost 
of property and equipment rose to $118,272,030 
from $110,830,723, an increase of $7,441,307 
or 6.7 per cent.
