1955 

Telegraph and cable systems operating in 
Canada had a record year in 1955 with earnings 
of $6,183,358, an Increase of 49 per cent above 
the 1954 earnings of $4,141,615 and almost 
31 per cent above the previous record of 
$4,726,019 established in 1943. Operating reve-
nues reached an all-time high at $39,320,960, 
an increase of $1,117,370 over 1954. Operating 
expenses, however, declined to $32,501,844 from 
the 1954 figure of $33,203,942, with the result 
that net operating revenues rose from $4,999,648 
in 1954 to $6,819,116. 

New construction amounting to $9,662,331 
was reported for the year. The Dominion Govern-
ment Telegraph Service which sold the major 
part of Its system durIng 1954 recorded a de-
crease in property and equipment of over $4 
million. The Western Union Telegraph Qmpany 
also reported a slight drop in its Canadian in-
vestment figure. All other companies, however. 
showed Increased investment and the total cost 
of property and equipment rose to $124,300,785 
from $118,272,030 in 1954, up by $6,028,755 
or 5 per cent. 

Telegrams transmitted during 1955 numbered 
20,067,424, an Increase of 161,070 over the 
1954 total of 19,906,354, but below the peak of 
21,815,837 reached in 1951. Telegrams sent 
numbered 17,886,595 compared with 17,763,221 
in 1954, while telegrams received from the United 
States totalled 2,180,829 in 1955 as against 
2,143,133. The number of cablegrams transmitted 
during the year rose to 2.238.433 from 2,105,513 
in 1954, an increase of 6 per cent. Money transfers 
established a new record with $23,264,851 in 
1955 compared with $21,550,372 in 1954 and 
almost 8 per cent above the previous high of 
$21,555,387 reached in 1953. 

Employment recorded a slight rise with 
10.852 employees earning $32,526,263 in 1955 
compared with 10,629 employees earning 
$31,458,808 in 1954, the average annual com-
pensation rising to $2,997 from $2,960 in 1954. 

Pole line and wire mileages recorded in-
creases over the previous year. Pole line 
increased to 48,067 miles from 46,284 in 1954, 
largely due to an increase of some 1900 miles 
in Newfoundland, and wire mileage rose to 438.692 
from 434,178. 

Les recettes des soclétds de télégraphes et 
de cables fonctionnant au Canada ont atteint un 
sommet en 1955: $6, 183,358, salt 49 p. 100 de plus 
qu'en 1954 ($4,141,615) et presue 31 p.100 de 
plus que le précédent sommet ($4,726,019) atteint 
en 1943. Les recettes d'exploitation ont attetht 
un chlffre sans précédent de $39,320,960, soit 
$1,117,370 de plus qu'en 1954. Lea dépenses 
d'exploitation sont, toutefois, tombées a $32,501,844 
($33,203,942 en 1954), le revenu net d'exploitation 
passant ainsi de $4,999,648 en 1954 a $6,819,116. 

Il s'est fait pour $9,662,331 de nouvelles 
constructions pendant l'année. Le service des 
télégraphes du gouvernement fédéral, qul a vendu 
en 1954 le gros de son reseau, a enregistré en fait 
de propriétés et de materiel use diminution de plus 
de $4 millions. La Western Union Telegraph Company 
a également ddclaré use légêre diminution de sea 
investissements au Canada. Thutefois, toutes lea 
autres socidtés ont investi davantage et le total 
des propriétds et du materiel est passé de 
$118,272,030 en 1954 a $124,300,785, soit environ 
$6,028,755 ou 5 p.100 de plus. 

Lea télégrammes transmis en 1955 se sont 
chiffr4s par 20,067,424, soit en augmentation de 
161,070 sur 1954 (19,906,354), mats en diminution 
par rapport au sommet de 21,815,837 atteint en 1951. 
Les télégrammes expédiés se sont chifirds par 
17,886,595 contre 17,763,221 en 1954, tandis que 
les télégrammes recus des Etats-Unis ant totalisé 
2,180,829 en 1955 contre 2,143,133. Les cablo-
grammes transmis durant 1955 ont augmenté de 
6 p.100, soit de 2,105,513 en 1954 d 2,238,433. Lea 
transferts d'argent ont atteint un nouveau sommet 
($23,264,851 en 1955 contre $21,550,372 en 1954), 
dépassant de presque 8 p. 100 le précédent 
($21,555,387 en 1953). 

L'emploi a accuse une légére augmentation: 
10,852 employés ant gagnd $32,526,263 en 1955 
contre 10,629 gagnant $31,458,808 en 1954; la 
rémunération moyenne de 1955 a été de $2,997 
contre $2,960 en 1954. 

- Le millage de lignes sur poteaux et de fil a 
augmenté sur 1954: les lignes sur poteaux se sont 
accrues de 46,284 a 48,067 miles, d cause surtout 
d'une augmentation de quelque 1,900 mIles a 
Terre-Neuve, et le millage de fil a augmenté de 
434,178 a 438.692.
