Net income of Canadian telrgraph snd cable 

companies dropped 16.5 p.c. in 1957 to $5,304,334 
from the record high of $6,354,524 attained one 
year earlier. Operating revenues rose 10.0 p.c. to 
$44,796,778 from $40,720,213 largely on the 
strength of sizeahie increases in the revenues of 
the Canadian Overseas Telecommunication Corpo-
ration and the Eastern Telephone and Telegraph 
Company, but total operating expenses rose 16.6 
p.c. to $39,271,893 from $33,688.888 resulting ir 
a net operating revenue of $5,524,885, 21.4 p.c. 
betow the high of $7,031,325 attained in 1956. 
Revenues of the Canadian Overseas Telecommuni-
cation Corporation went up 75.9 p.c. to $3,973,062 
following the first full year of operation of the 
new trans-Atlantic telephone cable which came 
into service in September 1956. The Eastern Tele-
phoiie and Telegraph Company which owns and 
maintains radio relay and cable facilities in 
Canada between the United States boundary and 
the international boundary in trans-Atlantic cables 
off Newfoundland reported a sharp rise in revenues 
to $1,518,168 from $433,215. 

Total cost of property and equipment advanced 
12.9 p.c. to $169,257,644 from $149,954,444 with 
seven out of eleven companies reporting net 
increa.es over the previous year. The two major 
systems, the Canadian National Telegraphs and 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, showed 
gains of $11,803,437 and $5,920,657 respectively. 
The Canadian Overseas Telecommunication Cor-
poration added $1,097,114 in 1957 and the North-
west Communication System $571,482. A decrease 
of $575,371, however, was recorded for the Domin-
ion Government Telegraph Service. New construc-
tion during 1957 was valued at $19,738,290 and 
the cost of alteration and maintenance at 
$6,298,694. The total of $26,036,984 expended on 
property and equipment during the year renresents 
a 14.2 p.c. increase over the $22,797,725 reported 
in 1956. 

The number of telegrams transmitted In 1957 
dropped to a ten-year low of 19,163,723. Tele-
grams sent numbered 17,036,759, down 6.1 p.c. 
from the previous year while messages received 
from the United States totalled 2,126,964, down 
4.7 p.c. The number of cablegrams transmitted, on

graphes et cables a baissé de 16.5 p.  100 en 1957 au 
regard du chiffre sans prcdent de 1956 ($5,304,334 
contre $6,354,524). Les recettes d'exploltation se

$40,720,213), principalement a cause de l'augmenta-
tion notable des recettes de la SocidtO canadienne 
des télécommunications transmarines et de la Eastern 
Telephone and Telegraph Company, mals lea frals 
globaux d'exploltation sont monts de 16.6 p.  100 
($39,271,893 contre $33,688,888), d'oI des recettes 
nettes d'exploitatlon ($5,524,885) inférieures de 21.4 
p. 100 au sommet ($7,031,325) atteint en 1956. Les 
recettes de la Socidt6 canadlenne des télêcommuni-
cations transmarines ($3,973,062) se sont accrues de 
75.9 p. 100 a la suite de la premiere anne complete 
d'exploitation du nouveau cable tléphonique transat-
lantique, mis en service en septembre 1956.   La 
Eastern Telephone and Telegraph Company, qul 
possède et entretient des installations de transmis-
sion par relais radlophonique et par cable au Canada 
entre les Etats-unis et la frontière Internationale 
dans le circuit des cables transatlantiques au large 
de Terre-Neuve, dclare une forte augmentation de 
ses recettes ($1,518,168 contre $433,215). 

L'augnientation au chapitre de la propri6t6 et de 
l'outillage a été de 12.9 p. 100 ($169,257,644 contre 
$149,954,444); sept des onze sociéts ont dclarë 
des avances nettes sur un an plus tot. Les deux 
principaux réseaux (Thlégraphes du National-Canadien 
et du Pacifique-Canadien) ont respectivement dclaré 
des augmentations de $11,803,437 et de $5,920,657. 
De méme, la Soclété canadienne des tdlécommunica-
tions transmarines a ajouté $1,097,114 a cet item en 
1957 et Ia Northwest Communication System $571,482. 
Un recul ($575,371) a, toutefois, êté enregistré par le 
Service télégraphique de 1'tat.Au cours de 1957, les 
nouvelles constructions ont été évaluées A 
$19,738,290 et le coilt des reparations et de Pentre-
tien, A $6,298,694. Les dépenses totales de l'année

6.2 p.c. above the total of 2,429,893 registered in 
1956. Money transfers also established a new 
record at $25,586,057 some 5.3 p.c. above the 
previous high of $24,295,308 recorded in 1956. 

Total pole line mileage increased 317 miles 
to 48,379 and wire mileage 8,778 miles to 451,669 
during 1957. Major changes in pole line mileage 
were an increase of 703 miles by the Canadian 
Nationa1 Telegraph Company and a decrease of 
465 miles by the Dominion Government Telegraph 
Service. Companies reporting the largest increases 
In wire mileage were the Canadian National Tele-
graph Comoany with an increase of 4,134 rr'iles, 
the Northwest Communications System  with 2,456 
miles and the Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
with 1,817. A decrease of 456 miles was shown 
by the Dominion Government Telegraph Service. 

A total of 5,070 offices were maintened for 
receiving and sending messages as compared with 
4,934 in 1956. The number of employees engaged 
in the industry advanced to 11,159 from 10,833 
while total salaries and wages went up to 
$37,718,469 from $34,713,509. The average annual 
salary rose to $3,380 from $3,204 an increase of 
5.5 p.c.

Ont déclaré les 
plus fortes augmentations de la longueur de fil, le 
Télégraphe du National-Canadien (4,134 milles), la 
Northwest Communication System (2,456) et le Paci-
fique-Canadien (1,817).
