STATISTIQUE DES TELEGRAPHES ET CABLES

Net income of Canadian telegraph and cable
companies rose to a new high of $6,814,476 in
in 1958, an increase of 38 per cent over the 1957
figure of $4,931,671' and 7 per cent above the
previous record of $6,354,524 established in 1956.
Operating revenues increased by 6.3 per cent to
$47,633,991 from $44,796,778 in 1957 while
operating expenses rose only 1.6 per cent to
$39,908,538 from $39,271,893. As a result, net
operating revenues increased 39.8 per cent to
$7,725,453 from $5,524, 885.

All companies but one reported increases in
cost of property and equipment, the total rising by
17.7 p.c. to $199,289,094 from $169,257,644 in
the previous year. The largest increase was reg-
istered by the Canadian National Telegraphs, up
$31,345,320, followed by the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company and the Caradian Overseas
Telecommunication Corporation with increases of
$4,489,732 and $1,021,369 respectively. Com-
mencing with April, 1958, statistics of the North-
west Communications System have been integrated
with those of the Canadian National Telegraphs.
This system was entrusted to the Canadian
National Railway Company for management and
operation under Order-in-Council P.C. 1958-420
dated March 18, 1958.

New construction during 1958 was valued at
$20,027,233 and the cost of alteration and main-
tenance at $5,442,514. The total expended on
property and equipment during the year amounted
to $25,469,747 as against $26,036,984 in 1957.

Telegrams transmitted in 1958 declined to
17,296,786 from 19,163,723 in 1957. This was the
lowest count since the 1945 figure of 17,666,914.
The number of telegrams sent was down 9.8 per
cent to 15,375,361 from 17,036,759 in the previous
year while messages received from the United
States dropped 9.7 per cent to 1,921,425 from
2,126,964. Cablegrams also were down to 2,499,871
from 2,580,745 and the amount of money transferred
by telegraph declined by 4.5per cent to $24,434,887
from $25,586,057 in 1957.

Le revenu net des sociétés canadiennes de
télégraphes et cables s’est élevé au chiffre sans
précédent de $6,814,476 en 1958, augmentation de
38 p. 100 sur les $4,931,671'de 1957 et de 7 p. 100
sur le précédent sommet de $6,354,524 en 1956. Les
recettes d'exploitation se sont élevées de 6.3 p. 100
($47,633,991 contre $44,796,778 en 1957) et les frais
d’exploitation, de seulement 1.6 p. 100($39,908,538
contre $39,271,893). Il en est résulté une augmen-
tation de 39.8 p. 100 des recettes nettes d’exploi-
tation ($7,725,453 contre $5,524,885).

Toutes les sociétés sauf une ont signalé des
augmentations au chapitre de la propriété et de
P'outillage; le total s'est accru de 17.7 p. 100 sur un
an plus tOt ($199,289,094 contre $169,257,644).
La plus forte augmentation a été enregistrée par les
Télégraphes du National-Canadien (augmentation de
$31,345,320); vient ensuite celles des sociétés du
Pacifique-Canadien et des Télécommunications
transmarines avec des augmentations respectives de
$4,489,732 et de $1,021,369. A compter d’avril 1958,
la statistique du Northwest Communications System
a été intégrée 4 celle du National-Canadien. Ce
systéme a é&té confié au National-Canadien qui
I’administre et l'exploite en vertu de 1'arrété en
conseil P.C. 1958-420 du 18 mars 1958.

Au cours de 1958, les nouvelles constructions
ont été évaluées 4 $20,027,233 et le cofit des ré-
parations et de l'entretien, & $5,442,514. Les
dépenses totales de 1’année en propriétés et outil-
lage se sont chiffrées par §$25,469,747 contre
$26,036,984 en 1957.

Le nombre de télégrammes transmis a baissé &
17,296,786 en 1958 au regard de 19,163,723 qu’il
avait &té en 1957. C'est le chiffre le plus bas depuis
1945 (17,666,914). Les télégrammes expédiés ont
diminué de 9.8 p. 100 sur un an plus tét (15,375.361
contre 17,036,759) et les dépBches regues des
Etats-Unis, de 9.7p. 100(1,921,425 contre 2,126,964).
Les transmissions de cablogrammes ont baissé
a4 2,499,871 contre 2,580,745 et le montant des
transferts d'argent par télégraphe, de 4.5 p. 100
($24,434,887 contre $25,586,057).

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Due to abandonments, pole line mileage at
the end of the year was down by 884 miles,
totalling 47,495 miles as against 48,379 in 1957.
Wire mileage, however, increased by 12,992 miles
to 464,661. The Canadian National Telegraphs
which now includes the Northwest Communication
System, increased their wire mileage by 13,351
and the Northern Alberta Railways by 921 miles.
All other companies reported decreased wire
mileage.

Telegraph and cable companies maintained
5,296 offices for receiving and sending messages
in 1958, an increase of 226 over the 5,070 re-
ported in the previous year. The number of em-
ployees engaged in the industry dropped to 10,587
from 11,159 in 1957 while salaries and wages
declined to $37,694,961 from $37,718,469. The
average annual salary was thus $3,560 as against
$3,380 in 1957, an increase of 5.3 per cent.

Par suite des abandons, la longeur des lignes
sur poteaux avait diminué de 884 milles 4 la fin de
1'année, se chiffrant par 47,495 milles contre 48,379
en 1957. Toutefois, la longeur de fil s’est accrue de
12,992 milles pour atteindre 464,661, Les Télégraphes
du National-Canadien, qui comprennent maintenant le
Northwest Communication System a augmenté sa
longueur de fil de 13,351 milles et le Northern
Alberta Railways, de 921 milles. Toutes les autres
sociétés ont signalé des diminutions.

Les sociétés de télégraphes et cibles ont
maintenu 5,296 bureaux de réception et de trans-
mission de messages, en 1958, une augmentation de
226 sur les 5,070 de l'année précédente. Le nombre
des employés a baissé de 11,159 4 10,587 et leur
rémunération, de $37,718,469 & $37,694,961. La
rémunération annuelle moyenne a donc été de $3,560
au regard de $3,380 en 1957, augmentation de 5.3
p. 100.
