Net income of Canadian telegraph and cable 

companies again rose to a new high of $3,391,094 
in 1959, an increase of 23.1 per cent over the 
1958 record high of $6,814,476. Operating rev-
enues Increased by 11.1 per cent to $52,962,913 
from $47,633,991 in 1958 and operating expenses 
rose 9.0 per cent to $43,511,666 from $39,908,538. 
As a result, net operating revenues increased 22.3 
per cent to $9,451,247 from $7,725,453. 

Cost of property and equipment rose 13.9 per 
cent to $226,914,034 from $199,289,094 in 1958. 
The largest increases were registered by the Cana-
dian National Telegraphs, up $14,947,164 followed 
by Canadian Overseas Telecommunication Cor-
poration and the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany with increases of $6,064,740 and $4,668,332 
respectively. As of April 1, 1959, the Dominion 
Government Telegraph Company ceased operation 
of all its Telegraph systems with the exception of 
two offices which operate on a part time basis. 

New construction during 1959 was valued at 
$22,670,965 and cost of alteration and mainte-
nance at $6,340,196. The total expended on 
property and equipment during the year amounted 
to $29,011,161 as against $25,469,747 in 1958. 

Telegrams transmitted in 1959 declined again 
to 16,390,997 from 17,296,786 in 1958. This was 
the lowest count since the 1942 total of 
15,422,131. The number of telegrams sent was 
down 6.1 per cent to 14,437,465 from 15,375,361 
in the previous year while messages received from 
the United States rose 1,6 per cent to 1,953,532 
from 1,921.425. Cablegrams were up to 2.602,974 
from 2,499,871 and the amount of money transferred 
by telegraph increased by 4.7 per cent to 
$25,589,067 from $24,434,887 in 1958.

Employees engaged in the indus-
try were down by only one to 10,586 while salaries 
climbed to $40,059,303 from $37,694,961. The 
average annual salary, therefore, rose to $3,784 
from $3,560 in the previous year, an increase of 
6.3 per cent.
