INTRODUCTION 

Canadian telegraph and cable companies 
reported a net income before income taxes of 
$10,696,819 in 1961, a 10 per cent decrease from 
the record high of $11,761,141 established in 1960. 
Operating revenues increased 9 per cent to 
$64,053,626 from $58,546,167 in 1960 and operating 
expenses rose to $51,735,006 from $45,538,063, 
an increase of 14 per cent, resulting in a net oper-
ating revenue of $12,318,620, 6 per cent below the 
1960 record high of $13,008,104. 

However, NNhen making comparisons between 
the financial results of 1961 and previous years, 
it should he noted that the accounting system of 
he Canadian National Telegraph Company was 

changed during the year ending December 31, 1961. 
On a comparative basis, the change would have 
resulted in increasing the operating expenses 
harged to the Company by $805,567 in the 1960 

year, thus reducing their net operating revenue to 
$5,542,650 from $6,348,217 and their net income 
before income tax to $4,995,000 from $5,800,567, 
as reported in our 1960 report. These changes also 
affect the industry totals of total operating expen-
ses, net operating revenue and net Income before 
income taxes. 

Total cost of property and equipment advanced 
12 per cent to $299,568,298 from $267.385,018 
before any allowance for depreciation, with six out 
of nine companies reporting increases over the 
previous year, The Canadian National Telegraph 
Company and the Canadian Overseas Telecommuni-
cation Corporation registered the largest gains of 
$19,101,578 and $10,120,963 respectively. The 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company rose $2,768,858 
and the Eastern Telephone and Telegraph Company 
showed an increase of $148,906. New construction 
for the year 1961 was valued at $33,482,925 and 
the cost of alteration and maintenance at $8,969,505. 
The total of $42,452,430 expended on property and 
equipment during 1961 represents a 12.5 per cent 
decrease from the $47,773,180 reported in 1960. 

The number of telegrams transmitted in 1961 
continued to decline and reached a low of 15,138,706 
marking a decrease of 3 per cent from 15,546,292 
in 1960. Telegrams sent numbered 13,441,009, 
down 2 per cent from the previous year while 
niessages received from the United States totalled 

Le revenu net, avant impts sur le revenu. des 
socits canadiennes de tlgraphes et cables a 
de $10,696,819 en 1961, en diminution de 10 p.  100 
sur celui ($11,761,141), sans prcêdent, de 1960. Les 
recettes d'exploitation ont augmenté de 9 p. 100, 
passant de $58,546,167 en 1960 a $64.053,626, et les 
frais d'exploltation, de 14 p.  100 ou de $45,538,063 a 
$51,735,006, ce qui laisse des recettes riettes d'ex-
ploitation de $12,318,620 ou 6 p.  100 de moms que 
le chiffre sans précdent de $13,008,104 atteint en 
1960. 

Si l'on compare, toutefois, les rsu1tats finan-
ciers de 1961 a ceux des années antrleures, il faut 
tenir compte des modifications apportées au système 
comptable des Télégraphes du National - Canadien 
durant l'anne close le 31 dcembre 1961. Compara-
tivement, le changenient aurait eu pour rsultat 
d'augmenter de $805,567 les frais d'exploitation de 
la compagnie en 1960, abaissant ainsi ses recettes 
nettes d'exploitation de $6,348,217 it $5,542,650, et 
son revenu net, avant impôts sur le revenu, de 
$5,800,567, d'aprs notre rapport de 1960 a 
$4,995,000. Ces changements influent aussi sur les 
frais totaux et les recettes nettes d'exploitation de 
mme que sur le revenu net, avant impôts, de l'indus-
trie. 

Le coOt total de la proprité et de l'outillage a 
augment6 de 12 p. 100 ou de $267,385,018 a 
$299,568,298 avant dduction pour déprciation; six 
des neuf compagnies ont signald une augmentation 
sur l'annêe prcédente. Les plus fortes augmentations, 
soit, respectivement, $19,101,578 et $10,120,963, ont 
tê enregistres par les T416graphes du National-

Canadien et la Socité des ticommunications trans-
marines. Pour le Pacifique-Canadien, le coOt s'est 
accru de $2,768,858, et pour la Eastern Telegraph and 
Telephone Company, de $148,906. Au cours de 1961, 
la construction neuve a coOt $33,482,925, et les 
modifications et l'entretien, $8,969,505. Le total de 
$42,452,430 dpensé en propriété et outillage, en 
1961, reprsente une diminution de 12.5 p.  100 sur 
le chiffre ($47,773,180) de 1960. 

Le nombre de t1égrammes transmis en 1961 a 
continue 5, flchir pour toucher un bas de 15,138,706, 
diminution de 3 p. 100 sur le chiffre (15,546,292) de 
1960. Les telegrammes expedies (13,441,009) ont 
baissè de 2 p. 100 sur un an plus tot et les depeches 
recues des Etats-Unis (1,697,697), de 7 p. 100. Le 
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1,697,697 down 7 per cent. The number of cable-
grams transmitted, however, rose to another new 
high of 2,809,691 up 6 per cent above the total of 
2,663,598 registered in 1960 while money transfers 
remained practically stationary at $25,041,156 
compared to $25,134,534 one year earlier. 

Total pole line mileage increased 516 miles 
to 48,675 and wire mileage rose 14,080 miles to 
524,720 during 1961. 

Offices maintained for receiving and sending 
messages totalled 3,732, a decrease of 1,880 from 
the 1960 total of 5,612t.  Canadian National Tele-
graphs and Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
registered the major decreases of 1,683 and 197 
respectively. Employees  engaged in the industry 
numbered 9,997, down 282 from 10,279. However, 
salaries and wages rose to $41,933,504 from 
$39,557,822. The average annual salary rose to 
$4,194 from $3,848, an increase of 9 per cent over 
1960. 

During 1961, the Canadian National Telegraph 
Company changed its concept of what constituted 
an office at which telegrams or cablegrams are 
received and forwarded. As a result of this chang€ 
customers who had private telex and other related 
installations that were connected to the Canadian 
National Telegraph Company, were no longer 
considered to be offices for the purpose of this 
survey. The omission of these private installations 
accounts for the very large decline in the nunber 
of offices reported by the Canadian National Tele-
graph Company and the industry as a whole.

Les Télégraphes du Nation-
al-Canadien et le Pacifique -Canadien ont enregistré 
les diminutions les plus importantes, soit, respective-
ment, 1,683 et 197. Le nombre des employés de l'ln-
dustrie a été de 9,997, baisse de 282 sur les 10,279 
de 1960. Par contre, la remuneration a passé de 
$39,557,822 a $41,933,504, et la rémunérationar!nuelle 
moyenne s'est élevée de $3,848 a $4,194, augmenta-
tion de 9 p. 100 sur 1960. 

En 1961, les Télégraphes du National-Canadlen 
ont modiflé leur concept de ce qut constitue un bureau 
de reception et d'expédition des télégrarnmes et 
cãblogrammes. En conséqu?nce, les clients pourvus 
d'installations telex privées ou autres assimilées 
reliées aux Télégraphes du National-Canadlen, ne 
sont plus, pour les besoins de cette enquête, consu-
dérés cornme des bureaux. L'omission des installation 
privées explique la diminution considerable du nombr' 
de bureaux déclarés par le Natlonal-Canadien et par 
l'ensemble de l'industrle.
