Canadian telegraph and cable companies 
reported total net income before income taxes 
amounting to $13,546,787 for 1962; this figure 
establishes a new high and is an increase of 26.6 
per cent over the 1961 amount of $10,696,819. 
Operating revenues increased 11.4 per cent to 
71,379,074 from $64,053,626 in 1961. and oper-
iting expenses rose 9.1 per cent to $56,451,679 
from $51,735,006, resulting in a net operating 
revenue of $14,927,395, a record high and 21.2 
per cent above $12,318,620, the total for 1961. 
The increase in operating revenues was due to 
increases in revenues from leased circuits, and 
sundry items not dealing directly with the trans-
mission of messages. Costs of supervision, other 
operating and general expenses have increased and 
account for the major part of the increase in total 
operating expenses. 

Total cost of property and equipment, before 
allowing for depreciation, advanced 12.3 per cent 
to $336,373,865 from $299,568,298, with six out 
f the nine companies reporting increases from the 

previous year. The Canadian Overseas Telecom-
aunication Corporation and the Canadian National 
lelegraph Company registered the largest gains, 
iaklng additions of $17.5 millions and $14.4 
'i11ions. The Commercial Cable Company aban-
toned its cable in Canada during the year. Tele-
graph and cable companies invested $38,251,855 
.onstructing new plant and equipment, and spent 
$8,503,356 on alterations, repairs and maintenance 
during 1962. The total of $46,755,211 spent on 
construction and repairs is an increase of 10.1 
per cent over the amount of $42,452,430 reported 
in the previous year. 

The number of telegrams transmitted in 1962 
ontlnued to decline to a low of 14,451,416 a 

decrease of 4.5 per cent from 15,138,706 In 1961. 
Telegrams sent numbered 12,834,273 down 45 per 
cent from the previous year while messages re-
eived from the United States totalled 1,617,143, 
clown 4.8 per cent. The number of cablegrams 
transmitted, however, rose to a new high of 
2920,429, up 4.0 per cent from the total of 
2,809,691 registered in 1961, and money transfers 
to and from Canada increased 12.0 per cent in 
value to $28,060,157 from $24,041,156 a year 
earlier. 

Le revenu net total des sociêts canadiennes (IC 
télégraphes et cables a atteint le nouveau sommet de 
$13,546,787 en 1962, en augmentation de 26.6 p. 100 
sur les $10,696,819 de 1961. Les recettes d'exploita-
tion ont augmenté de 11.4 p.  100 ($71,379,074 contre 
$64,053,626) su regard d'un an plus tot et les frais 
d'exploitation, de 9.1 p.  100 ($56,451,679 contre 
$51,735,006), ce qui laisse des recettes nettes d'ex-
ploitation sans précédent de $14,927,395, hausse de 
21.2 p.  100 sur les $12,318,620 de 1961. La hausse 
des recettes d'exploitation tient a l'augmentation des 
recettes provenant de Ia location de circuits, et 
d'autres postes ne se rattachant pas directement a 
la transmission des messages. Les frals de surveil-
lance et autres dépenses générales et d'exploitation 
ont augmenté et sont comptables de la majeure partie 
de la hausse des frais d'exploitation. 

Le coflt total des biens et de l'outillage, avant 
dépréciation, s'est accru de 12.3 p.  100 ($336,373,865 
contre $299,568,298) et six des neuf sociétés ont 
signalé une augmentation sur un an plus tot. Les plus 
fortes augmentations ont été enregistrées par la Société 
des Télécommunications transmarin és ($17, 500,000) et 
les Télégraphes du Natiorial-Canadien ($14,400,000). 
La Commercial Cable Company a abandonné son cable 
canadien durant l'année. Les sociétés de télégraphes 
et cables ont investi $38,251,855 dans de la construc-
tion et de l'outillage neufs et dépense $8,503.356 en 
reparations et l'entretien an cours de 1962. Les dé-
penses totales en construction et de reparations, soit 
$46,755,211, sont en augmentation de 10.1 p.  100 sur 
les $42,452,430 de l'annêe précédente. 

Le nombre de télégrammes transmis a de nouveau 
haissé en 1962 et s'est établi a 14,451,416, soit 4.5 
p. 100 de moms que les 15,138,706 de 1961. Les télé-
grarnmes expéthés (12,834,273) ont diminué de 45 p. 
100 sur un an plus tOt et les dépéches reçues des 
Etats-Unis (1,617,143), de 4.8 p.  100. Les transmis-
sions de câblogrammes, toutefois, ont augmenté et 
touché un nouveau sommet, soit 2,920,429, ou 4 p.  100 
de plus que les 2,809,691 de 1961; les transferts 
d'argent. du Canada et au Canada, ont atteint 
$28,060,157, hausse de 12 p.  100 sur les $24,041,156 
d'un an auparavant. 
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Total pole line mileage decreased 294 miles 
to 48.381 miles, but wire mileage rose 11,611 
miles to 536,331 during 1962 of which 7,500 miles 
was in cables. Miles of carrier channels increased 
in 1962 for both telegraph and telephone, and miles 
of telegraph circuits that are assigned to carrying 
automatic printer circuits rose 8 per cent between 
the two years. During 1962, telex exchanges were 
opened by the Canadian National and Canadian 
Pacific Railways in eight additional centres, the 
number of subscribers also increased. Construction 
began on a new Canadian National—Canadian 
Pacific microwave radio system between Vancouver 
and Montreal to serve as a trunk route between the 
principal centres. It is expected to be in full 
operation during 1964. 

Offices maintained for receiving and sending 
messages totalled 3,605 in 1962, a decrease of 127 
from the 1961 figure. Employees engaged in the In-
dustry numbered 10,069 an Increase of 72 over the 
number employed in 1961, and salaries and wages 
Increased to $42,565,238 from $41,933,504 paid in 
the previous year. The average annual salary rose 
to $4,227 from $4,194, an Increase of less than 1 
per cent over 1961. 

La longueurtotale des lignes surpoteaux abaissê 
de 294 mules, soit a 48,381 mules, mais la longueur 
du fil a monte de 11,611 milles, soit a 536,331 milles 
en 1962, dont 7,500 mIles étalent en cftbles. Les 
milles de voles porteuses ont augmenté en 1962 tant 
pour le télégraphe que pour le téléphone, et les miles 
de réseaux télégraphiques quj ont été assignés aux 
réseaux de téléimprimeurs automatiques se sont ac-
crus de 8 p. 100 d'une annêe a l'autre. En 1962, des 
centraux telex ont été établis par le National-
Canadien et le Pacifique-Canadlen dans huit nou-
veaux centres; le nombre d'abonnés a aussi augmente. 
Le National-Canadien et le Pacifique-Canadien ont 
commence la construction d'un nouveau réseau de 
relais hertziens sur microondes entre Vancouver et 
Montréal, ciui servira de ligne auxiliaire entre les 
principaux centres. On s'attend è. sa pleine mise en 
service au cours de 1964. 

Les bureaux de reception et de transmission de 
messages se sont chiffrés par 3,605 en 1962, baisse 
de 127 sur 1961. Le nombre d'employés s'est élevé 
a 10,069, soit 72 de plus qu'en 1961. et la rémunéra-
tion a augmenté de $41,933,504 a $42,565,238. La 
rémunération annuelle moyenne a monte de $4,194 ê. 
$4,227, soit une augmentation de moms de 1 p.  100 
sur 1961.
