INTRODUCTION

There were nine telegraph and cable companies
operating in Canada during 1964. Public telegraph
service is provided by the railway companies
through their telecommunications departments.
Most of this service is provided by the two major
railway companies, the Canadian National and the
Canadian Pacific. The Canadian Overseas Tele-
communication Corporation, established in 1950,
is responsible for maintaining and operating over-
seas telecommunication services by cable, radio-
telegraph and radiotelephone and any other means
of telecommunication between Canada and over-
seas points. The cable system formerly operated
by the Western Union Telegraph Company is now
operated by Western Union International Inc. The
data for Canadian National Telecommunications
includes investment in plant, revenue and cost of
operation of their telephone services in New-
foundland, the Northwest Territories, British
Zolumbia and the Yukon.

Total cost of property and equipment before
allowing for depreciation, for these telegraph and
cable companies increased by 8.7 per cent during
the year from $391,172,974 to $425,32¢4,139. The
largest increases were shown for Canadian National
Telecommunications ($23.6 million), Canadian
Pacific Railway Company ($7.5 million) and
Canadian Overseas Telecommunication Corporation
($3.7 million). Canadian Overseas Telecommunica-
tion Corporation has now established telecommu-
nication services between Canada and Argentina,
Australia, Barbados, Bermuda, Brazil, Britain,
Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Italy, Jamaica,
Japan, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway,
Sweden and Switzerland. Telegraph and cable com-
panies invested $40,178,467 in new construction
during 1964 and spent $8,748,335 on alterations,
repairs and maintenance. This was a decrease of
$26.0 million from the $74.9 million reported in
1963. New construction expenditures for the
Canadian National Telegraph Company and Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Company amounted to $26.0
million and $7.7 million respectively during 1964.

Operating revenues for the telegraph and
cuble companies increased by 7.0 per cent from
$73,611,349 in 1963 to $78,743,332 in 1964. The

On exploitait neuf socidétéy de télégraphes et de
cables au Canada en 1964. Le service de télégraphie
public est assuré par les services de télécommuni-
cations des sociétés de chemin de fer. Les deux
principales, le National-Canadien et le Pacifique-
Canadien, se chargent surtout de ce service. La
Société canadienne de télécommunications transma-
rines, constituée en 1950, est chargée de maintenir
et d’exploiter les services de télécommunication
transoc€anique par cdable, la radiotélégraphie, la
radiotéléphonie et tout autre moyen de télécommuni-
cation entre le Canada et des points situés outre-mer,
La Western Union International Inc. exploite mainte-
nant le réseau de cdbles qu’exploitait auparavant la
Western Union Telegraph Company. La statistique
relative au réseau de télécommunication du National-
Canadien contient des données sur les investisse-
ments en outillage, les recettes et les frais d’exploi-
tation de leurs services de téléphone a4 Terre-Neuve,
dans les Territoires du Nord-Ouest, en Colombie-
Britannique et au Yukon.

Le coit total des biens et du matériel, avant la
dépréciation, de ces sociétés de télégraphes et de
cables s’est accrue de 8.7 p. 100 durant ’année, soit
de $391,172,974 a $425,324,139. Les plus fortes
augmentations sont celles des Télécommunications
du National-Canadien ($23,600,000), du Pacifique-
Canadien ($7,500,000) et de la Société canadienne de
télécommunications transmarines ($3,700,000). La
Société canadienne de télécommunications transma-
rines a maintenant établi des services de télécommu-
nication entre le Canada et 1'Argentine, 1’Australie,
les Barbades, les Bermudes, le Brésil, la Grande-
Bretagne, le Danemark, la Finlande, la France,
1'Allemagne, 1'Italie, la Jamaique, le Japon, les
Pavs-Bas, la Nouvelle-Zélande, la Norvége, la Suéde
et la Suisse. Les sociétés de télégraphes et de
cdables ont investi $40,178,467 dans de la nouvelle
construction en 1964, et elles ont consacré $8,748,535
aux réparations, aux modifications et a l’entretien.
Ces dépenses constituaient une baisse de 26 millions
sur les $74,900,000 déclarés en 1963. Les dépenses
en nouvelle construction services de télégraphie du
National-Canadien et du Pacifique-Canadien se sont
établies, respectivement, a $26,000,000 et $7,700,000
en 1964.

Les recettes d’exploitation des sociétés de télé-
graphes et de cdbles ont augmenté de 7 p. 100 en
1964 ($78,743,332, contre $73,611,349 en 1963). Les
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major increases were Canadian National Telecom-
munications ($2.7 million), Canadian Overseas
Telecommunication Corpotation ($1.5 million) and
Canadian Pacific Railway Company ($1.1 million).

Operating expenses rose from $60,256,828 to
$63,865,422 during the year, Canadian National
Telecommunications and the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company had increases of $3.7 million
and $1.2 million respectively while expenses of
the Canadian Overseas Telecommunication Cor-
poration decreased by $1.0 million. Net operating
revenue increased 11.4 per cent from $13,354,521
in 1963 to $14,877,910 in 1964.

The number of telegrams transmitted in 1964
decreased by 2.9 per cent from 13,338,941 in 1963
to 12,946,062 in 1964. Almost without exception,
this figure has diminished steadily since 1951
when 21,815,837 telegrams were transmitted. The
changing trend in the use of communication media
is indicated by the fact that the number of long
distance telephone calls per year more than doubled
in the same period as shown in Table 1 of the
‘“Telephone Statistics’® annual report (catalogue
No. 56 - 203). The number of cablegrams transmitted
as in previous years continued to increase, total-
ling 3,529,061 in 1964. Money transfers within
Canada increased by 5.8 per cent from $20,461,662
in 1963 to $21,657,685 in 1964 and those between
Canada and foreign countries increased by
10.8 per cent.

Pole line mileage shown as 49,730 miles in
1964 is an increase of 194 miles over 1963. Wire
mileage totalled 537,438 at the end of 1964, an
increase of 4,887 miles since 1963. Nearly half of
this increase took place in Ontario. Miles of carrier
channels assigned to telegraph and telephone rose
5.4 per cent and 48.1 per cent respectively during
1964 and miles of telegraph circuits assigned to
carrying automatic printer circuits rose by 1.3 per
cent.

Offices maintained for receiving and sending
messages totalled 3,241 in 1964 a decrease of 158
from 1963. There were 87 and 47 fewer offices in
Ontario and Newfoundland respectively, although
there were 20 more offices reported in the Yukon.
The Canadian Pacific Railway Company and Cana-
dian National Telecommunications reported 99 and
58 fewer stations respectively in 1964,

There were 9,431 persons employed in the
industry, 395 less than in 19583. Total salaries and
wages, however, tose from $43,926,215 to
$45,328,772 and the average annual salary from
$4,470 to $4.811.

Le nombre de télégrammes a diminué de 2.9 p. 100,
13,338,941 en 1963, et 12,946 ,062 en 1964. Ce chiffre
a presque constamment baissé depuis 1951 cette
année-la on en avait expédié 21,815,837, L’évolution
dans l’'emploi des movens de télécommunication se
constate du fait que le nombre d’appels téléphoniques
interurbains a plus que doublé durant la méme pério-
de, comme l’indique le tableau 1 du rapport annuel
‘‘Statistique des téléphones’’ (numéro de catalogue
56-203). Les transmissions de cdblogrammes ont
continué & augmenter comme au cours des années
précédentes; en 1964 on a transmis 3,529,061. Les
