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INTRODUCTION 

This report deals with the ii me telegraph and 
cable companies operating in Canada during 1971. 
Total cost of property and equipment before allowing 
for depreciation, for these telegraph and cable compa-
flies increased by 6.3% during the year from 
$570,555,592 to $606,743,742. The largest increases 
were shown for Canadian National Tele-
communications ($18.5 million or 6.1%) and Canadian 
Overseas Telecommunication Corporation ($12.8 
million or 10.4%). Telegraph and cable companies 
invested $51,202,934 in new construction during 
1971 and spent $12,095,816 on alterations, repairs and 
maintenance. This was an increase of $5.2 million from 
the $58.1 million expended on construction and repair 
work reported in 1970. New construction expenditures 
for Canadian National Telecommunications, the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Company and the Canadian Over -
seas Telecommunications Corporation amounted to 
$22.7 million, $12.5 million and $15.9 million re-
spectively in 1971. 

Operating revenue for the telegraph and cable 
companies increased by 6.9% from $136,947,770 in 
1970 to $146,413,127 in 1971. The major increases 
were for Canadian National Telecommunications ($4.0 
million or 6.1 %), Canadian Overseas Tele-
communication Corporation ($3.6 million or 10.9 %), 
and Canadian Pacific Railway Company ($2.1 million 
or 6.0%). 

Operating expenses rose from $100,067,905 to 
$107,566,766 or by 7.5% during the year. Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company and Canadian National Tele-
communications reported increases of $3.8 million 
(13.8%) and $3.5 million (7.2%) respectively. Net  
operating revenue rose 5.3% from $36,879,865 in 1970 
to $38,846,361 in 1971. 

The number of telegrams transmitted in 1971 
decreased by 16.8% from 7,677,868 in 1970 to 
6,388,658 in 1971, a trend that has continued for the 
past 20 years. It is interesting to note that the number 
of long distance telephone calls has been steadily 
increasing over the same period (see Telephone Sta-
tistics, annual report, Catalogue No. 56-203). The 
number of cablegrams transmitted, as in previous years, 
continued to increase, totalling 5,347,224 in 1971. The 
value of money transfers within Canada decreased by 
21.2% from $31,563,890 in 1970 to $24,883,544 in 
1971 and the value between Canada and foreign 
countries decreased by 39.4%.

Les sociétCs de télégraphes et 
de cables ont investi $51,202,934 dans Ia construction 
neuve en 1971 et ont dépensé $12,095,816 en modi-
fications, reparations et entretien. 11 s'agit là d'une 
augmentation de 5.2 millions de dollars par rapport aux 
58.1 millions consacrCs ii Ia construction et a Ia reparation 
en 1970. Les depenses en construction neuve des Télé-
communications du Canadien National, du Canadien 
Pacifique et de Ia Société canadienne des télé-
communications transmarines ont été respectivement de 
22.7 millions de dollars, 12.5 millions de dollars et 15.9 
millionsde dollars en 1971. 

Les recettes d'exploitation des sociétés de télé-
graphes et de cables ont augmenté de 6.9 %, passant de 
$136,947,770 en 1970 a $146,413,127 en 1971. Les 
augmentations les plus importantes sont celles des Tele-
communications du Canadien National (4.0 millions de 
dollars ou 6.1 %), celles de Ia Société canadienne des 
télécommunications transmarines (3.6 millions de dollars 
ou 10.9%) et celles du Canadien Pacifique (2,1 millions 
de dollars, ou 6.0 %).

$100,067,905 a $107,566,766, ce qui représente une 
augmentation de 7.5 %. i.e Canadien Paciuique et les 
Télécommunications du Canadien National ont eu res-
pectivement des hausses de 3.8 millions de dollars 
(13.8 %) et 35 millions (7.2 %). Les recettes nettes 
d'exploitation sont passées de $36,879,865 en 1970 a 
$38,846,361 en 1971 (+ 5.3 %). 

I.e nombre de télégrammes transmis en 1971 a 
diminué de 16.8 %, passant de 7,677,868 en 1970 a 
6,388,658 en 1971, suivant une tendance qui se poursuit 
depuis 20 ans. II est intéressant de remarquer que le 
nombre d'appels interurbains a constamment augmentC au 
cours de Ia méme période (Statistique des téléphones, 
rapport annuel, no 56-203 au catalogue).

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1971, an increase of 186,192 miles since 1970. The 
largest increases were in Newfoundland, Quebec, 
Yukon and Northwest Territories. Miles of carrier 
channels assigned to telegraph operations rose by 
12.2% while miles of carrier channels assigned to 
telephone operations increased by 13.9%. 

Offices maintained for receiving and sending 
messages totalled 1,082 in 1971, a decrease of 127 
from 1970. The largest decreases were 56 in Manitoba 
and 22 in Saskatchewan. Canadian National Tele-
communications operated 16 fewer offices in 1971 
while the number of Canadian Pacific offices decreased 
by 108. 

There were 7,553 persons employed in the 
industry, 125 less than in 1970. Total salaries and 
wages, however, rose from $62,041,328 to 
$66,045,762 and the average annual salary rose from 
$8,080 to $8,744.
