In late 1975 Canada plans to launch a powerful new 
experimental communications satellite. The Communica-
tions Technology Satellite (CTS), with increased power 
in the spacecraft, will enable small even portable 
ground stations to be used to transmit and receive 
telephone, radio and television. Canada is designing 
and building the satellite, while the United States 
provides the experimental high-power transmitting 
tube, launch and test support. During its two-year 
mission life, CTS will be used by more than 20 
Canadian experimenter groups, from coast to coast, 
including native peoples, provincial governments, 
industry, communications carriers, private and 
government research organizations. 

MAQUETTE 

Vers Ia fin de 1975, le Canada compte lancer un 
nouveau satellite experimental de télécommunications 
puissant. Avec une puissance plus élevée, le Satellite 
technologique de télécommunications (S.T.T.) permettra 
l'utilisation de petites stations terriennes, même 
transportables, pour émettre et recevoir les messages 
téléphoniques ainsi que les emissions de radio et de 
télévision. Le Canada est le maitre-d'oeuvre du satel-
lite, alors que les Etats-Unis fourniront le tube ex-
périmental d'émission a haute puissance, effectueront 
le lancement et participeront aux essais. Au cours de 
sa mission qul sera d'une durée de deux années, le 
S.T.T. sera utilisé par plus de vingt groupes d'expe-
rimentateurs de tous les coins du pays et représentant 
les associations amérindiennes, les gouvernements pro 
vinciaux, l'industrie, les sociétés exploitantes de 
télécommunications ainsi que des organismes de recher -
ches tant privés que gouvernementaux. 
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REVIEW 

This report includes data on the telecoinmunica-
ionscarriers operating in Canada during 1973 with 
e exception of the telephone companies (SIC 544) 
,ich are included in Catalogue 56-203. Data for 
lesat Canada, Canadian National Telecommunications, 
nadian Pacific Railway Company and the Canadian 

Overseas Telecommunications Corporation have been 
shown separately in the tables to this report. The 
data for Northern Alberta Railways, The North Ameri-
can Telegraph Company, Ontario Northland Railway, 
the Commercial Cable Company and Eastern Telephone 
and Telegraph Company are grouped together. December 
31 is the end of the fiscal year for all telecommuni-
cations carriers except the Canadian Overseas Tele-
communications Corporation which ends its annual fis-
cal period on March 31. 

Total cost of property and equipment before al-
lowing for depreciation, for these companies increased 
by $145 million during the year from $644 million in 
1972, to $789 million in 1973. The largest increases 
were reported by Telesat Canada of $39 million, COTC 
of $32 million and CM Telecommunications $22 million. 

Seventy-four mlllinn dollars was invested in 
new construction during 1973 and $10 million was spent 
on alterations, repairs and maintenance. This does 
not include $22 million in construction costs in-
curred by Telesat during 1973. With this exception, 
the total was $22 million more than the amounts ex-
pended on construction and repair work in 1972. New 
construction and repair expenditures for Canadian Na-
tional Telecommunications, the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company and the Canadian Overseas Telecommunica-
tions Corporation amounted to $37 million. $10 million 
and $36 million respectively or 992 of the total in 

I Operating revenue increased in 1973 by 28 mil-
dollars, or 17.2% to $191 million. Operating ex-
•s increased by $25 million, or 21.7% to $140 mu- 

The number of telegrams transmitted in 1973 de-
creased by 32.1% to 3.8 million from 5.6 million in 
1972, a trend of the past that has continued in 1973. 
The number of long distance telephone calls on the 
other hand has been steadily increasing over the same 
period (see Telephone Statistics, annual report Cata-
logue 56-203). The number of cablegrams transmitted 
increased by 14% to 7.4 million in 1973. The value 
of money transfers within Canada decreased by 23.3% 
from $30.5 million in 1972 to $23.4 million in 1973, 
and the value of money transfers between Canada and 
foreign countries decreased by 2.1%. 

Pole line mileage owned by these companies was 
40,267 miles in 1972 compared to 37,832 miles in 1973 
a decrease of approximately 6%. Wire mileage totalled 
754,608 miles at the end of 1973, a decrease of 1% 
over 1972. The largest decrease of wire mileage was 
in Saskatchewan - 11.290 miles. Miles of carrier 
channels assigned to telegraph operations rose by 5.91 
while miles of carrier channels assigned to telephone 
operations increased by 5.2% 

Offices maintained for receiving and sending 
messages totalled 805 in 1973 a decrease of 16 from 
1972. The largest decrease was in Ontario (10). 
Canadian National Telecommunications operated 6 
fewer offices in 1973 while the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company reported only 58 offices in operation com-
pared to 68 in 1972. 

There were 7,047 persona employed in the indus-
try, 276 less than in 1972. Salaries and wages, how- 

S  ver, rose from $69 million in 1972 to $74 million in 
973. The average annual salary rose from $9,456 to 

$10,558.

Le coOt total de Is propriEtE et du matEriel avant a-
mortissement de cea sociEtEs a augmentE de $145 millions au 
cours de l'annde, passant de $644 millions en 1972 a $789 
millions en 1973. Lea augmentations lea plus importsntes 
sont celles de Teleaat Canada (+ $39 millions), de is SCTT 
(+ $32 millions) et des TElEcommunications du CN (- $22 mil-
lions). 

En 1973, las sociEtEs oft investi $74 millions au cha-
pitre de Is construction neuve, et $10 millions mu titre des 
modifications et des travaux de rEparations at d'entretien.
