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This report includes data on the telecommunica-
tions carriers operating in Canada during 1975 with 
the exception of the telephone companies (S.l.C. 544) 
which are included in Catalogue 56-203. Data for 
Telesat Canada, Canadian National Telecommunications, 
Canadian Pacific Limited and Telegiobe Canada have 
been shown separately in the tables to this report. 
The data for Northern Alberta Railways, the North 
American Telegraph Company, Ontario Northland Railway, 
the Commercial Cable Company and Eastern Telephone and 
Telegraph Company are grouped together. December 31 
is the end of the fiscal year for all telecommunications 
carriers except Teleglobe Canada, which ends its annual 
fiscal period on March 31. 

Total cost of property and equipment before al-
lowing for depreciation for these companies increased 
by $84 million during the year from $856 million in 
1974 to $940 million in 1975. The largest increases 
were reported by CN Telecommunications $38 million, 
Telesat Canada $28 million and Teleglobe Canada $11 
million. 

Sixty-one million dollars was invested in new 
construction during 1975 and $16 millions was spent 
on alterations, repairs and maintenance. This does 
not include construction costs incurred by Telesat 
during 1975. With this exception, the total was $15 
million more than the amounts expended on construction 
and repair work in 1974. New construction and repair 
expenditures for Canadian National Telecommunications, 
Canadian Pacific Limited and Teleglobe Canada amounted 

million, $11 million and $12 million respectively 
,f the total in 1975. 

terating revenue increased in 1975 by $29 million, 
to $259 million. Operating expenses increaaed 

y S21 million, or 12.3% to $194 million. 

The number of telegrams transmitted in 1975 in-
creased by 8.5% to 4.4 million from 4.1 million in 1974. 
The number of cablegrams transmitted increased by 9.91 
to 8.0 million in 1975. The value of money transfers 
within Canada increased by 43.6% from $28.3 million in 
1974 to $40.6 million in 1975 and the value of money 
transfers between Canada and foreign countries increased 
by 52.4%. 

Pole line mileage owned by these companies was 
35,787 miles in 1974 compared to 32,152 miles in 1975 
a decrease of approximately 10%. Wire mileage totalled 
767,609 miles at the end of 1975, an increase of 3% 
over 1974. The largest increase of wire mileage was in 
Newfoundland (32,503 miles). Miles of carrier channels 
assigned to telegraph operations rose by 13.3% while 
miles of carrier channels assigned to telephone opera-
tions increased by 12.11. 

Offices maintained for receiving and sending mes-
sages totalled 443 in 1975 a decrease of 111 from 1974. 
The largest decrease was in Saskatchewan (46). Canadian 
National Telecommunications operated 91 fewer offices 
in 1975. 

There were 7,162 persona employed in the industry, 
one less than in 1974. Salaries and wages rose from 
$91 million in 1974 to $98 million in 1975. The average
