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Buts du releve 

Le present bulletin, qui decrit les societes industrielles en 
activité au Canada Ctahlit des comparaisons et marque scion de 
grands groupes industriels les tendances propres aux transactions 
financières que presentent Ic hilan, I'Ctat des henefices non 
répartis. l'Ctat des revenus et dépenses, ainsi que certains elements 
désaisonnalisCs et une breve revue financiCre. II constitue une 
partie importante d'un programme d'ensemhle visant it mieux 
mettre en lumlCre les transactions financlCres et plus particuliCre-
ment Ia provenance et Iutiiisation des fonds dans les divers 
secteurs de l'Cconomie. 

Les donnCes proviennent d'un relevé trimestriel base sur les 
Ctats financiers grace auquel on obtient des renseignements 
courants sur les bénCfices, l'actif, Ic passifet Ia part des actionnai-
res des sociétCs. A l'origine. Ic releve devait viser aussi bien les 
sociCtCs industrielles que les institutions linanciCres: toutefois, lors 
de La rCalisation du relevC, on a rCsolu de preparer sCparCment les 
comptes des traPsactions des institutions tinancières étant donné 
que les divers types d'organisation et méthodes comptables 
propres it ces institutions exigent une attention spéciale pour que 
Ic relevC puisse porter pleinement ses fruits. Les statistiques 
provenant du relevé des institutions financières sont publiées dans 
<lnstitutions financières - Statistique financiCre>>, bulletin trimes-
triel No. 6 1-006 au catalogue de Statistique Canada. 

Objectives of the Survey 

This report focuses on Industrial Corporations operat-
ing in Canada and provides comparisons and trends by broad 
industrial groupings of the financial transactions reflected on 
the balance sheet, statement of retained earnings and state-
ment of income, together with selected seasonally adjusted 
items and a brief financial overview. It is an important part 
of a comprehensive program to shed more light on financial 
transactions with particular emphasis on the sources and uses 
of funds of the various sectors of the economy. 

The data are derived from a Quarterly Survey of 
Financial Statements which provides current information on 
corporate profits, assets, liabilities and shareholders' equity. 
The survey was originally designed to cover both industrial 
corporations and financial institutions but in the implementa-
tion of the survey, it was decided to compile separately the 
transactions of financial institutions: the various types of 
organizational structures and accounting practices peculiar 
thereto necessitate special attention in order to obtain satis-
factory survey results. Statistics derived from the survey of 
financial institutions are published in "Financial Institutions 
- Financial Statistics". Catalogue No. 6 1-006, (Quarterly). 

Modifications de Ia presentation et du contenu 

Afin de satisfaire aux demandes sans cesse croissantes des 
utilisateurs et de prendre en compte plus fidClement les operations 
et les caractCristiques financiCres des divers groupes d'industries, 
on a revise en profondeur au premier trimestre de 1972 Ic 
questionnaire trimestriel. 

Les estimations des bCnCfices des societes avant les impOts 
sur Ic revenu et des provisions pour consommation de capital 
(<henefices de hase), données qui servent a Ctablir des estima-
tions trimestrielles du produit national brut', constituent un des 
produits de grande valcur de cc relevé. L'analyse dCtaillCc de 
l'actif et du passif financiers est utilisée pour La preparation des 
comptes des flux financiers trimestriels et annuels qui mettent en 
lumiCre Ia provenance et I'utiiisation des fonds des divers secteurs 
de 1'6conomie 2 . C'est dans cet optique qu'on a augmenté Ic niveau 
de detail du nouveau questionnaire. 

Les divers tableaux figurant dans cc bulletin temoignent de 
l'expansion considerable du niveau de detail en 1972 par rapport 
aux années précCdentes. C'est pourquoi nous conseillons au lecteur 
de faire preuve de prudence lors de toute comparaison des 
données avec celles d'années precedentes. Afin de faciliter Ia misc 
en parallCle des nouvelles donnCes et des donnCcs precedentes, cc 
bulletin prCsente un tableau de raccordement entre l'ancienne et 
La nouvelle presentation.pagc2o,et entre Ia nouvelle et l'ancienne 
presentation. page 26. Le lecteur est de plus prCvenu qu'une partie 
de ces donnCes ont etC recueiliies et mises en tableaux pour Ia 
premiCre fois en 1972 et que par consequent dIes n'ont pas fait 
l'ohjet d'une Cpreuve de coherence et de fiabilitC dans Ic temps. 

Changes in Presentation and Content 

In the first quarter of 1972, a comprehensive revision 
of the quaerly questionnaire was made in order to meet the 
increasing requirements of the data users, and to reflect more 
closely the financial activities and characteristics of various 
industry groups. 

A valuable product of this survey is estimates of 
corporate profits before income taxes and capital consump-
tion allowances (or "Base Profit") for use in the calculation 
of the quarterly estimates of Gross National Product 1 . The 
detailed analysis of financial assets and liabilities is used in 
the preparation of quarterly and annual financial flow ac-
counts which show the sources and uses of funds for the 
various sectors of the economy 2 . Much of the detail incorpo-
rated on the revised questionnaire was obtained with these in 
view. 

Reference to the various tables in this report indicate 
that a considerable expanded level of detail was available in 
1972, compared with former years, and the reader is cau-
tioned in making historical comparisons. To assist connecting 
the new data with the old, a linkage table from the old to the 
new format, page 20. and, from the new to the old format, 
page 26, are presented in this report. The reader is further 
cautioned that 1972 is the first year in which some of these 
data have been collected and tabulated and, therefore have 
not been subjected to a test of consistency and reliability over 
time. 
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Data revisions have been made to a majority of the 
industries for 197() and 1971 to reflect a number of new 
corporations which came into existence and/or commenced 
production in those years. These revisions are identified by 
footnotes to the statistical tables. 

The Industrial Corporation Universe 

This report covers the total industrial corporation 
sector of the Canadian economy including corporations 
engaged in mining, manufacturing, transportation, storage, 
utilities, trade and services. Joint ventures and partnerships of 
participating corporations, and branches of foreign corpora-
tions operating in Canada are also included. 

The construction industry is not included in these 
statistics as the available data from this survey have not 
reached an acceptable level of quality due to incomplete 
survey coverage, poor response, and problems in developing 
a measurement of quarterly profits that would be meaningful 
and conceptually consistent for all corporations.

Univers des sociCtés indusirielles 

Ce bulletin vise l'ensemhle du secteur des sociCtCs indus-
trielles de l'économie canadienne, y compris les sociCtCs s'occu-
pant d'extraction miniCre, de fabrication, de transports, d'entrepo-
sage, de services publics, de commerce et de services. L'univers 
comprend Cgalement les associations en participation de sociCtCs 
et les succursales de sociCtCs etrangêres en activitC au Canada. 

Les données ne tiennent pus compte de lindustrie dc Ia 
construction car les donnCes disponibles provenant de cc relevC 
n'ont pus atteint un niveau de qualitC acceptable en raison d'un 
champ d'observation insuffisant. de Ia pauvretC de Ia réponse et 
des prohlCmes qu'a poses I'Ctahlisserncnt d'une mesure des 
bCnCfices trimestriels qui soit signiticative et cohCrente sur Ic plan 
conceptuel pour toutes les sociCtCs.

The Sample of Reporting Units 

Within the defined universe, the sample survey in-
cludes all industrial corporations operating in Canada having 
net assets over $5 million, together with a random sample of 
smaller corporations. Corporations having net assets over $5 
million account for approximately seventy per cent of total 
assets and profits of the industrial sector, and in most cases 
the large corporations dominate the industrial groups to 
which they are classified. Exceptions to this rule are such 
industries as trade, services, textiles, wood products and other 
manufacturing. In these industries, smaller corporations are 
more important, and account for close to one-half of total 
assets and profits. 

Submission of consolidated financial data on the sur-
vey by families of corporations who operate in the same 
broad industrial groups is encouraged partially to ease the

A l'intCrieur de l'univers dClimitC, l'échantillon du relevC 
englohe toutes les sociCtCs industrielles en activitC ati Canada dont 
l'actif net depasse 5 millions de dollars ainsi qu'un Cchantillon 
alCatoire de petites sociCtCs. Les sociCtCs dont l'actif net dCpasse 5 
millions de dollars interviennent pour prCs de 70% du total de 
l'actif ct des bCnCfices de tout Ic secteur industriel et en general les 
grandes sociCtCs dorninent les groupes d'industries dans lesquels 
dIes sont classées. Font exception a cette rCgle certains secteurs de 
l'activitC economique corn me Ic commerce, les services, les texti-
les, les prod uits du hois et diverses autres industries manuf'acturiC-
res. Dans ces branches d'activité, les sociCtCs de moindre impor-
tance sont prCpondCrentes et rendent compte de prCs de Ia moitiC 
de l'actifet des hénefices totaux. 

En partie, afIn d'alléger Ic fardeau de rCponse impose aux 
sociétés déclarantes et dans l'optique surtoul dune minimisation 
du double emploi et du comptage en double, on encourage Ics 
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burden on the respondents but primarily to ensure that 
duplications and double counting are minimized. In addition, 
better timeliness can he achieved by accepting the same 
consolidated statements that are prepared for corporate 
management and directors. That is, a parent company may 
tile one report, including all of its Canadian subsidiaries. 
However, foreign operations of Canadian based multi-
national corporations are excluded from the reports 
submitted. 

The sample survey comprises approximately 800 con-
solidated reports representing about 3.500 corporations and 
2,000 single corporation reports.

These industrial groupings are based on the STANDARD 
INDUSTRIAL CLASSIFICATION MANUAL (Catalogue 
No. 12-501) published by Statistics Canada and are summa-
rized later in this report. 

The Industrial Classification is based on the concept of 
the e.stahlis/imetu (An establishment is defined as "the 
smallest unit which is a separate operating entity capable of 
reporting all elements of basic industrial statistics"). How-
ever, as both the enterprise and corporation are considered as 
basic reporting units in the survey the relationship to a 
classification system based on the establishment concept 
creates some difficulties. Accordingly. where corporations. or 
consolidations thereof consist of more than one establish-
ment, the entire corporation or group of corporations, is 
classified to the single industry representing the largest 
portion of the corporations. production (output) in terms of 
"value added". The concept of "value added" may he 
defined as revenue from shipments, less the value of maicrial 
and supplies, adjusted for net changes in inventories, fuel and 
power consumed. Stated in another way, "value added" 
consists of the total direct salaries and wages paid plus the 
gross profit margin for any particular class of output. 

During recent years, the tendency toward diversifica-
tion of operations by many corporations intensified the 
problem of preparing homogeneous industrial statistics from 
consolidated data. The vertical and horizontal integration of 
many enterprises make it difficult to classify corporations to 
a single industry. For example, if during a representative 
number of years 49% of a corporation's output is in construc-
tion and 51% is in metal fabricating, the corporation will he 
classified to a manufacturing industry. To maintain a higher 
degree of homogeneity, it would be necessary to obtain 
financial data on a divisional basis from multi-industry 
enterprises which time constraint does not permit. Conse-
quently, the industrial classification of the quarterly data has

Par 
consequent, lorsque des sociétés ou des consolidations de sociCtés 
comprennent plus d'un Ctahlissement. Ia sociCtC (ou Ic groupe de 
sociétés) est classCe dans son integralitC dans I'industrie particulie-
re qui represente Ia plus grande partie de sa production en termes 
de <<valeur ajoutee>>. On dCfinit Ia ><valeur ajoutCe>> comme les 
recettes provenant des iivraisons moms Ia valcur des matiCres et 
des fournitures et après rCgularisation en fonction de Ia variation 
nette des stocks, du combustible et de l'Cnergie consommCc. En 
d'autres termes Ia valeur ajout&>> se compose des rCmunCrations 
directes totales versées augmentees de Ia marge brute de hénCfices 
pour toute categoric particuliCre de produits. 

Au cours des derniCres années, Ia tendance a Ia diversifica-
tion de l'exploitation de nombreuses sociCtés a eu pour etl'et 
d'actualiser encore plus Ic prohlCme pose par Ia production de 
statistiques industrielles homogCnes a partir de donnCes de conso-
lidation. L'integration verticale ct horizontale d'un grand nombre 
d'entreprises rend difflcile Ic classement des soctCtés dans une 
seule industrie. Par exemple, si pendant un nombre représentatif 
d'années, 49% de Ia production d'urie sociCtC appartient a l'acti-
vitC de construction et 5 1 % ii Ia fabrication des produits métalli-
ques, c'est dans Ic secteur manufacturier que sera classée La sociCté 
en question. Afin de maintenir un degrC plus ClevC d'homogénCité, 
ii faudrait que les eritreprises multi-industrielles nous fournissent 
des données financiCres au niveau des divisions; maiheureuse- 
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been restricted to the major industry group level of the 
Standard industrial Classification (SIC.). 

A high degree of consistency and continuity in the 
statistical time series is important to facilitate a meantngful 
trend analysis. Since multi-industry corporations are gener-
ally large. a change in their classification may significantly 
disrupt the time series in which they are included. Whenever 
possible, corporations of a significant size have been classi-
fied to the same industry for the period covered in this report. 
However, structural changes such as statutory amalgama-
tions, corporate acquisitions and spin-oil's which significantly 
change the nature of husine.s 01' reporting unit may require 
it reclassification to another industry. Structural changes 
which materially affect the comparability of the data are 
identilied by a footnote to the statistical tables.

Cela signifie qu'une sociCtC doni l'exercice financier se termine en 
janvier produira pour Ic premier trimestre une declaration visant 
les mois de novembre, dCcembre et janvier, et que les donnCes 
fournies seront intégrécs aux statistiques du premier trimestrc civil. 
De mCme. si  Ia date de cloture est en fCvrier, les données pour les 
mois de dCcembre, janvier et fCvrier tigureront dans Ia statistique 
financière du premier trimestre. 

Dans Ia mesure oh les sociCtes utiliseront leur trimestre 
financier au lieu du trimestre civil, les donnCes prCsenteront une 
certaine distorsion ou dCcalage.

( alendar Versus Fiscal Quarters 

I Iic .wrvey was designed to produce financial statistics, 
h.ied ri cIcndar quarters. Nevertheless, corporations may 
file their returns on a fiscal quarter basis. This means that a 
rrporauon whose fiscal year ends in January, will file a 

return for the first quarter, covering the months of Novem-
her. December and January, and these data will he included 
in the first calendar quarter statistics. Similarly. if the year-
end is February, data for the months of December along with 
.!;tnuary and February will he included in the first quarter 
.iatisties. 

To the extent that corporations use their fiscal quarter 
rather than calendar quarters, some distortion or lag in the 
data will occur. This is particularly apparent in the retail 
trade industry where a substantial percentage of the fiscal 
years end in January and February. Therefore, part of the 
Christmas trade is reflected in the data published for the first 
quarter. However, as this is a recurring phenomenon the data 
reported are consistent over time. In addition, the seasonally 
adjusted data provide a means to minimize this distortion. 
The following table indicates that for a majority of industrial 
corporations, other than wholesale and retail trade, the fiscal 
year-ends coincide with the calendar quarters.

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ISO Base profit 

In order to reflect more adequately a common mea-
surement of corporation profit. the concept of"basc profit" 
was developed within Statistics Canada. Base profit reflects 
net income of a corporation before income taxes, extraordi-
nary items, and before recording transactions which to a 
greater or lesser extent can be altered at the discretion of 
corporate management. It is also the starting point for 
calculating corporation profit before taxes for the use in the 
Canadian System of National Accounts (CSNA). It should, 
however, be pointed out that quarterly data provide only an 
approximate CSNA corporation profit. Specific adjustments 
requiring data not available quarterly are necessary to obtain 
the actual CSNA corporation profit. 

Quarterly book profits as reported by corporations are 
highly susceptible to large swings which may be caused by 
factors not directly related to current production. The shorter 
the period for which profits are measured the more volatile 
these swings become due to the inclusion of asset valuation 
adjustments and one-time transactions such as gains or losses 
realized on the sale of fixed assets and receipt of dividends 
from subsidiaries: such items are considerably more promi-
nent the shorter the time span measured and create difficul-
ties in matching costs and revenues. Net  profit for a corpora-
tion may also differ substantially depending on the use or 
non-use of discretionary charges such as depreciation and 
depletion. Quarterly profit is at best an interim estimate 
subject to revisions that may not be reflected until subsequent 
quarters or the end of the fiscal year. 

Another problem is the differing treatment of certain 
expenditures which may be capitalized by some corporations 
or charged directly to current operations by others. This 
problem is prevalent in the mining, petroleum and gas 
exploration industries with respect to exploration and devel-
opment expenditures. Answers to questions on this subject 
vary substantially, and many different but equally valid 
propositions can be developed. It is necessary to define 
expenditures that should he treated as capital, and to recon-
cile expenditures which corporations capitalize on their own 
accounts with the conceptual definitions of capital expendi-
tures used for the CSNA. To assist in the reconciliation of 
definitions and differences in accounting treatment, special 
questionnaires were designed for the mining, petroleum and 
gas industries, seeking information on amounts capitalized or 
charged to current expenses in respect to exploratory and 
development expenditures. 

In calculating quarterly base profit, adjustments are 
made for the following expenditures: on-property explora-
tion and development, and land and lease acquisition and 
retention expense charged to current operations by reporting 
corporations are added back to net profit: general off-
property exploration, geological and geophysical expense 
capitalized by reporting corporations are deducted from net

Seasonal Adjustment 

In any sub-annual series, the movement in magnitude is 
usually affected by four factors. 

1. The "trend" or "secular" movement is assumed to 
represent the basic underlying movement of the eco-
nomic activity and is a smooth, regular, long-term 
flow. 

2. The "cyclical" movement is often referred to as the 
business cycle. The length of the cycle, which oscillates 
about the trend line, varies from more than one year to 
approximately ten or twelve years. 

3. The "random" or "irregular" movement occurs from 
time to time, without any clear pattern in timing or size 
and is caused by unusual, sporadic disturbances such as 
floods, strikes, wars or inclement weather conditions. 

4. The "seasonal" component is caused by regular an- 
nual occurrences such as characteristic weather 
changes, holidays, etc. 

Seasonal adjustment is an attempt to measure that part 
of the movement in a time series caused by the seasonal 
component and remove its effect from the observed data. 

In a majority of the industries, unadjusted sales and 
profits are greater in the second and fourth quarters than in 
the first and third quarters.

National Income and Expenditures Accounts 

One of the purposes of quarterly survey is to provide 
estimates of(a) corporate profit before taxes, and (b) 
capital consumption for the non-financial private cor-
porate sector. These estimates in turn are used in 
calculating the "corporate profit before taxes" compo-
nent of quarterly Gross National Product. Base profit 
derived from the survey material permits a close ap-
proximation of Gross Profit (net profit and deprecia-
tion) required for the National Income and Expendi-
ture Accounts3 . Corporation profit before taxes used in 
the National Income and Expenditure Accounts also 
includes profit of the construction industry, real estate 
developers, financial institutions, banks and insurance 
companies which are not included in this report. 

Financial Flow Accounts 

The financial flow accounts, which form part of the 
System of National Accounts, are designed to show 
how the production of the economy is financed 4 . These 
accounts provide the sources and uses of funds for each 
sector of the economy and include tables showing for 
each major type of financial instrument, the changes in 
debt outstanding and the changes in holdings of finan-
cial claims. The Quarterly Survey of industrial corpora-
tions is the source of data for sector Ill (non-financial 
private corporations) included in the financial flow 
accounts ?nalrix.r Net changes between quarters for 
each item of financial assets and liabilities derived 
from the survey are used in the calculation of financial 
flows for that sector. In the calculation of net changes 
of quarterly balance sheet levels, adjustments are 
required to eliminate changes not reflecting financial 
transactions such as changes due to different account-
ing methods, industrial reclassification of reporting 
units due to mergers, amalgamations, consolidations, 
dc-consolidations and spin-oils. It should be pointed 
out that sector Ill of the financial flow accounts also 
includes data of the construction industry and real 
estate developers which are not included in this 
report. 

Annual Financial Statistics Series 

The annual report containing corporation financial 
statistics 5  is derived from financial statements and 
corporation income tax returns filed with the Depart-
ment of National Revenue. The quarterly estimates 
differ from the annual data in a number of significant 
ways: 

(a) 	Source of Data 

The basis of the quarterly survey is a structured 
questionnaire providing a consistent set of fi-
nancial data. The financial statements provided

Annual statistics do not relate precisely to the 
calendar year as they are based on the fiscal 
year of each corporation which may fall in any 
of the twelve months within a calendar year 
thus, the annual data include part of the operat-
ing results of the previous year as well as a part 
of the reference period operations. The quar-
terly survey includes reports covering fiscal 
quarters which in some cases do not coincide 
with the calendar quarters.. To this extent, some 
distortion or lag will occur in the quarterly data. 
This lag is not as significant as that in the 
annual data. Reference to the table of "distri-
bution of fiscal year ends" as set out on page 12 
indicates the relative significance of the fiscal 
year lags on the quarterly and the annual 
data.

On the one 
hand, many ol the consolidated reporting units 
represent activity in more than one industry 
thereby making it more difficult for the quar-
terly report to present homogeneous industrial 
groupings at a liner level as published in the 
annual report. On the other hand, the quarterly 
statistics based on consolidated reporting units 
eliminate most double counting arising from 
financial transactions between affiliated corpo-
rations classified within the industrial corpora-
tion sector. 

Because of the above differences, detailed com-
parisons between the sample survey estimates 
and the annual data cannot be made at this 
time.
