Le present bulletin, qui dCcrit lcs sociCtés industrielles en 
activité au Canada étahlit des comparaisons et marque scIon de 
grands groupes industriels les tendances propres aux transactions 
financiCres que presentent Ic hilan, l'Ctat des hénCfices non 
repartis, l'Ctat des revenus et depenses, ainsi que certains élCments 
dCsaisonnalisCs et une breve revue tinancière. II constitue une 
partie importante d'un programme d'ensemble visant a mieux 
metire en lumiCre les transactions financiCres et plus particulière-
ment Ia provenance et l'utilisation des fonds dans les divers 
secteurs de I'économie. 

Les donnCes proviennent d'un relevC trimestriel base sur les 
Ctats financiers grace auquel on obtient des renseignements 
courants sur les bénéfices, l'actif, le passifet Ia part des actionnai-
res des sociCtCs. A l'origine. Ic relevé devait viser aussi hien les 
sociCtCs industrielles que les institutions financières; toutefois, lors 
de Ia rCalisation du relevC, on a rCsolu de preparer separement les 
coniptes des transactions des institutions financiCres Ctant donnC 
que les divers types d'organisation et mCthodes comptables 
propres a ces institutions exigent une attention speciale pour que 
Ic relevé puisse porter pleinement ses fruits. Les statistiques 
provenant du relevC des institutions financiCres sont publiecs dans 
"Institutions financières Statistique financiére", bulletin trimes-
triel n° 6 1-006 au catalogue de Statistique Canada. 

Objectives of the Survey 

This report focuses on Industrial Corporations operating in 
Caricida and provides comparisons and trends by broad 
industrial groupings of the financial transactions reflected on 
the balance sheet, statement of retained earnings and state-
ment of income, together.with selected seasonally adjusted 
items and a brief financial overview. It is an important part 
of a comprehensive program to shed more light on financial 
transactions with particular emphasis on the sources and uses 
of funds of the various sectors of the economy. 

The data are derived from it Quarterly Survey of Financial 
Statements which provides current information on corporate 
profIts, assets, liabilities and shareholders' equity. The survey 
was originally designed to cover both industrial corporations 
and financial institutions but in the implementation of the 
survey, it was decided to compile separately the transactions 
of financial institutions: the various types of organizational 
structures and accounting practices peculiar thereto necessi-
tate special attention in order to obtain satisfactory survey 
results. Statistics derived from the survey of financial institu-
tions are published in "Financial Institutions - Financial 
Statistics", Catalogue 6 1-006, (Quarterly). 

Changes in Data Presentation 

A comprehensive description ol' the changes in data pre-
sentation in this publication as of first quarter 1972 and 
fourth quarter 1974 is contained in the fourth quarter 1974 
publication. 

The Industrial Corporation Universe 

This report covers the total industrial corporation sector of 
the Canadian economy including corporations engaged in 
mining, manufacturing, transportation, storage, utilities, 
trade and services. Joint ventures and partnerships of partici-
pating corporations, and branches of foreign corporations 
operating in Canada are also included. 

The construction industry is not included in these statistics 
as the available data from this survey have not reached an 
acceptable level of quality due to incomplete survey cover-
age, poor response, and problems in developing a measure-
ment of quarterly profits that would he meaningful and 
conceptually consistent for all corporations.

Univers des sociCtCs industrielles 

Ce bulletin vise lensemhle du sccteur des sociCtés industrielles 
de l'Cconomie canadienne, y  compris les sociCtés s'occupant 
d'extraction minière, de fabrication, de transports, d'entreposage, 
de services publics, de commerce et de services. L'univcrs corn-
prend egalement les associations en participation de sociétCs ct les 
succursales de sociétCs etrangCres en activitC au Canada. 

Les données ne tiennent pas compte de l'industrie de Ia cons-
truction car les données disponibles provcnant de cc relevé n'ont 
pas atteint un niveau de qualite acceptable en raison d'un champ 
d'observation insuffisant. de Ia pauvretC de Ia réponse et des 
problémes qu'a poses l'Ctahlissement d'une mesure des bCnCfices 
trimestriels qui soit significative et cohCrente sur le plan conceptuel 
pour toutes les sociCtCs.

The Sample of Reporting Units 

Within the defined universe, the sample survey includes all 
industrial corporations operating in Canada having net assets 
over $5 million, together with a random sample of smaller 
corporations. Corporations having net assets over $5 million 
account for approximately seventy per cent of total assets and 
profits of the industrial sector, and in most cases the large 
corporations dominate the industrial groups to which they are 
classified. Exceptions to this rule are such industries as trade, 
services, textiles, wood products and other manufacturing. In 
these industries, smaller corporations are more important, 
and account for close to one-half of total assets and profits. 

Submission of consolidated financial data on the survey by 
families of corporations who operate in the same broad 
industrial groups is encouraged partially to ease the burden 
on the respondents but primarily to ensure that duplications 
and double counting are minimized. In addition, better 
timeliness can he achieved by accepting the same consoli-
dated statements that are prepared for corporate manage-
ment and directors. That is, a parent company may file one 
report, including all of its Canadian subsidiaries. However, 
foreign operations of Canadian based multi-national corpo-
rations are excluded from the reports submitted. 

The sample survey comprises approximately 800 consoli-
dated reports representing about 3,500 corporations and 
2,000 single corporation reports.

Les sociCtés dont l'actif net depasse $5 millions 
interviennent pour pres de 70% du total de l'actif et des bénéfices 
de tout Ic secteur industriel et en gCnCral les grandes sociétés 
dominent les groupes d'industries dans lesquels elles sont classCes. 
Font exception a cette rCgle certains secteurs de l'activité économi-
que comme le commerce, les services, les textiles, les produits du 
bois et diverses autres industries manulacturiéres. Dans ces bran-
ches d'activitC, les sociétCs de moindre importance sont prepondé-
rentes et rendent compte de près de Ia moitié de l'actif et des 
bénéfices totaux. 

En partie. afin d'alléger Ic firdeau de rCponse impose aux 
sociCtés déclarantes et dans l'optique surtout d'une minimisation 
du double emploi ci du comptage en double, on encourage les 
familIes de sociCtCs en activitC dans les mémes groupes d'indus-
tries a produire des declarations financières consolidées dans Ic 
cadre de cc relevé. En outre, en acceptant les rapports consolidCs 
qul sont prepares a l'intention de 'administration et des cadres 
supCrleurs des sociétés. on amCliore l'actualité des donnCes. Par 
exemple, une société mere peut produire une declaration englo-
hant toutes ses filiales canadiennes. Toutefois. l'exploitation en sol 
Ctranger des sociétés multi-nationales ayant leur siege social au 
Canada n'est pas prise en compte. 

L 'Cchantillon comprend approximative ment 800 rapports con-
solidCs (soit prés de 3,500 corporations) et 2.000 rapports indivi-
duels de sociétés.

Industrial Classification Manual" (Catalogue 12-50 1) pub-
lished by Statistics Canada and are summarized later in this 
report. 

During recent years, the tendency toward diversification of 
operations by many corporations intensified the problem of 
preparing homogeneous industrial statistics from consoli-
dated data. The vertical and horizontal integration of many 
enterprises make it difficult to classify corporations to a single

Au cours des dernières annCes, Ia tendance a Ia diversification 
de l'exploitation de nombreuses sociCtés a eu pour etlet d'actuali-
ser encore plus le probléme pose par Ia production de statistiques 
industrielles homogenes a partir de donnCes de consolidation. 
L'intCgration verticale et horizontale d'un grand nombre d'entre- 
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industry. t'or example, ii during a representative number of 
years 49% of a corporation's output is in construction and 
5 1% is in metal fabricating, the corporation will he classified 
to a manufacturing industry. To maintain a higher degree of 
homogeneity, it would he necessary to obtain financial data 
on a divisional basis from multi-industry enterprises which 
time constraint does not permit. Consequently, the industrial 
classification of the quarterly data has been restricted to the 
major industry group level of the Standard Industrial Classi-
fication (SIC.). 

A high degree of consistency and continuity in the statisti-
cal time series is important to facilitate a meaningful trend 
analysis. Since multi-industry corporations are generally 
large, a change in their classification may significantly disrupt 
the time series in which they are included. Whenever possi-
ble. corporations of a significant size have been classified to 
the same industry for the period covered in this report. 
However, structural changes such as statutory amalgama-
tions, corporate acquisitions and spin-offs which significantly 
change the nature of business of reporting unit may require 
a reclassification to another industry. Structural changes 
which materially affect the comparability of the data are 
identilied by a footnote to the statistical tables. 

The Industrial Classificafion is based on the concept of the 
establishment (An establishment is defined as "the smallest 
unit which is a separate operating entity capable of reporting 
all elements of basic industrial statistics'). However, as both 
the enterprise and corporation are considered as basic report-
ing units in the survey the relationship to a classification 
system based on the establishment concept creates some 
difficulties. Accordingly, where corporations. or consolida-
tions thereof consist of more than one establishment, the 
entire corporation or group of corporations, is classified to the 
single industry representing the largest portion of the corpo-
rations, production (output) in terms of "value added". The 
concept of "value added" may be defined as revenue from 
shipments. less the value of material and supplies, adjusted 
for net changes in inventories, fuel and power consumed. 
Stated in another way. "value added" consists of the total 
direct salaries and wages paid plus the gross profit margin for 
any particular class of output.

On dCfinit Ia "valeur ajoutCe" comme les 
recettes provenant des Iivraisons moms Ia valeur des matiCres et 
des fourniturcs et aprCs rCgularisation en fonction de Ia variation 
nette des stocks, du combustible ci de l'energie consommCe.

Triinestres civils et trimesires financiers 

Le relevé a et6 conçu pour Ia production de statistiques tinanciè-
res fondées sur Ic trimestre civil. Néanmoins, les soci&tës peuvent 
produire des declarations hasCes sur Ic trimestre tinancier. Cela 
signifie qu'une sociCte dont l'cxercice financier se termine en 
janvier produira pour Ic premier trimestre une declaration visant 
les mois de novembre. dCcembre ci janvier, et que les données 
fournies seront inlCgrCes aux statistiques du premier trimestre civil. 
Dc méme, si Ia date de cloture est en fCvrier, les donnCes pour les 
mois de dCcembre, janvier et février figureront dans Ia statistique 
tinanciére du premier trimestre. 

Dans Ia mesure oii les sociCtés utiliscroru leur trimestre financier 
au lieu du trimestre civil. les donnCes présenteront une certaine 
distorsion ou decalage. Ccci est particulierement evident dans Ic 
secteur du commerce de detail øü les sociCtCs dont l'exercice 
financier se termine en janvier et fCvrier sont nombreuses. Par 
consequent, unc partic des ventes de Noel sont prises en compte 
dans les statistiques puhliCes pour Ic premier trimestre. Cepen-
dant, comme cc phénornCne se repètc pCriodiquement. les donnCes 
produites s'équilihrent avee Ic temps. E)e plus, les données dCsai-
sonnalisees permettent de minimiser cette distorsion. Le tableau 
presente ci-aprCs montre que pour Ia plupart des sociCtés indus-
trielles. a I'exception des sociCtCs des secteurs du commerce de 
gros et de detail, Ia clOture de I'annCe financiCre coincide avec les 
trimestrcs de I'année civile. 

Calendar Versus Fiscal Quarlers 

The survey was designed to produce financial statistics, 
based on calendar quarters. Nevertheless, corporations may 
file their returns on a fiscal quarter basis. This means that a 
corporation whose fiscal year ends in January, will tile a 
return for the first quarter, covering the months of Novem-
ber. December and January, and these data will he included 
in the first calendar quarter statistics. Similarly, if the year-
end is February, data for the months of I)ecemher along with 
January and February will be included in the first quarter 
statistjcs. 

To the extent that corporations use their fiscal quarter 
rather than calendar quarters. some distortion or lag in the 
data will occur. This is particularly apparent in the retail 
trade industry where a substantial percentage of the fiscal 
years end in January and February. Therefore, part of the 
Christmas trade is reflected in the data published for the first 
quarter. However, as this is a recurring phenomenon ;he data 
reported are consistent over time. In addition, the seasonally 
adjusted data provide a means to minimize this distortion. 
The following table indicates that for a majority of industrial 
corporations, other than wholesale and retail trade, the fiscal 
year-ends coincide with the calendar quarters.

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Quarterly book profits as reported by corporations are 
highly susceptible to large swings which may be caused by 
factors not directly related to current production. The shorter 
the period for which profits are measured the more volatile 
these swings become due to the inclusion of asset valuation 
adjustments and one-time transactions such as gains or losses 
realized on the sale of fixed assets and receipt of' dividends 
from subsidiaries: such items are considerably more promi-
nent the shorter the time span measured and create difficul-
ties in matching costs and revenues. Net  profit for a corpora-
tion may also differ substantially depending on the use or 
non-use of discretionary charges such as depreciation and 
depletion. Quarterly profit is at best an interim estimate 
subject to revisions that may not be reflected until subsequent 
quarters or the end of the fiscal year. 

Another problem is the differing treatment of certain 
expenditures which may he capitalized by some corporations 
or charged directly to current operations by others. This 
problem is prevalent in the mining, petroleum and gas 
exploration industries with respect to exploration and devel-
opment expenditures. Answers to questions on this subject 
vary substantially, and many different but equally valid 
propositions can be developed. it is necessary to defIne 
expenditures that should he treated as capital, and to recon-
cile expenditures which corporations capitalize on their own 
accounts with the conceptual definitions of capital expendi-
tures used for the CSNA. To assist in the reconciliation of 
definitions and differences in accounting treatment, special 
questionnaires were designed for the mining, petroleum and 
gas industries, seeking information on amounts capitalized or 
charged to current expenses in respect to exploratory and 
development expenditures. 

In calculating quarterly base profit, adjustments are made 
for the following expenditures: on-property exploration and 
development, and land and lease acquisition and retention 
expense charged to current operations by reporting corpora-
tions are added back to net profit: general off-property 
exploration, geological and geophysical expense capitalized 
by reporting corporations are deducted from net profit. These 
adjustments are made to conform with the CSNA concepts. 

Bénéfices de base

sociétés, Statistique Canada a établi Ic concept des "bénéfices de 
base".

Les hénéfices de base constituent Ic point 
de depart a partir duquel on calcule les bénéfices des sociétés 
avant les impOts, données qui trouvent leur cmploi dans le système 
des comptes nationaux du Canada (SCNC). II est a signaler 
cependant que les données trimestrielles ne fournissent qu'une 
approximation des bénéfices des sociétés pris en compte dans Ic 
système des comptes nationaux du Canada. Pour obtenir les 
bénCfices reds des sociétés scIon Ic système des comptes nationaux 
du Canada, ii est nécessaire d'apporter des modifications trés 
precises pour lesquelles on fait appel a des données non disponi-
bles trimestriellement. 

Les bénCfIces comptahies trimestnels déclarés par les sociétés 
sont grandement trihutaires des grandes variations qui peuvent 
Ctre causées par des facteurs qui ne sont pas relies directement a 
Ia production courante. En cc qui a trait aux estimations des 
bCnCfices, plus Ia pCriode visCe est courte, plus imprévisibles 
encore deviennent ces variations parce qu'eiles recouvrent des 
ajustements apportés a Ia valeur de l'actif et des operations 
uniques comme les gains ou pertes lors de Ia vente d'immobilisa-
tions et l'encaissement de dividendes provenant de filiales; de tels 
elements ressortent d'une façon beaucoup plus nette lorsque Ia 
periode visCe est plus courte et rendent difficile l'appariement des 
frais et des recettes. Les bénCfices nets d'une sociCtC peuvent aussi 
varier sensiblement scion I'emploi ou Ic non-empioi d'imputations 
libres comme l'amortissement et l'épuisement. Les bénéfices 
trimestriels constituent tout au plus une estimation provisoire 
pouvant faire l'ohjet d'une revision qui n'apparaitra peut-etre que 
dans les trimestres suivants ou a Ia fin de l'année financière. 

Un autre probléme reside dans Ic traitement comptable dont 
doivent faire l'objet certaines dépenses qui peuvent étre capitali-
sees par certaines sociétés ou imputées directement sur l'exploita-
tion courante par d 'autres. Ce probleme se pose tout spécialement 
dans les industries minière, petroliCre et gaziere (exploration) en 
cc qui concerne les frais d'exploration et d'amenagement. Les 
reponses aux questions soulevées a cc sujet sont des plus variées 
et il est possible de formuler de nombreuses propositions difl'éren-
tes qui soicnt toutes egalement valahles. II laut dCfinir quelles 
depenses devraient Ctre traitées comme depenses en immobilisa-
tions et concilier les depenses quc les sociétés capitalisent dans 
leurs propres Iivres et Ia definition des depenses en immobilisa-
tions utilisécs dans Ic cadre du système des comptes nationaux du 
Canada. Afin de faciliter La conciliation des definitions et des 
differences sur Ic plan du traitement comptable, on a étabii des 
questionnaires spéciaux pour les industries minière, pétrolière ct 
gazière en vue d'obtcnir des renseignements sur les sommes 
capitalisees ou imputCes sur les dCpenses courantes en cc qul 
concerne les frais d'exploration et d'amenagcment. 

Lors du caicul des hénéfices de base trimestricls, des modifica-
tions sont apportCes relativement aux dépenses suivantes: les 
dépenses tant d'exploration et d'amenagemcnt sur les terrains 
possédés que d'acquisition et de conservation des terrains et des 
baux qui sont imputecs sur l'exploitation courante par les sociétes 
dCclarantes sont ajoutées aux benefices nets: les dépenses au titre 
de I 'exploration gCnerale et des recherches gëologiques et geophy-
siques hors propriete qui sont capitalisees par les sociétés déclaran-
tes sont déduites des benetices nets. Ces modifications sont 
apportCes par souci de conformité aux concepts de Ia comptabilite 
nationale. 

Base Profit 

In order to reflect more adequately a common measure-
ment of corporation profit, the concept of"base profit" was 
developed within Statistics Canada. Base profit reflects net 
income of a corporation before income taxes, extraordinary 
items, and before recording transactions which to a greater or 
lesser extent can be altered at the discretion of corporate 
management. It is also the starting point for calculating 
corporation profit before taxes for the use in the Canadian 
System of National Accounts (CSNA). It should, however, 
be pointed out that quarterly data provide only an approx-
imate CSNA corporation profit. Specific adjustments requir-
ing data not available quarterly are necessary to obtain the 
actual CSNA corporation profit. 
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In order to assist the interested reader who may wish to 
verify the calculation of base profit appearing at the foot of 
the income statement in this report, the following is a 
pro-lbrma calculation which has been indexed to the lines of 
that statement.

Seasonal Adjustment 

In any sub-annual series, the movement in magnitude 
is usually affected by four factors. 

1.The "trend" or "secular" movement is assumed to repre-
sent the basic underlying movement of the economic 
activity and is a smooth, regular, long-term flow. 

2.The "cyclical" movement is often referred to as the busi-
ness cycle. The length of the cycle, which oscillates about 
the trend line, varies from more than one year to approx-
imately ten or twelve years. 

33he "random" or "irregular" movement occurs from time 
to time, without any clear pattern in timing or size and is 
caused by unusual, sporadic disturbances such as floods, 
strikes, wars or inclement weather conditions. 

4.The "seasonal" component is caused by regular annual 
occurrences such as characteristic weather changes, holi-
days, etc. 

Seasonal adjustment is an attempt to measure that part of 
the movement in a time series caused by the seasonal compo-
nent and remove its effect from the observed data. 

In a majority of the industries, unadjusted sales and profits 
are greater in the second and fourth quarters than in the first 
and third quarters. 
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Relationship of Survey to Other 
Statistics Canada Data Series 

I. National Income and Expenditures Accounts 

One of the purposes of quarterly survey is to provide 
estimates of (a) corporate profit before taxes, and (b) 
capital consumption for the non-financial private corpo-
rate sector. These estimates in turn are used in calculating 
the "corporate profit before taxes" component of quar-
terly Gross National Product. Base profit derived from the 
survey material permits a close approximation of Gross 
Profit (net profit and depreciation) required for the Na-
tional Income and Expenditure Accounts! Corporation 
profit before taxes used in the National Income and 
Expenditure Accounts also includes profit of the construc-
tion industry, real estate developers, financial institutions, 
banks and insurance companies which arc not included in 
this report. 

2. Financial Flow Accounts 

The financial flow accounts, which form part of the 
System of National Accounts, are designed to show how 
the production of the economy is financed 2 . These accounts 
provide the sources and uses of funds for each sector of the 
economy and include tables showing (hr each major type 
of financial instrument, the changes in debt outstanding 
and the changes in holdings of financial claims. The 
Quarterly Survey of industrial corporations is the source of 
data for sector Ill (non-financial private corporations) 
included in the financial flow accounts matrix. Net  changes 
between quarters for each item of financial assets and 
liabilities derived from the survey are used in the calcula-
tion of financial flows for that sector. In the calculation of 
net changes of quarterly balance sheet levels, adjustments 
are required to eliminate changes not reflecting financial 
transactions such as changes due to different accounting 
methods, industrial reclassification of reporting units due 
to mergers, amalgamations, consolidations, de-
consolidations and spin-offs. It should he pointed out that 
sector III of the financial flow accounts also includes data 
of the construction industry and real estate developers 
which are not included in this report. 

3. Annual Financial Statistics Series 

The annual report containing corporation financial 
statistics 3  is derived from financial statements and corpora-
tion income tax returns filed with the Department olNational 
Revenue. The quarterly estimates differ from the annual data 
in a number of significant ways: 

(a) Source of Data 

The basis of the quarterly survey is a structured 
questionnaire providing a consistent set of financial 
data. The financial statements provided by corpora-
tions which are used in the compilation of the annual 
statistics, while generally conforming to accepted 
accounting principles and procedures differ signifi-
cantly from one another in the amount of detail

Les estimations trimestrielles different des données annuelles a 
plusieurs egards importants: 

a) Origine des données

(b) Reference Period 

Annual statistics do not relate precisely to the calen-
dar year as they are based on the fiscal year of each 
corporation which may fall in any of the twelve 
months within a calendar year thus, the annual data 
include part of the operating results of the previous 
year as well as a part of the reference period opera-
tions. The quarterly survey includes reports covering 
fiscal quarters which in some cases do not coincide 
with the calendar quarters. To this extent, some 
distortion or lag will occur in the quarterly data. This 
lag is not as significant as that in the annual data. 
Reference to the table of "distribution of fiscal year 
ends" as set out on page 12 indicates the relative 
significance of the fiscal year lags on the quarterly and 
the annual data. 

(c) Industrial Classification 

The quarterly report for the non-financial private 
corporations contains 25 major industry groups 
whereas the annual report contains 163 industry 
groups for the same universe. 

(d) Reporting Unit 

The reporting unit used in compiling the annual data 
is the single corporation or legal entity, whereas the 
quarterly survey is largely based on consolidated 
groups of corporations. The report also contains 
statistical data collected from unconsolidated corpo-
rations. On the one hand, many of the consolidated 
reporting units represent activity in more than one 
industry thereby making it more difficult for the 
quarterly report to present homogeneous industrial 
groupings at a finer level as published in the annual 
report. On the other hand, the quarterly statistics 
based on consolidated reporting units eliminate most 
double counting arising from financial transactions 
between affiliated corporations classified within the 
industrial corporation sector. 

Because of the above differences, detailed compari-
Sons between the sample survey estimates and the annual 
data cannot be made at this time.

Les statistiques annuelles ne visent pas précisément l'an-
née civile. Elles sont hasées sur l'année financièrc de 
chaquc société, laquelle annéc peut se terminer dans 
n'importe quel mois de l'année civile.
