Sommaire des bénéfices 
(données désaisonnalisees) 

Les estimations définitives pour le deuxiéme trimestre do 1987 
révélent que los bénéfices d'exploitation (sans le revenu de 
placement et d'autres gains) des sociétés industrielles ont 
grimpé de 11.4% pour s'inscrire a $7.6 milliards. Cette augmen-
tation fait suite a des hausses de 11.4% au premier trimestre et 
de 8.9% au quatrième trimestre de 1986. 

Les branches des combustibles minéraux, du pétrole et du 
charbon et des mines de métaux ont représenté plus de Ia moitiO 
do I'augmentation des bénéfices d'exploitation observes au 
deuxième trimestre, on partie grace a Ia hausse do leurs prix do 
vente. L'industrie chimique, los communications ainsi que los 
industries de Ia premiere transformation des métaux ont affiché 
aussi des hausses importantes de bénéf ices. 

La branche du materiel do transport a accuse Ia plus forte 
baisse dos bénéf ices d'exploitation au deuxième trimestre. 

Los bénéf ices avant impats (comprenant le revenu de place-
ment et d'autres gains) ont progressé do 8.3% au deuxième 
triniestre, passant a $11.1 milliards. Au premier trimestre do 
1987, ils s'étaient accrus de 13.0% aprés trois trimestres do trés 
faible croissance. 

Au douxiemo trimestre do 1987, los ventes des sociétOs 
industrielles ont augmenté de 3.4% pour s'établir a $198.8 
milliards, soit Ia plus forte augmentation dopuis plus do trois 
ans. 

CURRENT QUARTER HIGHLIGHTS 

Industrial Corporations, 

Second Quarter 1987 

Profits Summary 
(adjusted for seasonality) 

Final estimates for the second quarter of 1987 show 
operating profits (which excludes investment income and 
other gains) of industrial corporations rising 11.4% to a 
level of $7.6 billion in the second quarter of 1987, 
following increases of 11.4% in the first quarter and 8.9% 
in the fourth quarter of 1986. 

The mineral fuels, petroleum and coal, and metal 
mining industries accounted for over half of the second 
quarter operating profit increase, partly as a result of 
higher selling prices. Other industries recording signif I-
cant profit gains were chemicals, communications and 
primary metals. 

Among the industries recording operating profit de-
creases in the quarter, the transportation equipment 
industry recorded the largest. 

Pre-tax profits (including investment income and other 
gains) were up 8.3% to $11.1 billion in the second 
quarter. This followed an increase of 13.0 0% in the first 
quarter. In the previous three quarters, however, there 
was virtually no growth. 

Sales of industrial corporations rose 3.4% to $198.8 
billion in the second quarter, the largest increase in over 
three years.

L'actif total au deuxième trimestre de 1987 a augmenté do 
$1 1.7 milliards, alors que l'augmontation trimestrielle moyenne 
au cours des trois dornières années est do $5.7 milliards. Un 
accroissement do $3.2 milliards des comptes do débiteurs, 
attribuable a Ia forte rernontèe des ventes, a été le principal 
facteur ayant contribué au changement. Los augmentations des 
comptes do débiteurs n'avaient pas dépassé le $1 milliard depuis 
le troisième trimestre de 1985. 

Los immobilisations ont progressé de $3.1 milliards, pares 
avoir fait un bond do $4.7 milliards au trimestre précédent. En 
1986, Ia moyenne trimestrielle de ces hausses avait été de $1 
milliard seulement. Les placements a court terme viennent au 
deuxième rang au chapitre des augmentations, ayant progresse 
de $1.8 milliard au deuxième trimestre de 1987 aprés une baisse 
de $1.7 milliard au premier trimostre ot uno augmentation 
moyenne do $344 millions en 1986. 

Balance Sheet Data Summary - Corporations with 
assets exceeding $10 million (unadjusted for 
seasonality). 

Total assets in the second quarter of 1987 rose by 
$11.7 billion, compared to a $5.7 billion average quar-
terly increase over the past three years. An increase of 
$3.2 billion in accounts receivable, related to the strong 
rise in sales, was the major contributor to the change. 
Increases in accounts receivable have been under $1 
billion since the third quarter of 1985. 

Fixed assets increased $3.1 billion, following last 
quarter's $4.7 billion jump. In contrast, these increases 
averaged $1 billion a quarter during 1986. The next 
largest increase was in short-term investments which 
were up $1.8 billion, compared to a decline of $1.7 billion 
in first quarter and a 1986 average increase of $344 
million. 
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Share capital rose $2.4 billion, below the $3.5 billion 
increase of the first quarter and a $3.0 billion average 
quarterly increase for 1986. 

Le capital-actions a augmenté do $2.4 milliards, ce qui est 
infèrieur a Ia hausse de $3.5 milliards observèe au premier 
trimestre et a l'augmentation trimestrielle moyenne de $3.0 
milliards en 1986. 

Ratios du bilan 

Rendement des capitaux propres: Ia rentabilité, qui est mesu-
rèe par le rendement des capitaux propres, est passèe a $1 0.4% 
au deuxième trimestre par rapport a 9.80/6 au trimestre prècèdent 
et a Ia rnoyenne do 9.4% pour les deux derniOres annèes. Si on 
compare los résultats aux taux de rendement antérieurs, on 
observe un creux de 5.3% pendant Ia recession en 1982 et un 
sommet de 18.6% en 1979. 

Passif a long terme par rapport aux capitaux propres: le ratio 
du passif long terme par rapport aux capitaux propres, qui sert 
a mesurer les liquidites des sociétes, a atteint 57.4% au 
deuxième trimestre, en hausse par rapport au ratio do 57.0% 
observe au premier trimestre. Cette augmentation du ratio est Ia 
premiere depuis plus dun an. Le niveau du deuxième trimestre 
demeure bien inférieur a Ia moyenne do 60.40/6 observèe pour Ia 
pèriode 1984-1986. 

Balance Sheet Ratios 

Return on Equity: profitability, as measured by the rate 
of return on shareholders' equity, rose to 10.4% in the 
second quarter from 9.8% in the previous quarter, and an 
average of 9.4% over the past two years. Historically, it 
compares to a low of 5.3% registered during the 1982 
recession and a high of 18.6% recorded in 1979. 

Long-term debt to equity: the ratio of long-term debt to 
equity, a measurement of corporate liquidity, edged up to 
57.4% in the second quarter from 57.0% in the first 
quarter. The current increase in the ratio is the first in 
over a year. The second quarter level is still well below 
the 1984-1986 average of 60.4 percent.

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TECHNICAL NOTES 

Objectives of the Survey 

This report focuses on the financial position and 
financial operations of industrial corporations operating in 
Canada. It enables the reader to make comparisons and 
analyze trends by industry groupings of the financial 
transactions reflected on the balance sheet, and state-
ments of income, retained earnings, investments and 
capital expenditures. To provide a better basis for analy-
sis of trend and cyclical movements, certain items are 
also shown seasonally adjusted. 1  

Statistics included in this publication are derived from 
a quarterly survey of financial statements. The aggre-
gated survey data are also used to provide quarterly 
estimates of corporate profits before taxes and capital 
consumption for the non-financial private corporate sec-
tor which are included in the National Income and Ex-
penditure Accounts. 2  Furthermore, the balance sheet 
data are used to calculate financial flows for Sector Ill 
(non-financial private corporations) included in the Finan-
cial Flow Accounts publication. 3  

NOTES TECHNIQUES 

Buts du relevé 

Cette publication s'intéresse aux operations et a Ia situation 
financières des sociétés industrielles en activité au Canada. Elle 
permet a l'utilisateur de faire des comparaisons et d'analyser les 
tendances, selon les branches dactivité èconomique, des opera-
tions financières que présentent le bilan ainsi que les ôtats des 
revenus et dépenses, des bénéfices non répartis, des place-
ments et des dépenses en immobilisations.

Les données du bilan interviennent dans le 
calcul des flux financiers du troisiême secteur (soCiètés privèes 
non financières) dont fait état Ia publication intitulèe Comptes des 
flux financiers3 . 

Historical Note 
	

Note historique 

The quarterly survey of corporation profits was initi-
ated in 1951 by Statistics Canada (formerly the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics) in response to the need for up-
to-date estimates of profits for use in the quarterly 
estimates of Gross National Products in the Canadian 
System of National Accounts (CSNA). (In collecting data 
for 1951, comparative statistics for the previous year 
were also surveyed and included in the first edition of the 
publication.) 

Quarterly financial statistics were first published in 
March 1955; the initial report contained income state-
ment data representing 15 broad industrial groups for the 
consecutive quarters from first quarter 1950 to third 
quarter 1954. The predecessor to the present report was 
entitled Quarterly Corporation Profits (Catalogue 
6603-501). 

The number of published industrial groupings was 
increased over the years to the 25 which had been 
published from 1962 until 1978. In the first quarter 1979 
edition, data for these 25 industries were disaggregated 
into 44 and data for three more industries were added 
(construction, real estate rentals and developers), bring-
ing the total number of published industries to 47. The 
figures for these 47 industries were published retroactive 
to the first quarter of 1977. 

In 1962, the survey was expanded to include balance 
sheet data and a more detailed income statement. At the 
same time, the universe base year was updated to 1962, 
and a new sample of approximately 4,000 corporations 
was selected which was representative of the updated

Le relevé trimestriel des bénèf ices des sociètés a été entrepris 
en 1951 par Statistique Canada (appelé auparavant Bureau 
fédéral de Ia statistique) en reponse aux besoins en estimations 
récentes des bénéfices pour les chiffres trimestriels du produit 
national brut dans le Système canadien de Ia comptabilité 
national (SCCN). (En recueillant les données pour 1951, on a 
egalement recuellli des statistiques de l'annèe précédente a des 
fins de comparaison et on les a incluses dans le premier numéro 
du bulletin.) 

Les statistiques financières trimestrielles ont été publiees pour 
premiere fois en mars 1955; le premier bulletin présentait des

Le nombre de groupes d'industries pour lesquels on publie 
des données a progressé au cours des années pour se fixer a 25 
de 1962 jusqu'en 1978.

universe. After improving survey coverage and response, 
resolving inherent conceptual difficulties in the financial 
reporting of balance sheets for the universe of industrial 
corporations, and establishing a lengthy series of con-
sistent quarterly data, a new summary publication enti-
tled Industrial Corporations Financial Statistics (Cata-
logue 61-003, Quarterly) was issued in June 1970. This 
report revised the previously published income state-
ments for the years 1962-1969 inclusive, and included, 
for the first time, balance sheet data for the same 
period. 

The original quarterly survey of corporations profits, 
entitled 'Quarterly Corporation Profits" included finan-
cial institutions as well as industrial corporations. How-
ever, during the early stages of implementation of the 
balance sheet survey, marked contrasts of financial 
structures and accounting principles between the indus-
trial corporations and financial institutions became ob-
vious. Thus, the financial institutions and industrial cor-
porations were divided into separate surveys. Statistics 
derived from the survey of financial institutions are 
published in Financial Institutions Financial Statistics, 
Catalogue 61-006, Quarterly. 

In 1972, a minor revision of the quarterly questionnaire 
was made to meet the increasing requirements of the 
data users. In the fourth quarter 1974, changes were 
made in the presentation of the data for the years 1972 
and 1973. A detailed description of these changes, and 
a linkage table from the old to the present format are 
contained in the fourth quarter 1974 publication. 

The quarterly series remained with the 1962 bench-
mark until the first quarter 1976, after which they were 
revised to reflect the more current conditions of the 1974 
universe. 4  This updating of the universe necessitated the 
selection of a new sample of corporations and the 
restatement of the published statistics. An overview of 
these revisions is contained in this edition, and more 
detailed explanations are contained in the third quarter 
1978 to fourth quarter 1979 volumes of this publication. 
The nature and complexity of these revisions rendered it 
impossible to publish a second quarter 1978 report. The 
revised statistics (1975-1978) were published for the first 
time in the third quarter 1978 edition of this publication. 

Beginning with the first quarter of 1980 edition of the 
publication, and continuing in subsequent years, the 
benchmark year is updated to the most currently avail-
able benchmark year. Concurrent with this annual rebas-
ing a new sample is selected and published statistics are 
revised for the prior three years. 

The Universe of Industrial Corporations 

This report covers the total industrial corporation 
sector of the Canadian economy including corporations 
engaged in the mining, manufacturing, transportation, 
storage, communication, utilities, trade, services, con-
struction and real estate industries. Joint ventures, 
partnerships of participating corporations, and branches

Toutefois, le 
relevé des bilans a fait ressortir, d'entrée de jeu, que Ia structure 
financière et los principes comptables prèsentaient des différen-
ces marquees entre les sociétés industrielles et los institutions 
financiéres. On a donc fait deux relevés, l'un pour les institutions 
financières, I'autre pour les sociétés industrielles. Les résultats 
concernant los institutions financières sont publiés dans Institu-
tions financières Statistique financière (n0  61-006 au catalogue, 
trirnestriel). 

En 1972, une revision mineure a èté apportee au question-
naire trimestriel pour répondre aux besoins croissants des 
utilisateurs donnèes. Au quatrieme trimestre de 1974, Ia présen-
tation des données des annèes 1972 et 1973 a étè modifiée. Le 
numéro du quatrierne trirnestre de 1974 explique en detail ces 
changements et présente un tableau raccordant l'ancienne 
presentation et Ia nouvelle. 

Jusqu'au premier trimestre do 1978, los series trimestrielles 
étaient fondées sur l'annèe de référence 1962; on les a moditièes 
par Ia suite pour los rendre plus conformes a Ia situation do 
l'univers do 19744.

Foreign 
subsidiaries and foreign operations of corporations which 
are resident in Canada are excluded from the scope of 
this survey.

ating outside Canada; 

non-taxable co-operatives; 

non-profit corporations; 

proprietorships and non-corporate partnerships; 

all financial institutions and investment holding corpora-
tions;

Provincial and 
local government enterprises are also excluded. 

The Sample of Reporting Units 

The data published in this report are derived from a 
quarterly sample survey of corporation financial state-
ments submitted directly to Statistics Canada on a 
structured questionnaire. Within the defined universe of 
industrial corporations, the quarterly sample survey 
includes, for 37 industry groupings, all industrial corpora-
tions operating in Canada having total assets over $10 
million. For the remaining ten industries (Mineral Fuels, 
Food, Wood, Metal Fabricating, Construction, Transpor-
tation, Other Wholesale.Retail Motor Vehicles, Real 
estate Rentals, Real estate Developers), the quarterly 
sample survey includes all industrial corporations operat-
ing in Canada having total assets over $25 million, 
together with a random sample of corporations having 
assets in the $10 million to $25 million asset range. As 
well, for all 47 industry groupings, the corporations with 
assets under $10 million are represented by a random 
sample of corporations. 5  Corporations having total as-
sets over $10 million account for approximately 75% of 
total assets and profits of the industrial sector, and in 
many cases these corporations dominate their particular 
industrial groupings. In some industries, such as con-
struction, real estate developers and rentals, trade, 
services, metal fabricating and manufacturers of clothing. 
wood and miscellaneous products, the smaller corpora-
tions make a much more significant contribution to their 
respective industries, sometimes accounting for close to 
one haU of total assets and profits. 

This survey includes respondents who submit reports 
on a consolidated basis. This has the effect of minimiz-
ing, in the published quarterly statistics, any double 
counting of transactions which occur between the affili-
ated companies. Submission of consolidated data by 
families of corporations is also encouraged to ease the 
burden on the respondents and to enable this publication 
to be produced on a more timely basis. While a parent 
company may file a single report which includes all of its

Separate financial 
statements are still published for these industries for the 
corporations defined in strata (a) and (b) above).

For all 47 industries, all single corporations having 
assets greater than or equal to $10 million (Stratum (a); 
which consisted of approximate(y3.700 corporations as 
of the 1983 benchmark year) and all parents and subsidi-
aries which are included in consolidaterLqiacterJvreprts 
(stratum (b), which consistedThTabout 4,700 corpora-
tions as ot the 1983 benchmark year) were selected with 
certainty. For these corporations, no statistical estimation 
is required except to provide an estimate for the occa-
sional non-response. Therefore, statistics in this publica-
tion for corporations with assets of $10 million or more 
are compiled by means of aggregating strata (a) and (b) 
(except for the ten industries previously mentioned which 
are sampled in the $10 million to $25 million asset range. 
The financial statements for the $10 million to $25 million 
asset range in these ten industries are estimated based 
upon the movement of the aggregated data of a sample 
of corporations, generally representing at least 50% of 
the $10 million to $25 million asset universe). 

Commencing with this issue of the publication, a 
partial re-benchmarking to the 1984 Revenue Canada 
year was done, whereby all newly identified corporations 
with assets exceeding $25 million were added to the 
survey. Corporations with assets growing from the less 
than $10 million range to the $10 to $25 million range 
from the 1983 to the 1984 benchmark years have not 
been added to the greater than $10 million stratum, and 
remain in the less than $10 million universe. 

To estimate income statements for the portion of the 
universe of corporations having less than $10 million of 
total assets, the following methodology is used. 

Estimation Techniques 

Revenue Canada data are aggregated to establish the 
correct 1983 industry values for those companies having 
less than $10 million of total assets. A projection isthen 
made to estimate this stratum's annual values for 1984 
and 1985. The quarterly distribution of these annual data 
is then made using a model which considers seasonal, 
trend and cyclical fluctuations. Commencing with first 
quarter 1985. and continuing with each subsequent 
quarter, the estimates for this stratum of each industry 
will be based on the movement of the aggregated data of 
a sample of corporations for the current quarter and 
jbeee-same companies for the previous quarter. Foiif 
major income sttbrtieitctaracteristtc1he totals of the 
matched sample for the current quarter are divided by the 
aggregates for the immediately preceding quarter. This 
ratio is multiplied by the estimate for the immediately 
preceding quarter to arrive at the estimate for the current

Estimation

For example, if sales of "Industry X" companies with 
total assets under $10 million for fourth quarter 1985 are 
$6,403 million. 

Then, first quarter 1986 sales will be derived as 
follows:

To maximize the accuracy of these estimates, survey 
results are analyzed thoroughly, first at the micro (individ-
ual) level to determine that all details of each report are 
accurate in every respect, and, secondly, in the context 
of the quarterly series of aggregated totals of survey 
data. Where it is judged that abnormal results or unusual 
accounting adjustments of a sampled corporation are not 
representative of the universe, that corporation is tempo-
rarily eliminated from the matched sample. 

Reliability of the Data 

Errors may occur in almost every phase of a statistical 
operation. Respondents may misunderstand questions, 
analysts may overlook inconsistencies in the reported 
data, errors may occur in the creation of weighting 
factors and manual computations. Data obtained through 
the telephone follow-up procedure may be incorrectly 
transcribed. All such errors are called "non-sampling 
errors". Some of the non-sampling errors balance out 
over a large number of observations. However, if these 
errors occur systematically, they will contribute to biases. 
In the Quarterly Survey of Industrial Corporations, non-
sampling errors are reduced through the use of a quality 
control program which is applied to all aspects of the 
survey operation. Tabulations of aggregated data are 
further reviewed by subject matter analysts before 
release. 

Had income statement data been collected from the 
complete universe of industrial corporations, different 
results would have been obtained even though the same 
processing techniques were employed. This discrepancy 
between the estimates is known as the "sampling error" 
of the estimates. In this survey, both the sampling error 
and non-sampling error are reduced through categorizing 
corporations having similar characteristics and size. 
Accordingly, each stratum maximizes the similarity of 
financial structure, size and operations. 

No quantifiable statistical reliability measures are 
available at present. In spite of this constraint, and 
although the number of companies actually surveyed is 
approximately 3% of the industrial corporations universe 
(approximately 400,000 corporations in 1983) the sur-
veyed portion of the universe represents approximately 
74% of assets. 67% of sales and 72% of after-tax net 
income.

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Changes in the Statistical Series 

Readers should note that there are four major series 
in the published quarterly statistics. Each of the following 
series of published data is consistent in the quarter-
to-quarter application of statistical methodology, uni-
verse benchmark year, and sample of corporations: 

• First quarter 1950 to third quarter 1969 (published in 
Quarterly Corporation Profits; Catalogue 6603-501). 
No balance sheet statistics are available for this 
period. (Modified version of 1950 benchmark year was 
used as the universe base.) 

First quarter 1962 to first quarter 1978 (1962 was 
universe benchmark year). Within this series, changes 
were made to the format of the statistical tables 
starting with the first quarter 1972 statistics. The 
revised statistics were first published in the fourth 
quarter 1974 edition of this report and were accompa-
nied by a detailed explanation of the changes. 

• First quarter 1974 to fourth quarter 1978 (1974, bench-
mark year). The quarterly statistics from 1974-1978 
were revised based on a more up-to-date 1974 bench-
mark.' 0  These statistics are available on CANSIM." 

• First quarter 1977 to present quarter. Beginning with the 
first quarter 1979 issue three changes were made: 

(a) The data were published in 44 rather than the 
former 25 industry groups, plus three new indus-
tries (construction, real estate rentals and real 
estate developers). (Note that effective first quar-
ter 1985 with retroactive adjustment to 1977, the 
construction and real estate industries are now 
included in the "total all industry' 'numbers. 

(b) Statistics included in the balance sheet, retained 
earnings, investments and capital expenditures 
were restricted to those corporations which have 
$10 million or more of total assets. 

(C) Income statement tables for those corporations 
having total assets of $10 million or more were 
added to the publication. 

The revisions reflected in the first quarter 1987 issue 
are part of a consistent series starting with the first 
quarter 1974 and continuing to the present quarter; this 
series is on a 25 industry basis for the years 1974 to 
1976 inclusive and on a 47 industry basis for the years 
1977 to the current quarter. Readers should note that no 
data was published for the construction and real estate 
industries prior to 1977 and that financial statements for 
the years 1974, 1975, 1976 are for the entire universe

Updating the Benchmark Year 

The statistics published in this report are based on a 
sample of surveyed corporations and on the relationship 
of that sample to the universe at a particular point in time. 
Such a point is referred to in this report as the "bench-
mark year" or "universe benchmark year". In order to 
maintain adequate quality of these quarterly statistics it 
is necessary that the benchmark year, which represents 
the universe of corporations, be updated periodically. 

The benchmark year is normally updated annually. 
The published statistics are estimated on the basis of the 
relationship of the sampled corporations to the most 
currently available universe benchmark year 12 . A com-
plete rebenchmarking was not undertaken with this 
publication and, as a result, the data in the issue will 
generally be based on the 1983 benchmark year. How-
ever, the 1964 Revenue Canada file was examined, and 
any corporation with assets exceeding $25 million that 
was not previously surveyed as of the 1983 benchmark 
year was added to the survey to be included in the 
industry tables of corporations with assets exceeding 
$10 million. The income statements for those corpora-
tions having less than $10 million of total assets were not 
restated and remain on the 1983 benchmark year. 

Detailed definitions of the components of each item on 
the published financial statements approximate those 
described in the Annual publication 13  and are, conse-
quently, not repeated here. 

Calendar Versus Fiscal Quarters 

The survey was designed to produce .f4nancial statis-
tics, basedon-oalendarquaffeis. Nevertheless, corpora-
tionsñiä1iTThirretiiiisön a fiscal quarter basis. This 
means that a corporation whose fiscal year ends in 
January will file a return for the first quarter, covering the 
months of November. December and January, and these 
data will be included in the first calendar quarter statis-
tics. Similarly, if the year-end of a corporation is in 
February, data for the months of December along with 
January and February will be included in the first quarter 
statistics. 

To the extent that corporations use their fiscal quarter 
rather than calendar quarters, some distortion or lag in 
the data will occur. ThisparticularIy apparent iaibe 
retail trade industry wI'1tb a substantial percentage of the 
fiscal years end is is January and February. Therefore, 
part of the Christmas trade is refleMed in the data 
published for the first quarter. However, as this is a 
recurring phenomenon, the data reported are consistent 

A complete description of the updating of the benchmark year to 1974 
is contained in the third quarter 1978 to fourth quarter 1979 editions 
of this publication.

Base Profits 

Accounting practices used in calculating book profits 
after taxes vary between business firms. The basis on 
which book profits are reported for tax or other purposes 
may differ substantially from corporation to corporation, 
depending upon the treatment of various items of ac-
count over which management exercises a good deal of 
discretion. 

In order to arrive at a greater degree of standardization 
in the presentation of book profits, the concept of 'base 
profits" has been developed in Statistics Canada. The 
central notion behind this concept is to produce a basic 
series of corporation book profits before taxes which 
represents a reasonably consistent measure of the prof-
its of Canadian corporations on a standardized account-
ing basis, before the recording of transactions which 
reflect to a greater or a lesser extent the discretionary 
decisions of management. In the course of arriving at this 
"base profits" figure, many adjustments are required to 
convert data drawn from business accounting records to 
a basis compatible to National Accounts concepts and 
definitions. The "base profits" figure essentially serves 
as an intermediate link between the accounting data 
taken from Corporation Financial Statistics and the fig-
ures presented in the Accounts. 

However, for most industries in the industrial sector, 
base profit minus depreciation does provide a close 
approximation of the published National Accounts figure. 
The total System of National Accounts number would, of 
course, also include the net profit figures for the Cana-
dian operations of non-government industries which are 
not included in this report. 

Quarterly book profits as reported by corporations are 
highly susceptible to large swings which may be caused 
by factors not directly related to current production. The 
shorter the period for which profits are measured the 
more volatile these swings become due to the inclusion 
of asset valuation adjustments and one-time transactions 
such as gains or losses realized on the sale of fixed 
assets and receipt of dividends from subsidiaries; such 
items are considerably more prominent the shorter the 
time span measured and create difficulties in matching 
costs and revenues. Net  profit for a corporation may also 
differ substantially depending on the use or non-use of 
discretionary charges such as depreciation and deple-
tion. Quarterly profit is at best an interim estimate suLect 
to revisions that may not be reflected until subsequent 
quarters or the end of the fiscal year. 
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Q 
Another problem is the differingfrealmentof certain 

expenditures which may be capitalized by some corpora-
tions or öhargddtrectiyto current operatIons by others. 
This problem is prevalent in the mining, petroleum and 
gas exploration industries with respect to exploration and 
development expenditures. Answers to questions on this 
subjèct-ery-substantially, and many different but equally 
valid propositions can be developed. It is necessary to 
define expenditures that should be treated as capital, and 
to reconcile expenditures used for the CSNA. To assist 
in the reconciliation of definitions and differences in 
accounting treatment, special questionnaires were de-
signed for the mining, petroleum and gas industries, 
seeking information on amounts capitalized or charged to 
current expenses in respect to exploratory and develop-
ment expenditures.

In calculating quarterly base profit, adjustments are 
made for the following expenditures: on-property explo-
ration and development, and land and lease acquisition 
and retention expense charged to current operations by 
reporting corporations are added back to net profit; 
general on-property exploration, geological and geopbys-

deducted from net profit. These adjustments are made to 
conform with the CSNA concepts.

Seasonal Adjustment 
In any sub-annual series, the movement in magnitude 

is usually affected by four factors: 

• The 'trend" or "secular" movement is assumed to 
represent the basic underlying movement of the eco-
nomic activity and is a smooth, regular, longterm 
flow. 

• The 'cyclical" movement is often referred to as the 
business cycle. The length of the cycle, which oscil-
lates about the trend line, varies from more than one 
year to approximately 10 or 12 years. 

• The "random" or "irregular" movement occurs from 
time to time, without any clear pattern in timing or size 
and is caused by unusual, sporadic disturbances such 
as floods, strikes, wars or inclement weather 
conditions. 

• The "seasonal" component is caused by regular annual 
occurences such as characteristic weather changes, 
holidays, etc. 

Seasonal adjustment is an attempt to measure that 
part of the movement in a time series caused by the 
seasonal component and remove its effect from the 
observed data.

National Income and Expenditure Accounts 

One of the purposes of the quarterly survey of indus-
trial corporations is to provide estimates of (a) corporate 
profits before taxes, and (b) capital consumption allow-
ance for the non-financial private corporate sector to the 
Canadian System of National Accounts. These estimates 
are used in the calculation of the corporation profits 
before taxes and the corporate capital consumption 
allowance components of the quarterly Gross National 
Product. Base profit derived from the survey material, 
minus depreciation, permits a close approximation of the 
industrial components of the "Corporation Profits Before 
Taxes" figure in the National Income and Expenditure 
Accounts. 14  Corporation profits before taxes used in the 
National Income and Expenditure Accounts also include 
the profits of the financial institutions, banks and insur-
ance companies, agricultural, fishing and trapping corpo-
rations and co-operatives, none of which are included in 
this report.

Un des buts du relevO trimestriel des sociétés industrielles est 
de fournir au Système canadien do Ia comptabilité nationale des 
estimations a) des bènèf ices des sociètés avant impots et b) des 
provisions pour consommation do capital des sociétès privées 
non financières. Ces estimations servent au calcul des bénéf ices 
des sociètés avant impOts et des provisions pour consommation 
de capital des sociétés du produit national brut trimestriel.

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While financial statements for the construction and 
real estate industries are published for the first time in the 
third quarter 1978 edition of this report, estimates of the 
pre-tax profits of these industries have always been 
included in the National Income and Expenditure 
Accounts. 

Financial Flow Accounts 

The Financial Flow Accounts, which form part of the 
System of National Accounts, are designed to reveal the 
pattern of changes in financial claims underlying the 
lending and borrowing activities of major sectors of the 
economy. Theseac.counts provide the sources and uses 
of funds for each sector of théecóñOñälltitfe 
1.bTehowing, for each major type of finanàlal instru-
ment, the changes in debt outstanding and the changes 
in holdings of financial claims. The Quarterly Survey of 
Industrial Corporations is the source of data for Sector Ill 
(non-financial private corporations) included in the finan-
cial flow account matrix. Net  changes between quarters 
for each item of financial assets and liabilities derived 
from the survey are used in the calculation of financial 
flows for Sector Ill. In addition to the balance sheet 
statistics which are published in this report, a provision is 
made in the Financial Flow Accounts to account for the 
appropriate financial transactions of those corporations 
having less than $10 million of total assets. In the 
calculation of net changes of quarterly balance sheet 
levels, adjustments are required to reflect the changes 
which do not represent true financial transactions; these 
are similar to the items shown on a corporation's state-
ment of changes of financial position. In addition, adjust-
ments are required to eliminate changes due to applica-
tions of different accounting principles between quarters 
and industrial reclassification of reporting units due to 
mergers, amalgamations, consolidations, de-
consolidations and spin-offs. It should be pointed out that 
Sector Ill of the Financial Flow Accounts has always 
included data for the construction and real estate indus-
tries which have only been published since the third 
quarter 1978 edition of this report.

Treatment of government held corporations. The 
annual statistics include federal proprietary Crown corpo-
rations anPthèiisubsidiaries, federal agency Crown 
corporations, provincial Crown corporations, and munici-
pally owned corporations. In contrast, no government 
owned corporations of any kind are included in the 
quarterly statistics. Government owned corporations 
make significant contributions to the Transportation, 
Electrical Power and Water Utilities, and Communica-
tions industries, as well as to the profits of the Other 
Retail industry through the provincial liquor stores. 

Differences in sample and in statistical methodology. 
The quarterly balance sheet statistics published in this 
report represent an aggregation of only those corpora-
tions having more than $10 million of total assets. The 
income statement statistics in this publication represent 
an estimate of the universe of industrial corporations, 17  
based upon the statistical selection of a random sample 
of approximately 3,000 corporations and a census of 
approximately 7,200 corporations. 18  This methodology 
makes possible the publication of quarterly financial 
statements within approximately three months of the end 
of the reference quarter covered in each report. The 
statistical methodology employed in the annual publica-
tion 19  results in different types of 'sampling errors" 20  In 
the annual report, the following methodology is used: 

• Data for the five major characteristics of the annual 
financial statements (sales, total assets, total eqL'ity, 
net profit before direct taxes and taxable jncome)'re 
collected from corporate income tax returns for the 
entire universe of corporations of approximately 545,-
000 corporations. (The annual statistics include most 
of the "Exclusions" from the quarterly survey.) 

• All financial characteristics are aggregated for a statisti-
cally-selected sample of approximately 25,000 
corporations. 

• A ratio estimation system is then used to estimate the 
remaining financial characteristics of the non-sampled 
corporations. 

Because of this difference in methodology, the inher-
ent sampling errors of the annual data may be somewhat 
different from those sampling errors of the quarterly 
statistics.

Les sociétés d'etat. Les statistiques annuelles comprennent les 
sociétés de Ia Couronne de propriétaire et leurs sociétés affiliées, 
les sociétés de Ia Couronne de mandataire, les sociétés de Ia 
Couronne provinciale et les sociétés appartenant aux municipali-
tés. Par contre, aucune société d'etat ne fait partie des statisti-
ques trimestrielles. Les sociétés détenues par l'ètat occupent 
une place importante dans le domaine des transports, de I'élec-
tricité et de l'eau, et des communications; en outre, elles 
comptent pour une bonne part des bénéfices de Ia categorie

Differences d'échantillon et de methodologie statistique. 
Les statistiques de bilan trimestriel publièes dans ce bulletin 
représentent une agregation des seules sociétés dont l'actif total 
dépasse $10 millions.

Grace a cette estimation, les états financiers trimestriels parais-
sent dans les trois rnois qui suivent Ia fin du trimestre observe.

The annual statistics do not relate 
precisely to the calendar year as they are based an the 
fiscal year-end of each corporation which may fall in any 
of the 12 months within a calendar year. Accordingly, the 
annual data includes part of the operating results of the 
previous year as well as a part of the results of the 
reference year. The quarterly survey includes reports 
covering fiscal quarters which in some cases do not 
coincide with the calendar quarters. To this extent, some 
distortion or lag will occur in the quarterly data. This lag 
is not as significant as that in the annual data. Reference 
to the table of 'Distribution of Fiscal Year Ends" indi-
cates the relative significance of the fiscal year lags on 
the quarterly and annual data. 

Industrial classification. The quarterly report for the 
non-financial private corporations contains 47 major 
industry groups whereas the annual report contains 169 
industry groups for the same universe.

Reporting unit. The reporting unit used in comjiling the

 annual data is the single corporation or legal entity, 
whereas the quarterly survey is largely based on consoli- 

_date&g[oupQcorporations. Two 
between the quarterly and the annual financial statistics 
result from this difference in reporting units. On the one 
hand, many of the consolidated reporting units represent 
activity in more than one industry, thereby making it more 
difficult for the quarterly report to present as homoge-
neous industrial groupings as those contained in the 
more detailed annual report. Conversely, the quarterly 
statistics based on consolidated reporting units eliminate 
most double counting arising from financial transactions 
between affiliated corporations classified within the in-
dustrial corporations sector. 

Because of the above inherent differences, readers are 
cautioned that detailed comparisons between the pub-
lished quarterly survey statistics and the published an-
nual statistics will reveal that they do not coincide. 

Annual Capital Expenditures 

The fourth quarter annual totals of capital expendi-
tures statistics published in this report are significantly 
different from the annual capital expenditures statistics 
which are contained in Private and Public Investment in 
Canada - loo 2 'and in Private and Public In vestment 
in Canada - Mid-year Review. 22  The quarterly survey 
represented by this report differs in scope and coverage 
as well as in definitions of capital expenditures when 
compared with the above-mentioned annual surveys. 
Following are the points of departure between the statis-
tics published in this report and those published in 
Private and Public Investment in Canada: 

• The scope of the quarterly survey is restricted to 
industrial corporations, 23  while the Private and Public 
Investment in Canada surveys included the capital 
expenditures of industrial corporations, financial insti-
tutions, government enterprises, unincorporated busi-
nesses and individuals.

Le bulletin trimestriel portant sur les 
sociètés privées non financières vise 47 groupes d'industries 
alors que le bulletin annuel porte sur les 169 groupes du méme 
univers. 

Unite déclarante. Dans Ia compilation des donnees annuelles, 
Ia société individuelle ou Ia personne morale constitue l'unité 
déclarante. Par contre, le relevé trimestriel est base en grande 
partie sur des groupes de sociétés consolidées. Deux grandes 
discordances entre les statistiques financiéres trimestrielles et 
annuelles découlent de cette difference. D'une part, un grand 
nombre des unites déclarantes consolidées exercent leur activité 
dans plus d'une industrie, ce qui rend difficile Ia presentation, 
dans le bulletin trimestriel, de groupes industriels homogénes au 
niveau plus détaillé du bulletin annuel. Dautre part, les statisti-
ques trimestrielles basées sur des unites dOclarantes consoli-
dées éliminent une trés grande partie des doubles emplois 
resultant de transactions financiéres entre sociétés affiliées 
classées dans le méme secteur des sociétés industrielles.

Dépenses annuelles en immobilisations 

Les chiffres totaux des dépenses annuelles en immobilisations 
au quatrième trimestre, publiés dans le present bulletin different 
de façon sensible des statistiques sur les dépenses annuelles en 
immobilisations que renferment les publication intitulêes Investis-
sements prives of publics au Canada - Pei-spectives21 et lnvestis-
sements privés et publics au Canada - Revue do Ia mi-ann6e22. 

Le relevé trimestriel dont ii est f alt état ici est different des 
enquétes annuelles susmentionnées pour ce qui est du champ 
d'observation et des definitions des dépenses en immobilisa-
tions. Voici les points sur lesquels on observe des divergences 
entre les statistiques du précent rapport et celles publiées dans 
Investissements privés et publics au Canada: 

• Le champ d'observation du relevé trimestriel est limité aux 
sociétés industrielles 23 , tandis que les enquêtes sur les inves-
tissements privés et publics au Canada englobent les dépen-
ses en immobilisations des sociétes industrielles, des institu-
tions financiéres, des entreprises publiques, des entreprises 
non constituées en société et des particuliers. 
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The quarterly capital expenditures reported in this 
publication include only industrial corporations which 
have total assets of $10 million or more. On the other 
hand, the data in the Private and Public Investment in 
Canada publications represent a statisticsl estimate of 
all capital expenditures which are incurred by the 
entire universe as described above, regardless of 
size. 

The statistics in this publication are obtained from 
consolidation in the quarterly survey while information 
for the Private and Public Investment in Canada publi-
cations are collected from establishments or parts of 
consolidations. As a result, the industrial classification 
of reporting units in the quarterly survey are not 
consistent with those in the annual surveys. 

• The definition of capital expenditures differs between 
the quarterly survey and the Private and Public Invest-
ment in Canada reports. While the capital expenditures 
reported in this publication represent quarterly addi-
tions of land, as well as both new and used assets 
which are depreciable and depletable, the Private and 
Public Investment in Canada publications exclude 
land, and report annual additions of only those depre-
ciable or depletable assets which are new. 

• There are differences in concept between the quarterly 
and annual surveys according to the time when a 
capital expenditure should be reported. For this publi-
cation, capital expenditures are recorded only when 
they have been billed to the purchasers. In contrast, an 
attempt is made in the Private and Public Investment 
publications to measure construction during the period 
in which it occurs. This difference in principle may 
result in timing discrepancies as to exactly when 
capital expenditures are reported in each publication. 

Accordingly, readers are again cautioned that, 
because of the above differences in the two series, the 
capital expenditures reported in this publication cannot 
be reconciled with Private and Public Investment in 
Canada.

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During recent years, the tendency toward diversifica-
tion of operations by many corporations has intensified 
the problem of preparing homogeneous industrial statis-
tics from consolidated data. The vertical and horizontal 
integration of many enterprises makes it difficult to 
classify corporations to a single industry. For example, if, 
during a represantafive number of years, 49% of a 
corporation's output is in construction and 51% is in 
metal fabricating, the corporation will be classified to a 
manufacturing industry. To maintain a higher degree of 
homogeneity, it would be necessary to obtain financial 
data from multi-industry enterprises on a divisional basis, 
a requirement which the time constraint of producing this 
report does not permit. Consequently, the industrial 
classification of the quarterly data has been restricted to 
the major industry group level of the Standard Industrial 
Classification (SIC). 

A high degree of consistency and continuity in the 
statistical time series is important to facilitate a meaning-
ful trend analysis. Since multi-industry corporations are 
generally large, a change in their classification may 
significantly disrupt the time series in which they are 
included. Wherever possible, corporations of a significant 
size are classified to the same industry for the entire 
period covered in this report. However, structural 
changes such as statutory amalgamations, corporate 
acquisitions and spin-ofts for which any change in the 
nature of business of the reporting unit is both significant 
and permanent may require a reclassification to another 
industry. Structural changes which materially affect the 
comparability of the data are identified by a footnote to 
the statistical tables. Because of these changes, the 
published statistics may not always by fully comparable 
between quarters. 

The Industrial Classification is based on the concept of 
the establishment (an establishment is defined as "the 
smallest unit which constitutes a separate operating 
entity capable of reporting all elements of basic industrial 
statistics"). However, as both the enterprise and corpo-
ration are considered as basic reporting units in the 
survey, the relationship to a classification system based 
on the establishment concept creates some difficulties. 
Accordingly, where corporations or consolidations 
thereof consist of more than one establishment, the 
entire corporation or group of corporations is classified to 
the single industry representing the largest portion of that 
corporation's production (output) in terms of "value 
added". The concept of "value added" may be defined 
as revenue from shipments, less the value of such 
intermediate goods as material and supplies, adjusted for 
net changes in inventories, fuel and power consumed. 
Stated in another way, "value added" consist of the total 
direct salaries and wages paid plus the gross proftt - 
margin for any particular corporation or group of 
corporations. 

The following table illustrates the categorizing of SIC 
codes into the currently published 47 industrial group-
ings. This latter configuration represents the stratification 
of industrial corporations for purposes of the sample 
selection and present sample survey.

Toutefois, les changements de structure comme les 
Fusions prévues aux statuts, les acquisitions de sociétés et les 
separations, sort des transformations oU toute modification de la 
nature de I'exploitation de I'unité déclarante est a Ia fois impor-
tante et permanente. peuvent exiger un reclassement dans une 
autre activité économique. Les changements de structures qui 
ont un incidence marquee sur Ia comparabilité des données font 
l'objet d'une note au bas des tableaux statistiques; pour cette 
raison, il pourra parfois être difficile de comparer les statistiques 
publiées pour divers triniestres. 

La classification des industries repose sur le concept d'établis-
sement, l'établissement étant défini comme "Ia plus petite unite 
constituant un ensemble d'exploitation séparé en mesure de 
declarer tous les élèments de base relevant de Ia statistique des 
activites économiques". Cependant, comme on considére, dans 
le cadre de ce relevé, et I'entreprise et Ia société comme des 
unites déclarantes de base, le recours a un système de classifi-
cation base sur le concept d'établissement souléve certaines 
difficultés. Par consequent, Iorsque des sociétés ou des consoli-
dations de sociétés comprennent plus dun etablissement. Ia 
société ou le groupe de sociétès est classée en totalité dans 
I'industrie particuliére qui représente Ia plus grande partie de sa 
production selon Ia "valeur ajoutèe". On définit Ia "valeur 
ajoutée" comme les revenus provenant des livraisons moms Ia 
valeur de biens intermediaires comme les matières et Ies fourni-
tures et aprés regularisation en fonction de Ia variation nette des 
stocks, du combustible et de l'energie consommèe. En d'autres 
termes, Ia "valeur ajoutee" se compose des rémunérations 
directes totales, augmentèes de Ia marge brute des bénéfices 
pour toute socièté ou groupe de sociétés. 

Le tableau suivant donne Ia repartition des codes de Ia CTI 
entre Ies 47 nouvelles qui font lobjet de Ia présente publication. 
Les 47 industries en cause composent I'univers des sociétés 
industrielles et servent a Ia constitution de I'èchantillon et au 
relevé actuel.

In order to satisfy, in part, the request of many users 
of quarterly financial statistics regarding the Industrial 
Classification of larger corporate entities, we are includ-
ing in Text Table Ill the industry classification of most of 
the firms that comprise the Toronto Stock Exchange 
(T.S.E.) 300 Composite Index. Because our publication 
limits itself to non-financial Corporations in the private 
sector, the information provided pertains to a comparable 
group of firms listed on the T.S.E. In general, firms listed 
under the two categories of Financial Services and 
Management Companies of the T.S.E. are therefore, not 
included in our presentation. The present listing pertains 
to the T.S.E. 300 for 1984. 

In cases where a firm is involved in more than one 
industrial activity, the Industrial Classification of such a 
firm is based on the activity of greatest importance as 
measured by the relative size of revenue for each activity 
to that firm. 

While firms listed on the T.S.E. are legal entities, they 
are usually associated with other legal entities under 
common ownership and present their annual financial 
statements on a consolidated basis for a whole enter-
prise. On the other hand, the quarterly financial informa-
tion received by the Industrial Corporations Section of 
Statistics Canada could represent an individual corpora-
tion, or a division of a company, or a consolidation of 
several related companies. Where more than one report 
for the enterprise is received, the industrial classifica-
tion(s) of the reporting unit(s) other than the primary one 
are shown in parentheses. 

We gratefully acknowledge the continuing co-
operation of the companies whose reports have contrib-
uted to the information contained in this publication.
