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In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed 
since the close of the Second World %ar in a series of publi-
cations relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identifica-
tion, all publications (containing tables of statistics, descrip-
tions of conceptual frameworks, and descriptions of sources 
and methods) which make up this System will now carry the 
term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts In Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expendi-
ture Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 13)  were, historically speaking, the first set of statis-
tics to be referred to with the title 'National Accounts" 
(National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance 
of International Payments data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
87). in their more summary fans, are also part of the System 
of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables 
of the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15).  The indexes 
of Real Domestic Product by Industry (included with Cata-
gue Nos. carrying the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" 
measures of the contribution of each industry to gross domes-
tic product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domes-
tic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of financial trans-
actions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Cata-
logue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial 
instniments are the primary detail in these statistics, and the 
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transacturs. 
Also, provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are suffi-
ciently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually Integrated framework in which the various parts 
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, 
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the estab-
lishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal 
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research 
on enterise-company-establishment relationships; It may 
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canathan System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, "A 
System of National Accounts" (Studies in Methods, Series F. 
No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of Economic and 
Social Affairs, United Nations, New York. 168).

Les indices du produit intérieur reel par industrie 
(compris dens les publications dont les numéros de catalogue 
commencentpar6l)mesurent, en "dollars constants'', l'apport de 
chaue branche d'activité so produit intérieur brut au coQt des 
facteurs. Un rapport est établi entre intrants et extrants dans les 
etudes de productivité (publications dont les numéros de catal 
gue commencent par 14). 

L'établissement sert d'unité de base de Ia production indu, 
trielle tent dens les tableaux 'input-output' que dans les indic. 
du produit intérieur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publi 
cations dont lea numCros de catalogue commencent par 13) mesu 
rent les operations financleres. Les categories de prêteurs et 
d'instruments financiers forment les éléments de base de ces 
statistiques et Ia personne morale eat le point de depart do 
classement des agents économiques. En outre, le système a été 
conçu de façon a pouvoir incorporer lea comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet le patrimoine) lorsque les données s'y rappor-
tan t seron t so ffisamm ent développées. 

Le système de comptabilité nation ale constitue un ensemble 
conceptuellement intégré dens lequel les diverses categories 
de comptes peuvent ètre considérées comme des sous-systèmes 
étroitement lies entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, 
on ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre les elements bases 
surl'établissement et ceux qui soft bases sur l'entlte légale que 
lorsque les donnees sont groupées dans des categories très 
génerales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses re-
chorches sur les relations entre l'entreprise, la société et l'éta-
blissement. Il sera peut-être possible un jour de reclasser les 
données fondées, par exemple, sur l'établissement de manière 
it les faire correspondre aux données établies d'après la soclélé 
ou l'entreprise.

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January 1976 

The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product at a level of 118.4 in January was unchanged 
from December. The seasonally adjusted Index of In-
dustrial Production advanced 0.7% to 115.3 from the 
upward revised level of 114.5 in December. 

Goods-producing industries increased 0.4%, with 
mines, quarries and oil wells, manufacturing, utilities 
and construction increasing. In mining, metal mines 
showed the strongest growth during the month, fol-
lowed by non-metal mines. Mineral fuels were down 
due to decreased output of crude petroleum. In man-
ufacturing, the major increase was in pulp and paper 
mills with lesser increases recorded by sawmills and 
metal fabricating industries. Increased output in gas 
hstribution was mainly responsible for the growth in 
tilities. Construction output grew due to an increase 
hoth residential and non-residential building activity. 

\tnOng the goods-producing industries registering de-
Jines in January were agriculture and forestry. 

Service-producing industries remained relatively 
unchanged from December levels during January. 
Within the service-producing industries, several conflict-
ing movements were recorded with transportation in-
creasing slightly and trade declining. In transportation, 
railway transport advanced due to increased shipments 
of newsprint and mineral products. In trade, wholesale 
trade output grew on the strength of increased sales of 
farm and industrial equipment and machinery. Retail 
trade decreased, mainly due to a decline in sales of new 
motor vehicle following the re-introduction in Ontario 
of the sales tax on new motor vehicles. 

Janvier 1976 

L'indice désaisonnalisé du produit intérieur reel n'a 
pas vane de décembre 1975 a janvier 1976 et est demeuré 
a 118.4. L'indice désaisonnalisé de Ia production indus-
trielle a progressé de 0.7 % a 115.3 par rapport a l'indice 
révisé de 114.5 en décembre. 

Les industries productrices de biens ont avancé de 
0.4% alors que les mines,lescarriêres,lespuits de pétrole, 
les industries manufacturières, les services publics ainsi 
que Ia construction ont gagné du terrain. Dans les mines, 
les mines métalliques ont connu la plus forte croissance 
dans le mois et elles furent suivies des mines métalliques. 
Les carburants minéraux ont décliné a cause d'une baisse 
de la production du pCtrole brut. Dans les industries 
manufactui-ières, l'industrie des pates et papiers a connu 
l'avance la plus élevée, tandis que les scieries et les indus-
tries des produits métalliques progressaient a un degré 
moindre. Un accroissement de la distribution du gaz rend 
surtout compte des progrês des services publics. L'industrie 
de Ia construction a connu des progrés a cause d'une plus 
grande activité de Ia construction domiciliaire et non do-
miciliaire. Chez les industries productrices de biens, I'agri-
culture et le forestage ont enregistré des déclins en janvier. 

Les industries productrices de services sont restées 
pratiquement inchangées. Dans les industries productrices 
de services, on note des mouvements contradictoires alors 
que les transports ont progressé tandis que le commerce 
a reculé. Dans les transports, Ic transport ferroviaire a pro. 
gressé suite a des chargements plus élevés de papier journal 
et de produits minéraux. Dans le commerce, le commerce 
de gros a avancé par suite de ventes plus élevées d'outillage 
et de machinerie agricoles et industriels.
