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developed since the close of the Second W urld ar in a 
series of publications relating to their constituent parts. 
These have now reached a stage of evolution where 
they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". 
For purposes of identification, all publications (contain. 
ing tables of statistics, descriptions ofconceptual frame. 
works, and descriptions of sources and methods) which 
make up this System will now carry the term "System 
of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada con-
sists of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income 
and Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue 
Nos. carrying the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, 
the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and 
Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments 
data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more 
summary form, are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries 
and on goods and on services is portrayed in the Input-
()itput Tables of the System (Catalogue Nos. with pre-
I i\ 15). The indexes of Real Domestic Product by In-
ustry (included the Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 

() I) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to gross domestic product at 
factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in Produc-
tivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the lnputOutput Tables and Indexes of 
Real Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. 
Measures of financial transactions are provided by the 
Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos, with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the 
primary detail in these statistics, and the legal entity is 
the main unit of classification of transactors. Also, 
provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are 
sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an 
overall conceptually integrated franiework in which the 
various parts can be considered as interrelated sub. 
systems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those 
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and 
thjse which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
it highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics

L'établissement est l'unité primaire de production 
industrielle tant dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que 
dans les indices du produit intérieur reel. Les comptes de 
flux financiers (publications dont Ic nunléro de catalogue 
commence par 13) mesurent les operations financières. 
Les categories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers 
forment les éléments de base de ces statistiques et Ia per-
sonne morale est le point de depart du classement des 
agents économiques. En outre, le système a èté concu de 
facon a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet le patrimoine) lorsque les donnCes s'y 
rapportant seront suffisamment développées. 

Le système de comptabilité nationale constitue un 
ensemble conceptuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses 
categories de comptes peuvent tre considCrées comme 
des sous-systémes étroitement lies critic eux.

Canada is continuing research on enterprise-company-
establishment relationships: it may eventually be fea-
sible to reclassify the data which are on one basis (say 
the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the ('anadian System of 
National Accounts bears a close relationship to the 
international standard as described in the United 
Nations publication, "A system of National Accounts" 
(studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office Department of Economic and Social Affairs. 
United Nations, New York, 1968).

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October 1976 - Octobre 

The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product at 123.9 in October was unchanged from Sep-
tember. The Index of Industrial Production decreased 
1.3% in October. Goods-producing industries declined 
while service-producing industries increased slightly in 
October. 

Within the goods-producing industries the major 
changes were a decline in manufacturing output and an 
increase in construction output. For construction, the 
increase in October is the first since May. A number of 
strikes reduced the level of construction output in 
September and to a lesser extent in October. In manu-
facturing, the most significant decline was in the motor 
vehicle manufacturing as a result of layoffs in October. 
Primary metals industries also declined in October. 
Output of iron and steel mills fell for the second con-
secutive month. Smelting and refining output also 
declined due to declines in several commodities includ-
ing copper and aluminum. 

Aside from construction and manufacturing, the 
mist notable movements in the goods-producing 
industries were a decline in forestry output and an 
increase in mining output. In mining the increase was 
due to increased production of the crude petroleum 
and natural gas industry. 

Output of the service-producing industries in 
October was little changed from September and this 
pattern extended to most components. In transport-
ation, storage and communication, pipeline transport 
increased. Railway transport decreased reflecting de-
clines in carriage of a number of commodities including 
wheat and other grains and automobiles. In communic-
ations, Post Office output decreased partly due to 
strikes, however, as a result of increases in most other 
component industries, total communications output 
was down only slightly in October. 

Similarly, total trade output was up only slightly 
in October - wholesale trade declined and retail trade 
increased. In retail trade, motor vehicle dealers con-
tributed most to the increase with lesser contributions 
by auto parts and accessories and food stores.

Dans les industries de biens, le recul de Ia fabrication 
et Ia progression de Ia construction constituent les faits 
saillants. Le secteur de Ia construction a enregistrt sa 
premiere hausse depuis le mois de mai. Des grèves ont 
dirninué le rendernent du secteur en septembre et, dans 
une moindre mesure, en octobre. Dans Ic secteur de Ia 
fabrication, c'est celle de véhicules automobiles, a cause 
des mises a pied survenues en octobre, qui a connu Ia 
baisse la plus sensible. On a egalement observe un recul au 
chapitre de la premiere transformation des métaux. La 
production sidérurgique a fléchi pour le deuxième mois 
d'affilCe. La baisse enregistrée au chapitre de Ia fonte et de 
l'affinage est imputable au fléchissement de plusieurs 
produits, dont le cuivre Ct l'aluminium. 

Outre la construction et la fabrication, les variations 
les plus remarquables dans les industries de biens sont le 
fait des industnes forestière et minière qui ont respective-
ment reculC et progressé. La hause de l'industrie miniêre 
est imputable i Ia production supCrieure de I'industrie du 
pétrole brut et du gaz naturel. 

La production des industries de services n'a presque 
pas vane, en octobre, par rapport a son niveau du mois de 
septembre. Ce phénomêne s'est reproduit dans Ia plupart 
des secteurs. Dans le secteur des transports, de l'entrepo-
sage et des communications, les transports par pipe-line ont 
marqué une hausse. Par contre, le transport ferroviaire a 
accuse une baisse, imputable a Ia diminution des charge-
ments d'un certain nombre de produits, notamment le We 
et les autres céréales, de méme que les automobiles. Pour 
ce qui est des communications, les gréves sont intervenues, 
du moms en partie. dans Ic fléchissement observe au cha-
pitre des postes. NCanmoins, le secteur des communications 
n'a enregistré qu'un leger recul en octobre grace aux hausses 
marquees dans Ia plupart des autres activités. 

La variation observée au chapitre du commerce a 
également été faible en octobre: le commerce de gros a 
baissé et le commerce de detail a monte, pour donner une 
hausse dans I'ensemble du secteur. Ce sont les détaillants 
en véhicules automobiles qui ont compté pour Ia plus 
grande partie de Ia progression du commerce de detail: y 
ont aussi contribué les dCtaillants en pièces ci accessoires
