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to their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefIx 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the tnput-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry-
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Donsestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Roth the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
'roduct by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried Out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterpnse-company-establishmens rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, .4 System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

DECEMBER 1976— DECEMBRE 

The Real Domestic Product indexes for a number 
of industries have been revised back to January 1976 
due to the incorporation of more recent data. 

The seasonally adjusted index of real domestic 
product increased 0.5% to 124.7 in December from a 
level of 124.1 in November. The index of industrial 
production increased 0.7% in December. Goods-pro-
ducing industries rose 0.9%, while service-producing in-
dustries were up 0.3%. 

In the goods-producing industries, increases were 
recorded in manufacturing, utilities, agriculture, forestry 
and construction. Mining and fishing and trapping de-
clined slightly. In manufacturing, the most significant 
increases were registered by manufacturers of motor 
vehicles and smelting and refining. The gain in smelt-
ing and refining was due to resumption of production 
at several smelters which had been affected by strikes 
since June. Manufacturers of food and beverages, tobac-
co products, petroleum and coal products, and chemi-
:iIs and chemical products also recorded increases. The 
ist significant decline was in pulp and paper mills 
hich appeared to be affected by weakening demand 

rcllected by layoffs at a number of mills. Utilities con-
tinued to show substantial growth, and the increase in 
l)ecember, resulting from advances in both electric 
power and gas distribution, has been attributed to 
colder than normal weather conditions. Agriculture, 
forestry and construction recorded moderate increases, 
with the increase in construction resulting primarily 
from non-residential building activity. 

In the service-producing industries, trade and fi-
nance, insurance and real estate made significant gains. 
In trade, major increases were recorded in retail trade, 
most notably by new motor vehicle dealers, depart-
ment stores, food stores, clothing stores and drug stores. 
Wholesale trade increased slightly. Transportation, 
storage and communications remained unchanged from 
November, with increases in air transport and commu-
nications, while grain elevators declined substantially. 
Public administration and defence services were un-
changed from November, but community, business and 
personal services were down slightly, mainly due to de-
clines in accommodation and food services. 

Pour un certain nombre d'industries, les indices du 
produit intérieur reel ont été révisés a partir de janvier 
1976 par suite de l'introduction de données plus récentes. 

L'indice désaisonnalisd du produit intérieur reel, qui 
était de 124.1 en novembre, a progressé de 0.5 % pour at-
teindre 124.7 en décembre. L'indice de la production in-
dustrielle a gagné 0.7 % en décembre tandis que ceux des 
industries de biens et des industries de services s'élevaient 
respectivement de 0.9 % et de 0.3 %. 

Parmi les industries de biens, les industries manufac-
turières, les services publics, I'agriculture, les foréts et Ia 
construction connaissaient des hausses. Les mines ainsi 
que Ia chasse et Ia péche ont subi un léger recul. Parmi les 
industries manufacturiêres, Ia fabrication de véhicules au-
tomobiles ainsi que Ia fonte et l'afuinage ont rdalisé les 
avances les plus apprdciables. Pour Ia fonte et l'affinage, le 
gain est attribuable a Ia reprise de Ia production dans plu-
sieurs fonderies touchées par des grèves depuis juin. Les 
fabricants d'aliments et de boissons, de produits du tabac, 
de produits du pétrole et du charbon ainsi que de produits 
chimiques et de produits connexes ont également fait des 
gains.

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REAL DOMESTIC PRODUCT - FOURTH 
QUARTER 1976 

In the fourth quarter of 1976, the seasonally 
adjusted index of real domestic product advanced 0.6% 
to 124.1 from 123.4 in the third quarter. The index of 
industrial production was unchanged from the third 
quarter. 

Goods-producing industries declined slightly, 
mainly due to decreases in manufacturing, agriculture, 
forestry and fIshing and trapping. However, significant 
increases were made in construction, mining and, most 
notably, utilities. Service-producing industries contin-
ued to grow in the fourth quarter with increases in trade, 
fInance, insurance and real estate industries, commu-
nity, business and personal services and public adminis-
tration and defence services. Transportation, storage 
and communications recorded the only decline among 
the service-producing industries during the fourth quar-
ter. 

1976 

In 1976, Real Domestic Product increased by 
4.6% to 123.0 from 117.6 in 1975. The index of indus-
trial production advanced by 4.6% to 119.7. The non-
agricultural economy recorded an increase of 4.4%. 
Goods-producing industries output increased by 5.0% 
compared to a 4.4% increase for service-producing in-
dustries. Total employment according to the Labour 
Force Survey grew by 2.2% in 1976.

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The growth in 1976 is attributable to two main 
itors - recovery from the general economic slow-

down experienced in 1975 in both the United States 
and Canada and recovery from the effect of strikes in a 
tiumber of important industries. Output of pulp and 
paper manufacturers, asbestos mines and the post of-
fice was low in 1975 due to major strikes. Increases in 
residential construction and a number of construction-
oriented industries were an important factor in the up-
rising in the economy in 1976.

Pulp and paper output recovered in 1976 from 
the effects of strikes which began in July 1975. The in-
crease was moderated by the relatively low level of de-
mand for products of pulp and paper nulls. This weak-
ness of demand was reflected in a number of layoffs 
during the latter part of the year. The present oversup-
ply situation can be demonstrated using data in the 
Monthly Newsprint Report of the Canadian Pulp and 
Paper Association. According to this report, the num-
ber of days supply of newsprint in June 1974 (the peak 
output level at 133.4) was 35 days. By June 1976,just 
prior to the strike, output was at a level of 107.3 and 
number of days supply was at 68. During the strike 
newsprint stocks declined and following the strike 
there was an increase in production to adjust stocks to 
a more normal level. By December 1976, the number 
of days supply was estimated at 48 and output had 
dropped to 109.7. Other forest-products industries in-
:hiding sawmills and veneer and plywood manufactur- 

increased their output in 1976 due to a higher level 
ol activity in residential construction in both Canada 
and the United States.

In mining, crude petroleum and natural gas out-
put decreased. Reduced exports to the United States 
were the main factors in the decline and this also af-
fected pipeline transport. At the retail level, service sta-
tions and garages recorded an increase of 8% in 1976, 
which contributed to the increase in the output of the 
wholesalers of petroleum products and petroleum re-
fineries. The consumer price index for gasoline increased 
by 129o' in 1976 compared to 13% in 1975 and 16% in 
1974.
