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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada. the National Accounts have been developed 
since the close of the Second Vorld ar in a series of publi-
cations relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identifica-
tion, all publications (containing tables of statistics, descrip-
tions of conceptual frameworks, and descriptions of sources 
and methods) which make up this System will now carry the 
term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expendi-
ture Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 13)  were, historically speaking, the first set of statis-
tics to be referred to with the title "National Accounts" 
(National Accounts. Income and Expenditure). The Balance 
of International Payments data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
67), in their more summary form, are also part of the System 
of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables 
of the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes 
of Real Domestic Product by Industry (included with Cata-
gue Nos. carrying the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" 
measures of the contribution of each industry to gross domes-
tic product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domes-
tic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of financial trans-
actions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Cata-
logue Nos. with prefix 13).  Types of lenders and financial 
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics, and the 
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. 
Also, provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are suffi-
ciently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts 
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, 
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the estab-
lishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal 
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research 
on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; it may 
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, "A 
System of National Accounts" (Studies In Methods, Series F. 
No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of Economic and 
Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968). 

LE SYSTEME BE COMPTABILITE NATIONAIl 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux on fait l'ot 
Ia fin de Ia Seconde Guerre rnondiale de toute one sérjv de p-
blications portant stir leurs éléments constitutifs. Ils ont connu 
une telle evolution qu'on peut maintenant les qualifier de "Sys-
tème de conptabilité nationale". Aux fins d'identification, 
toutes les publications qui font partie du système (elles con-
tiennent des tableaux statistiques, 1' cxplication des cadres 
théoriques et l'explication des sources et des méthodes) porte-
ront désorrnais le litre général de "Système de comptabilité 
nationale". 

Le système de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise 
en plusieurs categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et 
trimestriels de revenu et de dépenses (publiés dans lea bulletins 
dont le numéro de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le 
premier ensemble de statistiques a ètre connu sous le titre de 
"Comptesnationaux" (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépenses). 
Lea données sur Ia balance des paiementS intemationaux (flume-
ros de catalogue commençant par 67) font également partie, sous 
leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabilité nationale; elles 
ont mérne existé avant lea comptes de revenu et de depenses. 

Une nomenclattire, sensiblement augmentée, d'industrjes et 
de biens et services figure dana les tableaux d'intrants et ex-
trants (input-output) du système (numero de catalogue commen-
cant par 15). Lea indices du produit intérieur reel par industrie 
(compris dans les publications dont lea numéros de catalogue 
commencentpar6l)ntesurent, en "dollars constants", l'apport de 
chague branche d'activité au produit intérieur brut au coQt des 
facteurs. Un rapport est Ctabli entre intrants et extrants dens les 
etudes de productivité (publications dont les numéros de catalo-
gue commencent par 14). 

L'établissement sert d'unité de base de Ia production indu-
trielle tent dens les tableaux 'input-output' que dana les indic&' 
do produit intéricur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publi 
cations dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par 13)  mesu-
rent les operations financires. Les categories de préteurs 
d'instrumonts financiers forment lea elements de base de c' 
statistiques et la personne morale est le point de depart du 
classement des agents économiques. En outre, le système a ete 
conçu de façon a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet le patrimoine) lorsque les données s'y rappor-
tent seron t suffisainm ent développées. 

Le système de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble 
conceptuellement intégré dens lequel les diverses categories 
de comptea peuvent ètre considerées comme des sous-systèmes 
étroitement lies entre eux. Au stade actuel de developpement, 
on ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre les elements bases 
surl'établissement et ceux qui sont bases stir l'entité légale que 
lorsque les données sont groupées dens des categories très 
générales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses re-
cherches sur les relations entre l'entreprise. Ia société et l'éta-
blissement. It sera peut-ftre possible un jour de reclasser les 
données fondees, par exemple, sur l'établissement de maniére 
a les faire correspondre aux données établies d'après Ia soclété 
ou l'entreprise.

February 1976 

The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product increased 0.5% to 119.1 in February from 
118.6 in January. The seasonally adjusted Index of In-
dustrial Production rose 1 .2% in February. 

Goods-producing industries increased 1.1%, with 
manufacturing, agriculture and forestry increasing. In 
manufac tu ring, non-durables manufacturers recorded 
the strongest gain at 1.9%. Resumption of production 
at a number of pulp and paper mills, previously shut 
down by strikes, accounted for a 16.0% increase in 
output in that industry. The rubber products industries 
also increased strongly in February. Durables manufac-
turing rose 1.3%, mainly due to significant increases in 
iron and steel mills, wood products industries and elec-
trical products industries. Agriculture increased 2.1%, 
while increased logging operations accounted for an 
5.7% rise in forestry. Construction declined in February, 
mainly due to a decrease in non-residential building 
activity. 

Service-producing industries remained relatively 
unchanged from the previous month. Trade, finance, 
insurance and real estate, and community, business and 
personal services increased. Within trade, wholesale 
trade rose 1 .3% mainly on the strength of increased 
sales of farm and industrial machinery and equipment. 
Retail trade declined slightly, due to decreases in de. 
partment stores, motor vehicle dealers and furniture, 
television, radio and appliance stores. The finance, in-
surance and real estate industry advanced 0.4%, while 
community, business and personal services was up 0.1%. 
Public administration and defence declined 0.5%. 

Février 1976 

L'indice désaisonnalisé du produit intérieur reel a 
progressé de 0.5% a 119.1 en février par rapport a 118.6 
en janvier. L'indice désaisonnalisé de la production indus-
trielle a avancé de 1.2 %. 

Les industries productrices de biens ont gagné 1.1 %, 
les industries nianufacturières, l'agriculture et les foréts 
fournissant I 'avance. Dans les industries manufactu rières, 
les non durables ont le plus progressé avec un gain de 
1.9 %. La reprise de Ia production dans plusieurs papeteries, 
auparavant paralysées par des grêves, rend compte de 
I'avance de 16.0% dans cette industrie. Les industries des 
produits du caoutchouc ont également fortement avancé 
en février. La hausse de 1.3 % dans les biens durables est 
surtout attribuable a des gains importants dans Ia sidérur-
gie, les industries des produitsdu boiset celles des produits 
électriques. L'agriculture a avancé de 2.1 %, tandis que des 
operations accrues dans I'abattage ont fait avancerle fores-
tage de 8.7 %. La construction a décliné en février, surtout 
a cause d'une baisse des activités dans Ia construction non 
domiciiaire. 

Les industries productrices de services ont peu vane 
au cours du mois. Le commerce, Ia finance, les assurances 
et affaires immobilières, les services socio-culturels, com-
merciaux et personnels ont gagné du terrain.

Le commerce de detail a quelque peu reculd, 
suite a des pertes des grands magasins, des dCtaillants en 
véhicules automobiles et des magasins de meubles, de ra-
dios, de téléviseurs et d'appareils ménagers. La finance, les 
assurances et les affaires immobiliêres ont avancé de 0.4 % 
tandis que les services socio-culturels, comrnerciaux et 
personnels gagnaient 0.1 %. L'adm inist ration publique et 
Ia defense ont perdu 0.5 %.
