In Canada. the National Accounts have been developed 
since the close of the Second V,orld %ar in a series of pu bit-
cations relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identifica-
tion, all publications (containing tables of statistics, descrip-
tions of conceptual frameworks, and descriptions of sources 
and methods) which male up this System will now carry the 
term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expendi-
ture Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 13)  were, historically speaking, the first set of statis-
tics to be referred to with the title "National Accounts" 
(National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance 
of International Payments data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
67), in their more summary form, are also part of the System 
of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables 
of the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15).  The indexes 
of Real Domestic Product by Industry (included with Cata-
gue Nos. carrying the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" 
measures of the contribution of each industry to gross domes-
tic product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domes-
tic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of financial trans-
actions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Cata-
logue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial 
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics, and the 
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. 
Also, provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are suffi-
ciently developed. 

Te System  of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts 
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, 
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the estab. 
lishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal 
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research 
on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; it may 
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In Its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, "A 
System of National Accounts" (Studies in Methods. Series F. 
No. 2, Rev. 3. Statistical Office, Department of Economic and 
Social Affairs. United Nations, New York, 1968).

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REAL DOMESTIC PRODUCF 

March 1976 

Flie seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product increased 0.6% to 120.0 in March from the up-
ward revised level of 119.3 in February. The seasonally 
adjusted Index of Industrial Production rose 0.8% to 
117.9 in March from 117.0 the previous month. 

Goods-producing industries advanced 0.9%, with 
significant increases in manufacturing, utilities, forestry 
and construction. Within manufacturing, pulp and paper 
mills recorded the largest output gain, as more mills re-
sumed operations following lengthy strikes. Manufac-
turers of tobacco products, chemical products and mo-
tor vehicle parts and accessories also increased during 
the month. Output of motor vehicle manufacturers de-
clined slightly. In utilities, both electric power and gas 
distribution recorded strong increases. Forestry opera-
tions increased 17.6%, due mainly to increased export 
and domestic demand. Increases in both residential and 
non-residential building activity accounted for a 0.8% 
gain in construction. 

After two months of virtually no growth, service-
producing industries advanced 0.3% in March. Among 
iIl1)se service producing industries which recorded ad-
vances were communications, retail and wholesale trade 
and community, business and personal services. All 
components of the communication sector increased with 
major increases recorded in telephone systems and the 
post office. Retail trade recorded its first monthly in-
crease since December, with increases in department 
stores, motor vehicle dealers, service stations, furniture, 
television, radio and appliance stores, and food stores. 
Wholesale trade increased mainly on the strength of 
higher sales by merchants of auto parts, industrial and 
transportation equipment and commercial institutional 
and service equipment. Community, business and per-
sonal services industries advanced slightly. Finance, in-
surance and real estate remained unchanged in March 
while public administration and defence declined 0.3%. 

First Quarter 1976 

The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product increase 1.7% to 119.4 in the first quarter of 
1976 from 117.4 in the fourth quarter of 1975. The 
seasonally adjusted Index of Industrial Production in-
creased 2.5% in the first quarter.

Chez les industries manufactu-
rières, les usines de pates et papiers ont enregistré Ia plus 
forte avance alors qu'un bon nombre d'usines ont repris 
leur production a Ia conclusion de longues grèves. L.es 
manufacturiers de produits du tabac, de produits chimi-
ques de pièces et accessoires de vdhicules automobiles ont 
egalement progressé. Les manufacturiers de véhicules au-
tomobiles ont quelque peu reculé. Dans les services pu-
blics, l'énergie électrique et Ia distribution de gaz ont con-
nu de fortes avances. Les operations forestières ont aug-
menté de 17.6 %, surtout a cause de Ia hausse de Ia de-
mande domestique et des marches étrangers. Des hausses 
de Ia construction domicilaire et non domiciliaire rendent 
compte de l'avance de 0.8 % des gains de Ia construction. 

Aprés deux mois de stabiité, les industries produc-
tnces de services ont gagné 0.3 % en mars. On relève par-
ticulièrement des gains dans les communications, le com-
merce de gros et de detail et les services socio-culturels, 
commerciaux et personnels. Toutes les composantes du 
secteur des communications ont progressé les réseaux td-
léphoniques et les postes profitant des gains les plus elévés. 
Le commerce de detail a connu son premier gain depuis 
décembre, alors que l'on a relevé des hausses dans les 
grands magasins, les détaillants en véhicules automobiles, 
les stations-service, les magasins de meubles, de téléviseurs, 
de radios et d'appareils ménagers, ainsi que les magasins 
d'alimentation. Le commerce de gros a progressé, a cause 
surtout de ventes plus élevées des marchands de pièces 
d'automobiles, d'équipement industriel et de transport et 
d'équipement commercial des institutions et des services. 
Les services socio-culturels, commerciaux et personnels ont 
quelque peu progresse. Les finances, assurances et affaires 
immobiiêres n'ont pas bougé en mars tandis que l'admin-
istration publique et le defense ont perdu 0.3 %. 

Premier trimestre 1976 

L'indice désaisonnalisé du produit intérieur reel a 
augmenté de 1.7% pour atteindre 119.4 ala fm du pre-
mier trunestre, comparativement a 117.4 a Ia fin du qua-
trième trimestre de 1975. L'indice désaisonnalisé de Ia 
production industrielle avancd de 2.5 % durant le premier 
trimestre. 

Les industries productrices de biens ont enregistré 
leur troisième gain trimestriel consécutif a Ia suite de 
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facturing, mining, utilities, agriculture, forestry, fishing 
and trapping, and construction. Manufacturing output 
grew for the second consecutive quarter with a 3.6% in-
crease in non-durables and 1.6% in durables. In non-
durables manufacturing, pulp and paper mills recorded 
the first quarterly increase since the second quarter of 
1974. Settlements in most of the labour disputes af-
fecting pulp and paper mills, were reached commencing 
in mid-January and on into March, accounting for an 
output increase of 27% in the quarter. Manufacturers 
of food and beverage products and chemicals and che-
mical products also recorded significant increases. In 
durables manufacturing, manufacturers of transporta-
tion equipment, wood products, furniture and fixtures, 
metal products and electrical products each recorded 
advances. Agriculture was relatively unchanged, while 
forestry recovered from its extremely low level in the 
fourth quarter of 1975. Resumption of operations in 
pulp and paper mills and increasing exports partially 
accounted for a 14.8% increase in forestry. Construc-
tion increased 4.1% in the first quarter, a slightly smal-
ler increase than in the two previous quarters; both re-
sidential and non-residential construction both expand-
ed during this period. 

The service producing industries grew 1.0% in the 
first quarter, with increases in all components except 
public administration and defence. Transportation, stor-
age and communication increased 3.0%, mainly due to 
a strike recovery in the post office as mentioned and 
increased output in air and railway transport. Trade in-
creased 1.5% mainly due to a 4.7% in wholesale trade; 
retail trade declined 0.5%, possibly due to higher sales 
taxes in Ontario. In retail trade, department stores, 
motor vehicle dealers and furniture, television, radio 
and appliance stores each recorded decreases. Finance, 
insurance and real estate, and community, business and 
personal services increased. Public administration and 
defence decreased. 

In the first quarter of 1976, all components of 
the Index of Industrial Production increased. The fol-
lowing table compares the performance of the Index of 
Industrial Production for Canada and the U.S. The 
comparison indicates that Canada's industrial growth 
surpassed that of the U.S. in the first quarter of 1975 
in all areas except durables manufacturing, in which 
case U.S. output was only slightly ahead of Canadian 
output. In Canada, much of the weakness in non-dura-
bles manufacturing in the fourth quarter of 1975 was 
attributed to strikes in the pulp and paper industry, 
which recovered in the first quarter of 1976.

Le 
réglement de la plupart des conflits industriels qui affec-
taient ce secteur a débutd a Ia mi-janvier pour se terminer 
en mars et rend compte d'une avance de 27 %. Les manu-
factuners de produits alimentaires et de boissons et I'm-
dustrie chimique ont progressé. L'agriculture n'a pratique-
ment pas bougé, tandis que les foréts ont fait des gains a 
partir de niveau extrëmement bas touché durant le qua-
tnième trimestre de 1975. La reprise des operations des 
usines de pates et papiers ainsi que Ia hausse des exporta-
tions rendent partiellement compte de Ia hausse de 14.8 % 
du forestage. L'industrie de Ia construction a augmente de 
4.1 % au cours du premier tnimestre, soit un peu moins 
qu'au cours des deux autres trimestre, soit un peu moins 
qu'au cours des deux autres trimestres précédents; la con-
struction domiciliaire et non dornici]iaire ont pris de i'ex-
pansion au cours de la période.

Les finances, assurances 
et affaires immobilières et les services socio-culturels, 
commerciaux et personnels ont progressé. ['administra-
tion publique et Ia defense ont décliné. 

Pendant le premier trimestre de 1976, toutes les 
composantes de l'thdice de la production industrielle se 
sont accrues. Le tableau suivant compare le rendement de 
l'indice de la production industrielle pour le Canada et les 
Etats-Unis. Cette comparaison montre une croissance in-
dustrielle plus forte au Canada qu'aux Etats-Unis au cours 
du premier trimestre de 1976 dans toutes les composantes 
a l'exception des biens manufacturiers durables; dans ce 
demier cas, la progression de Ia production arnéricaine dé-
passait Iégèrement celle de Ia production canadienne.
