'I hese have now reached a stage of evolution where 
they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". 
For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
irig tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frame-
works, and descriptions of sources and methods) which 
make up this System will now carry the term "System 
of National Accounts' as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada con-
sists of several parts. The annual and quarterly income 
and Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue 
Nos. carrying the prefIx 13) were, historically speaking. 
the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
National Accounts" (National Accounts. Income and 

Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments 
data. (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more 
summary form, are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries 
and on goods and on services is portrayed in the Input-
Output Tables of the System (Catalogue Nos. with pre-
l'L 15). The indexes of Real Domestic Product by In-
dustry (included the Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 
(i 1) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to gross domestic product at 
factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in Produc-
tivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the input-Output Tables and Indexes of 
Real Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. 
Measures of financial transactions are provided by the 
Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the 
primary detail in these statistics, and the legal entity is 
the main unit of classification of transactors. Also, 
provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are 
sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an 
overall conceptually integrated framework in which the 
various parts can be considered as interrelated sub-
systems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those 
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and 
those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics

Office Department of Economic and Social Affairs, 
United Nations, New York, 1968).

The seasonally adjusted index of real domestic 
product increased 0.5% in April to 120.7 from 120.1 in 
March. The seasonally adjusted index of industrial pro-
duction increased 0.8% to a level of 119.1 in April. 

Most of the advance originated in the goods-pro-
ducing industries which increased almost 1%. Goods. 
producing have increased in each month since October 
and in April were at a level 7% higher than in October. 
The major contributors to the advance in goods pro-
ducing industries in April were forestry, pulp and paper 
'lanu facturers, motor vehicle manu facturers, agricul- 

re, and the non-metallic mineral products inanufac- 
ring industries. The advances in forestry and pulp 

:IlJ paper are linked to the end of strikes in pulp and 
paper mills. For motor vehicles, the level for April is 
about the same as December, and is 18% higher than 
April 1975. For the non-metallic mineral products in-
dustries, the April advance still leaves them slightly 
below the October level. The increase in mining was 
attributable to increases in iron ore mining and the 
first increase in crude petroleum and natural gas since 
September 1975. 

For the service-producing industries, there was a 
small advance in the month. Retail trade advanced by 
about l%in the month. Within retail trade, department 
stores and food stores registered the major advances. 
Over the October to April period service-producing in-
dustries increased 2%. Trade, and transportation stor-
age and communication contributed the largest in-
creases over this period while public administration and 
defence decreased more than 1%.
