I hiese have now reached a stage of evolution where 
they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". 
For purposes of identification. all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frame-
works, and descriptions of sources and methods) which 
make up this System will now carry the term "System 
of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada con-
sists of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income 
and Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue 
Nos, carrying the prefix 13) were, historically speaking. 
the first set of statistics to he referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, income and 
Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments 
data. (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more 
summary torni. are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the income and 
Expenditure Accounts, 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries 
and on goods and on services is portrayed in the Input-
Uutput Tables of the System (Catalogue Nos. with pre-
lix IS). The indexes of Real Domestic Product by In-
iustry (included the Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 
( I) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industr) to gross domestic product at 
lactor cost, inputs and outputs are related in Produc-
tivity Studies (('atalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of 
Real Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. 
Measures of financial transactions are provided by the 
Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the 
primary detail in these statistics, and the legal entity is 
the main unit of classification of transactors. Also, 
provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are 
sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an 
overall conceptually integrated framework in which the 
various parts can be considered as interrelated sub-
systems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those 
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and 
hose which use the legal entity can he can ied out univ

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of 
National Accounts bears a close relationship to the 
international standard as described in the United

United Nations, New York, 1968).

PRODUIT INTERIEUR REEL 

May 1976 

The seasonally adjusted index of real domestic 
product increased 0.2% to 121.0 in May from 120.7 in 
April. The seasonally adjusted index of industrial 
production increased 0.6% in May. 

Most of the increase was attributable to the 
goods-producing industries, with manufacturing, utili-
ties, agriculture, and fishing recording increases. 
In manufacturing, non-durables industries advanced 
1 .5%, due mainly to increased output of rubber, pulp 
and paper and petroleum and coal products manufac-
firers. Durables manufacturing recorded a 0.47c ,  in-
cicase mainly due to increases by manufacturers of 
I1R)tor vehicles and non-metallic mineral products. 
\1 iles, quarries and oil wells declined 1.7%, the result 
1 several strikes in the mineral fuels sector. A slight 
crease in utilities was due to increased electric power 

output, while gas distribution declined in May. Cons-
truction remained unchanged, with some weakness in 
non-residential construction activity. 

Service producing industries were relatively 
unchanged during May, with small increases in trans-
portation, storage and communication, finance, insu-
rance and real estate, and community business and 
personal services. Declines were recorded in trade and 
public administration and defence. In trade, both 
wholesale and retail trade were down, due mainly to 
decreases in wholesale merchants, department stores 
and motor vehicle dealers. Food stores increased 
2.0%. The decline in public administration and defence 
resulted from decreases in both federal and provincial 
government administration.

L'indice d6saisonnalis4 du produit intérieur reel a 
augmenté de 0.2% en mai, passant de 120.7 en avril a 
121.0. L'indice désaisonnalisé de la production industri-
elle a progressé de 0.6 % en mai. 

La grandc partie de Ia hausse est attribuable aux 
industries productrices de biens, alors que les industries 
manufacturières, les services publics, l'agriculture et les 
pécheries ont progressé. Parmi les industries manufac-
turiêres, les industries de biens non durables ont avan-
cé de 1.5 %, surtout a Ia suite de hausses du caoutchouc, 
des pates et papiers et des produits du pétrole et du 
charbon. Les industries de biens durables ont augmenté de 
0.4 %, principalement par suite de gains des vChicules au-
tomobiles et des produits minéraux non métalliques. Les 
mines, les carriêres et les puits de pétrole ont reculC de 
1.7 % a cause de plusieurs gréves dans le secteur des 
carburants minCraux.

Les industries productrices de services ont peu vane 
en mai, alors que les transports, entreposage et communi-
cations, Ia finance, les assurances et les affaires imniobili-
ères et les services socio -cult urels, commerciaux et person-
nels ont avancé légérement. Dans le commerce, le commerce 
de gros et de detail ont reculC, suite a des pertes de gros-
sistes, des grands magasins et des détaillants en véhicules 
automobiles. Les magasins d'alimentat ion ont progressé de 
2.0%. Le déclin dans l'adniinistration publique et Ia 
defense résulte de baisses (lans l'administration publique 
fédérale et provinciale.
