scues of publications relating to their constituent parts. 
These have now reached a stage of evolution where 
they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". 
For purposes of identification, all publications (con Lain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frame-
works, and descriptions of sources and methods) which 
make up this System will now carry the term "System 
of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada con-
sists of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income 
and Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue 
Nos. carrying the prefix 13) were, historicaliy speaking, 
the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and 
Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments 
data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more 
summary form, are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries 
and on goods and on services is portrayed in the Input-
Output Tables of the System (Catalogue Nos. with pre-
fix 15). The indexes of Real Domestic Product by In-
dustry (included the Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 
n 1) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to gross domestic product at 
factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in Produc-
tivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of 
Real Domestic Product by Industry use the establish. 
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. 
Measures of financial transactions are provided by the 
Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the 
primary detail in these statistics, and the legal entity is 
the main unit of classification of transactors. Also, 
provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are 
sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an 
overall conceptually integrated framework in which the 
various parts can be considered as interrelated sub-
systems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those 
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and 
those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics

Le système de comptabilité nationale du ('anada se 
divise en plusieurs categories de comptes. Les comptes 
annuels et trimestriels des revenus et des dépenses (pa-
raissant dans les publications dont Ic numéro de catalogue 
commence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de 
statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de "Comptes natio-
naux" (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les don-
nées sur Ia balance canadienne des paiements internatio-
naux (numéro de catalogue commençant par 67) font 
egalenient partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système 
de comptabilité nationale; dies ont mëme existé avant les 
comptes des revenus et des dépenses. 

Une nomenclature, sensiblement augmentée, d'in-
dustries et de biens et services figure dans les tableaux 
d'entrées-sorties du système (numéro de catalogue corn-
rnençant par 15). Les indices du produit intérieur reel par 
industrie (compris dans les publications dont le numéro de 
catalogue commence par 61) mesurent, en dollars cons-
tants, l'apport de chaque branche d'activité au produit 
intérieur brut au coUt des facteurs. Un rapport est établi 
entre entrées et sorties dans les etudes de productivité 
(publications dont le numéro de catalogue commence par 
14). 

L'Ctablissement est l'unité primaire de production 
industrielle tant dans les tableaux d'entrCes-sorties que 
dans les indices du produit intérieur reel. Les comptes de 
flux financiers (publications dont le numéro de catalogue 
commence par 13) mesurent les operations ftnancières. 
Les categories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers 
forment les éléments de base de ces statistiques et Ia per. 
sonne morale est le point de depart du classement des 
agents économiques. En outre, le système a été conçu de 
façon a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet Ic patrimoine) lorsque les données s'y 
rapportant seront sufflsamment développées. 

Le système de comptabilité nationale constitue un 
ensemble conceptuellernent intégré dans lequel les diverses 
categories de comptes peuvent être considCrées comme 
des sous-systèmes étroitement lies entre eux. Au stade 
actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison 
directe entre les éléments bases sur l'établissement et 
ceux qui sont bases sur l'entité juridique que Iorsque 
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Canada is continuing research on enterprise-company-
establishment relationships; it may eventually be fea-
sible to reclassify the data which are on one basis (say 
the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of 
National Accounts bears a close relationship to the 
international standard as described in the United 
Nations publication, "A system of National Accounts" 
(studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office Department of Economic and Social Affairs, 
United Nations, New York, 1968).

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The seasonally adjusted index of Real Domestic 
Product at 120.9 in June was virtually unchanged from 
May. The Index of Industrial Production declined 0.8% 
in June to 119.1 from 120.0 in May. 

Goods-producing industries decreased 0.8%, the 
first such decline since October 1975. In the goods. 
producing industries, manufacturing, mining, agricul-
ture, fishing and trapping, and construction each re-
corded decreases during June. In manufacturing, both 
non-durables and durables industries declined. The 
most significant decrease in durables occurred in 
smelting and refining as a result of strikes. In non-
durables manufacturing, pulp and paper declined in 
June following several months of increases due to strike 
recovery. Decreases in asbestos mining and other non-
metallic mineral mines were responsible for the decline 
in mining during June. The decrease in agriculture is at-
tributable to declining poultry.egg and dairy production. 
For the second consecutive month, construction de-
clined, due to weaker residential and non-residential 
construction activity. 

Service-producing industries recorded a 0.4% 
: i owth in June resulting from increases in trade, finance, 
insurance and real estate and community, business and 
e rsonal service industries. Transportation, storage and 

communication, and public administrations and de-
fence each declined. In trade, significant increases were 
recorded in retail and wholesale trade. In retail trade, 
most of the strength occurred in new motor vehicle 
dealers, department stores and food stores, with smaller 
increases scattered throughout the various other store 
types. Wholesale merchants were responsible for most 
of the increase in wholesale trade. The decline in trans-
portation, communication and storage was due to 
strikes in the air transport industry,

The seasonally adjusted index of Real Domestic 
Product increased 1 .2% to 120.9 in the second quarter 
of 1976 from 119.5 in the first quarter. The Index of 
Industrial Production advanced 1.8% in the same 
period. For Real Domestic Product, this was the fifth 
consecutive quarter of growth, while the Index of In-

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Goods-producing industries advanced 1.8%, with 
increases in manufacturing, utilities, agriculture, forest-
ry, fishing and trapping and construction. Most of the 
growth in manufacturing occurred in non-durables 
manufacturing with substantial increases in pulp and 
paper mills and rubber products industries. In the 
second quarter, output of pulp and paper mills had re-
turned to the pre-strike levels of 1974. 

In durables manufacturing, increases were wide-
spread among motor vehicle manufacturers, primary 
metal industries, wood industries and non-metallic 
mineral product industries. In utilities, the major source 
of growth was electric power recording its third succes-
sive strong quarterly gain. Agriculture advanced 2.0% 
in the quarter due to increased livestock production, 
while increased logging operations accounted for a 
sharp increase in forestry. A decline in non-residential 
construction activity, together with a small increase in 
residential construction, provided the smallest increase 
in the construction industry in the last three quarters. 
Mines, quarries and oil wells declined during the quar-
ter, due in part to several strikes in the coal industry 
and lower output of potash mines. 

Service producing industries advanced 0.8 in the 
second quarter, due to increases in transportation, 
storage, and communications; trade; fInance, insurance, 
and real estate; and community, business, and personal 
services. Most components in transportation and com-
munication increased, except air transport which was 
affected by strikes during June. Storage operations de-
clined due to lower shipments and receipts by grain 
elevators. Both wholesale trade and retail trade recorded 
significant increases. In wholesale trade, wholesale 
merchants advanced 0.9%, while in retail trade, depart-
ment stores, food stores and motor vehicle dealers ac-
counted for most of the increase. The growth in 
community, business and personal services was due 
partly to increases in education and related services and 
food and accommodation services.
