The System of National Accounts in Canada con-
sists of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income 
and Expenditure Accounts (included with ('ataloguc 
Nos. carrying the prefix 13.) were, historically speaking, 
the first set of statistics to he referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and 
Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments 
data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more 
summary form, are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries 
and on goods and on services is portrayed in the Input-
iutput Tables of the System (Catalogue Nos. with pre. 
ix 15). The indexes of Real Domestic Product by In-

Justry (included the Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 
61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to gross domestic product at 
factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in Produc-
tivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of 
Real Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. 
Measures of financial transactions are provided by the 
Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the 
primary detail in these statistics, and the legal entity is 
the main unit of classification of transactors. Also, 
provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are 
sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an 
overall conceptually integrated framework in which the 
various parts can be considered as interrelated sub. 
\vstems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those 
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and 
hose which use the legal entity can be cart ied out only 
it highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics

United Nations, New York, 1968).

The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product advanced 0.5% in July to 123.6 from 123.0 in 
June. The Index of Industrial Production declined 0.3% 
in July to 1195. 

Real Domestic Product in July is only 0.2% 
above the April level. This contrasts with the period 
October 1975 to April 1976 when total RDP grew 
4.7%. The source of most of this growth was the goods-
producing industries which advanced 7.8%. The cor-
I c\ponding increase for service-producing industries 
\\ 2.7%. 

Within this period the major contributors to the 
advance in the goods-producing industries were forest-
ry and pulp and paper (both affected by pulp and 
paper strikes), agriculture, and construction. 

In July, increases were recorded in forestry, con-
struction, utilities, transportation, storage and commu-
nication, finance,insurance and real estate, community, 
business and personal services, and public administration 
and defence services. The gain in forestry resulted from 
increased production of pulpwood. Residential con-
struction accounted for the advance in construction. 
The increase in utilities was due to advances in both 
electric power and gas distribution. In transportation, 
storage and communications, the tharp increase was 
due to air transport, which was affected by strikes for 
part of the month of June. Railway transport and grain 
elevators also accounted for some of the increase. 
Declines were recorded in mining, trade, agriculture, 
and fishing and trapping. In metal mines, the major 
decrease was in iron mines, while mineral fuels declined 
due to decreased output of crude petroleum and

En juilet, on a observe une augmentation dans les 
foréts, le bätiment et les travaux publics, les services 
publics, les transports, l'entreposage et les communica-
tions, les finances, les assurances et les affaires immobii-
ères, les services socio-culturels, comrnerciaux et person-
nels, l'administration publique et la defense. Le gain relevé 
pour les forCts s'explique par un accroissement de Ia pro-
duction de bois a pâte. La progression du bãtiment et des 
travaux publics s'est concentrCe dans la construction 
rCsidentielle. Les avances qu'a marquees Ia distribution 
d'électricité et de gaz ont cause Ia progression des services 
publics. Dans les transports, l'entreposage et les com-
munications, Ia forte augmentation enregistrée est attribu-
able aux transports aériens,qui ont subi des grêvcs pendant 
une partie de juin. Le transport ferroviaire et les silos a 
grain ont également contribuë a cette augmentation. Des 
diminutions out etC relevCes damis K's iiines, le commerce 
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natural gas. The end of strikes at several mines account-
ed for a sharp increase in coal production. In trade, 
wholesale trade accounted for most of the decline. 
Retail trade was down slightly, with declines in food 
stores and new motor vehicle dealers, while department 
stores and clothing stores recorded increases. 

Dans 
secteur des mines métalliques, ce sont les mines de fer n 
ont accuse Ia baisse la plus importante; les combustihi\ 
minéraux ont également flCchi en raison d'une diminuti ii 
de la production de petrolc brut et de gaz naturel.
