LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Ii Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since 
of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 

to their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts" For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carlying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts. Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry. 
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the Contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However. Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterpris.e-company-estahlishment rela-
tionships it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, .4 System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3. Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968). 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait l'objet depuis Ia fin 
de Ia Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une sdrie de publications por-
tant sur leurs dldments constitutifs. Ils ont connu une telle evolution 
qu'on peut maintenant les qualifier de "Système de comptahilitd 
nationale". Aux fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font 
partie du système (elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, Ia des-
cription du cadre thdonque et l'explication des sources et des me-
thodes) porteront ddsormais Ic titre gdndral de "Système de comp. 
tabilitC nationale". 

Ic système de comptabilitd nationale du Canada se divise en 
plusieurs categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des 
revenus et des depenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le numdro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitud Ic premier ensemble de 
statistiques a étre connu sous Ic titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes 
nationaux. revenus et ddpenses). Les donnCes sur Ia balance canadienne 
des paiements internationaux (numEro de catalogue commençant par 
67) font égatement partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système de 
comptabiitd nationale; dIes ont mdme existd avant les comptes des 
revenus et des ddpenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détailldc d'industries et de 
biens et services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties du système 
(numéro de catalogue commencant par 15). Les indices du produit 
intCrieur reel par industrie (compns dans les publications dont les 
numéros de catalogue commence par 61) mesurent, en dollars cons-
tants, l'apport de chaque branche d'activitd au produit intérieur brut 
au coUt des facteurs. Un rapport est Ctabli entre les entrées et sorties 
dans les etudes de productivitd (publications dont Ic numéro de cata-
logue commence par 14). 

L'établissement eat IunitC primaire de production industrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'entrdes-sorties que dans les indices du produit 
intCricur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les 
numéros de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations Ilnan-
cières. Les categories de préteurs ci d'instruments financiers formeni les 
dldments de base de ces statistiques Ct Ia personne morale est Ic point de 
depart du classement des agents économiques. En outre. Ic système a 
etC concu de façon a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet he patrimoine) lorsque les donndes s'y rapportant 
seront suftisamment dCveloppées. 

Le système de comptabilitd nationale constitue un ensemble con-
ceptuellement intégrC dans lequel les diverses categories de comptes 
peuvent ëtre considdrdes comme des sous-systèmes étroitement lids 
entre eux. Au stade actuel de ddveloppement, on ne peut faire de corn-
paraison directe entre les dldments bases sur l'dtablissement et ceux qui 
sont bases sur l'entitd juridique que lorsque les donnCes sont groupées 
dans des categories très gCnCrales. Toutefois. Statistique Canada pour-
suit ses recherches sur les relations entre l'entreprise, Ia sociCtd et l'dta-
blissement. II sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser lea donndes 
dtabhies star une certaine base (I'dtabhissement par exemple) de manière 
a les faire correspondre aux donnCes dtablies sur une autre base (socldtd 
ou entreprise). 

Dans ses grandes lignes, le système de comptabilitC nationale du 
Canada suit de trés près Ia norsne intemationale exposdc dans Ia publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulde Système de comptabilitè nationale 
(ttudes méthodologiques, série F, no 2, rev. 3, Bureau de statistique, 
Département des affaires dconomiques et sociales. Nations Unies, 
New York, 1970).

REAL. DOMESTIC PROI)UCT 	 PRODUIT INTERIEUR R1EL 

JANUARY - 1977 - JANVIER 

The seasonally adjusted index of real domestic 
product remained relatively unchanged in January at a 
level of 125.0, compared to 124.9 in December. The 
seasonally adjusted index of industrial production in-
creased 0.2% in January. Goods-producing industries 
declined 0.3%, while service-producing industries were 
up 0.3%. 

In goods-producing industries, agriculture, forest-
ry and mining declined. Manufacturing, construction, 
utilities and fishing and trapping each recorded in-
creases. In agriculture, lower crop estimates for 1977 
compared to 1976 were mainly responsible for the de-
clines. The decrease in mining is attributable to a sharp 
decline in production of crude petroleum. In manufac-
turing, non-durables increased while durables re-
mained unchanged. The increase in non-durables manu-
facturing was due mainly to output increases in food 
and beverages, tobacco products, paper and allied in-
dustries, petroleum and coal products, and chemical 
and chemical products industries. In durables inanufac-
turing, significant increases were recorded in the wood 
:1 .1 ustries and primary metals industries. These increases 

re offset by significant declines in the transportation 
piipment, electrical products and non-metallic mineral 
iducts industries. 

In service-producing industries, increases were 
recorded in almost all components. In transportation, 
storage and communication, the communication com-
ponent increased, while transportation and storage de-
clined primarily because of declines in railway trans-
port, pipeline transport and grain elevators. In trade, 
both wholesale and retail trade were up, due to in-
creases in wholesale merchants, wholesalers of petro-
leuni products and motor vehicle dealers. The only 
significant decline in retail trade occurred in food 
stores, coinciding with a sharp increase in the consumer 
price index for food. Finance, insurance and real 
estate, and community, business and personal services 
recorded mode rate increases. Public administration and 
defence declined slightly due to decreases throughout 
federal, provincial and local administration. 

L'indice désaisonnalisé du produit intérieur reel s'est 
stabiisé en janvier, atteignant 125.0 contre 124.9 en 
décembre. L'indice désaisonnalisé de Ia production in-
dustrielle a augmenté de 0.2 %enjanvier. Les industries de 
biens ont fléchi de 0.3 % et les industries de services ont 
progressé de 0.3 %. 

Dans les industries de biens, l'agriculture, les foréts 
et les mines ont accuse une baisse. On a observe des haus-
ses dans les industries inanufacturiêres, le bãtiment et les 
travaux publics, les services publics et Ia chasse et Ia péche. 
Le recul de l'agriculture est surtout imputable au fait que 
l'ont prévoit. pour 1977, des récoltes infCrieurcs a celles 
de l'an denier. La baisse des mines est le fait d'un fléchis-
sement abrupt de la production de pétrole brut. Pour les 
industries manufacturiCres, les biens non durables ont 
avancé de 0.6 et les hiens durables sontdemeurCs stables. 
La progression observëe dans Ia fabrication des hiens non 
durables rCsulte principalement de hausses au chapitre de 
Ia production des industries suivantes: aliments et hois-
sons, produits du tabac, papier et activités annexes, pro-
duits du pétrole et du charbon et produits chimiques. Pour 
la fabrication des biens durables, des hausses sensibles ont 
été enregistrées dans les industries du bois et de Ia pre-
mière transformation des métaux. [lIes ont cependant été 
neutralisées par le recul marqué du materiel de transport, 
des produits électriques et des produits niinéraux non me-
talliques. 

Les industries de services ont avancé dans presque 
tous les secteurs. Les communications ont progressé mais 
les transports et I'entreposage ont fldchi, surtout en raison 
des baisses inscrites au chapitre du transport ferroviaire, 
du transport par pipe-line Ct des silos a grain. Le secteur 
du commerce, tant de gros que de detail, Ctait ala hausse 
a cause des gains réalisés par les grossistes en marchandises, 
les grossistes en produits pétroliers et les détaillants de 
véhicules automobiles. Dans le commerce de detail, seul 
les magasins d'ahimentation, sous le coup de Ia forte mon-
tee de I'indice des prix a Ia consommation pour les ali-
ments, ont connu une baisse sensible. Les finances, les 
assurances et les affaires immobiiêres, ainsi que les servi-
ces socio.culturels, commerciaux et personnels ont enre-
gistré une faible progression. L'administration pubhique et 
la defense ont Iégèrement reculé en raison des baisses au 
chapitre des administrations fédérale, provinciales et lo-
cales.
