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In Canada. the National Accounts have been developed since 
the close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 
to their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain. 
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
genera] title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry-
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost.

industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company-establishment rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, A System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

OCTOBER - 1977 - OCTOBRE 

The seasonally adjusted index of Real Domestic 
Product increased 0.1% to 128.3 in October from 
128.2 in September. The Index of Industrial Produc-
tion in October was unchanged from the September 
level. Goods-producing industries advanced 0.2% while 
service-producing industries recorded no growth. 

In goods-producing industries, agriculture, fishing 
and trapping, construction, manufacturing and utilities 
recorded increases, while forestry and mining declined. 
In construction, most of the gain resulted from an in-
crease in residential building activity. Although man-
ufacturing increased only slightly, non-durable man-
ufacturing advanced significantly, while durable man-
ufacturing declined sharply. The most notable increases 
in non-durable manufacturing occurred in the rubber 
and plastic products industries and the paper and allied 
industries. The primary metal industries were respon-
ihle for much of the decline in durable manufacturing. 
I lie gain in utilities was due to increases in both elec-
utc power output and gas distribution. A decrease in 
heging activity and tower levels of pulpwood produc-
tin accounted for the decline in forestry. In mining, 
decreases were recorded in metal mines, mineral fuels 
and non-metal mines. 

In service-producing industries, transportation, 
storage and communication and trade declined in 
October. Finance, insurance and real estate was un-
changed from the September level, while community, 
business and personal services and public administration 
and defence services recorded minor increases. In trans-
portation, storage and communication, decreases were 
recorded in air transport, railway transport, urban 
transit systems, pipeline transport, grain elevators and 
communication. In trade, wholesale trade declined 
sharply, while retail trade recorded no growth in 
October. In retail trade, food stores and motor vehicle 
dealers recorded increases, while department stores 
declined significantly. 

L'indice désaisonnalisé du produit intérieur reel a 
progressé de 0.1 % en octobre pour atteiiidre 128.3 contre 
128.2 en septembre. Celui de Ia production industrielle est 
demeuré au ménie niveau qu'en septembre. Les industries 
de biens ont progressé de 0.2 % pendant que les industries 
de services demeuraient au méme niveau. 

Parmi les industries de biens, l'agriculture, Ia chasse 
et Ia péche, Ia construction, Ia fabrication et les services 
publics ont fait des gains pendant que les foréts et les 
mines ont rCgressd. Dans le bátiinent et les travaux publics, 
le plus fort du progrés a été Ic fait du secteur de l'hahita-
tion. Malgré de légers gains des industries manufacturières, 
celles qui produisent des biens non durables firent des 
gains sensibles, tandis que celles qui produisent des biens 
durables subissaient une forte baisse. Les manufacturiers 
de caoutchouc et des produits en matière plastique et I'm-
dustrie du papier et produits connexes rendaient compte 
de Ia hausse de l'indice pour les fabricants de prod uits non 
durables. La plus grande partie de Ia chute de i'indice de Ia 
fabrication de produits durables était imputable a Ia pre-
niière transformation des métaux. La production de l'ëner -
gie électrique et Ia distribution de gaz contribuèrent toutes 
deux a Ia hausse des services publics. Le fléchissement de 
la production de billes et de bois a pate explique les pertes 
subies par les foréts. Pour les mines, Ic fldchissement s'est 
fait sentir dans les mines métalliques, les combustibles 
minéraux et les mines non métalliques. 

Parmi les industries de services, les transports, l'en-
treposage et les communications et Ic commerce ont baissé 
en octobre. Les finances, assurances et affaires immobi-
liêres sont demeurées au ménie niveau qu'en septembre 
tandis que les services socio-culturels, commerciaux et 
personnels et l'administration publique et Ia defense ont 
montré de faibles gains. Parmi les industries des transports, 
de l'entreposage et des communications, les industries sui-
vantes ont reculé: les transports aériens, les transports fer-
roviaires, les réseaux de transports urbains, les transports 
par pipeline, les silos a grain et les communications. Dans 
le commerce, celui de gros a fortement diminué, tandis 
que celui du detail n'a pas vane en octobre. Dans le com-
merce de detail, les magasins d'alimentation et les detail-
lants en véhicules automobiles progressèrent tandis que les 
grands magasins connurent une baisse sensible.
