LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

,iiiada. the National Accounts have been developed since 
c of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 

to their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac. 
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada Consists of 
several parts, The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on ittdustries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Not. carry-
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" nteasures of the contri-
hution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in l'roductivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos, with prefix 14). 

Bosh the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
duct by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 

J ustrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro- 
led by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 

Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall cots-
ceptuaIl integrated framework in which the various parts can he 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct contpari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprisc.contpany-essablishment rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, .4 System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3. Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

Les comptes annuels dl trimestriels des 
revenus dl des dCpenses (paraissant dans let publications dont he numCro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitud Ic premier ensemble de 
statistiques a étre connu sous Ic titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes 
nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les doitnées SUS Ia balance canadienne 
des paiements internationaux (numéro de catalogue commencant par 
67) font Cgalensent partie, sous Icur forme sommaire, du système de 
comptabilitC nationale; dIes ons ménie existé avant les comptes des 
revenus et des dépenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus dCtailke d'industries ci de 
biens et services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties du systente 
(numCro de catalogue colttmencant par IS). Les indices du produit 
intérleur reel par industrie (compris dans les publications dont Irs 
numéros de catalogue commence par 61) mesurent, en dollars cotts 
tants. l'apport de chaquc branche d'actmvité au produit intCrieur brut 
au coOt des facteurs. Un rapport est Ctabli entre les entrées et sorties 
dans les etudes de productivitC (publications dont Ic numCro de cata-
logue comntettce par 14). 

L'établissement est t'unitC primaire de production industrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'ensrCes-sorties que datts let ittdices du produit 
inttrieur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dons les 
numéros de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent let operations finan-
cières. Les categories de preteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les 
Clëmcnts de base de ces statistiques et ha personne morale est Ic point de 
depart du classement des agents economiques. En outre, Ic système a 
etC conçu de façon a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennens pour objet le patrimoine) lorsque let données s'y rapportant 
seront suffisamment developpCes. 

Le système de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble con-
ceptuellement intCgrC dans lequel les diverses categories de comptes 
peuvent ttre considCrCes comme des sous'systèmes Ctroitement lies 
entre eux. Au stade actuel de développentent, on or petit faire de corn-
paraison directe entre les Cléments bases sur l'Ctabhissement et ceux qui 
sottt bases sur l'entitC juridique que lorsque les données sottt groupécs 
dans des categories trés generales. Toutefois, Statissique Canada pour-
suit set recherches sur let relations entre l'etstreprise, Ia sociCté ci l'éta-
blissernent. II sera peut-etre possible un jour de reclasser les donnCes 
étabhies sur une certaine base (l'établissemettt par exetnple) de manière 
a Irs faire correspondre aux donnCes Ctahlies sur une autre base (socidtC 
ou entreprise).

The seasunall adjustcd index of real domestic 
product increased 0.1 110 to 125.6 in February from the 
upward revised level of 125.5 in January. The seasonally 
adjusted index of industrial production increased 0.1% 
in February. In February, goods-producing industries 
were unchanged from January, while service-producing 
industries increased 0.2% in the month. 

In goods-producing industries, increases were re-
corded in mining, utilities, fishing and trapping and 
construction. In rninrng, most of the increase is at-
tributed to increased production of crude petroleum 
and natural gas and to a lesser extent asbestos mines. 
Output of utilities rose slightly due to an increase in 
electric power utilities. The advance in construction 
was minimal, although residential and non-residential 
building activity declined. Manufacturing, agriculture 
and forestry declined in February. In manufacturing, 
non-durables advanced slightly mainly on the strength 
of increases recorded by manufacturers of food and 
beverage products, petroleum and coal products and 
chemical and chemical products. A significant decline 

as recorded in durables manufacturing, mostly due to 
tclines in wood products, primary metals, transporta-
i'n equipment and non-metallic mineral products in-

Jttstries. Agriculture declined due to a lower livestock 
:duction while the decline in forestry was attributed 
to lower levels of logging and pulpwood production. 

The service-producing md ustries increased 0.2% 
in February. Increases were recorded in transportation, 
storage and conmiunications, community, business and 
personal services and public administration and defence. 
The increase in transportation, storage and communica-
tion is due to significant advances in air, rail and bus 
transport and grain elevators. Increases in education 
and related services and health and welfare services 
accounted for most of the strength in community, 
business and personal services. In public administration 
and defence services, all components increased except 
local administration which showed a slight decline. 
Trade declined in February due to a sharp decline in 
retail trade, although wholesale trade recorded a signifi-
cant increase resulting from increased activity by whole-
sale merchants. In retail trade, virtually all major store-
types recorded significant declines in the month.

Dans les industries de biens, les mines, les services 
d'utiité publique, Ia chasse et Ia péche et la construction 
ont enregistré des gains. L'augmentation dans les mines est 
surtout attribuable au relèvement de Ia production de pé-
trole brut et de gaz naturel et, a un degré moindre, de 
I'amiantc. Les services d'utiité publiquc ont progressé 
légèrement grace a l'énergie électrique. Le bdtimcnt et les 
travaux publics ont a peine augmenté, alors que Ia con-
struction domiciiaire et non domiciliaire a ralenti. La 
fabrication, I'agriculture Ct les foréts ont faibli en février. 
La fabrication de biens non durables a progressé légêre-
ment du fait surtout de Ia croissance réalisée par les fabri-
cants d'aliments et de boissons. de produits du pétrole et 
du charbon et de produits chimiques. Pour Ia fabrication 
de biens durables, des baisses sensibles ont été enrcgistrées 
dans les industries du bois, de premiere transformation 
des métaux, de materiel de transport et de produits mine-
raux non métalliques. L'agriculture a fléchi a cause du 
recul de Ia production de bétail, de méme que les forCts 
par suite du ralentissement de l'abattage de bois et de Ia 
production de bois a pate. 

Les industries de services ont progressé de 0.2 % en 
février. Les transports, l'entreposage, les communications, 
les services socio-culturels. commerciaux Ct personnels, 
l'adniinistration et Ia defense ont enregistré des gains. 
L'augmentation des transports, de l'entreposage et des 
communications est imputable a une croissance marquee 
du transport adrien, ferroviaire et par autocar et des silos a 
grain. Le dCveloppement de l'enseignement et des services 
connexes ainsi que des services inddicaux et sociaux ont 
etC les grands responsables de Ia croissance des services 
socio-culturels, commerciaux Ct personnels. Pour l'adrni-
nistration publique et Ia defense, tous les services ont 
progressC, sauf l'administration locale qui a reculC. Le 
commerce a ralenti en fCvrier a cause de Ia chute du com-
merce de detail, mCme si Ic commerce de gros a enregistrC 
des gains sensibles du fait de I'activitC accrue desgrossistes. 
Dans Ic commerce de detail, presque tous les magasins 
importants ont perdu du terrain au cours du mois.
