lii Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since 
se of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 

heir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
\lUtjon where they can be termed a 'System of National Ac-

counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts. Income 
and Expenditure). The Ilalance of International l'ayments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Not, with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry. 
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
huct by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
isirial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro. 

ed by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
Types of lenders and financial instruments arc the primary 

Al in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
dficalion of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 

for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried Out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company-establishment rela-
tionships; it may eventually he feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
Units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canad ian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication. A Si'stem of'Vational 
ilccounts (Studies in Methods. Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office. Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968),

Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des 
revenus Ct des dépenses (paraissant dans lea publications dont Ic nurnéro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constituè Ic premier ensemble de 
statistiques a ëtre connu sous Ic titre de "Comptes narionaux" (Comptes 
nationaux. revenus et dCpenses). Let donnCes sur Ia balance canadienne 
des paicments internationaux (numCro de catalogue coinniençant par 
67) font également partie, sous leur forme somniaire, du système de 
comptabilité nationale; elles ont méme existC avant les comptes des 
revenus et des dCpenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus dCtaillée d'industnes et de 
biens et services figure dans les tableaux d'entrCes.sorties du système 
(numCro de catalogue commençant par 15). Les indices du produit 
intérieur reel par industrie (compris dana let publications dont les 
numéros de catalogue commence par 61) mesurent, en dollars cons. 
tants, l'apport de chaque branche d'activité au produit intCrieur brut 
au coOt des facteurs. Un rapport est établi entrc let entrées Ct sorties 
dans les etudes de produclivité (publications dont Ic numéro de cata-
logue commence par 14). 

L'établissenaent est I'unitC primaire de production industrietle 
tant dans let tableaux d'entrCes-sorties que dans lea indices du produit 
intCrieur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont let 
numéros de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations finan-
cières. Let categories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment lea 
élénients de base de ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est Ic point de 
depart du classenient des agents economiques. En outre, Ic système a 
Cté concu de façon a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet le patrirnoine) Iorsque les données s'y rapportant 
seront suffisamment développées. 

Le système de comptahilitd nationale constitue un ensemble conS 
ceptuellernent intégré dans lequel let diverses categories de comptes 
peuvent étre considérées comme des sous-systèmes étroitement his 
entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de com 
paraison directe entre les Cléments bases sur l'Ctahlissement et ceux qui 
sont bases sur I'entité juridique que lorsque les données sont groupées 
dans des categories trés gdnérales. Toutefois, Slatistique Canada pour-
suit ses recherches sur let relations entre l'entreprise, ha socidtC ct l'Cta. 
blissement. II sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les donnCcs 
étabhies sur une certaine base (l'Ctablissernent par exemple) de naanière 
ii les faire correspondre aux donnCes établies sur une autre base (sociCtC 
ou entreprise).

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Product at 125.5 in March remained unchanged from 
the February level. The index of industrial production 
declined 0.1% in March. Goods-producing industries 
decreased 0.3%, while service-producing industries in-
creased 0.2%. 

In the goods-producing industries, decreases 
were recorded in agriculture, construction, mining and 
utilities. The decline in construction was due mostly to 
decreased residential building activity. Lower levels of 
livestock and dairy production accounted for the de-
crease in agriculture. In mining, metal mines, mineral 
fuels and non-metal mines each recorded decreases. 
Mineral fuels recorded the most significant decline due 
to decreased output of coal and crude petroleum. 
Production of natural gas increased. Utilities were 
down due to a decline in electric power output. Manu-
facturing, forestry, fishing and trapping increased in 
March. In manufacturing, most of the increase oc-
curred in durables manufacturers, with significant 
increases in wood products, primary metals, transporta-
tion equipment and non-metallic mineral products 
industries. Non-durables manufacturing recorded wide-
spread declines, the most notable being in the paper 
and allied products industries. Favorable weather and 
export demand are cited as factors for the significant 
increase in forestry during March. 

In the service-producing industries, increases 
were recorded in transportation, storage and com-
munication, finance, insurance and real estate, com-
munity, business and personal services and public 
administration and defence. Railway transport, air 
transport, bus transport and urban transit systems 
were mainly responsible for the advance in transporta-
tion. Trade declined in March with both wholesale and 
retail trade recording decreases. In wholesale trade, 
wholesale merchants accounted for most of the de-
crease, while in retail trade, department stores, motor 
vehicle dealers and furniture, television, radio and 
appliance stores recorded the most significant declines. 

First Quarter 1977 

The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product increased 1.0% to 125.5 in the first quarter of 
1977 from 124.3 in the fourth quarter of 1976. The

L'indice désaisonnalisé du produit intérieur reel 
s'établissait a 125.5 en mars, derneurant au rnérne niveau 
qu'en février, L'indice de Ia production industrielle a 
glissé de 0.1 %en mars. Pendant ce temps, les industries de 
biens perdaient 0.3 %et les industries de services gagnaient 
0.2 %. 

Les industries de biens oti un fléchissement s'est fait 
sentir sont l'agriculture, Ia construction, les mines et les 
services publics. Dans Ia construction, la baisse était 
surtout attribuable au ralentissement de Ia construction 
résidentielle. Le fléchissement de Ia production de bCtail 
et de produits laitiers explique le recul subi par l'agri-
culture. Parmi les industries rniniCres, les mines mCtalli-
ques, les combustibles minéraux et les mines non métalli-
ques ont tous subi des pel-tes. Les combustibles minCraux 
ont été le plus durement affectés par suite de Ia baisse de 
la production de charbon et de pétrole brut.

gains appréciables. La fabrication de biens non durables 
connaissait des baisses gCnéralisées dont Ia plus importante 
frappait l'industrie du papier et les activités connexes. La 
progression sensible des foréts en mars est attribué au 
temps favorable et aux exportations. 

Pour ce qui est des industries de services, on observe 
des gains dans les groupes suivants: transports, entre-
posage et communication, finances, assurances et affaires 
immobilières, services socio-culturels, commerciaux et 
personnels, administration publique et defense. Les 
transports ferroviaires, aériens, interurbains e& urbains 
sont les principaux responsables de Ia progression des 
transports. Le commerce tant de gros que de detail a 
ralenti en mars. Au chapitre du commerce de gros, les 
grossistes ont absorbé la plus grande partie de ce recul 
tandis que, dans le commerce de detail, les pertes les plus 
importantes frappaient les grands magasins, les dCtailants 
en véhicules automobiles, les magasins de meubles, de 
téléviseurs, de radios et d'appareils ménagers. 

Premier trimestre de 1977 

Pendant le premier trimestre de 1977,l'indice désai-
sonnalisé du produit intérieur reel a augmenté de 1.0 % 
par rapport a celui de 124.3 dii quatriènle trimestre de 
I7 pour atteiridre L5.5. Liridiec de Ia )io&IlktIolI 
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first quarter of 1977. Goods-producing industries 
advanced 1.2%, while service-producing industries were 
up 0.9%. 

In the goods-producing industries, forestry, fish-
ing and trapping, construction, mining, utilities and 
manufacturing each recorded increases in the first 
quarter. The increase in forestry resulted primarily 
from increased export demand. The increase in con-
struction stems from non-residential building activity 
which rose significantly, while residential building 
activity showed a decline. In mining, increases were 
recorded in metal mines and non-metal mines. Mineral 
fuels declined due to lower levels of crude petroleum 
output. Utilities output increased as a result of a sharp 
increase in natural gas distribution. In manufacturing, 
both durables and non-durables manufacturing re-
corded increases. The major contributing industries 
were food and beverages, tobacco products, petroleum 
and coal products, chemical and chemical products, 
primary metal products and transportation equipment. 

In the service-producing industries, a majority of 
components advanced in the quarter. Trade was rela-
tively unchanged from the fourth quarter of 1976. 
Within transportation, storage and communication, 
increases occurred in air transport, railway transport, 
urban transit systems and communication. In trade, 
wholesale trade increased significantly, while retail 
trade declined; food stores, department stores, clothing 
stores, hardware stores and drug stores all decreased. 
Motor vehicle dealers recorded the major increase in 
retail trade.

Pour les foréts, le gain pro-
venait principalement d'une demande accrue d'exporta-
tion. Pour la construction, II s'expliquait par une hausse 
sensible de la construction non résidentielle; pendant ce 
temps, Ia construction rsidentielle ralentissait. Pour ce 
qui est des mines, des gains ont ét observes dans les mines 
métalliques et les mines non métalliques. Les combustibles 
minéraux ont fléchi a cause d'une baisse de Ia production 
de pétrole brut. Les services publics ont progressé par 
suite d'une augmentation marquee de Ia distribution de 
gaz naturel. Les industries manufacturiêres ont enregistré 
des avances tant pour les bienis durables que pour les biens 
non durables. Les industries qui ont surtout contribué a 
ces gains sont: aliments et boissons, tabac, produits du 
pétrole et du charbon, produits chimiques, produits de 
premiere transformation des métaux et materiel de 
transport. 

La plupart des industries de services ont progressé 
au cours du trimestre. Le commerce est denieuré relative-
ment stable par rapport au quatrièrne trirnestre de 1976 
Dans le groupe transports, entreposage et communications 
des gains se sont produits dans les transports aériens, ic 
trnasports ferroviaires, les transports urbains et les corn 
munications. Dans Ic commerce, le commerce de gros 
fait des gains importants pendant que Ic commerce de 
detail accusait un recul: magasins d'alimentation, grands 
magasins, magasins de vétements, quincai]leries et pharma-
cies ont tous vu leur chiffre d'affaires fléchir. Dans le do-
maine du commerce de detail, les dCtaillants en véhicules 
automobiles ont réalisé le gain le plus fort.
