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In (attada, the National Accounts have been developed since 
the close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 
to their constituent paris. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts. Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre.date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry-
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the Contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor Cost. 
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otrial production. Measures of fmancial transactions are pro. 
vided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari. 
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
Unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company-establishment rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
Units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, A System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

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The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product declined 0.3% to 125.3 in April from a level 
of 125.7 in March. The seasonally adjusted index of 
industrial production declined 0.3% in April. Goods-
producing industries decreased 0.5% in April, while 
service-producing industries decreased 0.2%. 

In the goods-producing industries, declines were 
recorded in agriculture, forestry, fIshing and trapping, 
construction, mining and utilities, while only manufac-
turing increased. The decreases in agriculture, fishing 
and trapping and forestry were minimal; construction 
was down for the second consecutive month, due to a 
large decline in residential building activity. The decline 
in mining was the result of widespread decreases in 
metal mines, mineral fuels and non-metallic minerals. 
Utilities were down sharply due to decreases in both 
electric power and gas distribution. Total manufac-
turing increased for the second consecutive month; 
within manufacturing, non-durables increased while 
durables were relatively unchanged from March. In 
non-durables manufacturing, increases were recorded 

manufacturers of food and beverages, rubber and 
:istic products, leather products, textiles, clothing, 
t;'er and allied products, printing and publishing, 
cmicals and chemical products.

'iring, primary metals, metal fabricating and trans-
portation equipment manufacturers declined, while 
manufacturers of electrical and non-metallic mineral 
products increased substantially. 

Service-producing industries recorded the first 
monthly decline since May 1976. The decrease resulted 
from declines in transportation, storage and cominuni-
cation, trade, public administration and defence. 
Finance, insurance and real estate, comnunity,business 
and personal services industries increased in April. In 
transportation, storage and communications, decreases 
were registered in air transport, railway transport, bus 
transport, urban transit systems and communication 
systems, while grain elevators increased substantially. 
In trade, wholesale trade declined slightly, while retail 
trade was unchanged in April.Within retail trade, food, 
hardware and drug stores increased, while department 
stores, motor vehicle dealers and clothing stores de.
