Ii •uiada, the National Accounts have been developed since 
. of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 

to their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pie-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input.Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry-
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor Cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari. 
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise -company-establishment rela-
tionships: it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (sa) the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, A System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

Le système de comptabilitC nationale du Canada se divise en 
plusieurs categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels ci trimestriels des 
revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont Ic numéro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constituC It premier ensemble de 
statistiques a étre connu sous Ic litre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes 
nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Its donnCes sur Ia balance canadienne 
des paiemcnts internationaux (numCro de catalogue commencant par 
67) font égalemenc partie, sous leur forme sonimaire, du système de 
comptabilité nationale; dIes oft mCme existè avant les comptes des 
revenus ci des depenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillCe d'industries et de 
biens ci services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées.sorties du système 
(numCro de catalogue conimençanl par IS). Les indices du produit 
intCrieur reel par industrie (compris dans les publications dont les 
numCros de catalogue commence par 61) mesurent, en dollars cons-
tants, l'apport de chaque branche d'activité au produit intdrieur brut 
au coüt des facteurs. Un rapport est Ctabli cntre les entrées Ct sorties 
dans les etudes de productivitC (publications dont Ic numéro de cata-
logue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unitC primaire de production industrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les indices du produit 
intCrieur rdel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications doni les 
numCros de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations finan-
cières. Les categories de prèteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les 
ClCments de base de ces statistiques ci Ia personne morale est Ic point de 
depart du classement des agents Cconomiqucs. En outre, Ic système a 
Cté conçu de facoii a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet Ic patrimoine) lorsque les donnCes s'y rapportant 
seront suffisamment developpdes. 

Le système de comptabiitC nationale constitue un ensemble con-
ceptuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses categories de comptes 
peuvent Ctre considCrécs coinme des sous.systemes Ctroitement his 
entre eux. Au stade actuel de developpement, on ne peut faire de corn-
paraison directe entre les élCments bases sur l'Ctablissement ci ceux qui 
sont bases sur l'entité juridique que Iorsque les donndes sont groupees 
dans des categories trés genérales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada pour-
Suit ses recherches sur Ics relations entre l'entrcprise, Ia sociétC et l'Cta-
blissement. II sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les donnCes 
Ctablies sur une certaine base (l'Ctablisscment par exemple) de manière 
a Its faire correspondre aux donnCes Ctablies stir une autre base (sociCtC 
ou entreprise).

For a continuous record 
of the indexes use publication 61-213 Real Domestic 
Product b;' industry, 1971-100 for the 1971 -1976 pe-
riod and the May issue of publication 61-005 for the 
indexes for 1977. 

The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product advanced 0.3% in May to 127.2 from 126.8 in 
April. The Index of industrial production increased 
1.017o in May. Goods-producing industries increased 
0.901o, while service-producing industries remained 
unchanged from the level in April. 

In goods-producing industries, increases were 
recorded in manufacturing, mining, utilities, agriculture, 
fishing and trapping, and construction. Forestry 
declined in May. Within manufacturing, both non-
durables and durables manufacturing increased, with 
significant increases recorded in paper and allied, food 
and beverages, primary metals and non-metallic mineral 
products industries. In mining, advances were regis-
tered in metal mines, mineral fuels and non-metal 
mines. In utilities, electric power and gas distribution 
each registered significant gains. Agriculture recorded 
the first monthly increase since November 1976, 
mainly due to increased livestock production. Fishing 
and trapping increased slightly, while construction was 
up significantly, the first major increase since Decem-
ber 1976. The rise in construction was due mainly to 
increased residential building activity. Forestry was 
down sharply, the result of a cutback in logging oper-
ations. 

For the second consecutive month, service-
producing industries as a whole recorded no growth, 
although slight gains were made in transportation, 
storage and communication, trade, and finance, insur-
ance and real estate industries. In transportation, 
storage and communication, the only significant gains 
were in pipeline transport and air transport. Storage 
was down sharply due to declining activity in grain 
elevators. Communication was unchanged from April. 
In trade, both wholesale and retail trade were up mar-
ginally, with the only significant increase occuring in 
department stores. Community, business and personal 
services recorded a decline due to decreases in education 
and related services, health and welfare services, and 
accommodation and food services. The decline in 
public administration and defence services was the 
result of decreases in all components.

L'indice de Ia production indus-
trielle s'est accru de 1.0 %en mai. Les industries de biens 
ont gagné 0.9 %pendant que les industries de services se 
maintenaient au niveau d'en avril. 

Parmi les industries de biens, les industries manufac-
turiCres, les mines, les services publics, l'agriculture, Ia 
chasse et la péche ainsi que la construction ont progressd 
en mai, tandis que le secteur des forCts enregistrait un 
recul. Parmi les industries manufacturiCres on note des 
gains dans les biens durables et non-durables, avec des 
augmentations importantes pour Ic papier et les produits 
connexes, les aliments et boissons. Ia premiere transfor-
mation des métaux et les produits minéraux non metal-
liques. Dans le cas de l'industrie minière, on a enregistré 
des hausse dans les mines métalliques, les combustibles 
minéraux et les mines non métalliques. Dans les services 
publics, l'énergie électrique et Ia distribution de gaz ont 
toutes deux fait des gains sensibles. L'agnculture a pro-
gressé pour Ia premiere fois depuis novembre 1976, prin-
cipalement grace a une production accrue de bCtail. 
Chasse et péche ont monte légerement, tandis que Ia 
construction connaissait une ascension marquee, Ia pre-
miére depuis décembre 1976, attribuable surtout a une 
activité plus forte dans Ia construction rCsidentielle. 
L'activité des industries forestières a fortement décliné 
par suite d'une reduction de l'exploitation forestière. 

Pour le deuxiéme mois d'affilée, l'ensemhle des in-
dustries de services n'a pas progressd bien que les trans-
ports, l'entreposage et les communications, Ic commerce 
et les finances, assurances et affaires immobiliéres aient 
réalisé de légers gains. Dans le secteur des transports, de 
l'entreposage et des communications, seuls les transports 
par pipe-lines et les transports aériens ont enregistré une 
croissance appreciable, I'entreposage ayant subi uric baisse 
marquee a cause d'un ralentissement d'activité des éldva-
teurs a grain. Quant aux communications, elles sont de-
meurées au mCme niveau qu'en avril. Dans le secteur du 
commerce, le commerce de gros et Ic commerce de detail 
ont progressé trés legérement, Ia seul augmentation im-
portante ayant été enregistrée par les grands magasins. Les 
services socio-culturels, coinmerciaux et personnels ont 
fléchi par suite de baisses dans les secteurs de l'enseigne-
merit et des services annexes, des services médicaux et 
sociaux et de l'hebergement et de la restauration. Le dé-
din observe pour l'administration publique et Ia defense a 
été gdnéral.
