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THE SYSTEM OF NATiONAL ACCOUNTS 	 LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

. 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since 
the close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 
to their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos, with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry -
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 

'. ith prefix 14). 

I;th the Input-Output Tables and indexes of Real Domestic 
by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 

itrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro. 
kd by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 

13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
Sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company-establishment rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

in its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac. 
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, A Svstern of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des 
revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le numéro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué Ic premier ensemble de 
statistiques A étre connu sousle titre de "Comptes nationaux"(Comptcs 
nationaux, revenus et dCpenses). Les donndes sur Ia balance canadienne 
des paiements internationaux (numéro de catalogue commençant par 
67) font également partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système de 
comptabilité nationale; elles ont rnérne existé avant les comptes des 
revenus et des dCpenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillèe d'industnes et de 
biens et services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées.sorties du système 
(numéro de catalogue commençant par 15). Les indices do produit 
intérieur reel par industrie (compris dans les publications dont les 
numéros de catalogue commence par 61) mesurent, en dollars cons-
tants, l'apport de chaque branche d'activitC au produit intCrieur brut 
au coUt des facteurs. tin rapport est établi entre les entrées et sorties 
dans les etudes de productivitd (publications dont le numéro de cata-
logue commence par 14). 

L'établissenient est I'unitC primaire de production industrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les indices du produit 
intCrieur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les 
nuntéros de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations finan-
cières. Les categories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les 
ClCments de base de ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est Ic point de 
depart du classement des agents économiques. En outre, Ic système a 
été concu de facon a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet Ic patrimoine) lorsque les donnees s'y rapportant 
seront suffisamment developpées. 

Le système de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble con-
ceptuellement integré dans lequel les diverses categories de comptes 
peuvent Ctrc considCrées comme des sous-systémes dtroitement lies 
entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de com-
paraison directe entre les ClCments bases sur l'Ctablissement et ceux qui 
sons bases sur l'entité juridique que lorsque les donnees sont groupees 
dans des categories trés generales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada pour-
Suit ses recherches sur les relations eritre l'entreprise, Ia socu5i6 et I'éta-
blissement. II sera peut-étre possible on jour de reclasser Ics donnCes 
établies sur une certaine base (l'établissement par exemple) de manière 
a les faire correspondre aux données établies sur one autre base (société 
00 entreprise).

f he seasonally adjusted index of Real Domestic 
Product increased 0.9% to 129.8 in February from 
I 28.7 in January. The index of industrial production 
increased 0.9% in February. Goods-producing industries 
rose 0.9%, while service-producing industries increased 
0.8%. 

in goods-producing industries, increases were 
recorded in agriculture, fishing and trapping, construc-
tion, mining and manufacturing. The gain in agriculture 
resulted solely from increased livestock production. 
The construction industry recorded its first monthly 
increase since October, due entirely to advances in 
residential building activity. In spite of the increase, 
the output level of the construction industry was well 
below the yearly average for 1977. Mining output rose 
significantly due to increased production of coal, crude 
petroleum and natural gas. Output of metal mines and 
non-metal mines declined slightly. Manufacturing 
recorded the sharpest increase since March 1977, most 
of which was attributable to the non-durable manufac-
turing sector; durable manufacturing was up slightly. 
For non-durable manufacturing, the February level was 
nearly 2.0% higher than the yearly average in 1977. 
Substantial increases were recorded by manufacturers 
of food and beverage products, tobacco, rubber and 
plastics, leather products, paper and allied products, 
.nd chemicals and chemical products. In durable 
ianufacturing, substantial increases by steel mills and 
iotor vehicle manufacturers were offset by declines in 
ood products and electrical products industries. 

In service-producing industries, increases were 
widespread. For transportation, storage and communica-
tion, the most significant advances were in railway 
transport, pipeline transport and grain elevators. The 
increase in railway transport was attributable to gains 
in volume transported of grain products, coal, motor 
vehicles and chemical products. Declines were recorded 
in bus transport, urban transit systems and communica-
tion. In trade, both wholesale trade and retail trade 
were up sharply. Most of the increase in wholesale 
trade originated with wholesalers of machinery, 
construction materials, industrial equipment and 
petroleum products. The retail trade level for February 
was 3.9% higher than the same month in 1977, and 
1.0% above November, the peak month in 1977. In-
creases occurred in all major store-types, including 
food stores, department stores, motor vehicle dealers, 
clothing stores, furniture, television, radio and appliance 
stores, hardware and drug stores. Following a month of 
no growth in January, finance, insurance and real 
estate industries recorded a substantial advance. The 
growth in community, business and personal service 
industries originated mainly from increases in services 
to business management and accommodation and food 
services. Public administration and defence services 
were up slightly in February.

Parmi les industries de biens, l'agriculture, Ia chasse 
et Ia peche, le bàtiinent et travaux publics (BTP), les 
mines et les industries manufacturières ont fait des gains. 
La production du bétail a été l'unique moteur de l'agri-
culture. Le BTP a enregistrd sa premiere reprise niensuelle 
depuis octobre 1977, grace uniquement a Ia construction 
rCsidentielle. Malgré ce redressement, le BTP est encore 
loin du niveau moyen atteint en 1977. La production 
miniêre s'est accrue sensiblenient, surtout celle du charbon, 
du pétrole brut et du gaz naturel. Les mines métalliques et 
non mCtalliques ont fléchi légerement. Les industries 
manufacturiêres ont enregistré leur plus fort gain depuis 
mars 1977, attribuable surtout a Ia fabrication de biens 
non durables; les biens durables ont un peu augmenté. On 
a observe des hausses importantes dans les secteurs des 
ailments et boissons, du tabac, du caoutchouc et des 
matières plastiques, du cuir, du papier et de produits con-
flexes et des produits chiniiques. Au chapitre des biens 
durables, Ia forte avance réalisée par Ia siddrurgie et I'm-
dustrie automobile a été effacée par les reculs qu'ont subis 
les industries du bois et des produits electriques. 

Dans les industries de services, les hausses ont été 
générales. Ce sont le transport ferroviaire, le transport par 
pipe-line et les silos a grains qui ont enregistré les plus 
forts gains dans Ia branche des transports, entreposage et 
communications. La progression du transport ferroviaire 
est attribuable a l'accroissement du volume des cCrCales, 
du charbon, des véhicules automobiles et des produits 
chimiques. Le transport par autobus, les transports urbains 
et les communications ont fléchi. Le commerce de gros et 
le commerce de detail ont griinpé tous les deux. Les 
principaux responsables de Ia poussée du commerce de 
gros sont les marchands de machines, matériaux de 
construction, équipemcnts industriels et produits 
pétroliers. Le niveau du commerce de detail a dCpassé, en 
fdvrier, de 3.9 % celui du mois correspondant de 1977 et 
de 1.0% le sommet atteint en novembre. Toutes les 
grandes categories sont en hausse: alimentation, grands 
magasins. véhicules automobiles, vêternents, meubles, 
télCviseurs, radios et appareils électro.menagers, quincail-
leries et pharmacies. Les finances, assurances et affaires 
immobilières ont fait de nets progrês par rapport a Ia 
croissance nulle observée en janvier. La progression des 
services socio-culturels, commerciaux et personnels 
provient surtout des services fournis aux entreprises, de 
I 'hébergement et de Ia restauration. L'adm in istration 
publique et Ia defense nationale ont augmentC un peu en 
février.
