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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

Iii Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since 
se of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 

their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
csolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain. 
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry-
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Iduct by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
udustrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
ided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 

13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company-establishment rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, A System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968). 

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait l'objet depuis Ia fin 
de Ia Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications por-
tant sur leurs éléments constitutifs. Ils ont connu one telle evolution 
qu'on peut maintenant les qualifier de "Système de comptabilite 
nationale". Aux fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font 
partie du système (elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, Ia des-
cription du cadre théorique et l'explication des sources Ct des me-
thodes) porteront désorinais Ic titre géndral de "Système de comp-
tabilité nationale". 

Le système de comptabilitC nationale du Canada se divise en 
plusieurs categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des 
revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le numdro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de 
statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes 
nationaux, revenus ci dépenses). Les donnCes sur Is balance canadienne 
des paiements internationaux (numéro de catalogue commençant par 
67) font Cgalement partie, sous lear forme sommaire, du système de 
comptabilité nationale; dIes ont méme existC avant les comptes des 
revenus et des dépenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détailde d'industries et de 
biens et services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties du système 
(numéro de catalogue commençant par 15). Les indices du produit 
intérieur reel par industrie (compris dans les publications dont les 
numCros de catalogue commence par 61) mesurent, en dollars cons-
tants, l'apport de chaque branche d'activité au produit intérieur brut 
au coUt des faeteurs. Un rapport est établi entre Ies entrées Ct sorties 
dans les etudes de productivitC (publications dont Ic nurnéro de cata-
logue commence par 14). 

L'Ctablissement est l'unitè primairc de production industrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'entrCes-sorties que dans les indices du produit 
intérieur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les 
numéros de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations finan. 
cières. Les categories de preteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les 
éléments de base de ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est Ic point de 
depart du classernent des agents économiques. En outre, Ic système a 
étd conçu de facon i pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet Ic patrimoine) lorsque les donnCes s'y rapportant 
seront suflisamment dCveloppées. 

Le système de cornptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble con-
ceptuellement intCgré dans lequel les diverses categories de comptes 
peuvent étre considérées cornme des sous-systémes Ctroitement lies 
entre eux. Au stade actuel de ddveloppement, on ne peut faire de corn-
paraison directe entre les éléments bases sur l'Ctablissement et ceux qui 
sont bases sal l'entité juridique que lorsque les données soft groupèes 
dans des categories trés génCrales. Toutefois, Statistiquc Canada pour-
suit ses recherches sur les relations entre l'entreprise. Ia société et l'éta-
blissement. II sera peut-ètre possible un jour de reclasser Ics donnèes 
établies sur utse certaine base (l'Ctablissement par exemple) de manière 
a les faire correspondre aux données établies sur une autre base (socidtd 
ou entrepnse). 

Dans ses grandes lignes, Ic système de comptabilité nationale du 
Canada suit de trés près Ia norme internationale exposée dans Ia publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulëe Système de comptablilté nationale 
(etudes méthodologiques, série F, no 2, rev. 3, Bureau de statistique, 
DCpartement des affaires économiques et sociales, Nations Unies, 
New York, 1970).

Re,iI Domestic Product 

I he casona1ly adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
IiIu:t declined 0.2% to 129.9 in March from the 
upward revised level of 130.1 in February. In March, 
the Index of Industrial Production was unchanged 
from the February level of 126.1. Goods-producing 
industries recorded no change in March, while service-
producing industries declined 0.4%. 

In goods-producing industries, only construction 
and manufacturing increased, while agriculture, forest-
ry, fishing and trapping, mining and utilities declined. 
For construction,it was the second consecutive monthly 
increase. Most of the gain was due to increased residen-
tial building activity. In manufacturing, durable manu-
facturing industries were up sharply, with six of the 
seven major industry groups recording increases; only 
wood products industries declined in March. Substan-
tial increases were recorded by manufacturers of 
primary metals and transportation equipment. In 
non-durables manufacturing, declines were widespread, 
the most notable being in manufacturers of refined 
petroleum and coal products. The decline in agriculture 
resulted from lower livestock and dairy production. 
Forestry output was off slightly in March due to a 
slight decline in pulpwood production. Mining declined 
only slightly. There were strikes in iron and coal mining 
which resulted in considerable declines in output. 
These decreases were partially offset by substantial 
increases in other metal mines and production of crude 
petroleum and natural gas. The weakness in utilities 
resulted from declines in both electric power generation 
and gas distribution. 

In the service-producing industries, trade and 
transportation, storage and communication registered 
substantial declines, while finance, insurance and real 
estate was unchanged from February; community, 
business and personal services, and public administra-
tion and defence services recorded slight increases. In 
trade, both wholesale and retail trade were down 
sharply from their high February levels. In wholesale 
trade, most components declined. All major store-types 
in retail trade declined in March, the most significant 
being department stores, motor vehicle dealers, clothing 
stores, and drug stores. Furniture, television, radio and 
appliance stores increased slightly during the month. 
Increases in education and related services were primar-
ily responsible for the modest growth in community, 
business and personal services. Growth in public admin-
istration and defence services resulted from increases 
in federal and local administration services.

L'indice de Ia produc-
tion industrielle s'est maintenu au niveau de 126.1 de 
février. Celui des industries de biens est demeuré stable, 
tandis que celui des industries de services a baissé de 0,4 %. 

Parmi les industries de biens, seuls le bãtiment et les 
travaux publics et les industries manufacturières ont fait 
des gains, alors que I'agriculture, les foréts, la chasse et la 
péche, les mines et les services d'utilité publique ont perdu 
du terrain. Le bátiment et les travaux publics ont connu 
leur deuxième hausse mensuelle consecutive, due surtout a 
une reprise de Ia construction d'habitations.

La 
fabrication de biens non durables a reculé de façon géné-
rale, notamment Ia production de produits du pétrole et 
du charbon. Une chute de la production du bétail et du 
lait a entrainé une baisse du secteur de I'agriculture. Les 
foréts ont ralenti légerement en mars par suite d'un fle-
chissement de Ia production de pâte de bois. Les mines 
ont a peine reculd. Les grèves qui ont affligé les mines de 
fer et de charbon ont fait degringoler Ia production. Or, 
ce recul a été partiellement annulé par une nette augrnen-
tation de la production des autres mines mCtalliques et par 
celle du pétrole brut et du gaz naturel. Le ralentissement 
des services d'utilité publique est attribuable a Ia fois a Ia 
production d'énergie électrique et a Ia distribution du gaz. 

Dans le secteur des industries de services, le com-
merce ainsi que les transports, l'entreposage et les commu-
nications ont reculé de façon sensible; les finances. les 
assurances et les affaires immobilières sont demeurées 
stables; les services socio-culturels, commerciaux et per-
sonnels ainsi que l'administration publique et Ia defense 
ont fait de légers gains. Le commerce, tant de gros que de 
detail, a chute par rapport au sommet de février. La plu-
part des composantes du commerce de gros ont fléchi. On 
a observe des baisses pour tous les principaux types de 
magasins, en particulier les grands magasins, les détaillants 
en véhicules automobiles, les magasins de vétements et les 
pharmacies.

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1st Quarter 1978 

The seasonally adjusted Index of Real Domestic 
Product advanced 0.6% to 129.6 in the first quarter of 
1978 from 128.8 in the fourth quarter of 1977. The 
Index of Industrial Production was relatively unchanged 
in the first quarter. Goods-producing industries were 
off 0.3%, while service-producing industries increased 
1.2%. 

In goods-producing industries, moderate increases 
were recorded in agriculture, forestry, fishing and trap-
ping, and utilities; manufacturing showed no growth, 
and mining and construction declined sharply. Agricul-
ture was up slightly due to increased livestock produc-
tion. Although forestry output improved about 1%, the 
first quarter level remained well below the first three 
quarterly levels of 1977. The output in utilities con-
tinued to show strength with increases in both electric 
power and gas distribution, although the rate of growth 
was less than in the two previous quarters. In manufac-
turing, non-durable manufacturing recorded the largest 
quarterly increase since the first quarter of 1977, while 
durable manufacturing recorded the largest decline 
since the first quarter of 1975. The growth in non-
durable manufacturing resulted largely from increases 
by manufacturers of food and beverage products, 
rubber and plastics, leather products, textiles, clothing, 
paper and allied products, printing and publishing, 
petroleum and coal products, and chemicals. The 
decline in durable manufacturers resulted from de-
creases in wood industries, metal fabricating, machinery 
industries, transportation equipment ,electrical products 
and non-metallic mineral products. Manufacturers of 
furniture and fixtures, and primary metals showed 
some strength in the quarter. Mining output dropped 
for the third consecutive quarter, showing continued 
weakness especially in metal mines and non-metal 
mines. Strikes in the United States coal industry which 
affected steel mills, and strikes in several iron mines in 
Canada, and declining nickel production are cited as 
partial reasons for the metal mines weakness. Mineral 
fuels production was down in the first quarter, after a 
strong fourth quarter. Increased prices for crude petro-
leum may have affected production levels. Construction 
declined for the fourth consecutive quarter, with most 
of the decrease resulting from a sharp drop in non-
residential building activity. 

In service-producing industries, all components 
advanced in the quarter. Transportation, storage and 
communication showed considerable strength, with 
major gains in air transport, railway transport, urban 
transit systems, grain elevators, and communications.

L'indice désaisonnalisé du prod iii mt LI 

progressé de 0.6 %, passant de 128.8 au quatrième tFinic-
tre de 1977 a 129.6 au premier trimestre de 1978. L'indice 
de Ia production industrielle est demeuré assez stable. 
Celui des industries de biens a reculé de 0.3 %, tandis que 
celui des industries de services a augmenté de 121  %. 

Parmi les industries de biens, l'agriculture, les foréts, 
Ia péche et Ia chasse et les services d'utilité publique ont 
un peu progressé; les industries manufacturiêres n'ont pas 
bougé, alors que les mines et le bãtinient et les travaux pu-
blics ont reculé de manière sensible. La production accrue 
de bétail a fait avancer légèrement l'agriculture. Méme si 
les foréts ont fait un gain de 1 %, le niveau atteint au pre-
mier trimestre est demeuré bien au-dessous du niveau 
observe pendant les trois premiers trimestres de 1977. Les 
services d'utiiité publique ont poursuivi leur poussée, 
notamment au chapitre de l'énergie électrique et de Ia 
distribution du gaz, bien que le taux de croissance soit 
inférieur a celui des deux trimestres précédents. Dans le 
secteur manufacturier. Ia fabrication de biens non durables 
a réalisé son plus fort gain trimestriel depuis le premier 
trimestre de 1977; en revanche, la fabrication de biens 
durables a enregistré sa pire chute depuis le premier tn-
mestre de 1975. La croissance de Ia fabrication de bicri 
non durables est surtout imputable aux aliments et boi\ 
sons, aux produits en caoutchouc et en plastique, au 
produits en cuir, aux textiles, a l'habillement, au papier 
et produits connexes, a l'imprimerie et l'édition, aux pro 
duits du pétrote et du charbon et aux produits chimiques. 
Le recul de la fabrication de biens durables découle du 
ralentissement des industries du bois, des produits en metal, 
des machines, du materiel de transport, des produits Clec-
triques et des produits minéraux non métalliques.

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I lie significant growth in urban transit systems was due 
niostly to recovery from strikes in the fourth quarter. 
Ilith wholesale and retail trade experienced substantial 
uireases in the first quarter. Growth within wholesale 
merchants and wholesalers of petroleum products was 
especially strong. In retail trade, increases were confined 
to motor vehicle dealers, clothing stores, and furniture, 
television, radio and appliance stores. Food stores and 
department stores declined slightly. Finance, insurance 
and real estate, and community, business and personal 
services industries continued to record substantial 
growth in the first quarter of 1978. Public administra-
tion and defence services was almost unchanged from 
the fourth quarter, reflecting a decline in provincial 
government administration and increased in federal 
and local government administration,
