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INTRODUCTION

This report contains financial statistics of provin-
cial and territorial government enterprises for the busi-
ness years ended nearest to December 31, 1977. Previ-
ous editions cover similar annual periods from 1958
onward.

The financial statistics in this report are compiled
in accordance with the Canadian System of Government
Financial Management Statistics. The concepts and
classifications of that system are fully described in the
Statistics Canada publication of the same name (Cata-
logue 68-506) to which reference should be made for
detailed explanations. However, a brief description of
the system. particularly as it relates to provincial gov-
ernment enterprises, is appropriate lere.

Government Enterprises in the Financial Management
System

The Financial Management System divides the
government universe into two components, general
government and government enterprises. General gov-
ernment encompasses the central core of departments
with their associated boards, commissions, funds,
institutions and other entities which together provide
services of a government nature, e.g., protection of
persons and property, transportation and communica-
tions, health, welfare, education, etc. These services are
financed mainly by taxation (or to a much lesser ex-
tent, by charges not directly related to the cost of
providing the services) and by borrowings to be repaid
from future revenues. Government enterprises, howev-
er provide goods or services in a particular jurisdiction
which are also provided by competitive non-govern-
ment business organizations or would be if the govern-
ment enterprise were not a statutory monopoly.

More specifically. a government enterprise is an
organized entity, usually corporate, established by a
government to produce goods or services for sale on
the open market at prices related to costs (this rela-
tionship being ascertainable from its own indepen-
dent system of accounts), which has relatively autono-
mous management of its affairs and is staffed by other
than public servants, though certain staff benefit
schemes, e.g., superannuation, may be integrated with
those of the public service of the parent government.
However, organizations with the characteristics of a
government enterprise which are engaged solely in
channelling funds between levels of government or
among governments at one level, or which provide
goods or services solely to mweet the needs of their
parent governments are not classified as enterprises
but as components of general government.

Ce rapport présente la statistique financiére des
entreprises publiques provinciales et territoriales pour les
exercices clos le plus prés du 31 décembre 1977. Les nu-
méros précédents ont ¢tudié des périodes annuelles sem-
blables a partir de 1958.

La statistique financiére qui figure dans ce rapport
est rassemblée conformément au Systéme canadien des
statistiques de la gestion financiére des administrations
publiques. Les définitions et la classification de ce systéme
sont décrites en détail dans la publication de Statistique
Canada qui porte ce titre (n® 68-506F au catalogue). Il
convient toutefois de donner une bréve description du
systéme, surtout en ce qui a trait aux entreprises publi-
ques provinciales.

Les entreprises publiques et le systéme de la gestion finan-
ciere

Le systéme de la gestion financiére divise I'univers
de Padministration publique en deux composantes: les
administrations et les entreprises publiques. On entend
par administrations le noyau des ministéres avec leurs con-
seils, commissions, fonds, institutions et autres organismes
connexes qui assurent, ensemble, les services d’ordre
administratif, par ex., la protection des personnes et des
biens, les transports et comniunications. la santé, Pas-
sistance sociale, I'éducation. Le financement de ces services
provient surtout des impots (ou, dans une mesure beau-
coup moins considérable, de prélévements non directe-
ment liés au coiit de ces services) et d'emprunts dont le
service sera assuré a partir des recettes fiscales. Par contre,
les entreprises publiques fournissent, dans un champ de
compétence particulier, des biens et services que des con-
currents du secteur privé offrent ou offriraient si I'entre-
prise publique n’était pas un monopole d'Etat.

Plus précisément, une entreprise publique est une
entité organisée, habituellement une société, créée par une
administration dans le but de produire des biens ou services
destinés a étre vendus sur le marché libre & des prix établis
en fonction des coits; la comptabilité distincte de I'entre-
prise permet de vérifier cette relation prix/couts. En outre,
elle est relativement libre dans I'administration de ses pro-
pres affaires et son personnel n'est pas composé de fonc-
tionnaires, bien qu’il puisse participer a certains des avan-
tages sociaux (par ex.,le régime de retraite) offerts a la
fonction publique de I'administration dont reléve I'entre-
prise. Cependant, les organismes ayant les caractéristiques
d’une entreprise publique mais dont l'unique activité
consiste & acheminer des fonds 4 un autre niveau d'admi-
nistration publique ou parmi des organismes appartenant
au méme échelon d'administration publique, ou a fournir
des biens ou services afin de satisfaire les seuls besoins de
Padministration publique dont ils relévent, ne sont pas
considérés comme des entreprises mais comme des com-
posantes de I’administration publique.



Financial Management Classifications for Govemment
Enterprises

While the classifications employed for the finan-
cial management statistics of general government are
unique, those used for government enterprises are
generally identical to those employed in the accounting
systems used by these enterprises and do not differ
significantly from commercial systems. Users wishing
further details should refer to “*The Canadian System
of Government Financial Management Statistics’” Part
IX.

Government Enterprises in the System of National
Accounts

In the second major statistical system, the Cana-
dian System of National Accounts, government ender-
prises are included in the business sector. While there
are differences in the components of the government
enterprise universe at the federal level as between the
two systems, at the provincial level the two are identi-
cal. However, there is a major difference between the
two systems in their treatment of the profits of liquor
authorities. Under the Financial Management System
all profits remitted by enterprises to their parent gov-
emments are classified as revenue of these governments,
while unremitted profits are added to the surpluses of
the enterprises. In the National Income and Expenditure
Accounts, however, the remitted profits of government
enterprises are classified as investment income, while
remitted and unremitted profits of liquor authorities
are classified as indirect tax revenue of their parent
governiments.

Classification of Enterprises by Industry Group and by
Province

This publication covers the provincial and territo-
rial enterprises listed on page 14. In the statistical
tables these enterprises are classified in accordance
with their principal activities in main industry groups
as set out in the Standard Industrial Classification
Manual (1970) (Catalogue 12-501) of Statistics Canada.
The classification takes no account of secondary activi-
ties carried on by individual enterprises, for example,
gas distribution systems operated by electric power
companies.

Sources of Data

Data are drawn from the published annual re-
ports of the enterprises and the public accounts of the
provinces and territories. In addition, some further in-
formation has been obtained from company and gov-
ernment officials whose co-operation is gratefully
acknowledged.

Systéme de classification de la gestion financiére des
entreprises publiques

Alors que le systéeme de classification utilisé pour la
statistique de la gestion financi¢re des administrations pu-
bliques est unique, celui des entreprises publiques est
habituellement identique au systéme de comptabilité de
ces entreprises et n'est pas sensiblement différent des
systémes commerciaux. Pour de plus amples détails, le
lecteur est prié de se reporter & la partie IX de la publi-
cation le “Systéme canadien des statistiques de la gestion
financiére des administrations publiques.”

Les entreprises publiques et Ie systeme de la comptabilité
nationale

Dans le deuxiéme grand systeme statistique, le
systéme canadien de la comptabilité nationale, les entre-
prises publiques font partie du secteur des entreprises. Les
composantes de I'univers des entreprises publiques varient,
au niveau fédéral, d’un systéme a 'autre. Au niveau pro-
vincial, toutefois, elles restent pareilles. Les deux systémes
abordent néanmoins les bénéfices des sociétés des alcools
de fagon fort différente. Aux fins du systéme de gestion
financiére, tous les bénéfices remis par les entreprises aux
administrations dont elles relévent sont considérés comme
des recettes de ces administrations, alors que les bénéfices
non remis viennent s'ajouter aux surplus des entreprises.
Aux fins de la comptabilité nationale des revenus et des
dépenses, toutefois, les bénéfices remis des entreprises
publiques sont considérés comme des revenus de place-
ments, alors que les bénéfices remis et non remis des
sociétés des alcools sont considérés comme des recettes
fiscales indirectes des administrations dont relévent les
sociétés.

Classification des entreprises selon l’activité économique
et la province

Cette publication vise les entreprises des provinces
et territoires énumérées a la page 14. Aux fins des
tableaux statistiques, ces entreprises sont classées selon
leur activité principale, déterminée en fonction des groupes
d’activité économique figurant dans la Classification des
activités économiques (1970) de Statistique Canada (n©
12-501F au catalogue). La classification ne tient pas
compte des activités secondaires des entreprises individuel-
les, par exemple les réseaux de distribution de gaz exploi-
tés par les établissements d'énergie €lectrique.

Sources des données

Les données sont tirées des rapports annuels que
publient les entreprises et des comptes publics des pro-
vinces et territoires. De plus, des agents d’entreprises et
d’administrations, dont la collaboration a été des plus
précieuses, ont fait parvenir des renseignements complé-
mentaires.



Change in Format

In previous years two sets of tables were published
for income and expenditure, surplus account transac-
tions and assets, liabilities and net worth. One set
showed consolidations of all enterprises by industry
group and the other consolidations of all enterprises
within each province. These have been replaced this
year by a single set of tables showing individual industry
groups within each province (and provincial totals). It
is believed that this form of presentation, which is used
in the employment and federal government enterprise
series, is preferable from the user’s point of view to
that formerly used.

REVIEW OF THE YEAR 1977
Income and Expenditure

Tables | A and 1 B-11 show the income and ex-
penditure and Tables 2 A and 2 B-21 the surplus
accounts transactions of provincial government enter-
prises in 1977 by industry and by province, respective-
ly, while Table 4 A compares the total income, expen-
diture and net profit in 1976 and 1977.

Total income increased by $2,071 million or
18.8% in 1977. Income from the sales of goods and
services, which accounted for 90.9% of total revenue,
was responsible for the bulk of the increase. Invest-
ments of the enterprises increased by 16.3% during
1977 and income derived there from by 18.9%.

Total expenditure increased by $§1,814 million or
19.2% in 1977. The cost of sales, interest outlays and
amounts provided for depreciation all increased appre-
ciably.

Net profit after provision for income tax increased
by $270 million or 17.5%in 1977.

Certain interesting observations can be made with
regard to the above data.

Of the total income of $11,897 million derived
from the sales of goods and services $5,114 million or
39.1% was earned by electric power utilities and $3,009
million or 23.0% was eamed by liquor boards. Of the
total investment income of $1,048 million, $721 million
or 68.8% was received by enterprises engaged in finance,
insurance and real estate while $274 million or 26.3%
went to electric power utilities.

The cost of sales of goods and services accounted
for $7,893 million or 70.1% of total expenditures. In-
terest expenses of $2,381 million and depreciation pro-
vision of $844 million accounted for 21.2% and 7.5%
respectively of the same outlays. The amount claimed
as interest expenses excludes $813 million capitalized
during the construction of facilities for cnterprises en-
gaged in transportation, communication and other pub-
lic-utility type of activities and includes $851 million

Modification de la présentation

Par le passé, les revenus et dépenses, les opérations
effectuées au compte de surplus et I'actif, le passif ct la
valeur nette ont fait 'objet de deux séries de tableaux.
L'une regroupait toutes les entreprises selon le groupe
d’activité économique tandis que l'autre les regroupait
selon chaque province. Il n'y a cette année qu'une série de
tableaux ou figurent tous les groupes d’activité économi-
que au sein de chaque province de méme que les totaux
pour la province. Le lecteur trouvera, croyons-nous, que
cette présentation, utilisée dans les séries sur I'emploi ct
les entreprises publiques fédérales, constitue une améliora-
tion par rapport a I'ancienne.

REVUE DE L'ANNEE 1977

Revenus et dépenses

Les tableaux | A et 1 B-11 montrent les revenus ct
les dépenses tandis que les tableaux 2 A et 2 B-21 indi-
quent les opérations effectuées au compte des bénéfices
non répartis des entreprises publiques provinciales en
1977, par industrie et par province. Le tableau 4 A établit
une comparaison du total des revenus, des dépenses et des
bénéfices nets pour 1976 et 1977.

En 1977 le revenu total a augmenté de $2,071 mil-
lions, soit une augmentation de 18.8 %. Cette hausse est
surtout attribuable au produit de la vente de biens et ser-
vices, qui représentait environ 90.9 % de toutes les recettes.
Les placements des entreprises ont progressé de 16.3 % en
1976 et les revenus en provenant, de 18.9 %.

Les dépenses totales se sont accrues cn 1977 de
$1,814 millions, soit une augmentation de 19.2 %. Le colt
des ventes, les dépenses au titre des intéréts et les dépenses
d’amortissement ont tous augmenté de fagon appréciable.

En 1977, le bénéfice net aprés provision pour impots
sur le revenu a augmenté de $270 millions, ou 17.5 %.

Des conclusions intéressantes se dégagent des chiffres
surmentionnés.

Sur un revenu total de $11,897 millions provenant de
la vente des biens et services, $5,1 14 millions soit 39.1 %
sont allés aux services d'électricité, et $3,009 millions
(23.0%), aux régies des alcools. Quant aux revenus de
placement, s'élevant au total a $1,048 millions, $721 mil-
lions, soit 68.8 % sont allés aux entreprises du secteur des
finances, des assurances et des affaires immobiliéres, et
$274 millions (26.3 %), aux services d'électricité.

Le coiit des biens et services vendus s’est établi a
$7,893 millions soit 70.1 % de toutes les dépenses. Les in-
téréts versés (52,381 millions) et les provisions pour amor-
tissement ($844 millions) représentaient respectivement
21.2 % et 7.5 % des dépenses totales. Le montant porté au
poste des intéréts versés ne comprend pas les $813 millions
capitalisés pendant la construction d’installations pour le
compte d’entreprises s'occupant de transports, de com-
munications et d’autres services d’utilité publique, mais



paid either to parent governments or to other levels of
government. Electric power utilities which owed 68.5%
of total enterprise debt outstanding paid 60.9% of total
interest costs.

Of the total net profit of $1,815 million, $1,047
million was earned by provincial liquor commissions,
and $707 million by electric power commissions. Profits
of $160 million and $28 million were recorded by en-
terprises in service industries and telephone utilities,
respectively, while losses of $122 million, $111 million,
and $76 million were suffered by enterprises engaged
in manufacturing, finance, insurance and real estate,
and transportation.

Capital Expenditures

Estimates of expenditures of a capital nature by
government enterprises are published in the publication
Catalogue 61-205, Private and Public Investment in
Canada (Table 24) prepared jointly by the Business Fi-
nance Division of Statistics Canada, and the Department
of Industry, Trade and Commerce. According to this
source, capital expenditures of provincial enterprises
for the year 1977 were $5,903 million.

Assets, Liabilities and Net Worth

Tables 3 A and 3B- 31 show assets, liabilities and
net worth of provincial government enterprises at fiscal
year-ends nearest to December 31, 1977 by industry
and province respectively. Table SA portrays the total
change that took place during the current year.

Assets increased in value by $7,792 million or
16.3% over the corresponding figure at the end of 1977.
This expansion on the assets side was balanced by in-
creases of $6,589 million or 15.9% of liabilities and
$1,205 million or 19.0%in net worth.

Of total fixed assets of provincial government
enterprises valued at $39,925 million at the end of
1977, those of electric power utilities accounted for
$30,725 million or 77.0%. Of a total increase of $5.946
million, $4,405 million pertained to electric power,
$342 million to manufacturing, $288 million to trans-
portation utilities, and $268 million to communica-
tions. The fixed assets of enterprises engaged in finance,
housing and real estate increased by $307 million,
largely due to a 12.3% increase in those of housing
corporations.

Dépenses d’investissements

La valeur estimative des dépenses d’investissement
des entreprises publiques parait dans la publication intitu-
lée Investissement privés et publics au Canada (n° 61 - 205
au catalogue, tableau 24), préparée conjointement par la
Division des finances des entreprises de Statistique Canada
et le ministére de I'Industrie et du Commerce. Selon cette
source, les dépenses en immobilisations des entreprises
provinciales se chiffraient a $5,903 millions en 1977.

Actif, passif et valeur nette

Les tableaux 3A et 3B- 31 donnent l'actif, le passif
et la valeur nette des entreprises provinciales publiques par
industric et par province a la fin de 'exercice financier le
plus proche du 31 décembre 1977. Le tableau SA présente
’ensemble des variations qui ont eulieu au cours de I'année
observée.

La valeur de I'actif a augmenté de $7,792 millions,
soit de 16.3 %, par rapport au chiffre correspondant de la
fin de 1977. Cependant, cette augmentation de I'actif s’est
trouvée équilibrée par une bausse de $6,589 millions
(15.9 %) du passif et de $1,205 millions (19.0 %) de la
valeur nette.

A la fin de 1977, les services d’électricité comptaient
(830,725 millions) pour 77.0 % des immobilisations des
entreprises oubliques provinciales ($39,925 millions).
L’augmentation totale de $5,946 millions se répartit ainsi:
$4,405 millions services d’électricité, industries manu-
facturiéres $342 millions, $288 millions aux transports et
communications, $268 millions. Les immobilisations des
entreprises du secteur des finances, de I’habitation et des
affaires immobilieres ont augmenté de $307 millions, en
raison principalement de la hausse de 12.3 % observée dans
le cas des immobilisations des sociétés d’habitation.



Fixed assets of enterprises engaged in mines,
quarries and oil wells increased by $268 million due to
the acquisition of mining operations by the Potash
Corporation of Saskatchewan.

Government and government enterprise treasury
bills, bonds and stock amounted to $3,899 million or
60.1% of identifiable investments at the end of 1977.
The investments of enterprises engaged in finance, in-
surance and real estate increased by $831 million
during the year. Figures for investments do not include
payments made by enterprises into the sinking funds of
their parent governments to repay borrowings made by
the provinces on their behalf.

Of amounts of $1,750 million owing to provincial
government enterprises at the end of 1977, $555 mil-
lion or 31.7% was due from governments or their enter-
prises. Loans, advances and interest owing to enter-
prises engaged in finance, insurance and real estate in-
creased by $230 million since the close of the previous
year.

Amounts totalling $43,971 million were due from
enterprises at the end of 1977. Of this amount, $25,992
million was in the form of bonded debt, an increase of
$3,367 million since the close of the previous year. The
enterprises’ debt included $12,056 million due to pro-
vincial governments or their enterprises and $2,608
million due to the federal government or its agencies
and used for electric power development and housing.
Of the total, $27,950 million was owed by electric
power utilities and $9,941 million by enterprises en-
gaged in finance, insurance and real estate. Provincial
governments guaranteed $27,646 million of the liabili-
ties of their enterprises.!

Of the total net worth of $7,532 million of pro-
vincial government enterprises at the end of 1977,
S1,385 million was designated as provincial government
equity and 51,280 million was equity heid by Ontario
municipal electrical utilities and represented their con-
tributions to the redemption of hydro debt. Equity

! Bonds and debentures of enterprises, issued to and
held by the parent province or enterprise as security for bonded
indebtedness incurred on their behalf, are deemed to be non-
marketable and have been classified in these statistics as loans
payable. The corresponding asset holdings of the parent are
also classified as loans.

This method of presentation facilitates the treatment of
combined direct debt statistics of the parent government and
its enterprises. In those cases where a sinking fund is maintained
by the enterprise against bonds and debentures incurred by the
province on its behalf, the year-end balance has been classified
as an equity in the provincial sinking fund and offset against
the loan payable to the province.

reserves of $3,613 million were maintained mostly by
electrical utilities for contingencies and rate stabiliza-
tion, the acquisition of capital assets, insurance, sinking
funds, and funds held in connection with the Columbia
River Treaty between Canada and the United States.

The balance in surplus increased to $994 million
during the year. Credits include net profits of 1,815
million, liquor revenue other than profits of $43 mil-
lion and contributions of $427 million including $345
million from parent governments.

Explanatory Comments on Certain Enterprises

Churchill Falls (Labrador) Corporation Limited

The company’s operations are now consolidated
with those of its parent Newfoundland and Labrador
Hydro.

James Bay Development Corporation

In July 1971, the Quebec government created
the James Bay Development Corporation to undertake
the development of natural resources in northwestern
Quebec.

By agreement with the James Bay Energy Corpo-
ration (a subsidiary of Hydro-Quebec), the James Bay
Development Corporation agreed to plan and construct
all infrastucture required to develop the hydro-electric
resources of the territory. Ninety-nine per cent of the
cost of planning and construction and all maintenance
and operating expenses are to be borne by the James
Bay Energy Corporation as long as it remains the sole
user. Although the infrastructure remains the exclusive
property of the James Bay Development Corporation,
the value of the contribution by James Bay Energy
Corporation is included as fixed assets of the Hydro-
Quebec consolidated balance sheet.

Régie des installations olympiques

This corporation was enacted on November 20,
1975 under the Act to Incorporate the Régie des in-
stallations olympiques to build, equip and operate the
olympic installations.

The Fonds Special Olympique was created in
1976 to collect the special tax on tobacco and the net
receipts reserved to Québec from Loto Canada. The
fund is used for loan reimbursements, interest payments
and the costs of olympic installations completion. The
fund has been consolidated with the financial state-
ments of the Régie.

Sidbec Normines

This new company was established by Sidbec
(50.1%) as a joint venture with British Steel Corpora-
tion (41.7%) and Québec Cartier Mining (8.2%). Sidbec
Normines is responsible for the mining of iron ore at
the Fire Lake mine and the operation of iron ore pel-
letizing plant under construction at Port-Cartier. Sidbec
consolidates 50.1% of the operations of Sidbec
Normines.

Churchill Falls (Labrador) Corporation Limited

Les opérations de cette compagnie sont maintenant
consolidées avec celles de la société-mére, Newfoundland
and Labrador Hydro.

Société de développement de la baie James

En juillet 1971, le gouvernement du Québec a créé
la Société de développement de la Baie James pour entre-
prendre la mise en valeur des ressources naturelles du
Nord-ouest québécois.

La Société de développement de la Baie James a
conclu une entente avec la Société d’énergie de la Baie
James (filiale de I'Hydro-Québec) pour planifier et cons-
truire toute l'infrastructure nécessaire a la mise en valeur
des ressources du territoire. La Société d’énergie de la Baie
James assumera 99 % du cout de planification et de cons-
truction et tous les frais d’entretien et d’exploitation tant
qu'elle sera la seule utilisatrice. Bien que I'infrastructure
demeure la propriété exclusive de la Société de développe-
ment de la Baie James, la valeur de la contribution de la
Société d’énergie de la Baie James figure au poste des im-
mobilisations du bilan consolidé de I'Hydro-Québec.

Régie des installations olympiques

Cette société fut constituée le 20 novembre 1975 en
vertu de la Loi constituant la Régie des installations olym-
piques pour construire, aménager et exploiter les installa-
tions olympiques.

Le Fonds Spécial Olympique fut établi en 1976 en
vue de percevoir la taxe spéciale sur les tabacs et les recet-
tes nettes de Loto Canada destinées au Québec. Le fondset
les revenus qu’il produit sont affectés exclusivement au
remboursement des emprunts et paiement des intéréts de
la Régie ainsi qu’aux couts de parachévement des installa-
tions olympiques. Le fonds a été consolidé aux états fi-
nanciers de la Régie.

Sidbec Normines

Cette nouvelle société a été établie par Sidbec
(50.1 %) en corparticipation avec British Steel Corpora-
tion (41.7 %) et la Compagnie miniére Québec Cartier
(8.2 %). Sidbec Normines a la responsabilité d’exploiter la
mine de fer de Fire Lake et 'usine de bouletage en cons-
truction a Port-Cartier. Sidbec ne consolide que 50.1 %
des opérations de Sidbec Normines.



Venture Manitoba Tours Ltd.

This corporation was established to provide tour-
ist transportation services and to manage and maintain
the Gulf Harbour Resort Hotel on behalf of the prov-
ince of Manitoba.

Société des traversiers du Québec

In prior years the Québec- Lévis Ferry Company
was classified as a special fund because the operations
were largely subsidized and users’ fees were not related
to costs.

During the year, the company purchased a pri-
vately operated service, Traverse Matane- Godbout.
The fees charged by the Société for ferry services are
now related to costs. Effective April 1, 1976, this cor-
poration is now a previncial government enterprise.

Société du tourisme de la Baie James (SOTOUR)

Sotour is a subsidiary of the James Bay Develop-
ment Corporation responsible for the planning, adminis-
tration and the supervision of tourist accommodation
in the James Bay territory.

British Columbia Cellulose Company

This company was established on March 15,
1973 by the province of British Columbia as a holding
company to acquire control of Columbia Cellulose
Company Limited and its subsidiaries under the changed
name, Canadian Cellulose Company Limited (CANCEL)
and other companies as required.

The Columbia Cellulose Company Limited was
formerly controlled by New York based Celanese Cor-
poration. On June 29, 1973, British Columbia Cellulose
Company Limited acquired a 79% interest in Canadian
Cellulose Company Limited in which, under the
covering agreement, all the assets and liabilities of the
Columbia Cellulose group of companies were consoli-
dated. The remaining 21% of stock is held by private
shareholders.

British Columbia Cellulose Company acts in an
advisory, consultative and liaison capacity to the forest
products companies in which the province of British
Columbia owns shares.

A consolidation of the financial statements of
British Columbia Cellulose Company with those of its
subsidiary, Canadian Cellulose Company Limited, is
included in these Statistics. As the amounts pertaining
to the holding company are relatively insignificant,
British Columbia Cellulose Company has been classified
as belonging to the manufacturing group of industries.

Société du tourisme de la Baie James (SOTOUR)

Sotour (filiale de la Société de développement de la
Baie James) est chargé de la planification, de la gestion et
de la surveillance des aménagements touristiques dans le
territoire de la Baie James.

British Columbia Cellulose Company

Cette compagnie a été constituée le 15 mars 1973
par la province de Colombie-Britannique. A titre de com-
pagnie de portefeuille et sous le nom de Canadian Cellulose
Company Limited (CANCEL) son role est d’exercer un
controle sur la Columbia Celiulose Company Limited et
ses filiales et sur d autres compagnies au besoin.

La Columbia Cellulose Company Limited était aupa-
ravant dirigée par la Celanese Corporation de New York.
Le 29 juin 1973, la British Columbia Cellulose Company
Limited a acquis 79 % des parts de la Canadian Cellulose
Company Limited.

British Columbia Ferry Corporation

This company was incorporated under the British
Columbia Ferry Corporation Act of the province of
British Columbia on June 30, 1976. Effective Janu-
ary 1, 1977, the province transferred to the Corporation
certain assets and liabilities of the ferry system pre-
viously operated by the province.

Atlantic Lottery Corporation Inc.

The corporation was incorporated under the
Canada Business Corporations Act on September 3,
1976. The corporation operates lotteries on behalf of
the Maritime provinces (Newfoundland, Prince Edward
Island, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick). The net in-
come is distributed to provincial organizations in pro-
portion to the sales of tickets within each province.
Since the financial data cannot be allocated to any one
particular province, the data is shown under the cate-
gory called *“Other™.
