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INTRODUCTION

This publication contains financial sta-
tistics of provincial and territorial gov-
ernment enterprises for the business years
ended nearest to December 31, 1980. Previous
editions cover similar annual periods from
1958 onward.

The financial statistics in this publica-
tion are compiled 1in accordance with the
Canadian System of Government Financial
Management Statistics. The concepts and
classifications of that System are at pre-
sent under review. A revised version of the
Statistics Canada publication is planned for
release later in 1983. In the meantime, the
changes which affect government enterprises
are described at the end of this publica-
tion. A brief description of the system,

particularly as 1t relates to provincial
government enterprises, is appropriate here.

Government Enterprises in the Financial
Management System

The Finmancial Management System divides
the government universe into two components,
general government and government enter-
prises. General government encompasses the
central core of departments with their
associated boards, commissions, funds, 1n-
stitutions and other entities which together
provide services of a government nature,
e.g., protection of persons and property,
transportation and communications, health,
welfare, education, etc. These services are
financed mainly by taxation (or to a much
lesser extent, by charges not directly
related to the cost of providing the ser-
vices) and by borrowings to be repaid from
future revenues. Government enterprises,
however provide goods or services 1n a par-
ticular jurisdiction which are alsc provided
by competitive non-government business orga-
nizations or would be 1if the government
enterprise were not a statutory monopoly.

More specifically, a government enter-
prise 1s an organized entity, usually cor-
porate, established by a government to
produce goods or services for sale on the
open market at prices related to costs (this
relationship being ascertainable from 1its
own independent system of accounts), which
has relatively autonomous management of its
affairs and 1s staffed by other than public
servants, though certain staff benefit
schemes, e.g., superannuation, may be inte-
grated with those of the public service of

Cette publication présente la statistique
financiére des entreprises publiques provinciales
et territoriales pour les exercices clos le plus
prés du 31 décembre 1980. Les numéros précédents
ont étudié des périodes annuelles semblables &
partir de 1958,

La statistique financiére qui figure dans ce
rapport est rassemblée conformément au Systéme
canadien des statistiques de la gestion finan-
citdre des administrations publiques. La Division
des finances publiques a entrepris une revision
des définitions et de la classification de ce
systeéme. Une nouvelle version de cette publica-
tion sera publiée au courant de 1983. Les modifi-
cations qui s'appliquent aux entreprises sont
présentées 3 la fin de cette publication. Il
convient de donner wune bréve description du
systéme, surtout en ce quli a trait aux entre-
prises publiques provinciales.

Les entreprises publiques et le systeéme de la
gestion financiére

Le systeéme de la gestion financiére divise
l'univers de l'administration publique en deux
composantes; les administrations et les entre-
prises publiques. On entend par administration le
noyau des ministdéres avec leurs conseils, commis-
sions, fonds, institutions et autres organismes
connexes qul assurent, ensemble, les services
d'ordre administratif, par ex., la protection des
personnes et des biens, les transports et com-
munications, la santé, 1'assistance sociale,
1'éducation. Le financement de ces services
provient surtout des imp6ts (ou, dans une mesure
beaucoup moins considérable, de prélévements non
directement liés au colit de ces services) et
d'emprunts dont le service sera assuré 3 partir
des recettes fiscales. Par contre, les entre-
prises publiques fournissent, dans un champ de
compétence particulier, des biens et services que
des concurrents du secteur privé offrent ou
offriraient si l'entreprise publique n'était pas
un monopole d'Etat.

Plus précisément, une entreprise publique est
une entité organisée, habituellement une société,
créée par une administration dans le but de
produire des biens ou services destinés 3 étre
vendus sur le marché libre & des prix établis en
fonction des colts; la comptabilité distincte de
l'entreprise permet de vérifier cette relation
prix/coats. En outre, elle est relativement libre
dans l'administration de ses propres affaires et
son personnel n'est pas composé de fonction-
naires, bien qu'il puisse participer & certains
des avantages sociaux (par ex., le régime de



the parent government. However, organiza-
tions with the characteristics of a govern-
ment enterprise which are engaged solely
in channelling funds between levels of gov-
ernment or among governments at one level,
or which provide goods or services solely to
meet the needs of their parent governments
are not classified as enterprises but as
components of general government.

Financial Management Classifications for
Government Enterprises

While the classifications employed for
the financial management statistics of gen-
eral government are unique, those used for
government enterprises are generally identi-
cal to those employed in the accounting
systems used by these enterprises and do
not differ significantly from commercial
systems., Further detaills are provided at the
end of this publication.

Government Enterprises in the System of
National Accounts

In the second major statistical system,
the Canadian System of National Accounts,
government enterprises are included in the
business sector. While there are differences
in the components of the government enter-
prise universe at the federal level as
between the two systems, at the provincial
level the two are identical. However, there
is a major difference between the two sys-
tems in their treatment of the profits of
liquor authorities. Under the Financial
Management System all profits remitted by
enterprises to their parent governments are
classified as revenue of these governments,
while untemitted profits are added to the
surpluses of the enterprises. In the Na-
tional Income and Expenditure Accounts,
however, the remitted profits of government
enterprises are classified as 1investment
income, while remitted and unremitted prof-
its of liquor authorities are classified as

indirect tax revenue of their parent govern-
ments.

Classifications of Enterprises by Industry
Group and by Province

This publication covers the provincial
and territorial enterprises listed on page
14. In the statistical tables these enter-
prises are classified 1in accordance with
their principal activities in main industry
groups as set out in the Standard Industrial
Classification Manual, 1970 (Catalogue
12-501E) of Statistics Canada. The
classification takes no account of secondary
activities carried on by individual
enterprises, for example, gas distribution
systems operated by electric power
companies.

Systéme de classification de la gestion finan-
ciére des entreprises publiques

Alors que le systéme de classification utilisé
pour la statistique de la gestion financiére des
administrations publiques est unique, celui des
entreprises publiques est habituellement identi-
que au systéme de comptabilité de ces entreprises
et n'est pas sensiblement différent des systeémes
commerciaux. De plus amples détails sont pré-
sentés & la fin de cette publication.

Les entreprises publiques et le systeme de la
comptabilité nationale

Dans le deuxieme grand systéme statistique, le
systéme canadien de la comptabilité nationale,
les entreprises publiques font partie du secteur
des entreprises. Les composantes de l'univers des
entreprises publiques varient, au niveau fédéral,
d'un systéme & l'autre. Au niveau provincial,
toutefois, elles restent pareilles. Les deux
systémes abordent néanmoins les bénéfices des
sociétés des alcools de facon fort différente.
Aux fins du systéme de gestion financiére, tous
les bénéfices remis par les entreprises aux ad-
ministration dont elles relévent sont considérés
comme des recettes de ces administrations, alors
que les bénéfices non remis viennent s'ajouter
aux surplus des entreprises. Aux fins de la
comptabilité nationale des vrevenus et des
dépenses, toutefois, les bénéfices remis des
entreprises publiques sont considérés comme des
revenus de placements, alors que les bénéfices
remis et non remis des sociétés des alcools sont
considérés comme des recettes fiscales indirectes
des administrations dont rel&vent les sociétés.

Classification des entreprises selon 1'activité

Cette publication vise les entreprises des
provinces et territoires é&numérées a la page
14, Aux fins des tableaux statistiques, ces
entreprises sont classées selon leur activité
principale, déterminée en fonction des groupes
d'activité économique figurant dans la Classifi-
cation des activités éEconomiques, 1970 de
Statistique Canada (n® 12-501F au catalogue). lu
classification ne tient pas compte des activités
secondaires des entreprises individuelles, par
exemple les réseaux de distribution de gaz
exploités par les établissements d'énergie
électrique.



Sources of Data

Data are drawn from the published annual
reports of the enterprises and the public
accounts of the provinces and territories.
In addition, some further information has
been obtained from company and government
officials whose co-operation is gratefully
acknowledged.

REVIEW OF THE YEAR 1980

Income and Expense

Tabillles: 15 457,490, 34416, 18, 122%and 25
show the income and expense and Tables 2, 5,
8, 15714, ~ 17, 205825 and " 26  the ‘Supplus
accounts transactions of provincial govern-
ment enterprises in 1980 by industry and by
province, respectively, while Table 28 com-
pares the total income, expense and net
profit in 1979 and 1980.

Total income increased by $3,139 million
or 17.5% in 1980. Income from the sales of
goods and services, which accounted for
84.4% of total revenue, was responsible for
the bulk of the increase. Investments of the
enterprises increased by 24.0% during 1980

and income derived there from by 23.1%.

Total expense increased by $2,817 million
ar 18.5% in 1980. The cost of sales, inter-
est outlays and amounts provided for
depreciation all increased appreciably.

Net profit after provision for income tax
increased by $302 million or 11.5% in 1980.

Certain interesting observations can be
made with regard to the above data.

OfF the total income of $18,703 million
derived from the sales of goods and services
$8,199 million or 43.8% was earned by elec-
tric power utilities and $3,916 million or
20.9% was earned by liquor boards. Of the
total investment income of $2,029 million,
$1,496 million or 73.8% was received by
enterprises engaged in Ffinance, insurance
and real estate while $364 million or 17.9%
went to electric power utilities.

Salaries and wages and material and other
purchases accounted for $2,965 million and
$8,906 respectively or 16.4% and 49.3% of
total expenses. Debt charges of $4,242
million and depreciation and depletion
provision of $1,316 million accounted for
23.5% and 7.3% respectively of the same
nutlays. The amount claimed as interest
epxpenses excludes $1,249 million capitalized
during the construction of Ffacilities for
enterprises engaged in  transportat ion,

REVUE DE L'ANNEE 1980

Revenus et dépenses

Les tableaux 1, 4, 7, 10, 13, 16, 19, 22 et 25
les dépenses tandis que les tableaux 2, 5, 8, 11,
14, 17, 20, 23 et 26 indiquent les opérations
effectuées au compte des bénéfices non répartis
des entreprises publiques provinciales en 1980,
par industrie et par province. Le tableau 28
établit une comparaison du total des revenus, des
dépenses et des hénéfices nets pour 1979 et 1980.

En 1980, le revenu total a augmenté de $3,139
millions, soit une augmentation de 17.5%. Cette
hausse est surtout attribuable au produit de la
vente de biens et services, qui représentait
environ B84.4% de toutes les recettes. Les place-
ments des entreprises ont progressé de 24.0% en
1980 et les revenus en provenant, de 23.1%.

Les dépenses totales se sont accrues en 1980
de $2,817 millions, soit une augmentation de
18.5%. Le colt des ventes, les dépenses au titre
des intéréts et les dépenses d'amortissement ont
tous augmenté de fagon appréciable.

En 1980, le bénéfice net aprés provision pour
imp6ts sur le revenu a augmenté de $302 millions,

Des conclusions intéressantes se dégagent des
chiffres surment ionnés.

Sur un revenu total de $18,703 millions pro-
venant de la vente des biens et services, $8,199
millions soit 43.8% sont allés aux services
d'électricité, et $3,916 millions (20.9%), aux
régies des alcools. Quant aux revenus de place-
ment, s'élevant au total a $2,029 wmillions,
$1,496 millions, soit 73.8% sont allés aux entre-
prises du secteur des finances, des assurances
et des affaires immobilidres, et $364 millions
(17.9%), aux services d'électricité.

Electric power
utilities which owed 59.8% of total enter-
prise debt outstanding paid 55.3% of total
debt charges.

0f the total net profit of $2,937 mil-
lion, $1,370 million was earned by provin-
cial liquor commissions, and $1,140 million
by electric power commissions. Profits of
$257 million, $152 millions, $63 million
and $37 million were recorded by enterprises
in service industries, mines, quarries and
oil wells, telephone utilities, and trans-
portation respectively, while losses of $278
million, and $34 million were suffered by
enterprises engaged in finance, insurance
and real estate and manufacturing.

Capital Expenditures

tstimates of expenditures of a capital
nature by government enterprises are pub-
lished 1in the publication, Private and
Public Investment in Canada (Catalogue
61-205, Table 24) prepared jointly by the
Business Finance Division of Statistics
Canada, and the Department of Industry,
Trade and Commerce. According to this
source, capital expenditures of provincial
enterprises for the year 1980 were $7,020
miltlion.

Assets, Liabilities and Net Worth

ablles Wi, 6, 95% 102K U5ES S B aIe? /aii o] e2.7
show assets, liabilities and net worth of
provincial government enterprises at fiscal
year-ends nearest to December 31, 1980 by
industry and province respectively. Table 29
portrays the total change that took place
during the current year.

Assets increased in value by $8,138 mil-
lion or 11.3% over the corresponding figure
at the end of 1979. This expansion on the
assets side was balanced by increases of
$6,481 million or 10.5% of liabilities and
$1,657 million or 16.1% in net worth.

Of total fixed assets of provincial
government enterprises valued at $57,084
million at the end of 1980, those of elec-
tric power utilities accounted for $45,568
million or 79.8%. 0Of a total increase of
$5,423 million, $4,447 million pertained to
electric power, $315 million to communica-
tions, $267 million to mines, quarriers and
oil wells and $237 million to finance,
insurance and real estate.

Dépenses d'investissements

La valeur estimative des dépenses d'inves-
tissement des entreprises publiques parait dans
la publication intituléde Investissement privés
et publics au Canada (n® 61-205 au catalogue,
tableau 24), préparée conjointement par la Divi-
sion des finances des entreprises de Statistique
Canada et le ministére de 1'Industrie et du
Commerce. Selon cette source, les dépenses en
immobilisations des entreprises provinciales se
chiffraient 3 $7,020 millions en 1980.

Actif, passif et avoir net

Les tableaux.3,"6,%9,w12, 45, 18821, 24.et 27
donnent 1'actif, le passif et la valeur nette des
entreprises provinciales publiques par industrie
et par province 3 la fin de l'exercice financier
le plus proche du 31 décembre 1980. le tableau 29
présente l'ensemble des variations qui ont eu
lieu au cours de 1'année observée.

La valeur de 1'actif a augmenté de $8,138
millions, soit de 11.3%, par rapport au chiffre
correspondant de la fin de 1979. Cependant, cette
augmentation de l'actif s'est trouvée équilibrée
par une hausse de $6,481 millions (10.5%) du
passif et de $1,657 millions (16.1%) de la valeur
nette.

Government and government enterprise
treasury bills, bonds and stock amounted to
$7,050 million or 60.9% aof identifiable
investments at the end of 1980. The invest-
ments of enterprises engaged in finance,
insurance and real estate increased by
$2,141 million during the year. Figures for
investments do not include payments made by
enterprises into the sinking funds of their
parent governments to repay borrowings made
by the provinces on their behalf.

Of amounts of $2,487 million advanced by
provincial government enterprises at the end
of 1980, $793 million or 31.9% was due from
governments or their enterprises. Loans,
advances and interest owing to enterprises
engaged in finance, insurance and real
estate increased by $331 million since the
close of the previous year.

Amounts totalling $62,568 million were
due from enterprises at the end of 1980. Of
this amount, $41,276 million was in the form
of bonded debt, an increase of $4,011 mil-
lion since the close of the previous year.
The enterprises' debt included $23,550 mil-
lion due to provincial governments or their
enterprises and $3,943 million due to the
federal government or its agencies and used
for electric power development and housing.
0Of the total, $39,305 million was owed by
electric power utilities and $15,897 million
by enterprises engaged in finance, insurance
and real estate. Provincial governments
quaranteed $37,453 million of the liabili-
ties of their enterprises.(1)

The total net worth of $11,941 million of
provincial government enterprises was made
up of $1,702 million in capital stock and
$10,239 million in surplus. Appropriated
surplus of $7,180 million was maintained
mostly by electrical utilities for contin-
gencies and rate stabilization, the acqui-
sition of capital assets, insurance debt
retirement, and sinking fund.

1) This method of presentation facilitates
the treatment of combined direct debt
statistics aof the parent government and
its enterprises. In those cases where a
sinking fund is maintained by the enter-
prise against bonds and debentures in-
curred by the province on its behalf,
the year-end balance has been classified
33 an equity in the provincial sinking
fiind and offset against the loan payable

to the province.

Les bons du trésor, les obligations et les
actions des administrations et des entreprises
publiques totalisaient $7,050 millions & la fin
de 1980, soit 60.9% des placements identifiables.
Les placements des entreprises s'occupant de
finances, d'assurances et d'affaires immobiliéres
ont augmenté de $2,141 millions au cours de
1'année. Ces chiffres ne tiennent pas compte des
sommes versées par les entreprises aux fonds
d'amort issements de 1'administration publique
dont elles relévent pour rembourser les emprunts
contractés en leur nom par les provinces.

Quant aux avances de $2,487 millions 3 payer
aux entreprises publiques provinciales & la fin
de l'année courante, la part des administrations
publiques ou de leurs entreprises était de $793
millions (31.9%). Les préts, les avances et les
intéréts 3 payer aux entreprises au secteur des
finances, des assurances et des affaires immobi-
liéres ont augmenté de $331 millions par rapport
a3 1l'exercice prédécent.

A la fin de 1980, les entreprises devaient une
somme totale de $62,568 millions, dont $41,276
millions sous forme de dettes obligatoires. I1
s'aqgit d'une augmentation de $4,011 millions par
rapport 23 l'exercice précédent. Les entreprises
devaient également une somme de $23,550 millions
aux administrations publiques provinciales ou 2
leurs entreprises et $3,943 millions 3 1'adminis-
tration fédérale ou 3 ses organismes, dont la
totalité était consacrée A 1'expansion des ser=-
vices d'électricité et du logement. La part de la
dette totale des services d'électricité était de
$39,305 millions, et celle des entreprises du
secteur des finances, assurances et affaires
immobilitéres, de $15,897 millions. Les adminis-
trations publiques provinciales ont garanti
$37,453 millions du passif de leurs entre-
prises(1).

L'avoir net total des entreprises publiques
provinciales & la fin de 1980 se chiffrait 2
$11,941 millions dont $1,702 millions au capital-
actions et $10,239 millions & 1'excédent. L'excé-
dent affecté de $7,180 millions étaient détenues
principalement par les services d'électricité,
ces sommes sont destindes aux éventualités et 2
la stabilisation des taux 2 1'acquisition d'im-
mobilisations, aux assurances, aux remboursements
de la dette et aux fonds d'amortissement.

(1) Cette présentation facilite 1'élabaration de
statistiques qui englobent aussi bhien la
dette de 1'administration publique provin-
ciale elle-méme, que celle des entreprises
qui en relévent.

The balance in unappropriated surplus
reached $730 million during the year.
Credits include net profits of $2,937
million, liquor revenue other than profits
of $ million and contributions of $326
million including $307 million from parent
governments. Net transfers of $1,019 million
were made to appropriated surplus and
amounts totalling $2,092 million were
remitted to provincial governments.

EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON CERTAIN ENTERPRISES

United Cotton Mills Limited

During the year, the province of New-
foundland and Labrador sold its share
investment in the corporation,

James Bay Development Corporation

In July 1971, the Quebec government
created the James Bay Development Corpora-
tion to undertake the development of natural
resources in northwestern Quebec.

By agreement with the James Bay Energy
Corporation (a subsidiary of Hydro-Quebec),
the James Bay Development Corporation agreed
to plan and construct all infrastructure
required to develop the hydro-electric re-
sources of the territory. Ninety-nine per
cent of the cost of planning and construc-
tion and all maintenance and operating
expenses are to be borne by the James Bay
Energy Corporation as long as it remains the
sole wuser. Although the infrastructure
remains the exclusive property of the James
Bay Development Corporation, the value of
the contribution by James Bay Energy Corpo-
ration 1s 1included as fixed assets of the
Hydro-Quebec consolidated balance sheet.

Régie des installations olympiques

This corporation was enacted on November
20, 1975 under the Act to Incorporate the
Régie des installations olympiques to build,
equlp and operate the olympic installations,

The Fonds Spécial Olympique was created
in 1976 to collect the special tax on tobac-
co and the net receipts reserved to Quebec
from Loto Canada. The fund is used for loan
reimbursements, interest payments and the
costs of olympic installations completion.
The fund has been consolidated with the
financial statements of the Régie.

Sidbec Normines

This new company was established by
Sidbec (S0.1%) as a joint venture with
British Steel Corporation (41.7%) and Québec
Mining (8.2%). Sidbec Normines is respon-
sible for the mining of iron ore at the Fire
Lake mine and the operation of iron ore pel-
letizing plant under construction at Port-
Cartier. Sidbec consolidates 50.1% of the
operations of Sidbec Normines.

La Société de développement de la Baie James a
conclu une entente avec la Société d'énergie de
la Baie James (filiale de 1'Hydro-Québec) pour
planifier et construire toute 1'infrastructure
nécessaire 3 la mise en valeur des ressources du
territoire. La Société d'énergie de la Baie James
assumera 99% du codt de planification et de
construction et tous les frais d'entretien et
d'exploitation tant qu'elle sera la seule uti-
lisatrice. Bien que l'infrastructure demeure la
propriété exclusive de la Société de développe-
ment de la Baie James, la valeur de la contri-
bution de la Société d'énergie de la Baie James
figure au poste des immobilisations du bilan
consolidé de 1'Hydro-Québec.

Régie des installations olympiques

Cette société fut constituge le 20 novembre

Le Fonds Spécial Olympique fut établi en 1976
en vue de percevoir la taxe spéciale sur les
tabacs et les recettes nettes de Loto Canada des-
tindes au Québec.

The
corporation is now mainly invelved in for-
estry and sawmill operations. Effective
April 1, 1980, REXFOR is classified as a
provincial government enterprise.

Alberta Liquor Control Board

The Alberta Liquor Control Board changed
its year-end from March 31 to December 31.
The operations for the nine months ended
December 31, 1980 are included in this
publication.

Alberta Terminals Ltd. (ATL)

Alberta Terminals Ltd. was incorporated
on September 19, 1979 under the Companies
Act of the Province of Alberta. The corpora-
tion operates grain terminals providing
facilities and services to grain companies
and co-operatives involved in the grain
trade and the movement of agriculture com-
modities.

Housing Corporation of British Columbia

The Ministry of Municipal Affairs and
Housing has ordered that the operations of
the corporation be wound up. The real estate
sales subsidiary Venture Realty and certain
assets were sold during the year. An orderly
windup of the real estate development divi-
sion is in process.

Subsidies. Included under this heading are

Contributions
are identified by level of government. Pay-
ments in respect of losses are recorded in
Lile Staetswant of Unapornoriabted Surplus.

Expense

Government enterprise expense comprises
six principal cateqories: ''salaries and
wages", "materials and other purchases",
"debt charges", ''grants in lieu of taxes",
"depreciation" and "other expenses".

Salaries and wages. This cstegory includes
total renumeration to employees for services
rendered.

Materials and other purchases. Significant
amounts of purchases from a single suppli-
ers, e€.g., by a municipal electric utility
from a provincial power corporation, are
reported separately where indentifiable.

Debt charges. This heading includes interest
and other debt charges. Interest expense is
identified in terms of the payees - govern-
ments, government enterprises and others.
The first two categories are sub-divided by
level of government. Other debt charges are
comprised of amortization of bond discount
and bond issue and redemption expenses.

Grants in lieu of taxes. These consist of
transfers, mostly to local governments, that
government enterprises make instead of pay-
ing property taxes.

Provision for depreciation and depletion.
The amount reported by the enterprise, re-
gardless of the method of computation, is
recorded under this category.

Other expense. This is a8 residual category
including allowances for doubtful accounts,
losses on foreign exchange transactions and
other expenses not classified elsewhere.

Income tax. Federal corporation income tax
(but not provincial) is payable by federal
"proprietary" corporations; these are iden-
tified in Section D of the Financial Admin-
istration Act. All other federal, provincial
and local enterprises (except subsidiaries
of such enterprises) are exempt from federal
and provincial corporation income taxes
unless they are less than 90% owned by the
Crown. Subsidiaries are only exempt if they
are owned 100% by enterprises which are
themselves exempt.

Unappropriated Surplus

The statement of unappropriated surplus
summarizes those transactions which take
place in the accounting period under review
and which, while not being classified as
income or expense, affect the surplus of an

Accrued revenue and prepaid expenses. This
category, particular to business enter-
prises, is not normally encountered in the
activities of government. No special de-
scription is needed, however, since it is
self-explanatory.

Inventories. The valuation set by the enter-
prise is used.

The items added on the liability side are
4s follows:

Savings deposits. Liabilities to depositors
of provincial financial institutions, such
as the Province of Ontario Savings Office
and the Treasury Branches Deposits Fund of
Alberta, are identified under this caption.

Accrued expenses and deferred credits. This
is self-explanatory and is the counterpart
of "accrued revenue and prepaid expenses'" on
the assets side of the balance sheet.

Minority interest. Under this caption are
recorded amounts so reported by enterprises
which consolidate in their financial state-
ment the activities of subsidiaries which
they do not own in their entirety.

The statement of net worth identifies the
capital stock and surplus of enterprises.
