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ANTRODUCTION

This  publication presents financial
statistics of government enterprises for
1982 and as such indicates the extent and
the profitability of government activity in
the business sector of the economy. It com-
plements the publication Provincial Govern-
ment Finance, Catalogue 68-207. Together
they provide financial data on the Federal
government's statistical universe.

The System of Government Financial Manage-
ment Statistics

The System of Government Financial Man-
agement Statistics, or FMS as it is popu-
larly termed, is designed to permit the com-
pilation for all governments and their
agencies of financial statistics and related
information, e.q., data on numbers of em-
ployees, payrolls, etc. Statistics produced
in conformity with FMS are consistent over
time, comparable between governments at the
same level and compatible between levels of
government. The system has been developed
over the past half-century by Statistics
Canada in co-operation with officials of the
federal, provincial, territorial and munici-
pal governments and with others from the
academic and business sectors. Over the
years FMS has changed to reflect the deve-
lopments which have occurred both in the
activities of the governments which form its
subject matter and in the needs of the users
of government financial statistics. A full
description of the concepts underlying the
system and of the classifications embodied
in its framework is contained in the Statis-
tics Canada publication The System of
Government Financial Management Statistics
(Catalogue 68-507, 1984).

Governments and their agencies usually
report on their financial activities annual-
ly 1in considerable detail; in many cases
they also report at more frequent intervals
in summary form. In addition, they may fore-
cast their revenues and expenditures for the
current year in budgets which reflect the
format of the annual reports though again in
less detail. The annual reports are con-
cerned primarily with stewardship. They
demonstrate that the elected and appointed
officials have acted as required by law in
the acquisition and disbursement of monies
and the custodianship of assets for which
they are responsible. Such reports, there-
fore, reflect the organization and account-
ing practices of the government or agency

Le systéme statistique de gestion des Finances
publiques

Le systeéme statistique de gestion des finances
publiques, communément appelé le SGF, est un
ensemble statistique congu de fagon a englober
les opérations financi®res et connexes, par exem-
ple les données sur 1'emploi, la rénumération,
etc., de l'ensemble des administrations publi-
ques. Les statistiques établies selon le SGF sont
cohérentes d'une année 3 1'autre et propres A des
comparaisons entre administrations de méme palier
et compatibles avec les divers ordres d'adminis-
trations publiques. Le systeéme a été mis au point
au cours des cinguante dernidres années par
Statistique Canada avec la collaboration de fonc-
tionnaires fédéraux, provinciaux, territoriaux et
municipaux ainsi que les représentants du milieu
académique et du monde des affaires. On a modifié
le SGF au fil des ans pour tenir compte de 1'évo-
lution tant des activités des administrations
publiques, qui constituent son domaine spéciali-
sé, que des besoins des utilisateurs des statis-
tiques sur les finances publiques. La publication
de statistique Canada intitulée Le systéme
statistique de gestion des finances publiques (n®
68-507 au catalogue, 1984) contient une descrip-
tion compleéte des concepts sur lesquels repose le
systéme, de mé&me que des classifications qui le
caractérisent.

En régqle générale, les administrations publi-
ques et leurs organismes soumettent chaque année
un compte rendu fort détaillé de leurs activités
financiéres; il arrive souvent méme qu'ils
rendent des comptes, sous forme de sommaires, &
des intervalles plus rapprochés. Ils peuvent
aussi établir les prévisions de leurs recettes et
dépenses de l'année courante dans le cadre de
budgets gui, bien que moins détaillés, s'apparen-
tent aux rapports annuels. Ceux-ci s'inspirent
essentiellement d'une conception fiduciaire de la
comptabilité. Ils établissent que les représen-
tants élus et nommés ont agi conformément aux
dispositions de la loi relativement & 1'acquisi-
tion et la sortie d'argent et 3 la garde des
biens qui leur sont confiés. Ainsi, les rapports
annuels traduisent 1a structure et les pratiques



concerned. However, there is little uniform-
ity among governments in either of these
areas except at the local government level
where similar entities within a single pro-
vince or territory are required to use
standard accounting systems and reports.
Even here these systems and reports may dif-
fer significantly from those prescribed for
other local governments in the same province
or territory or from those of similar enti-
ties elsewhere.

Meaningful analysis of the financial and
related activities of governments, there-
fore, has as a prerequisite the recasting of
their reported data into a common frame-
work. To this end the Financial Management
System replaces the administrative type of
government financial reports by a framework
which describes the expenditures and employ-
ment data of govermments in a standardized
framework.

The Financial Management System uses a
number of concepts, the most important
being:

1. Govermment consists of those bodies
constitutionally designated as gqover-
ments - the federal and provincial
governments - together with other
governments created by them - the terri-
torial governments, municipalities,
other entities empowered to levy taxes -
and all other entities created or
acquired by these govermments and owned
by them. (Ownership, however determined,
must exceed 50% by government.)

2. Universes. Government is divided into
two universes.

(a) The General Govermment Universe
comprises the central core of
ministries and departments together
with other bodies which FMS terms
Special Funds. These are the
boards, agencies, commissions and
similar organizations created, or
acquired, and owned by governments
to provide services which differ in
character, cost elements and sour-
ces of finance from those provided
by the other sectors of the econo-
my. For FMS purposes this universe
has three levels - federal, provin-
cial/territorial and local.

(b) The Govermment Enterprise Universe
consists of those organizations,
established or acquired and owned

Le Systeéme de gestion financigre utilise un
certain nombre de concepts, dont les plus impor-
tants sont les suivants:

1. L'Administration publique se compose des
organismes designés comme administrations
publiques dans la Caonstitution, c'est-a-dire
les administrations fédérale et provinciales,
ainsi que les autres paliers qu'elles ont
créés (les administrations territoriales et
municipales et les autres entités autorisées a
prélever des taxes) et tout autre organe créé
et acquils par ces administrations publiques et
leur appartenant. (Une administration publique
doit détenir plus de 50% des droits de propri-
été, peu importe la fagon dont sa part est
déterminée. )

2. Univers. Les administrations publiques se
divisent en deux univers.

a) L'univers de l'administration publique
générale comprend la plupart des services
et des ministéres ainsi que d'autres
organes appelés fonds spéciaux par le SGF.
11 s'agit des conseils, des organismes, des
commissions et d'organes semblables créés
ou acquis par les administrations publi-
ques, et leur appartenant, en vue d'offrir
des services dont la nature, les éléments
de co0t et les sources de financement
different de ceux offerts par d'autres
secteurs de 1'économie. Aux fins du SGF,
cet univers comporte trois paliers, &
savoir les administrations publiques fédé-
rale, provinciales/territoriales et
locales.

b) L'univers des entreprises publiques se
compose des organismes créés ou acquis par
une administration  publique, et lui



by government, which sell goods
and/or services on the open market
and which derive their principal
revenues from such sales and/or
other of their own sources. This
universe has the same three levels
as its general government counter-
part.

Consolidation is also a basic concept of
FMS. In the general government universe
the system considers the federal minis-
tries and departments together with all
their special funds as a statistical
unit. This also applies to each province
and territory. At the local level con-
splidation for publication purposes is
carried a stage further and all local
governments and their special funds are
aggregated into consolidated units for
each province and territory.

Government enterprise Statistics are
produced for each level of government
with separate statistical series for the
major divisions in the Standard Indus-
trial Classification System.

Accounting. Generally speaking, FMS
statistics for the general government
universe are produced in accordance with
the modified cash system of accounting.
This system records transactions on a
cash basis, 1i.e., when the related
monies are received or disbursed. At the
end of an accounting period, however,
major transactions which have been
completed except for the receipt or dis-
bursement of money are accrued as
receivables or payables. In addition,
all transactions are deemed to be cur-
rent in nature.

In the government enterprise universe
data fMS follows generally accepted
accounting principles established by the
Canadian Institute of Chartered Accoun-
tants for profit oriented business
enterprises.

Classification Frameworks

(a) General Govermment Universe

(i) Revenue is classified by
source, i.e, amounts derived
from own sources and transfers
from other governments. Own
source revenues are identified
by their derivation - from
taxes (including levies for
health and social insurance),
from natural resources, from
privileges, licences and per-
mits, from sales, from invest-
ments and from other own
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appartenant, qui vendent des biens et (ou)
des services sur le marché libre et qui
tirent la majeure partie de leurs recettes
de ces ventes et (ou) d'autres sources
propres.

Au
niveau des localités, la consolidation est
élargie & des fins de publications: toutes les
administrations publiques locales et leurs
fonds spéciaux sont groupés en unités, pour
chaque province et territoire.

Pour chaque palier d'administration publique,
on établit des statistiques portant sur les
entreprises publiques, et pour les principales
divisions de la Classification type des
industries, on produit des séries de données
distinctes.

Comptabilité. En général, le SGF établit les
statistiques portant sur 1'univers de adminis-
tration publique générale conformément a la
comptabilité de caisse modifiée. Cette méthode
permet d'inscrire les opérations selon une
comptabilité de caisse, c'est-3-dire lorsque
1'argent est regu ou dépensé. Cependant, 3 la
fin d'une période comptable, les principales
opérations qui ont été menées 3 terme, sauf
pour l'entrée ou la sortie d'argent, sont
inscrites comme produits 3 recevoir ou charges
4 payer. Par surcroit, toutes les opérations
sont considérées comme courantes de nature.

En ce qui concerne la production de données
sur l'univers des entreprises publiques, le
SGF suit les principes comptables généralement
reconnus de 1'Institut canadien des comptables
agréés relativement aux entreprises & but
lucratif.

Structures de classification

a) Univers de 1’administration publique géné-
rale

(1) Les recettes sont classifiées selon
leurs sources, c'est-d-dire les
recettes qu'une administration publique
tire de ses sources propres et celles
qu'elle regoit d'autres administrations
publiques sous forme de transferts. Les
recettes de sources propres proviennent
d'impositions (y compris les cotisa-
tions aux régimes d'assurance-maladie
et d'assurance sociale), de ressources
naturelles, de privileéges, licenses et
permis, de ventes, d'investissements et



sources, Iransfers are identi-
fied by transferor and are
further divided into general
and specific purpose trans-
fers. In all cases the princi-
pal components of each main
classification are identified.

(ii) Expenditure is classified by
funetion, 1i.e., the purpose
for which the outlay is made
or the service which it pro-
vides. Eighteen Ffunctions are
identified and most of these
are divided into a number of
sub-functions to provide addi-
tional detail.

(iii) Assets and Liabilities use
generally accepted accounting
classifications; however, only
financial assets and liabili-
ties are identified since all
expenditure is deemed to be
current including purchases of
fixed assets, (Proceeds of
fixed asset disposal are clas-

sified as current revenue.)
Sub-classifications emphasize
intergovernmental relation-
ships.

{b) Government Enterprise Universe. The
classifications for all series fol-
low closely those used by the enter-
prises and equate generally with the
recommendations of C.I.C.A. for pro-
fit oriented enterprises. Additional
details or relations with parent
governments are provided in the
sub-classifications.

Goverrment Enterprises in the Financial

Management System

This publication contains data in respect of
that part of the provincial/territorial
government universe which 1is defined as
government enterprises.

Government enterprises are agencies
engaged primarily in operations of a commer-
cial or industrial nature, which either com-
pete actively with similar operations in the
private sector or monopolize activities that
would otherwise be carried out in the pri-
vate sector.

These activities are usually carried out
by a Crown corporation or special agency
with specific powers and subject to varying
degrees of financial control by the govern-
ment, and of public accountability. The
publication covers the provincial and terri-
torial enterprises listed on page 14.
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d'autres sources propres. lLes trans-
ferts, classifiés selon le cédant,
sont de deux sortes: les transferts a
des fins générales et les transferts
3 des fins particuligres.

(1i) Les dépenses sont classifiés selon la
fonction, c'est-a-dire selon 1'objet
de la dépense ou le service offert.
On releve 18 fonctions dont la
plupart se divisent en un certain
nombre de sous-fonctions plus détail-
lées.

(iii) L'actif et le passif sont calculés au
moyen de méthodes comptables géné-
ralement reconnues. Toutefois, seuls
1'actif et le passif financiers sont
déterminés, vu que toutes les dépen-
ses sont considérées comme courantes,
y compris l'acquisition d'immobilisa-
tions. (Le produit de la cession
d'immobilisations est considéré au
méme titre que les recettes couran-
tes.) Les sous-classifications font
ressortir les rapports entre adminis-
trations publiques.

b) Univers des entreprises publiques. lLes
classifications de toutes les séries
s'apparentent 3 celles retenues par les
entreprises et sont généralement conformes
aux recommandations de 1'Institut canadien
des comptables agrées pour ce qui est des
entreprises 3 but lucratif. Les sous-clas-
sifications contiennent plus de données sur
les administrations publiques parentes et
établissent mieux les rapports entre
celles-ci.

Les entreprises publiques et le systéme de la
gestion financitre

La présente publication contient des données
relatives au secteur de 1'administration
provinciale/territoriale désigné par 1l'expression
"entreprises publiques".

Le systdme a pour but de présenter des données
sur les entreprises publiques dont 1'activité
principale est l'exploitation de services commer-
ciaux ou industriels qui Ffont concurrence a des
établissements semblables du secteur privé ou
monopolisent des activités qui, autrement,
seraient exploitées par le secteur privé.

Ces activités sont généralement le fait d'une
société d'Etat ou d'un organisme spécial doté de
pouvoirs particuliers, soumis, & des degrés
divers, & un contrdle financier de la part de
1'administration publique et devant rendre des
comptes 3 la population, cette publication vise
les entreprises des provinces et territoires
énumérées 3 la page 14.



Comparablity with Other Statistical Frame-
works

In the second major statistical system,
the Canadian System of National Accounts,
government enterprises are included in the
business sector. While there are differences
in the components of the government enter-
prise universe at the federal level as
between the two systems, at the provincial
level the two are identical. However, there
is a major difference between the two sys-
tems in their treatment of the profits of
liquor authorities. Under the Financial
Management System all profits remitted by
enterprises to their parent governments are
classified as revenue of these governments,
while unremitted profits are added to the
surpluses of the enterprises. In the
National Income and Expenditure Accounts,
however, the remitted profits of government
enterprises are classified as investment
income, while remitted and unremitted prof-
its of liquor authorities are classified as
indirect tax revenue of their parent govern-
ments.

Coverage, Sources and Methods

NData are drawn from the published annual
reports of the enterprises and the public
accounts of the provinces and territories.
In addition, some further information has
been obtained from company and government
officials whose co-operation is greatfully
acknowledged.

In order to facilitate comparison with
similar industries of the private sector,
government enterprises are classified by
their principal activities and grouped by
industry division according to the Standard
Industrial Classification, 1980 (Catalogue
12-501E) manual.

REVIEW OF THE YEAR 1982

Income and Expense

Tiabil es"SIEEGS *75 10,6135 16509, 22L antif25
show the income and expense and Tables 2, 5,
8, 11, 14, 17, 20, 23 and 26 the surplus
accounts transactions of provincial govern-
ment enterprises in 1982 by industry and by
province, respectively, while Table 28 com-
pares the total income, expense and net
profit in 1981 and 1982.

Total income increased by $1,776 million
or 7.1% in 1982. Income from the sales of
goods and services, which accounted for
87.7% of total revenue, was responsible for
the bulk of the increase. Investments of the
enterprises increased by 17.1% during 1982
and income derived therefrom by 9.8%.

Dans le deuxi®me grand systéme statistique, le
syst®dme canadien de la comptabilité nationale,
les entreprises publiques font partie du secteur
des entreprises. Les composantes de 1l'univers des
entreprises publiques varient, au niveau fédéral,
d'un systdme & 1'autre.

Univers observés, sources et méthodes

Les données sont tirédes des rapports annuels
que publient les entreprises et des comptes
publics des provinces et territoires. De plus,
des agents d'entreprises et d'administrations,
dont la collaboration a été des plus précieuses,
ont fait parvenir des renseignements complémen-
taires.

Pour faciliter 1les comparaisons avec les
industries semblables du secteur privé, nous
avons classé les entreprises publiques d'apras
leur principale activité et nous les avons grou-
pés par divisions d'industries selon la Classifi-
cation type des industries, 1980 (n® 12-501F au
catalogue).

REVUE DE L'ANNEE 1982

Revenus et dépenses

Les tableaux 1, 4,7, 105 "3, 16,.19% 22 ét 25
les dépenses tandis que les tableaux 2, 5, 8, 11,
14, 17, 20, 23 et 26 indiquent les opérations
ef fectuées au compte des bénéfices non répartis
des entreprises publiques provinciales en 1982,
par industrie et par province. Le tableau 28
établit une comparaison du total des revenus, des
dépenses et des bénéfices nets pour 1981 et 1982.

En 1982, le revenu total a augmenté de $1,776
millions, soit une augmentation de 7.1%. Cette
hausse est surtout attribuable au produit de la
vente de biens et services, qui représentait
environ 87.7% de toutes les recettes. Les place-
ments des entreprises ont progressé de 17.1% en
1982 et les revenus en provenant, de 9.8%.



Total expense increased by $2,322 million
or 10.7% in 1982. The cost of sales, inter-
est outlays and amounts provided for depre-
ciation all increased appreciably.

Net profit after provision for income tax
decreased by $531 million or 16.5% in 1982.

Certain interesting observations can be
made with regard to the above data.

O0f the total income of $23,482 million
derived from the sales of goods and services
$9,771 million or 36.5% was earned by elec-
tric power utilities and $5,030 million or
18.8% was earned by liquor boards. Of the
total investment income of $2,923 million,
$2,236 million or 76.5% was received by
enterprises engaged in finance, insurance
and real estate while $461 million or 15.8%
went to electric power utilities.

Salaries and wages and material and other
purchases accounted for $3,939 million and
$11,785 million respectively or 16.4% and
48.9% of total expenses. Debt charges of
$5,271 million and depreciation and deple-
tion provision of $1,669 million accounted
for 21.9% and 6.9% respectively of the same
outlays. The amount claimed as interest
expenses excludes $2,234 million capitalized
during the construction of facilities for
enterprises engaged in transpartation, com-
munication and other public-utility type of
activities and includes $2,900 million paid
either to governments or to government
enterprises. Electric power utilities which
owed 61.3% of total enterprise debt out-
standing paid 51.4% of total debt charges.

Profits of $295 million, and $43 million
were recorded by enterprises engaged in
service industries, gas distribution, while
losses of $399 million, $145 million, $92
million and $46 million were suffered by
enterprises engaged in finance, insurance
and real estate, manufacturing, mines, quar-
ries and oil wells, and telephone utilities.

Capital Expenditures

Estimates of expenditures of a capital
nature by government enterprises are pub-
lished in the publication, Private and

Public Investment in Canada (Catalogue
61-205, Table 24) prepared jointly by the
Business Finance Division of Statistics
Canada, and the Department of Industry,
Trade and Commerce. According to this
source, capital expenditures of provincial

enterprises for the year 1982 were $10,108
million.

Des conclusions intéressantes se dégagent des
chiffres surmentionnés.

Sur un revenu total de $23,482 millions pro-
venant de la vente des biens et services, $9,771
millions soit 36.5% sont allés aux services
d'électricité, et $5,030 millions (18.8%), aux
régies des alcools. Quant aux revenus de place-
ment, s'élevant au total & $2,923 millions,
$2,236 millions, soit 76.5% sont allés aux entre-
prises du secteur des finances, des assurances
et des affaires immobiliéres, et $461 millions
(15.8%), aux services d'électricité.

Le coGt des salaires et traitements, des
matériaux et autres achats s'est établi a $3,939
millions et $11,785 millions respectivement soit
16.4% et 48.9% de toutes les dépenses. Les
dépenses du service de la dette versées ($5,271
millions) et les provisions pour amortissement
($1,669 millions) représentaient respectivement
21.9% et 6.9% des dépenses totales. Le montant
porté au poste des intéréts versés ne comprend
pas les $2,234 millions capitalisés pendant la
construction d'installations pour le compte
d'entreprises s'occupant de transports, de commu-
nication et d'autres services d'utilité publique,
mais comprend un montant de $2,900 millions
versés, soit & l'administration publique dont
relévent les entreprises, soit & d'autres admi-
nistrations. Les services publics d'électricité,
qui devaient 61.3% du total des créances a payer
des entreprises, ont payé 51.4% du total des
dépenses du service de la dette.

Les bénéfices des entreprises du secteur des
services, et de distribution de gaz, ont respec-
tivement été de $295 million, et de $43 million,
tandis que les entreprises du secteur des
finances, des assurances et des affaires immobi-
lieres, des industries manufacturiéres, des
mines, carrieéres et puits de pétrole, et des
services téléphoniques enregistraient des pertes
de $399 millions, $145 millions, $92 millions et
$46 millions.

Dépenses d'investissements

La valeur estimative des dépenses d'investis-
sement des entreprises publiques parait dans la
publication intitulée Investissement privés et
publics au Canada (n® 61-205 au catalogue,
tableau 24), préparée conjointement par la Divi-
sion des finances des entreprises de Statistique
Canada et le ministére de 1'Industrie et du
Commerce. Selon cette source, les dépenses en
immobilisations des entreprises provinciales se
chiffraient & $10,108 millions en 1982.

show assets, liabilities and net worth of
provincial government enterprises at fiscal
year-ends nearest to December 31, 1982 by
industry and province respectively. Table 29
portrays the total change that took place
during the current year.

Assets increased in value by $11,428 mil-
lion or 12.3% over the corresponding Ffigure
at the end of 1981. This expansion on the
assets side was balanced by increases of
$10,428 million or 12.3% of liabilities and
$1,000 million or 7.1% in net worth.

Of total Fixed assets of provincial
government enterprises valued at $72,590
million at the end of 1982, those of elec-
tric power utilities accounted for $57,099
million or 76.3%. 0Of a total increase of
$7,546 millinn, $5,755 million pertained to
electric power, $401 million to mines,
quarriers and oil wells, $304 million to
communicat ions, and $564 million to finance,
insurance and real estate.

Government and government enterprise
treasury bills, bonds and stock amounted to
$9,760 million or 56.6% of identifiable
investments at the end of 1982. The invest-
ments of enterprises engaged in finance,
insurance and real estate increased by
$2,662 million during the year. Figures for
investments do not include payments made by
enterprises into the sinking funds of their
parent governments to repay borrowings made
by the provinces on their behalf.

0f amounts of $3,219 million advanced by
provincial government enterprises at the end
of 1982, $946 million or 31.3% was due from
governments or their enterprises. Loans,
advances and interest owing to enterprises
engaged in finance, insurance and real
estate increased by $163 million since the
close of the previous year.

Amounts totalling $81,315 million were
due from enterprises at the end of 1982. Of
this amount, $53,928 million was in the form
of bonded debt, an increase of $6,134 mil-
lion since the close of the previous year.
The enterprises' debt included $33,183 mil-
lion due to provincial governments or their
enterprises and $3,959 million due to the
federal government or its agencies and used
for electric power development and housing.

The total net worth of $15,050 million of
provincial govermment enterprises was made
up of $6,546 million in capital stock and
$8,504 million in surplus. Appropriated
surplus of $3,735 million was maintained
mostly by electrical utilities for contin-
gencies and rate stabilization, the acqui-
sition of capital assets, insurance, debt
retirement, and sinking fund.

The balance in unappropriated surplus
reached $1,960 million during the vyear.
Credits include net profits of $2,677 mil-
lion, liquor revenue other than profits of
$97 million and contributions of $496 mil-

lion including $491 million from parent
goverrments. Net transfers of $443 million
were made to appropriated surplus and

amounts totalling $2,392 million were remit-
ted to provincial govermments.

EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON CERTAIN ENTERPRISES

Atlantic Lottery Corporation Inc.
Western Canada Lottery Foundation

Previously, the financial data of these
provincial government enterprises were shaown
under the category "Other". Effective April
1, 1982, the operating results are allocated
to member provinces on the basis of the
number of tickets sold within the province.

Nova Scotia Resources lLimited

This company was incorporated under the
Nova Scotia Companies Act on November 16,
1979 to ensure that management and develop-
ment of the province's energy and mineral
resources proceed in a manner most benefi-
cial to Nova Scotians. Effective April 1,
1982, the company was classified as a
provincial government enterprise.

James Bay Development Corporation

In July 1971, the Quebec government
created the James Bay Development Corpora-
tion to undertake the development of natural
resources in northwestern Quebec.

By agreement with the James Bay Energy
Corporation (a subsidiary of Hydro-Quebec),
the James Bay Development Corporation agreed
to plan and construct all infrastructure
required to develop the hydro-electric re-
sources of the territory. Ninety-nine per
cent of the cost of planning and construc-
tion and all maintenance and operating
expenses are to be borne by the James Bay
Eneray Corporation as long as it remains the
sole user. Although the infrastructure
remains the exclusive property of the James
Bay Development Corporation, the value of
the contribution by James Bay Energy Corpo-
ration is included as fixed assets of the
Hydro-Quehec consolidated balance sheet.

Régie des installations olympiques

This corporation was enacted on November
20, 1975 under the Act to Incorporate the
Régie des installations olympiques to build,
equip and operate the olympic installations.

The Fonds Spécial Olympique was created
in 1976 to collect the special tax on tobac-
co and the net receipts reserved to Quebec
from Loto Canada. The fund is used for loan
reimbursements, interest payments and the
costs of olympic installations completion.
The fund has been consolidated with the
financial statements of the Régie.

Nova Scotia Resources Limited

Cette société a été constituée le 16 novembre
1979 en vertu de la Nova Scotia Companies Act.
L'objet de cette société est de s'assurer que
1'exploitation et le développement des ressources
énergétiques et minérales profitent le plus
possible aux résidents de la province. Depuis le
premier avril 1982, cette société est considérée
comme une entreprise publique provinciale.

Société de développement de la Baie James

En juillet 1971, le gouvernement du Québec a
créé la Société de développement de la Baie James
pour entreprendre la mise en valeur des ressour-
ces naturelles du Nord-ouest gquébécois.

La Société de développement de la Baie James a
conclu une entente avec la Société d'énergie de
la Baie James (filiale de 1'Hydro-Québec) pour
planifier et construire toute 1'infrastructure
nécessaire 4 la mise en valeur des ressources du
territoire. La Société d'énergie de la Baie James
assumera 99% du coOt de planification et de
construction et tous les frais d'entretien et
d'exploitation tant qu'elle sera la seule uti-
lisatrice. Bien que 1'infrastructure demeure la
propriété exclusive de la Société de développe-
ment de la Baie James, la valeur de la contri-
bution de la Société d'énergie de la Baie James
figure au poste des immobilisations du bilan
consolidé de 1'Hydro-Québec.

APPENDIX

For purpose of interpreting this report,
the following definition (or explanation) of
certain income, expense, assets, liability
and net worth items are provided.

Income

The income of government enterprises is
classified into "sales of goods and ser-
vices", "investment income", "subsidies" and
"other income". Amounts collected by enter-
prises on behalf of their parent govern-
ments, e.q., provincial liquor licences and
permits collected by liquor authorities, are
excluded from enterprise income.

Sales of goods and services. These are
reported net of rebates and discounts, Sig-
nificant amounts of total sales made to an
individual customer or group of customers,
e.g., from a provincial power corporation to
its municipally-owned distributors, are sep-
arately identified wherever possible.

Investment income. This category comprises
three sub-classifications: interest, rentals
and other investment income. Interest, in
turn, is classified by origin - governments,
government enterprises and other sources.
Amounts classified to the first two of these
captions are further identified by level of
government. The sub-classification "rentals"
is self-explanatory while "other investment
income" includes such items as dividends and
profits on foreign exchange operations.

Subsidies. Included under this heading are
contributions from governments toward cur-
rent costs of production to encourage
certain types of production, to assist pro-
ducers in areas of special difficulty, to
protect producers against declines in the
prices of their products or to support
socially desirable activities, Contributions
are identified by level of government. Pay-
ments in respect of losses are recorded in
the Statement of Unappropriated Surplus.

Other income. This comprises all income not
otherwise specified.

APPENDICE

Revenus

On s'ef-
force d'identifier, dans la mesure du possible,
toute partie appréciable des ventes totales qui a
été faite aupreés d'un seul client ou groupe de
clients (par exemple, les ventes d'une société
provinciales d'énergie 3 ses distributeurs muni-
cipaux).

Revenus de placements. Ce poste comprend trois
rubriques: les intéréts, les loyers et autres
revenus de placements. A leur tour, les intéréts
sont classés selon leur provenance - administra-
tions publiques, entreprises publiques et autres
sources; dans les deux premiers cas, il existe
une ventilation supplémentaire selon le palier
d'administration publique. Le poste "loyers" se
passe d'explications, tandis que celui des
"autres revenus de placements" comprend notamment
les dividendes et les qains des opérations en
devises étrangéres.

Subvention. On classe ici les contributions des
administrations au titre des charges d'exploita-
tion visant & favoriser certains types de produc-
tion, 2 aider les producteurs dans des secteurs
qui connaissent des difficultés particuliéres, &
protéger les producteurs contre la baisse des
prix de leurs produits ou & encourager des acti-
vités souhaitables au point de vue social.

Expense

Government enterprise expense comprises
six principal categories: "salaries and
wages", "materials and other purchases",
"debt charges", "grants in lieu of taxes",
"depreciation" and "other expenses".

Salaries and wages. This category includes
total renumeration to employees for services
rendered,

Materials and other purchases. Significant
amounts of purchases from a single suppli-
ers, e.g., by a municipal electric utility
from a provincial power corporation, are
reported separately where indentifiable.

Debt charges. This heading includes interest
and other debt charges. Interest expense is
identified in terms of the payees - govern-
ments, government enterprises and others.
The first two categories are sub-divided by
level of government. Other debt charges are
comprised of amortization of bond discount
and bond issue and redemption expenses.,

Grants in lieu of taxes. These consist of
transfers, mostly to local governments, that
government enterprises make instead of pay-
ing property taxes.

Provision for depreciation and depletion.
The amount reported by the enterprise, re-
gardless of the method of computation, is
recorded under this category.

Other expense. This is a residual category
including allowances for doubtful accounts,
losses on foreign exchange transactions and
other expenses not classified elsewhere.

Income tax. Federal corporation income tax
(but not provincial) is payable by federal
"proprietary" corporations; these are iden-
tified in Section D of the Financial Admin-
istration Act. All other federal, provincial
and local enterprises (except subsidiaries
of such enterprises) are exempt from federal
and provincial corporation income taxes
unless they are less than 90% owned by the
Crown, Subsidiaries are only exempt if they
are owned 100% by enterprises which are
themselves exempt.

Unappropriated Surplus

The statement of unappropriated surplus
summarizes those transactions which take
place in the accounting period under review
and which, while not being classified as
income or expense, affect the surplus of an

Provision pour amortissement et épuisement. On
inscrit ici le montant déclaré par l'entreprise,
quelle qu'en ait été la méthode de calcul.

Autres dépenses. Sous cette catégorie résiduelle
sont portées les provisions pour créances dou-
teuses, les pertes sur change et les autres
dépenses non classées ailleurs.

Impbt sur le revenu. Les sociétés fédérales "de
propriétaire" (énumérées i l'annexe D de la Loi
sur  l'administration financiére) acquittent
1'imp8t fédéral sur le revenu, mais non 1'impét
provincial. Toutes les autres entreprises fédér-
ales, provinciales et locales (sauf les filiales
de ces entreprises) sont exemptées des impfts
fédéraux et provinciaux sur le revenu, 3 moins
d'appartenir & la Couronne dans une proportion
inférieure & 90%. Les filiales ne sont exemptées
que si elles appartiennent 3 100% 2 une entre-
prise qui est elle-méme exemptée.

Excédent non affecté

L'état de 1'excédent non affecté résume les
opérations qui ont lieu pendant la période comp-
table & 1'étude. Méme si ces opérations ne sont
pas classées avec les revenus ou les dépenses,
elles ont néanmoins une incidence sur 1'excédent

Assets, Liabilities and Net Worth

The balance sheet classifications used
for government enterprise statistics follow
closely those developed for general govern-
ment statistics, with the modifications
required to accommodate those transactions
of a business nature which are peculiar to
government enterprises.

Cash with pravincial governments. This sub-
heading of the classification "Cash on hand
and on deposit" is used to accommodate the
practice of certain pravinces which require
their enterprises to deposit funds surplus
to immediate requirements with the provin-
cial treasury rather than in banks or other
financial institutions.

Accrued revenue and prepaid expenses. This
cateqgory, particular to business enter-
prises, is not normally encountered in the
activities of government. No special de-
scription is needed, however, since it 1s
self-explanatory.

Inventories. The valuation set by the enter-
prise is used.

The items added on the liability side are
as follows:

Savings deposits. Liabilities to depositors
of provincial financial institutions, such
as the Province of Ontario Savings Office
and the Treasury Branches Deposits Fund of
Alberta, are identified under this caption.

Accrued expenses and deferred credits. This
is self-explanatory and 1s the counterpart
of "accrued revenue and prepaid expenses”" on
the assets side of the balance sheet.

Minority interest. Under this caption are
recorded amounts so reported by enterprises
which consolidate in their financial state-
ment. the activities of subsidiaries which
they do not own in their entirety.

The statement of net worth identifies the
capital stock and surplus of enterprises.

Capital stock. Reported ownership, i.e.,
level of government or government enterprise
and private investors, is identified under
this caption.

Cette caté-
gorie, qui se passe d'explications, est la con-
trepartie des "revenus courus et frais payés
d'avance", présentés & l'actif.

Surplus. This comprises three categories:
"unappropriated surplus", "appropriated sur-
plus" and "contributed surplus". The nature
and determination of "unappropriated sur-
plus" is described in paragraph above.
"Appropriated surplus" identifies the typi-
cal reserves established by government
enterprises. "Contributed surplus" distin-
quishes between "interest-free working
capital”™ and "capital" contributions, the
latter including both physical assets and
amounts provided for their acquisition.
"Contributed surplus" further identifies the
contributors by level of qovernment or
government enterprise.
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Excédent. La catéqorie comprend trois rubriques:
"excédent non affecté", "excédent affecté" et
"excédent d'apport". L'"excédent non affecté" est
défini au paragraphe plus haut. Par "excédent
affecté", on entend les réserves typiques #ta-
blies par les entreprises publiques. Enfin, dans
1'"excédent d'apport", on fait wune distinction
entre le "fonds de roulement exempt d'intéréts"
et les "contributions pour immgbilisations", ces
derniéres comprenant 3 la fois les biens maté-
riels et les sommes versées pour les acquérir.
