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1.0 IMIRODUCTION 

this 	publication 	presents 	financial 
it istics of government enterprises for 

1 1P35 and as such indicates the extent. and 
Ihe profitability of government, activity in 
the business sector of the economy. It com-
plements the publications Provincial Govern-
ment Finance, Catalogues 68-207 and 68-209. 
Together they provide financial data on the 
Provincial government's statistical uni-
verse. 

2.0 Statistics Canada's System of Government 
Financial P4anaqement Statistics 

Statistics Canada's system of government 
financial management statistics - FMS for 
short - is a standardized framework which 
incorporates financial statistics from all 
levels and agencies of government in Canada. 
The system has been developed over the past 
50 years by Statistics Canada in co-opera-
tion with officials from every level of 
government, and with people from the acade-
mic and business worlds. Over the years, as 
the activities of governments have evolved 
and as the needs of people who use govern-
ment financial data have changed, the EMS 
has been continually updated and improved.

2.0 Le système statistigues de gestion des fi-
nances pthligues de Statistique Canada 

Le système statistique de gestion des finances 
publiques de Statistique Canada - SGF - est on 
ensemble normalisé qui englobe des statistiques 
financières de tous los paliers administratifs et 
organismes gouvernementaux au Canada. II a été 
mis au point au cours des 50 dernières années par 
Statistique Canada avec Is collaboration des 
représentants de tous les ordres d'ad-
ministration, do milieu universitaire et do monde 
des affaires. Au fil des ans, au fur et b mesure 
de l'évolution des activités gouvernementales et 
des besoins des utilisateurs de données sur les 
finances publiques, le SQl a été constaminent mis 
jour et anélioré. 

2.1 The 4eed for FMS 

Governments and their agencies report on 
their financial activities in a variety of 
ways, including detailed annual reports, 
quarterly summaries and budgets. But because 
these reports reflect the organization and 
accounting practices of the government or 
agency concerned, there is little uniformity 
in the way governments produce their finan-
cial statistics. The only exception occurs 
at the local government level, where similar 
governmental bodies within the same province 
or territory, are required to use standard-
ized accounting systems and reports. 

The Financial Management System replaces 
the diverse formats of various government 
financial reports with a standardized frame-
work which describes expenditures in terms 
of functions performed and revenues raised 
to cover these expenditures in terms of 
sources. In addition, EMS tracks the effects 
of imbalances between revenues and expendi-
tures on the financial assets arid liabili-
ties of governments. 

There are a number of advantages to com-
'iiling financial information gathered from a 
ariety of sources into a single statistical 
rarnework. For one thing, statistics pro- 

2.1 Nécessité du SGF

2.2 Concepts Used in VMS 

VMS uses a number of concepts in order to 
standardize financial data from a variety of 
sources. 

Goverrinent is a key concept in the VMS 
framework. It includes Federal and provin-
cial governments, together with all bodies 
created by them, includinq territorial gov-
ernments, municipalities, other legal enti-
ties with the power to levy taxes, and all 
other entities created or acquired by those 
governments and owned by them. 

For the purposes of EMS, government is 
divided into two universes - general govern-
ment and government enterprise - each of 
which has three levels, federal, provin-
cial/territorial and local. 

The general government universe includes 
the central core of ministries and depart-
ments together with their special funds. 
These include all boards, agencies, commis-
sions and similar bodies created, or ac-
quired and owned by governments to provide 
services different in character, funding 
and/or cost from those provided by other 
sectors of the economy. 

The government enterprise universe in-
cludes organizations created or acquired and 
owned by government to sell goods or ser-
vices on the open market and whose principal 
revenues derive from such sales. 

Consolidation is another concept basic to 
EMS. In the qeneral government universe, 
federal ministries and departments and their 
special funds are consolidated and treated 
as a single statistical unit. The same ap-
plies to each province and territory. At the 
local qovernment level, consolidation is 
carried a step Further. Statistics from all 
local governments (municipalities, local 
school authorities, special purpose authori-
ties and their special funds) are consoli-
dated and treated as a single statistical 
unit for each province and territory. After 
these primary consolidations, data for each 
provincial and territorial government are 
consolidated with those of their respective 
local governments. This consolidation elimi-
nates the variations among provinces and 
territories in the assignment of responsibi-
lities to their respective local govern-
ments. Such variations reduce comparability

In the government enterprise universe, 
consolidation is less widespread. Generally, 
it is restricted to a parent company and its 
subsidiaries. Statistics are produced for 
each level of government, with separate 
statistical series for major divisions with-
in the standard industrial classification 
system.

2.3 The Classification Framework Used in IllS 

FMS uses a standardized classification 
framework for revenues, expenditures and 
assets and liabilities. 

In the government enterprise universe, 
these terms follow classifications of the 
enterprise concerned as well as recommenda-
tions for profit-oriented businesses from 
the Canadian Institute of Chartered 
Accountants. 

In the general qovecnment universe, 
venue is classified by source - either as 

I venues which a government collets itself 
as revenues transferred from other 

tvernments. 

Money collected by a government from its 
own sources is further classified by origin: 

- from taxes (including levies for health 
and social insurance); 

- from natural resources; 
- from privileges, licences and permits; 
- from sales; 
- from investments. 

Revenues arising from transfers from 
other governments are further classified by 
transferor and then by purpose into general 
or specific. In all cases, the principal 
components of each main classification are 
ident if ied. 

Expenditures are classified by function, 
either the purpose of the expenditure or the 
service it provides. Eighteen such functions 
are identified, most of which include a 
number of sub-functions. 

Assets and liabilities are classified 
'ording to standard accounting practices, 
it only financial assets and liabilities 

identified, since all expenditures, 
i'luding purchases of fixed assets, are 

'med to be current. Sub-classifications of 
nith assets and liabilities hiqhiiqht rela-
tionships between governments.

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2.4 AccoLlltinq Procedures 

Generally speaking, FMS statistics for 
the qeneral government universe are produced 
according to the modified cash system of 
accounting which records transactions when 
the monies are received or spent. At the end 
of the accounting period, however, major 
transactions which have been completed 
(except for the receipt on disbursement of 
money) are accrued as receivables or pay-
ables. In addition, all transactions are 
deemed to be current. 

In the government enterprise universe, 
EMS follows generally accepted accounting 
principles for profit-oriented businesses 
established by the Canadian Institute of 
Chartered Accountants.  

2.4 Méthodes comptthles

3.0 Government Enterprises in the Financial 
Management System 

This publication contains data in respect 
of that part of the provincial/territorial 
government universe which is defined as 
government enterprises. 

Government 	enterprises 	are 	agencies 
engaged primarily in operations of a commer-
ciai or industrial nature, which either com-
pete actively with similar operations in the 
private sector or monopolize activities that 
would otherwise be carried out in the pri-
vate sector. 

These activities are usually carried out 
by a Crown corporation or special agency 
with specific powers and subject to varying 
degrees of financial control by the govern-
ment, and of public accountability. The 
publication covers the provincial and terri-
torial enterprises listed further. 

A government enterprise was previously 
defined as a corporation or a government 
agency displaying the following character-
istics: 

- it must he more than 50 00' owned by 
government; 

- the management of its affairs must be rel-
at iveiy autonomous; 

- its primary role must be to provide goods 
or services to other than government; 

- the prices it sets for these goods or 
services must reflect the costs of 
providing them; 

- the acquisition by consumers of the goods 
or services must be voluntary. 

The 	system 	of Government 	Financial 
Management Statistics, Catalogue 68-507E,

Principal revenues. Over a three- to five-
year period, the revenue derived by an 
entity from its own sources, such as, sales, 
interest income, rentals, licenses, permits, 
other fees, etc., must exceed that received 
in the form of subsidies or other sustaining 
transfers. (General subsidies provided to 
both public and private enterprises are 
excluded in applying the criterion.) 

Crown corporations not satisfying the 
above-mentioned criteria are classified as 
special funds or treated as extensions of a 
government department and therefore 
consolidated with the parent government. 

Government enterprises may be established 
under the authority of a special statute by 
a single government, or jointly by two or 
more governments, or in accordance with 
existing laws governing incorporation. They

4.0 Corarthility with Other Statistical 
Frneworks 

In the second major statistical system, 
the Canadian System of National Accounts 
(SNA), enterprises are classified in the 
corporate and qoverninent business sector as 
their activities are conducted on an 
essentially commercial basis where the 
operation is designed to be self-sustaining 
and where a price is set for the noods and 
services which is calculated to cover 
costs. The transactions of both financial 
and non-financial corporations are covered. 
As government business enterprises act in a 
quasi-administrative capacity to promote 
government policy objectives, they may he 
less strongly oriented toward profit 
maximization than their counterparts in the 
private sector. 

While there are differences at the 
federal level in the components of the 
government enterprise universe between the 
two statistical systems, the two systems are 
identical at the provincial level. 

The Financial Management System does not 
provide the distinct breakdown between non-
financial (Sector IV) and financial 
enterprises (Sector IX) as published by 
Financial Flows in their Catalogue 13-002, 
Financial Flows, quarterlies in Canada 
totals and Catalogue 13-563, Financial 
Flows, Occasional, 1961-1967. 

Other differences apart from universe 
exist in concept and timing between the two 
statistical systems: 

Not all enterprises have fiscal quarter ends 
coinciding with the calendar 1uarter end 
used by National Accounts. The FMS accounts 
identify all financial transactions of 
governments with their enterprises, while 
the system of national accounts groups these 
transactions as claims on government enter-
pr ises. 

The System of National Accounts (SNA) adopts 
the accrual method of accounting rather than 
the accrual and/or modified cash system used 
by the FMS. 

The FMS and SNA differ in their treatment of 
the profits of the liquor authorities. Under 
the FMS, all profits including dividends 
paid by enterprises to their parent govern-
ments are classified as revenues of these 
governments, while unremitted profits are 
added to the surpluses of the enterprises. 
In the NIEA, however, the remitted profits 
of liquor authorities are classified as 
indirect tax revenue of their parent govern-
ments.

consulting firms as well as other organi-
zations and various readers engaged in 
research, economic studies, decision making 
and policy analysis. Local, provincial and 
federal finance officials as well as poli-
ticians use the FMS and SNA publications for 
economic studies, trend analysis, financial 
management and other purposes. 

Government enterprise data are also es-
sential in the determination of equalization 
payments under the Federal-Provincial Fiscal 
Arrangements Act. 

6.0 Coverage, Sources and Methods 

Data are drawn from the published annual 
reports of the enterprises and the public 
accounts of the provinces and territories. 
In addition, some further information has 
been obtained from company and government 
officials whose co-operation is greatfully 
acknowledged. 

In order to facilitate comparison with 
similar industries of the private sector, 
government enterprises are classified by 
their principal activities and grouped by 
industry division according to the Standard 
Industrial Classification, 1980 (Catalogue 
12-01E) manual.

7.0 Revue de l'année 1983 

Income and Expense 

Tables 1, 4, 7, 10, 13, 16, 19, 22 and 25 
show the income and expense and Tables 2, 5, 
8, 11, 14, 17, 20, 23 and 26 the surplus 
accounts transactions of provincial govern-
nent enterprises in 1983 by industry and by 
province, respectively, while Table 28 com-
pares the total income, expense and net 
profit in 1982 and 1983. 

Total income increased by $2,553 million 
or 9.5% in 1983. Income from the sales of 
loods and services, which accounted for 
R3.8 10' of total revenue, was responsible for 
the bulk of the increase. Investments of the 
enterprises increased by 9.8% during 1983 
and income derived therefrom by 1.2 00'.

1983 et les revenus en provenant, de 1.2%. 
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lotal expense increased by $2,137 million 
or 8.9% in 1983. The cost of sales, interest 
outlays and amounts provided for depre-
ciation all increased appreciably. 

Net profit after provision for income tax 
increased by $431 million or 16.1% in 1983. 

Certain interesting observations can he 
made with regard to the above data. 

Of the total income of $26,044 million 
derived from the sales of qoods and services 
$10,976 million or 42.1% was earned by elec-
tric power utilities and $5,623 million or 
21.6% was earned by liquor boards. Of the 
total investment income of $2,926 million, 
$2,316 million or 79.1% was received by 
enterprises engaged in finance, insurance 
and real estate while $384 million or 13.1% 
went to electric power utilities. 

Salaries and wages and material and other 
purchases accounted for $3,838 million and 
$13,230 million respectively or 14.6% and 
50.510 of total expenses. Debt charges of 
$6,523 million and depreciation and deple-
tion provision of $1,872 million accounted 
for 24.9% and 7.1% respectively of the same 
outlays. The amount claimed as interest 
expenses excludes $2,319 million capitalized 
during the construction of facilities for 
enterprises engaged in transportation, com-
munication and other public-utility type of 
activities and includes $3,210 million paid 
either to governments or to government 
enterprises. Electric power utilities which 
owed 61.9% of total enterprise debt out-
standing paid 53.4% of total debt charges. 

Of the total net profit of $3,108 mil-
lion, $1,901 million was earned by provin-
cial liquor commissions, and $1,237 million 
by electric power commissions profits of 
$509 million, $47 million and $24 million 
were recorded by enterprises engaged in 
service industries, gas distribution and 
transportation, while losses of $573 mil-
lion, $137 million, $44 million and $16 
million were suffered by enterprises engaged 
in finance, insurance and real estate, manu-
facturing, mines, quarries and oil wells, 
and telephone utilities.

yeai-ends nearest to December 31, 1983 by 
industry and province respectively. Table 29 
portrays the total change that took place 
during the current year. 

Assets increased in value by $8,799 mil-
lion or 8.4% over the corresponding figure 
at the end of 1982. This expansion on the 
assets side was balanced by increases of 
$7,272 million or 8.1% of liabilities and 
$1,527 million or 10.1 10 in net worth. 

Of total fixed assets of provincial 
government enterprises valued at $78,638 
million at the end of 1983, those of elec-
tric power utilities acounted for $62,467 
million or 79.4 1'. Of a total increase of 
$6,049 million, $5,368 million pertained to 
Iectric power, $828 million to mines, quar-

rers and oil wells, $204 million to gas 
listribution, and $309 million to finance, 
insurance and real estate. 

Government 	and government enterprise 
treasury bills, bonds and stock amounted to 
$10,716 million or 56.6% of identifiable in-
vestments at the end of 1983.

The total net worth of $16,577 million of 
provincial government enterprises was made 
up of $6,882 million in capital stock and 
$9,695 million in surplus. Appropriated 
surplus of $4,289 million was maintained 
mostly by electrical utilities for contin-
gencies and rate stabilization, the acqui-
sition of capital assets, insurance, debt 
retirement, and sinking fund. 

The balance in unappropriated surplus 
reached $2,948 million during the year. 
Credits include net profits of $3,108 mil-
lion, liquor revenue other than profits of 
$104 million and contributions of $725 mil-
lion including $722 million from parent 
governments. Net  transfers of $577 million 
were made to appropriated surplus and 
amounts totalling $2,727 million were remit-
ted to provincial governments. 

(1) This method of presentation facilitates 
the treatment of combined direct debt 
statistics of the parent government and 
its enterprises. In those cases where a 
sinking fund is maintained by the enter-
prise against bonds and debentures in-
curred by the province on its behalf, 
the year-end balance has been classified 
as an equity in the provincial sinking 
fund and offset against the loan payable 
to the province.

1 9  1982, the operating result.s are allocated 
to member provinces on the basis of the 
number of tickets sold within the province. 

James Bay Development Corporation 

In July 1971, the Quebec government 
created the James Bay Development Corpora-
tion to undertake the development of natural 
resources in northwestern Quebec. 

By agreement with the James Bay Energy 
Corporation (a subsidiary of Hydro-Quebec), 
the James Bay Development Corporation agreed 
to plan and construct all infrastructure 
required to develop the hydro-electric re-
sources of the territory. Ninety-nine per 
cent of the cost of planning and construc-
tion and all maintenance and operating 
expenses are to be borne by the James Bay 
rriergy Corporation as long as it remains the 
nle user. Although the infrastructure 

remains the exclusive property of the James 
Ray Development Corporation, the value of 
the contribution by James Bay Energy Corpo-
ration is included as fixed assets of the 
Hydro-Quebec consolidated balance sheet. 

Régie des installations olympiques 

This corporation was enacted on November 
20, 1975 under the Act to incorporate the 
Régie des installations olympiques to build, 
equip and operate the olympic installations. 

The Fonds Special Olympique was created 
in 1976 to collect the special tax on tobac-
co and the net receipts reserved to Quebec 
from Loto Canada. The fund is used for loan 
reimbursements, interest payments and the 
costs of olympic installations completion. 
The fund has been consolidated with the 
financial statements of the Régie. 

Sictrnc Normines 

This new company was established by 
Sidbec (50.1 10) as a joint venture with 
Rritish Steel Corporation (41.7%) and Quebec 
lining (8.2%).

These are 
reported net of rebates and discounts. Sig-
nificant amounts of total sales made to an 
individual customer or group of customers, 
e.g., from a provincial power corporation to 
its municipally-owned distributors, are sep-
.rtp1\ irlorr ifjycl whrrerr pooiI.le. 

Investment income. This rategory comprises 
three sub-classifications; interest, rentals 
and other investment income. Interest, in 
turn, is classified by origin - governments, 
government enterprises and other sources. 
Amounts classified to the first two of these 
captions are further identified by level of 
government. The sub-classification "rentals" 
is self-explanatory while "other investment 
income" includes such items as dividends and 
profits on foreign exchange operations. 

Subsidies. Included under this heading are 
contributions from governments toward cur-
rent costs of production to encourage 
certain types of production, to assist pro-
ducers in areas of special difficulty, to 
protect producers against declines in the 
prices of their products or to support 
socially desirable activities. Contributions 
are identified by level of government. Pay-
ments in respect of losses are recorded in 
the St at ernent of Unappropriated Surplus.

The income of government enterprises is 
classified into "sales of goods and ser-
vices", "investment income", "subsidies" and 
"other income". Amounts collected by enter-
prises on behalf of their parent govern-
rnents, e.g., provincial liquor licences and 
permits collected by liquor authorities, are 
excluded from enterprise income.

Government enterprise expense comprises 
six principal categories: "salaries and 
wages", "materials and other purchases", 
"debt charges", "grants in lieu of taxes", 
"depreciation" and "other expenses". 

Salaries and wages. This category includes 
total renumeration to employees for services 
rendered. 

Materials and other purchases. Significant 
amounts of purchases From a single suppli-
ers, e.g., by a municipal electric utility 
from a provincial power corporation, are 
reported separately where indentifiable. 

Debt charges. This heading includes interest 
and other debt charges. Interest expense is 
identified in terms of the payees - govern-
ments, government enterprises and others. 
The first two categories are sub-divided by 
level of government. Other debt charges are 
comprised of amortization of bond discount 
and bond issue and redemption expenses. 

Grits in lieu of taxes. These consist of 
transfers, mostly to local governments, that 
government enterprises make instead of pay -
ing property taxes. 

Provision for depreciation and depletion. 
The amount reported by the enterprise, re-
gardless of the method of computation, is 
recorded under this category. 

Other expense. This is a residual category 
including allowances for doubtful accounts, 
losses on foreign exchange transactions and 
other expenses not classified elsewhere. 

Income tax. Federal corporation income tax 
(but not provincial) is payable by federal 
"proprietary" corporations; these are iden-
tified in Section D of the Financial Admin-
istration Act. All other federal, provincial 
and local enterprises (except subsidiaries 
of such enterprises) are exempt from federal 
and provincial corporation income taxes 
unless they are less than 90% owned by the 
Crown. Subsidiaries are only exempt if they 
are owned 10014 by enterprises which are 
themselves exempt. 

Dépenses

Assets. Liabilities and Net Worth 

The balance sheet classificat tons used 
for government enterprise statistics follow 
closely those developed for general govern-
ment statistics, with the mothfications 
required to accommodate those transactions 
of a business nature which are peculiar to 
government enterprises. 

On the asset side, the following addi-
tions have been made: 

Cash with provincial goverments. This sub-
heading of the classification "Cash on hand 
and on deposit" is used to accommodate the 
practice of certain provinces which require 
their enterprises to deposit funds surplus 
to immediate requirements with the provin-
cial treasury rather than in banks or other 
financ tal inst itut ions. 

Accrued revenue and prepaid expenses. This 
category, particular to business enter-
prises, is not normally encountered in the 
activities of government. No special de-
acript ion is needed, however, since it is 
aelf-explanatory. 

Inventories. The valuation set by the enter-
prise is used. 

The items added on the liability side are 
as follows: 

Savings deposits. Liabilities to depositors 
of provincial financial institutions, such 
as the Province of Ontario Savings Office 
and the Treasury Branches Deposits Fund of 
Alberta, are identified under this caption. 

Accrued expenses and deferred credits. This 
is self-explanatory and is the counterpart 
of "accrued revenue and prepaid expenses" on 
the assets side of the balance sheet. 

Hinority interest. Under this caption are 
recorded anounts so reported by enterprises 
which consolidate in their financial state-
ment the activities of subsidiaries which 
they do not own in their entirety. 

The statement of net worth identifies the 
capital stock and surplus of enterprises.

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Surplus. This comprises three categories: 
"unappropriated surplus", "appropriated sur-
plus" and "contributed surplus". The nature 
and determination of "unapproprtated sur-
plus" is described in paraqraph above. 
"Appropriated surplus" identifies the typi-
cal reserves established by government 
enterprises. "Contributed surplus" distin-
guishes between "interest-free working 
capital" and "capital" contributions, the 
latter Encluding both physical assets and 
anounts provided for their acquisition. 
"Contributed surplus" further identifies the 
contributors by level of government or 
government enterprise.
