In 1985, provincial government busmess 
enterprises recorded a total net profit after 
taxes of $2,711 million, an increase of $371 
million or 16%. The provincial liquor authorities, 
with profits of $2,131 million were the most 
profitable enterprises in 1985, followed by 
provincial lottery corporations with earnings of 
$883 million and provincial hydros with profits 
of $595 million. In terms of losses, enterprises 
in the Finance, Insurance and Real Estate 
industry reported loss of $637 million. 

2. The increase of $1,299 million in interest 
expense was primarily due to increase 
borrowings and a reduction of $315 million in 
capitalized interest.

1.0 Introduction 

This publication presents financial statistics of 
government enterprises for 1985 and as such 
indicates the extent and the profitability of 
government activity in the business sector of the 
economy. It complements the publications 
Provincial Government Finance, Catalogues 
68-207 and 68-209.Together they provide 
financial data on the provincial government's 
statistical universe. 

2.0 Statistics Canada's System of Govern- 
ment Financial Management Statistics 

Statistics Canada's system of government 
financial management statistics - FMS for short - is 
a standardized framework which incorporates 
financial statistics from all levels and agencies of 
government in Canada. The system has been 
developed over the past 50 years by Statistics 
Canada in co-operation with officials from every 
level of government, and with people from the 
academic and business worlds. Over the years, as 
the activities of governments have evolved and as 
the needs of people who use government financial 
data have changed. the EMS has been continually 
updated and improved. 

2.1 The Need for FMS 

Governments and their agencies report on 
their financial activities in a variety of ways, 
including detailed annual reports, quarterly 
summaries and budgets. But because these 
reports reflect the organization and accounting 
practices of the government or agency concerned, 
there is little uniformity in the way governments 
produce their financial statistics. The only exception 
occurs at the local government level, where similar 
governmental bodies within the same province or 
territory, are required to use standardized 
accounting systems and reports. 

The Financial Management System replaces 
the diverse formats of various government financial 
reports with a standardized framework which des-
cribes expenditures in terms of functions performed 
and revenues raised to cover these expenditures in 
terms of sources. In addition, FMS tracks the 
effects of imbalances between revenues and 
expenditures on the financial assets and liabilities 
of governments.

2.0 Le système statistique de gestion des fi- 
nances publiques de Statistique Canada 

Le système statistique de gestion des finances 
publiques de Statistique Canada - SGF - est un 
ensemble normalisé qui englobe des statistiques 
financières de tous les paliers administratifs et 
organismes gouvernementaux au Canada. II a été mis 
au point au cours des 50 dernières années par 
Statistique Canada avec Ia collaboration des 
représentants de tous les ordres d'administration, du 
milieu universitaire et du monde des aftaires. Au fil 
des ans. au  fur et a mesure de 'evolution des 
activités gouvernementales et des besoins des 
utilisateurs de données sur les finances publiques. le 
SGF a été constamment mis a jour et amélioré. 

2.1 Nécessité du SGF 

Les administrations publiques et leurs organismes 
déclarent leurs activités financiéres de diverses 
maniéres. notamment par des rapports annuels 
détaillés, par des budgets et des sommaires 
trimestriels. Mais étant donné que ces rapports 
traduisent 'organisation et les méthodes comptables 
de l'administration publique ou de l'organisme en 
question, Ia tacon dont les administrations produisent 
leurs statistiques financières nest pas trés uniforme, 
sauf au niveau local, oü des organismes 
gouvernementaux de méme nature au sein de Ia 
méme province ou du méme territoire doivent utiliser 
des rapports et des systèmes comptables normalisés. 

Le système de gestion Iinancière, qui remplace 
les divers rapports financiers gouvernementaux, est 
un ensemble normalisé décrivant les dépenses 
comme étant les services assures et les recettes 
perçues pour couvrir ces dépenses comme étant des 
sources.

There are a number of advantages to compiling 
financial information gathered from a variety of 
sources into a single statistical framework. For one 
thing, statistics produced in conformity with FMS 
are consistent over long periods of time, thereby 
allowing for a better understanding of changing 
patterns in governmental financial activities. In 
addition. FMS permits ready comparisons of 
financial data, both between different governments 
at the same level, and between levels of 
government.

2.2 Concepts Used in FMS 

FMS uses a number of concepts in order to 
standardize financial data from a variety of sources. 

Government is a key concept in the FMS 
framework. It includes federal and provincial 
governments, together with all bodies created by 
them, including territorial governments, munici-
palities, other legal entities with the power to levy 
taxes, and all other entities created or acquired by 
those governments and owned by them. 

For the purposes of FMS, government is 
divided into two universes - general government 
and government enterprise - each of which has 
three levels, federal, provincialiterritorial and local. 

The general government universe includes the 
central core of ministries and departments together 
with their special funds. These include all boards, 
agencies, commissions and similar bodies created, 
or acquired and owned by governments to provide 
services different in character, funding and/or cost 
from those provided by other sectors of the 
economy. 

The government enterprise universe includes 
organizations created or acquired and owned by 
government to sell goods or services on the open 
market and whose principal revenues derive from 
such sales. 

Consolidation is another concept basic to 
FMS. In the general government universe, federal 
ministries and departments and their special funds 
are consolidated and treated as a single statistical 
unit. The same applies to each province and 
territory. At the local government level, 
consolidation is carried a step further. Statistics 
from all local governments (municipalities, local 
school authorities, special purpose authorities and 
their special funds) are consolidated and treated as 
a single statistical unit for each province and 
territory. After these primary consolidations, data  

2.2 Concepts utilisés dans le SGF

uonsidered separately. Finally, all provincial 
territoriallocal statistics are consolidated with 
federal data to produce a single set of statistics for 
all governments in Canada. 

In the government enterprise universe, 
consolidation is less widespread. Generally, it is 
restricted to a parent company and its subsidiaries. 
Statistics are produced for each level of 
government, with separate statistical series for 
major divisions within the standard industrial 
classification system.

2.3 The Classification Framework Used in 
FMS 

FMS uses a standardized classification frame-
work for revenues, expenditures and assets and 
liabilities. 

In the government enterprise universe, these 
rms follow classifications of the enterprise 

oncerned as well as recommendations for profit-
oriented businesses from the Canadian Institute of 
Chartered Accountants. 

In the general government universe, revenue is 
classified by source - either as revenues which a 
government coVets itself or as revenues transferred 
from other governments. 

Money collected by a government from its own 
sources is further classified by origin: 

- from taxes (including levies for health and 
social insurance); 

- from natural resources; 
- from privileges, licences and permits; 
- from sales; 
- from investments. 

Revenues arising from transfers from other 
governments are further classified by transferor 
and then by purpose into general or specific. In all 
cases, the principal components of each main 
classification are identified.  

2.3 Cadre de classification utilisé dans le SGF

Expenditures are classified by function, either 
the purpose of the expenditure or the service it 
provides. Eighteen such functions are identified. 
most of which include a number of sub-functions. 

Assets and liabilities are classified according to 
standard accounting practices. but only financial 
assets and liabilities are identified, since all 
expenditures, including purchases of fixed assets, 
are deemed to be current. Sub-classifications of 
both assets and liabilities highlight relationships 
between governments. 

2.4 Accounting Procedures 

Generally speaking, FMS statistics for the 
general government universe are produced 
according to the modified cash system of 
accounting which records transactions when the 
monies are received or spent. At the end of the 
accounting period, however, major transactions 
which have been completed (except for the receipt 
on disbursement of money) are accrued as 
receivables or payables. In addition, all transactions 
are deemed to be current. 

In the government enterprise universe, FMS 
follows generally accepted accounting principles for 
profit-oriented businesses established by the 
Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants.

3.0 Government Enterprises in the Financial 
Management System 

This publication contains data in respect of that 
part of the provincial'territorial government universe 
which is defined as government enterprises. 

Government enterprises are agencies engaged 
primarily in operations of a commercial or industrial 
nature, which either compete actively with similar 
operations in the private sector or monopolize 
activities that would otherwise be carried out in the 
private sector. 

These activities are usually carried out by a 
Crown corporation or special agency with specific 
powers and subject to varying degrees of financial 
control by the government, and of public 
accountability. The publication covers the pro-
vincial and territorial enterprises listed on page 24. 

3.0 Les entreprises publiques et le système de

- the acquisition by consumers of the goods or 
services must be voluntary. 

The system of Government Financial 
Management Statistics, Catalogue 68-507E, 
March 1984 now defines an enterprise as any 
entity separated from but owned by government 
which sells goods and:or services primarily on the 
open market and whose principal revenues derive 
from these sales andor other of its own sources 
meeting the following criteria: 

Separate existence. Prima tacie evidence of a 
separate physical existence is, at least, a separate 
set of accounts. 

Ownership. More than 50% of the rights of 
:roprietorship of an entity must be vested in one or 
nore governments andor government enterprises. 
Proprietorship rights are determined on the basis of 
ioldings of voting stock for incorporated entities. 
The extent of government ownership is determined 
from the provisions of the statute or other 
instrument under which it is created or acquired for 
unincorporated entities. 

The entity must have effective if not legal 
control of all assets required for its operations. 

Open market. Government enterprises must 
provide goods andior services to the general public 
and/or businesses. Those to whom the good or 
service is offered are free to acquire or reject it. 

PrincIpal revenues. Over a three to five-year 
period, the revenue derived by an entity from its 
own sources, such as, sales, interest income, 
rentals, licenses, permits, other fees, etc., must 
exceed that received in the form of subsidies or 
other sustaining transfers. (General subsidies 
provided to both public and private enterprises are 
exclLiii(d in ippIyirn. 9w C 1tEt )T 
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Crown corporations not satisfying the above-
mentioned criteria are classified as special funds or 
treated as extensions of a government department 
and therefore consolidated with the parent 
government. 

Government enterprises may be established 
under the authority of a special statute by a single 
government, or jointly by two or more 
governments, or in accordance with existing laws 
governing incorporation. They may also be 
established by takeover, expropriation or purchase 
of shares in a private corporation by a government. 

Les sociAtAs de Ia Couronne qui ne satisfont pas 
aux critéres mentionnOs ci-dessus sont considerées 
comme des fonds spéciaux ou bien des prolcm-
gemerits de ministéres et, par consequent, conii 
étant rattachées a l'administration publique mere.

4.0 Comparability with Other Statistical 
Frameworks 

In the second statistical system, the Canadian 
System of National Accounts (SNA), enterprises 
are classified in the corporate and government 
business sector as their activities are conducted on 
an essentially commercial basis where the 
operation is designed to be self-sustaining and 
where a price is set for the goods and services 
which is calculated to cover costs. The 
transactions of both financial and non-financial 
corporations are covered. As government business 
enterprises act in a quasi-administrative capacity 
to promote government policy objectives, they may 
be less strongly oriented toward profit maximization 
than their counterparts in the private sector. 

While there are differences at the federal level 
in the components of the government enterprise 
universe between the two statistical systems, the 
two systems are identical at the provincial level. 

The Financial Management System does not 
provide the distinct breakdown between non-
financial (Sector IV) and financial enterprises 
(Sector IX) as published by Financial Flows in their 
Catalogue 13-002, Financial Flows, quarterlies in 
Canada totals and Catalogue 13-563, Financial 
Flows, Occasional, 1961-1967. 

Other differences apart from universe exist in 
concept and timing between the two statistical 
systems: 

Not all enterprises have fiscal quarter ends 
coinciding with the calendar quarter end used by 
National Accounts. The FMS accounts identify all 
financial transactions of governments with their 
enterprises, while the System of National Accounts 
groups these transactions as claims on government 
enterprises. 

4.0 Comparaison avec d'autres cadres statis-
tiques 

Dans le deuxième système statistique, le Système 
canadien de comptabilité nationale (SCCN), les 
entreprises sont classées dans le secteur des 
sociétés et des entreprises commerciales publiques si 
leurs activités sont essentiellement commerciales, 
qu'elles s'autofinancent et qu'elles fixent un prix pour 
leurs produits et services en fonction des coCjts. Les 
activités des sociétés financières et non financières 
sont également visées. Comme les entreprises 
commerciales publiques sont dotées d'un pouvoir 
quasi-administratif lorsqu'il s'agit de promouvoir les 
objectifs des politiques du gouvernement, elles ori 
peut-étre moms tendance que leurs homoloqii 
secteur privé a viser a maximiser leurs profits. 

Méme Si les deux systèmes stat tk]us 
comportent des differences au niveau fédéral quant 
aux composantes de l'univers des entreprises 
publiques, its sont identiques au niveau provincial. 

Dans le système de gestion tinancière, 
contrairement aux Comptes des flux financiers, pour 
'ensemble du Canada, publication trimestrielle no 
13-002 au catalogue et publication hors-série, no 
13-563 au catalogue, 1961-1967, il n'existe pas de 
distinction entre les entreprises non financiéres 
(secteur IV) et les entreprises financières (secteur IX). 

Outre l'univers, les deux systèmes statistiques 
different également du point de vue des concepts et 
de l'actuatité: 

Toutes les entreprises ne choisissent pas de 
terminer leurs trimestres financiers en méme temps 
que Ies trimestres civils adoptés dans les Comptes 
nationaux. Dans le SGF, on distingue toutes les 
transactions financières des administrations publiques 
avec leurs entreprises alors que dans le système des 
Comptes nationaux. on regroupe toutes ces 
transactions, qui doivont OtrO locIirnis pir Ins 
entrnprises puhliues. 



The System of National Accounts (SNA) adopts 
the accrual method of accounting rather than the 
accrual andior modified cash system used by the 
r rJ S.  

The EMS and SNA differ in their treatment of 
tho profits of the liquor authorities. Under the FMS, 
all profits including dividends paid by enterprises to 
their parent governments are classified as 
revenues of these governments, while unremitted 
profits are added to the surpluses of the 
enterprises. In the NIEA, however, the remitted 
profits of liquor authorities are classified as indirect 
tax revenue of their parent governments. 

5.0 Coverage, Sources and Methods 

Data are drawn from the published annual 
reports of the enterprises and the public accounts 
of the provinces and territories. In addition, some 
further information has been obtained from 
company and government officials whose co-
operation is greatfully acknowledged. 

In order to facilitate comparison with similar 
industries of the private sector, government 
enterprises are classified by their principal activities 
arid grouped by industry division according to the 
Standard Industrial Classification, 1980 
Catalogue 12-501E) manual. 

6.0 Caveat 

The Caisse de dépôt et placement du Québec 
was established in 1965 to administer the assets of 
the Québec Pension Plan. Since then, the Caisse 
de depOt was given the responsibility to administer 
the funds of various government pension plans, 
and public insurance plans. The Caisse has a clear 
mandate to invest, protect and insure the growth of 
the assets of these funds. 

The Caisse is administered into two divisions: 
the general fund and the specialized funds. The 
general fund, whose major depositors are the 
Québec Pension Plan and the Québec Automobile 
Insurance Board, is considered since 1966 as a 
government business enterprise for both the EMS 
and the SNA. The specialized funds which 
appeared a few years later have never been 
considered as an integral part of the Caisse de 
depOt for the purpose of our statistics. Since the 
Caisse de dépôt administers the funds in the same 
manner and exercises effective control over all 
funds, it was decided that the Caisse de dépôt in 
its entirety be treated as a government business 
enterprise in the FMS.

5.0 Univers observe, sources et méthodes 

Les données sont tirées des rapports annuels que 
publient les entreprises et des comptes publics des 
provinces et territoires. De plus, des agents d'entre-
prises et d'administrations, dont Ia collaboration a été 
des plus précieuses, ont fait parvenir des renseigne-
ments complémentaires. 

Pour faciliter les comparaisons avec les industries 
semblables du secteur privé, nous avons classé les 
entreprises publiques d'après leur principale activité 
et nous los avons groupées par divisions dindustries 
selon Ia Classification type des industries, 1980 
(no 12-501F au catalogue). 

6.0 Mise en garde 

La Caisse de dépôt et de placement du Québec a 
été crOée en 1965 pour administrer les fonds qui 
proviennent de Ia Régie des rentes du Québec. Au fil 
des années, Ia Caisse de depOt s'est vu confiée 
d'autres fonds provenant de divers regimes de 
pension et d'assurance publics. La Caisse de dépôt a 
le mandat d'investir, de protéger et d'assurer Ia 
croissance du capital qui lui est confié. 

La Caisse de depOt comprend deux divisions, a 
savoir: le fonds général et los fonds particuliers. Le 
fonds général dont les avoirs proviennent majori-
tairement de Ia Régie des rentes du Québec et de Ia 
Régie de l'assurance automobile du Québec est 
considéré depuis 1966 comme entreprise commer-
dale publique dans le SGF et le SCN. Los fonds 
particuliers qui sont apparus plus tard n'ont jamais été 
considérés comme partie intégrale do Ia Caisse do 
depOt dans nos statistiques. Considérant quo tous les 
fonds confiés a Ia Caisse de dépôt sont gérés do Ia 
méme taçon et quelle exerce un contrOle effectif sur 
tous los fonds, ii a été décidé que Ia Caisse de depOt 
dans son entier Soit considérée comme entreprise 
commerciale publique dans te SOF. 
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The 1984 financial statistics for both revenue 
and expense and assets and liabilities have been 
amended for comparability for the purpose of the 
'Review of the year. Liabilities of provincial 
government business enterprises as shown in Text 
Table Ill have been amended to 1980. 

7.0 Review of the Year 1985 

7.1 Net Income 

Net income after income tax of provincial 
government business enterprises increased by 
$371 million or 16% to reach $2,711 million in 
1985. 

Of the total net profit of $2,711 million, $2,131 
million was earned by provincial liquor 
commissions, and $595 million by electric power 
commissions. Profits of $801 million and $24 
million were also recorded by enterprises engaged 
in Service Industries and Communication. 

The following industries reported losses: "Finance, 
Insurance and Real Estates' $637 million; 'Mines, 
Quarries and Oil Wells" $195 million and 
'Manufacturing' $186 million.

7.1 Bénéfice Net 

Le bénéfice net après impôts sur le revenu des 
entreprises commerciales publiques provinciales a 
augmenté de $371 millions (16%) pour s'étáblir a 
$2,711 millions en 1985. 

Quant au bénéfice net total de $2,711 millions, 
$2,131 millions sont allés aux régies des alcools et 
$595 millions aux commissions dénergie électrique. 
Les bénéfices des entreprises du secteur des 
services et des communications ont respectivement 
été de $801 millions et de $24 millions. 

Les industries suivantes ont enregistré des pertes: 
"finances, assurances et affaires immobilières", $637 
millions; 'mines, carrières et puits de pétrole", $195 
millions: "industries manufacturières", $186 millions. 
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7.2 Income 

Total income of provincial government business 
iterprises increased by $1,562 million or 5% to 

rch S35,536 million in 1985. Income from the 
;les of goods and services contributed the largest 
hare (85%) of the total revenue. As loan and 
iivestment portfolio continues to expand, 

investment income reached $4,669 million, up 
14% from the year before. 

Of the total income of $30,290 million derived 
from the sales of goods and services, $13,470 
million or 44% was earned by electric power 
utilities and $5,749 million or 19% was earned by 
liquor boards. Of the total investment income of 
$4,669 million, $3,938 million or 84% was earned 
by enterprises engaged in Finance, Insurance and 
Real Estate while $459 million or 10°/o went to 
electric power utilities. 

7.3 Expense 

Total expense reached a total of $32,802 
million in 1985, up $1,211 million, or 4 0/6, from last 
year. The cost of sales, interest outlays, 
depreciation and other expenses increased 
appreciably.  

7.2 Revenus 

En 1985, le revenu total des entreprises 
commerciales publiques proviriciales a augmentè de 
$1,562 millions (5%) pour s'établir a $35.536 
millions.

7.3 Dépenses 

Les dépenses des entreprises commerciales 
publiques provinciales ant atteint un rtiveau de 
$32,802 millions au cours de 1985. soit une 
augmentation de $1,211 millions (4%) par rapport a 
l'annAe précédente. Les coUts de vente, le service do 
Ia dette, los provisions d'ammortissernent et los 
autres dépenses ant enregistré do fortes hausses.

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"Salaries and wages" and material and other 
purchases" accounted for $4,352 million and 
$14,473 million respectively or 13% and 44% of 
total expenses. Debt charges of $10,116 million 
and depreciation and depletion provision of $2,266 
million accounted for 31% and 7% respectively of 
the outlays. 

Increased borrowings and the reduction of 
$315 million of interest being capitalized in the 
previous year are responsible for the increase of 
$1,316 million in debt charges. The amount 
claimed as interest expenses excludes $1,535 
million capitalized during the construction of 
facilities for enterprises engaged in Transportation, 
Communication and other public-utility type of 
activities and includes $4,486 million paid either to 
governments or to government enterprises. Electric 
power utilities, which owed 58% of total enterprise 
debt outstanding, paid $5,508 million or 54% of 
total debt charges. 

Other expenses totaled $1,595 million, a drop 
of $383 million over the previous year. Industries 
responsible for the main changes were: 

Mining, Quarries and Oil Wells with a decrease 
of $589 million, mainly due to the ceasing of 
operations of Normines Inc. (see p. 44), which 
brought about an extraordinary write-off of 
fixed assets and closing costs of $609 million 
in 1984. 

• Electric power utilities reported an increase of 
$204 million, mainly due to an increase of 
$142 million in the amortization of unrealized 
foreign exchange losses on long term debt. 

• Finance, Insurance and Real Estate indicated a 
decrease of $129 million due to the lower 
provision for potential losses. 

7.4 Assets, Liabilities and Net Worth 

Total assets stood at $140,569 million at the 
end of 1985, an increase of $7,446 million or 6% 
over the corresponding figure of 1984. This 
expansion on the assets side was balanced by 
increases of $7,127 million or 6% of liabilities 
($122,189 million) and $319 million or 2% in net 
worth ($18,380 million).

Assets 

Of total fixed assets of provincial government 
enterprises valued at $86,861 million at the end of 
1985, those of electric power utilities accounted for 
$69,550 million or 80%. Of a total annual increase 
of $3,208 million, $3,500 million pertained to 
electric power, $374 million to Transportation, and 
$201 million to Finances, Insurances and Real 
Estate industry. Fixed assets of the Gas 
Distribution industry decreased by $940 million due 
to the privatization of Gaz Metropolitain and Gaz 
Inter-cite Québec Inc. 

The investment portfolio of provincial govern-
ment enterprises increased by $2,791 million to 
reach $31,357 million. Investments in government 
and government enterprise treasury bills, bonds

Figures for 
investments do not include payments made by 
enterprises into the sinking funds of their parent 
governments to repay borrowings made by the 
provinces on their behalf. 

Of the total loans outstanding (S4,294 million) 
at the end of 1985, $2,884 million was lent to 
private businesses and $739 million to 
governments and their enterprises. The group 
Finance, Insurance and Real Estate" is 

responsible for the larger portion of the lending. 

Liabihties and Sources of Funds 

Liabilities of provincial government business 
enterprises (PGBE's) reached a total of $122,189 
million in fiscal 1985, up $7,127 million, or 6%, 
from the previous year. Since 1984 most provincial 
government business enterprises implemented the 
recommendation of the Canadian Institute of 
Chartered Accountants regarding foreign currency 
translation. Long term debt, which was formerly 
converted at rates in effect at date of borrowing" 
is now converted at rates in effect "at the balance 
sheet date'.

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Borrowings from the private sector provide the 
largest portion of the funds required by the 
PGBE's. These borrowings (which consist of 
bonds, notes, bank loans, etc.) reached a level of 
$61,836 million at December 1985, up $3,911 
million or 7%, from last year. 

In addition, it is important to note that cash 
requirements of PGBE's met by the private sector, 
is not limited to the $61,836 million above, 
because some of the borrowings by provincial 
governments on behalf of PGBE, shown in Text 
Table Ill, was also met by private market 
borrowings. 

Borrowing from government and government 
business enterprises also constituted a major 
portion of the liabilities of the PGBE's. During fiscal 
1985, these financial resources were increased by 
$2,736 million bringing the total to $46,605 million.

Net Worth 

The total net worth of S18.380 million of 
provincial government enterprises was made up of 
$7,301 million in capital stock and S11,079 million 
in surplus. Appropriated surplus of $5,445 million 
was maintained mostly by electrical utilities for 
contingencies and rate stabilization, the acquisition 
of capital assets, insurance, debt retirement, and 
sinking fund. 

The balance in unappropriated surplus reached 
$1,422 million during the year. Credits include net 
profits of $2,711 million, liquor revenue other than 
profits of $95 million and contributions of $668 
million including $662 million from parent 
governments. Net  transfers of $565 million were 
made to appropriated surplus and amounts totalling 
$3,176 million were remitted to provincial 
governments.

Previously, the financial data of these provincial 
government enterprises were shown under the 
category Other, Effective April 1, 1982, the 
operating results are allocated to member 
provinces on the basis of the number of tickets 
sold within the province. 

Charlottetown Area Development Corporation 
Summerside Waterfront Development 
Corporation 

These enterprises operate commercial real 
estate and tourist facilities. Effective April 1, 1985, 
these enterprises are considered as provincial 
government enterprises. 

Société des établissements de pleiri air du 
Québec 

This Corporation was enacted on December 
21, 1984 under the Act to incorporate the SociAté 
des établissements de plein air du Québec. This 
entity is responsible for the operation of 
recreational or tourist sites and recreational and 
tourist facilities. 

Gaz Métropolitain Inc. 

The shareholding of the Caisse de dépöt et de 
placement du Québec and of SOQUIP in the voting 
rights of Gaz Métropolitain decreased to 49.7% at 
the end of December, 1984. Since January 1985, 
Gaz Métropolitain is now part of the private sector.

James Bay Development Corporation

By agreement with the James Bay Energy

territory. Ninety-nine per cent of the cost of 
planning and construction and all maintenance and 
operating expenses are to be borne by the James 
Bay Energy Corporation as long as it remains the 
sole user. Although the infrastructure remains the 
exclusive property of the James Bay Development 
Corporation, the value of the contribution by James 
Bay Energy Corporation is included as fixed assets 
of the Hydro-Quebec consolidated balance sheet. 

Régie des installations olympiques 

This corporation was enacted on November 20, 
1975 under the Act to incorporate the Régie des 
installations olympiques to build, equip and operate 
the olympic installations. 

The Fonds Special Olympique was created in 
1976 to collect the special tax on tobacco and the 
net receipts reserved to Quebec from Loto Canada. 
The fund is used for loan reimbursements, interest 
payments and the costs of olympic installations 
completion. The fund has been consolidated with 
the financial statements of the Régie.

Sidbec Normines Inc (SNI) 

This new company was established by Sidbec 
(50.1%) as a joint venture with British Steel 
Corporation (41.7%) and Quebec Mining (8.2%). 
Sidbec Normines is responsible for the mining of 
iron ore at the Fire Lake mine and the operation of 
iron ore pelletizing plant at Port-Cartier. 

In October 1984, considering the severe 
economic crisis facing the iron ore industry of the 
North Shore of the province of Quebec. SNI, its 
shareholders, pellet buyers and the Government of 
Quebec decided that SNI cease its mining 
operations in December, 1984. SNI will have to 
bear the costs of closing as stated in the format 
agreement. 

SNI leased its installations at Port Cartier to 
Quebec Cartier Mining Company (QCMC) for a 
period of 15 years. The shareholders of SNI have 
agreed to all transactions and commitments and 
are committed to pay or reimburse all costs, 
compensation, residual costs and contingent costs 
related to the permanent closing of the iron ore 
pelletizing plant including the principal and interest 
of the debenture debt. 

Sidbec Normines Inc. (SNI)

The company is responsible for favoring 
the implementation, modernization, expansion, 
development, consolidation or regrouping of 
companies engaged in the transportation industry 
to satisfy the commercial and industrial interests of 
the province. The consolidated financial statements 
include the accounts of the company and its wholly 
owned subsidiary 1848-7199 Québec Inc., and its 
subsidiary Québecair.

Manitoba Mineral Resources Ltd. 
Channel Area Loggers Ltd. 
Moose Lake Loggers Ltd. 

Since 1985 the above corporations are 
classified as provincial government business 
enterprises. They were previously considered as 
special funds of the Province of Manitoba.

Income 

The income of government enterprises is 
classified into "sales of goods and services, 
"investment income", "subsidies and 'other 
income. Amounts collected by enterprises on 
behalf of their parent governments, e.g., provincial 
liquor licences and permits collected by liquor 
authorities, are excluded from enterprise income. 

Sales of goods and services. These are reported 
net of rebates and discounts. Significant amounts 
of total sales made to an individual customer or 
group of customers, e.g., from a provincial power 
corporation to its municipally-owned dtstributors,

Investment income. This category comprises 
three subclassifications: interest, rentals and 
other investment income. Interest, in turn, is 
classified by origin: governments, government 
enterprises and other sources. Amounts classified 
to the first two of these captions are further 
identified by level of government. The sub-
classification "rentals" is self-explanatory while 
"other investment income" includes such items as 
dividends and profits on foreign exchange 
operations. 

Subsidies. Included under this heading are 
contributions from governments toward current 
costs of production to encourage certain types of 
production, to assist producers in areas of special 
difficulty, to protect producers against declines in 
the prices of their products or to support socially 
desirable activities. Contributions are identified by 
level of government. Payments in respect of 
losses are recorded in the Statement of 
Unappropriated Surplus. 

Other income. This comprises all income not 
otherwise specified. 

Revenus

Revenus de placements. Ce poste comprend trois 
rubriques: les intéréts, les loyers et autres revenus de 
placements. A leur tour, les intéréts sont classes 
selon leur provenance: administrations publiques, 
entreprises publiques et autres sources; dans les 
deux premiers cas, ii existe une ventilation 
supplémentaire selon le palier d'administration 
publique.

Subvention. On classe ici les contributions des

Expense 

Government enterprise expense comprises six 
principal categories: 'salaries and wages" 
"materials and other purchases", debt charges", 
"grants in lieu of taxes", depreciation and other 
expenses. 

Salaries and wages. This category includes total 
renumeration to employees for services rendered. 

Materials and other purchases. Significant 
amounts of purchases from a single suppliers, e.g. 
by a municipal electric utility from a provincial 
power corporation, are reported separately where 
indentifiable. 

Debt charges. This heading includes interest and 
other debt charges. Interest expense is identified in 
terms of the payees - governments, government 
enterprises and others. The first two categories are 
sub-divided by level of government. Other debt 
charges are comprised of amortization of bond 
discount and bond issue and redemption expenses. 

Grants in lieu of taxes. These consist of 
transfers, mostly to local governments, that 
government enterprises make instead of paying 
property taxes. 

Provision for depreciation and depletion. The 
amount reported by the enterprise, regardless of 
the method of computation, is recorded under this 
category. 

Other expense. This is a residual category 
including allowances for doubtful accounts, losses 
on foreign exchange transactions and other 
expenses not classified elsewhere. 

Income tax. Federal corporation income tax (but 
not provincial) is payable by federal "proprietary 
corporations; these are identified in Section D of 
the Financial Administration Act. All other federal, 
provincial and local enterprises (except subsidiaries 
of such enterprises) are exempt from federal and 
provincial corporation income taxes unless they are 
less than 90% owned by the Crown. Subsidiaries 
are only exempt if they are owned 1 000/c  by 
enterprises which are themselves exempt. 

Unappropriated Surplus 

The statement of unappropriated surplus 
summarizes those transactions which take place in 
the accounting period under review and which,

On the asset side, the following additions have 
been made: 

Cash with provincial governments. This sub-
heading of the classification "Cash on hand and on 
deposit" is used to accommodate the practice of 
certain provinces which require their enterprises to 
deposit funds surplus to immediate requirements 
with the provincial treasury rather than in banks or 
other financial institutions. 

Accrued revenue and prepaid expenses. This 
:ategory, particular to business enterprises, is not 
normally encountered in the activities of 
iovernment. No special description is needed, 

however, since it is self-explanatory. 

Inventories. The valuation set by the enterprise is 
used. 

The items added on the liability side are as 
follows: 

Savings deposits. Liabilities to depositors of 
provincial financial institutions, such as the 
Province of Ontario Savings Office and the 
Treasury Branches Deposits Fund of Alberta, are 
identified under this caption. 

Accrued expenses and deferred credits. This is 
self-explanatory and is the counterpart of 
"accrued revenue and prepaid expenses" on the 
assets side of the balance sheet. 

Minority interest. Under this caption are recorded 
amounts so reported by enterprises which 
consolidate in their financial statement the activities 
of subsidiaries which they do not own in their 
entirety. 

The statement of net worth identifies the capital 
stock and surplus of enterprises.
