FOREWORD 
This report sets out the 1975 capital spending 

intentions for all sectors of the economy. Comparative 
figures of preliminary actual expenditures in 1974 and 
actual expenditures in 1973 are also given. The results 
are based on a questionnaire survey of individual 
companies and other spending agencies completed 
towards the end of 1974 and in January 1975. The 
figures reflect spending plans as formulated at that 
time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for construc-
tion and for the acquisition of producers' machinery 
and equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 24,000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage, adjustments were made for non-
surveyed and for non-reporting firms. In a few areas, 
where the survey approach is not considered practical, 
expenditure estimates were arrived at independently on 
the basis of current trends and expert opinion in these 
fields (e.g., agriculture and housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions pro-
vides a useful indication of market conditions both in 
the economy at large and in particular industries. Since 
such expenditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expenditures, the 
size and content of the investment program provides 
significant information about demands to be placed 
upon the productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered by the survey. In addition, infor-
mation on the relative size of the capital expenditures 
program planned, both in total and for individual 
industries, gives an indication of the views management 
hold on prospective market demands in relation to 
present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures 
and machinery and equipment are also given in the 
report, but these are shown separately. By including 
these outlays, a more complete picture is provided of 
all demands likely to be made on labour and materials 
in accomplishing the program. 

AVANT-PROPOS 
Nous présentons ici un état des immobilisations 

projetees dans les divers secteurs de l'économie en 1975 
(de même que les dépenses réelles provisoires de 1974 et 
les dépenses réelles de 1973). La plupart des chiffres sont 
fondés sur les réponses a un questionnaire adressé aux 
sociétés particulières et aux autres organismes qui font des 
immobilisations. Comme les réponses ont été préparées 
vers Ia fin de 1974 et en janvier 1975, les chiffres 
représentent les imniobilisations projetées it ce moment-là. 

Les immobilisations prévues comprennent l'ensem-
ble des sommes que les sociétés commerciales, les institu-
tions et les gouvernements du Canada entendent consacrer 
a des constructions et a l'acquisition de machines et 
d'outillage, ainsi que les dépenses visant Ia construction 
d'habitations. L'étude a porte sur environ 24,000 entre-
prises commerciales, mais les totaux ont été ajustds de 
façon it inclure les immobilisations des sociétés qui n'ont 
pas répondu, ainsi que des sociétés qui n'ont pas fait 
partie du relevé. Dans certains secteurs, oi Ia méthode 
d'enquête n'a pas semblé pratique, les montants ont été 
calculés séparément d'après Ia tendance courante et 
l'opinion de spécialistes en la matière (e.g., agriculture, 
pëche et habitation). 

Ces renseignements sur les projets d'irnmobilisations 
fournissent des indications utiles quant a l'état du marché 
dans l'économie en general et dans certaines industries 
particuliêres. Comme ces dépenses représentent une partie 
importante mais toujours variable des dépenses nationales 
brutes, l'envergure du programme des investissements et sa 
repartition entre les différents secteurs donnent une idée 
de Ia demande particulièrement aléatoire que les produc-
teurs canadiens auront a satisfaire au cours de la période 
en cause. De plus, ces renseignements sur l'importance 
relative des iminobilisations projetées dans l'ensemble du 
pays et dans les industries déterminées permettent de 
connaitre les previsions des chefs d'entreprises pour cc qui 
est de Ia demande en fonction de Ia capacité actuelle de 
production. 

Le rapport comprend aussi, quoique sous une 
rubrique distincte, les sommes destinées a Ia reparation 
non.capitalisée d'immeubles, de machines et d'outillage. 
L'inclusion de ces sommes donne une idée plus juste des 
besoins de main-d'oeuvre et de materiaux que représentera 
l'exdcution du programme.

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SECTION 1. APPRAISAL OF THE 1975 CAPITAL EXPENDITURES PROGRAM 
SECTION I. APPRECIATION DU PROGRAMME D'IMMOBILISATIONS POUR 1975 

Capital spending in Canada during 1975, by all 
sectors of the economy is expected to reach S36,88 I 
million'. This total represents a 13.7% increase over 
the 1974 level of $32,451 million. These estimates are 
in current dollars and reflect the level of planned 
intended outlays by respondents at the time of filing of 
their completed questionnaires between November 
1974 and January 1975. 

Capital outlays for new construction are 
expected to reach $23,080 million in 1975, an increase 
of 12.6% over the 1974 program of $20,498 million. 
The previous rate of increase for new construction was 
20.9% and 17.2 1/r, achieved in 1974 and 1973 respec-
tively. The reduced strength in this activity in 1975, 
compared with gains during 1974, results mainly from 
a 3.7% decline expected in residential construction 
based upon a level of 210,000 starts during 1975. 
Non-residential construction on the other hand is 
registering an increase of 21.0% over 1974. 

Acquisition of new machinery and equipment 
during 1975 is expected to amount to $13,802 million, 
15.5% above the 1974 total of $11,953 million. 
Further appraisal of machinery purchases during 1973 
and 1974 showed the 1974 spending to be 6.0% higher 
than indicated at mid-year and 23.7% over 1973. 

The business group (items one to nine in Table 1) 
expects capital outlays of $23,567 million, 18.1% 
higher than the $19,952 million last year, while capital 
spending by institutions and government departments 
is estimated at $6,600 million in 1975, an increase of 
19.5% over the preceding year. 

Utilities contribute the largest advance in the 
business sector for 1975. The total of $7,663 million is 
25.3% above the 1974 level of $6,116 million, resulting 
mainly from expanding capital programs of electric 
power, telephone, railway and urban transit systems. 

Plans for capital outlays in manufacturing also 
indicate substantial strength in a number of industry 
groups in 1975 for a resultant overall gain of 22.3% 
over 1974. The most notable groups in this expansion 
are chemical products including heavy water plants, 
primary metals and paper mills. A number of the 
manufacturing groups such as food and beverages, 
transportation equipment and wood products, show

dans tous les secteurs de l'économie devraient atteindre 
$36,881 millions 1 . II s'agit là d'une progression de 13.7% 
par rapport au chiffre de 532,45 1 millions pour 1974, Ces 
estimations soot exprimées en dollars courants et tiennent 
compte des dépenses prévues par les déciarants au 
moment øü us ont rempli leur questionnaire, entre 
novembre 1974 et janvier 1975. 

On s'attend a ce quc les dépenses d'investissement 
au titre de Ia construction neuve atteignent S23,080 
millions en 1975, soit une augmentation de 12.6% par 
rapport au chiffre de S 20.498 millions pour 1974. Le taux 
d'augmentation réalisé précédemment dans le cas de Ia 
construction neuve était de 20.9% en 1974 et de 17.2 
en 1973. Le ralentissement de cette activité en 1975, si on 
compare a Ia progression enregistrée en 1974, est impu-
table principalement a Ia haisse de 3.7 ' attendue dans Ia 
construction résidentielle. sur Ia base de 210,000 mises en 
chantier en 1975. Par contre, Ia construction non résiden-
tielle progresse de 21 .0 % par rapport a 1974. 

L'acquisition de machines et de materiel neufs en 
1975 devrait s'éiever a 513,802 millions, en hausse de 
15.5 par rapport au total de Si 1,953 millions de 1974. 
Uric nouvelle evaluation des achats de machines en 1973 
et 1974 a rCvClC quc les dCpenses en 1974 étaient de 6.0% 
supérieures a celles indiquCes au milieu de l'année, et de 
233 % supérieures a celles de 1973. 

Dans le cas du groupe commercial (postes 1 a 9 du 
tableau 1), les dépenses d'iiivestissement devraient attein-
dre $23,567 millions. Soit une augmentation de 18.1 % 
par rapport a S19,952 millions l'annéc prCcédente. Les 
dépenses d'investissement des institutions et des minis-
tères sont estimCes a $6,600 millions pour 1975, soit une 
augmentation de 19.5 % sur I'annëe précCdente. 

Les services publics Ilgurent pour Ia plus forte 
augmentation dans Ic secteur commercial en 1975. En 
effet, Ic total de $7,663 millions est supCrieur de 25.3 % a 
celui de S6,1 16 millions pour 1974, en raison surtout de 
l'expansion des programmes d'investissement des services 
d'Clectricité et de téléphone, des sociCtCs ferroviaires et 
des services de transport urbain. 

Les programmes d'investissenient dans Ic secteur 
manufacturier font également ressortir une expansion 
appreciable dans un certain nombre de groupes d'indus-
tries en 1975, cc qui se traduit par une augmentation 
globale de 22.3 % par rapport a 1974. Les groupes qui 
contribuent le plus a cette hausse sont l'industrie des 
produits chirniques, qui comprend les usines d'eau lourde, 
Ia premiere transfonnation des métaux et les usines de

lower intended capital spending for 1975, from the 
high levels achieved in 1974. 

In the remaining industries of the business sector, 
some moderation of the rate of capital spending is 
indicated. The strength of the trade-finance-
commercial group shown last year is not being carried 
forward into 1975 to the same degree. Acquisition of 
capital equipment for leasing to others and construc-
tion of facilities for the Olympics contributes to the 
moderate strength in commercial services, but outlays 
for hotels and for retail stores are expected to be lower 
in 1975. The primary industries group is registering a 
gain of 16.3% in the agriculture and fishing total, and 
14.0% in the petroleum and gas group where tar sands 
development added significantly to the total of capital 
outlays. Metal mining capital outlays are expected to 
increase by 13.1% in 1975. 

In the social capital group (items 10 and Ii in 
Table 1), excluding housing, institutions are reporting 
an expected 16.4% gain over 1974, slightly below the 
17.3% addition registered in 1974. Increases are 
indicated for both hospitals and for educational instal-
lations. The three levels of government show an 
increase of 20.4% in 1975, compared with a 24.1% 
addition to capital spending in the preceding year. The 
provincial governments' increase of $406 million is the 
largest portion of the year-over-year gain and almost 
the same in percentage terms as the increase for the 
federal government. 

Repair Expenditures 
Total non-capitalized repair expenditures for 

existing structures and machinery are estimated at 
$9,688 million in 1975, a growth of 12.1% over the 
$8,644 million in 1974. This percentage gain is the 
same for repairs to structures ($4,168 rniliion) and for 
repairs to machinery and equipment ($5,519 million). 
Additions of the expenditures for repairs to that of 
capital spending on new structures represents a total 
potential construction activity of $27,248 million, 
12.5% above the 1974 level. The addition of acquisi-
tion of new machinery to non-capitalized repair 
amounts to $19,321 mfflion, a gain of 14.4% from last 
year. 

Program by Region 
Comparison of provincial totals of intended 

capital spending in 1975 with 1974, shows the

L'achat de biens d'équipement aux fins de 
location ainsi que Ia construction des installations des 
Jeux Olympiques expliquent en partie Ia fermeté modérée 
des services commerciaux, mais les dépenses pour les 
hOtels et les magasins de detail devraient baisser en 1975. 
Dans le cas des industries prinlaires, on observe une 
progression de 16.3 % du total pour l'agriculture et Ia 
péche, et une autre de 14.0 % dans le groupe du pCtrole et 
du gaz, pour lequel Ia misc en valeur des sables bitumi-
neux a ajouté une part appreciable aux dépcnses d'inves-
tissement globales. On prévoit que les depenses d'investis-
sement des mines métalliques augmenteront de 13.1 % en 
1975. 

En ce qui concerne les investissements dans Ic 
domaine social (postes 10 et 11 du tableau I), a 
l'exception du logement, les institutions prévoient une 
augmentation de 16.4 % par rapport a 1974, hausse 
légerement inférieure a celle de 17.3 % enregistrée en 
1974. Des augmentations sont prévues pour les hopitaux 
et les établissements d'enseignement. Les trois niveaux 
d'adrninistration pub lique font ressortir une progression 
de 20.4% en 1975, comparativement a 24.1 % l'année 
précédente. L'augmentation de $406 millions des adminis-
trations provinciales représente Ia plus grande part de 
l'accroissement annuel. et  sensiblenient Ia méme (en 
terme de pourcentage) que celle de l'adniinistration 
fédérale, 

Dépenses en reparation 

Le total des depenses en reparation non capitalisées 
pour des constructions et des machines existantes est 
estimé pour 1975 a $9,688 millions, soit une augmenta-
tion de 12.1 % par rapport a 1974 ($8,644 millions). Ce 
pourcentage d'augmentation est Ic mëme pour les répara-
tions de constructions ($4,168 millions) que pour les 
reparations de machines et de materiel ($5 ,5 19 millions). 
Si l'on additionne les dépenses d'investissement au titre 
des constructions neuves, on obtient pour l'activité de Ia 
construction un total possible de $27,248 millions, soit 
une progression de 12.5 % par rapport a 1974. Si l'on 
ajoute l'acquisition de machines neuves aux dépenses en 
reparation non capitalisCes, on obtient un total de 
$19,321 millions, soit une hausse de 14.4 % par rapport a 
l'année précédente. 

Repartition régionale 
La comparaison du total par province des dépenses 

d'investissement prévues pour 1975 par rapport a 1974 
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following pattern of increases: Saskatchewan, 22.0%; 
Alberta, 16.9%; Ontario, 15.6%; New Brunswick, 
14.5%; Quebec, 13.8%; British Columbia, 10.1%; 
Manitoba, 9.1%; Newfoundland, 4.9%; Nova Scotia, 
3.9%. Decreases are shown for Prince Edward Island 
(5.8%) and for the Yukon and Northwest Territories 
(7.5%). In each instance, the current dollar year-over-
year change shows less strength than was shown in the 
comparison of 1974 over 1973. 

A 7.4% gain in 1975 for the Atlantic Region 
results mainly from higher intended capital outlays in 
institutions and governments and by utilities. A lower 
total in manufacturing is, in large part, attributable to 
the attainment of the peak in construction in a number 
of large projects during 1974, particularly in Nova 
Scotia and in New Brunswick. In the other industries, 
real estate development in non-residential buildings is 
up by 2 2.6% but the housing sector is not expected to 
reach the 1974 current dollar total in the region. 
Primary industries reflect a 5.0% increase for the region 
but in real terms this percentage likely represents a 
small decline. 

In the province of Quebec, an overall increase of 
13.8% in 1975 represents gains in most sectors except 
in housing where the level is expected to be 4.8% lower 
than in 1974. A major source of strength for manufac-
turing is in the primary metals and chemical products 
groups while electric power generation add signifi-
cantly to the 37.1% of capital expansion in utilities. 
The public sector shows an advance of 15.3% com-
pared with 21.5% in the preceding year. 

Considerable strength in manufacturing is shown 
for Ontario during 1975 in a 45.9% increase over 1974. 
Chemical products, primary metals, oil refmeries, 
non-metallic minerals and paper products are the main 
groups contributing to the higher 1975 level. In 
utilities, added electric power plant construction is 
expected to constitute most of the gain of $388 
million or 18.4% over the preceding year. The trade-
finance-commercial group registers marginal or no 
change going into the current year. In housing and 
social capital, the residential construction is expected 
to be 3.41X) below last year's total but social capital by 
institutions and governments, on the other hand, shows 
a gain of 19.7%. 

The 16.2% addition in the Prairie Region results 
mainly from strong gains in utilities (3 1.2%), in 
primary industries (23.2%), and in the public sector  

fait ressortir les augmentations suivantes: Saskatchewan, 
22.0 %; Alberta, 16.9 %; Ontario, 15.6 %; Nouveau-
Brunswick, 14.5 %; Québec, 13.8 %; Colombie-

moms marquee qu'entre 1973 et 1974. 

L'accroissement de 7.4 % attendu pour 1975 dans Ia 
region de l'Atlantiqüe est imputable surtout a l'augmenta-
tion des dépenses d'investissement prévues par les insti-
tutions, les administrations et les services publics. En cc 
qui concerne Ic secteur manufacturier, Ia baisse est en 
grande partie attribuable au fait que la construction d'un 
certain nombre d'importants projets immobiiers ait 
atteint un sommet en 1974, en particulier en Nouvelle-
Ecosse et au Nouveau-Brunswick. Dans les autres indus-
tries, les affaires immobilières dans l'activité de Ia 
construction non résidentielle augmentent de 22.6 %, mais 
on ne s'attend pas a cc que Ic secteur de l'habitation 
atteigne en dollars courants le niveau de 1974. Les 
industries primaires font ressortir une hausse de 5.0 % 
pour Ia region, mais en chiffres reels cc pourcentage 
représente plutOt une légère baisse. 

Au Québec, l'augmentation globale de 13.8 % en 
1975 est imputable a des progressions dans Ia plupart des 
secteurs a l'exception du logement, oi l'on s'attend a une 
regression de 4.8 % par rapport a 1974. La fermeté du 
secteur manufacturier est dans une large niesure attri-
buable aux groupes de la premiere transformation des 
métaux et des produits chiniiques, tandis que Ia pro-
duction d'énergie (electricite) figure pour une bonne 
partie de l'accroissement de 37.1 % des dépenses d'inves-
tissement des services publics. Le secteur des institutions 
et des administrations publiques progresse de 15.3 
contre 21.5 % l'année précCdente. 

Le secteur manufacturier de l'Ontario laisse entre-
voir une grande fermeté pour 1975, puisqu'il indique une 
progression de 45.9 % par rapport a 1974. Les produits 
chimiques, Ia premiere transformation des inétaux, les 
raffineries de pétrole, les minéraux non metalliques et les 
produits du papier sont les priricipaux groupes a Ia base de 
cette progression. En cc qui concerne les services publics, 
Ic regain dans la construction de centrales électriques 
devrait représenter la plus grande part de l'accroissement 
de $388 millions (18.4 %) par rapport a l'année précé-
dente. Le groupe commerce-finances reste pratiquement 
mnchangC. En cc qui concerne Ic logement et Ic capital 
social, Ia construction résidentielle devrait baisser de 3.4 % 
par rapport a l'année précédente, mais Ics investissements 
a des fins sociales des institutions et des administrations 
publiques devraient pour leur part s'accroitre de 19.7 %. 

L'accroissement de 16.2 % dans Ia region des 
Prairies est imputable surtout a la forte croissance des 
services publics (31.2 %), des industries primaires (23.2 %) 
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(21.2%). Manufacturing for the region shows little or 
no change regionally or provincially from 1974. The 
trade-finance-commercial group is moderately increas-
ing at 3.5%, and housing is expected to be down by 
4.6%. Provincially, within the region, the rates of 
expansion for utilities and for institutions and govern-
ments are the most pronounced in Saskatchewan. 
Capital spending in the primary industries show the 
largest increase in Alberta, partly as a result of the tar 
sands development. 

In British Columbia, total capital outlays in 1975 
are expected to increase by 10.1% over 1974. Spending 
for social capital by institutions and governments is 
showing the largest gain at 23.6% followed by utilities 
at 2 1.2%. In manufacturing, reductions in capital 
programs of woo4 and chemical products offset in part 
increases for oil refineries, primary metals, non-metallic 
minerals and paper products, resulting in an increase of 
9.2% over the preceding year. The trade-finance-
commercial group is expected to advance by 8.4%, 
while housing and primary industries are estimated to 
decrease by 2.5 and 1.9% respectively. 

The Territories' decrease of 7.5% reflects a 
decline of 11.2% for the primary industries group and 
lower spending by utilities. The gain of 19.6% for 
institutions and governments was not large enough to 
offset reductions in capital spending by the other 
industries.

Ce sont les dCpenses d'équipement social 
des institutions et des administrations publiques qui 
augmentent le plus, soit de 23.6 %, suivie de ceLles des 
services publics avec 2 1.2 %. Pour ce qui est du secteur 
manufacturirer, les reductions dans les programmes d'in-
vestissement des industries du bois et des produits 
chimiques annulent en partie la progression des raffineries 
de pétrole, des métaux de premiere transformation, des 
minéraux non métalliques et des produits du papier, cc 
qui donne une augmentation de 9.2 % par rapport a 
l'année précédente. Le groupe commerce-finances devrait 
progresser de 8.4 %, tandis que le logement et les 
industries primaires devraient baisser de 2.5 % et 1.9 % 
respectivement.

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SECTION III. PROVINCES, AND METROPOLITAN AREAS - MANUFACTURING 
SECTION III. PROVINCES, ET REGIONS METROPOLITAINES - INDUSTRIES MANUFACTURIERES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories 

(See Tables 7 - 20 following) 

The expenditures shown for each province or 
territory represent the value of construction work put 
in place and the value of machinery and equipment 
acquired for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection 
of economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major 
employment and income giving effects in other regions. 
For example, the spending of millions of dollars on 
plants and equipment in Western Canada may generate 
considerable activity in machinery industries in Ontario 
and Quebec as well as construction activity in the 
Western Provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are statistical 
difficulties in making a precise geographic allocation of 
past or anticipated investment since many business 
firms operating in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures geographi-
cally. As a result, it has been necessary to use 
approximate breakdowns in many cases. Such is the 
case for investment in railway rolling stock, ships, 
aircraft and certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to 
some extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed by 
the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular 
relevance in the case of smaller provinces or territories. 

Immobilisations et reparations par province 
et territoireS

Les montants indiqués pour chacune des provinces 
ou territoires représentent Ia valeur des travaux de 
construction qui y seront entrepris et celle des machines 
et du materiel achetés pour y étre utilisés. Ces sommes 
constituent des additions brutes aux capitaux de Ia 
province ou territoire et donnent des indications de 
l'activité économique de la region. Cependant, Ia produc-
tion effective des biens en cause peut exercer son 
influence du point de vue de La creation d'emplois et de 
revenu dans d'autres regions. Ainsi, Ia dCpense de millions 
de dollars en installations et équipement industriels dans 
l'Ouest canadien peut determiner une grande activité dans 
les industries des machines en Ontario et au Québec et 
dans Ia construction daris les provinces de l'Ouest. 

On éprouve, dans certains cas, des difficultés d'ordre 
statistique a determiner a quel endroit s'applique tel ou tel 
investissement. En effet, un grand nombre d'entreprises 
commerciales qui font affaires dans plusieurs provinces 
n'établissent pas leurs plans ou leurs comptes d'immobii-
sations sur une base geographique. II a donc fallu dans ces 
circonstances se contenter d'une repartition approxima-
tive. Ce fut le cas notamment pour les achats de materiel 
roulant de chemins de fer. de navires, d'avions et d'autres 
biens analogues. 

Les details fournis dependent, dans une certaine 
mesure, de la validitC des inéthodes employees pour 
obtenir des estimations d'ordre provincial et des restric-
tions ilnposées par Ia Loi sur Ia statistique. Ces restrictions 
ont etC particulièrement importantes dans le cas des 
provinces ou territoires les moms peuplés. 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Metropolitan 
Areas - Manufacturing 

(See Tables 21 - 24 following) 

The expenditures are shown for fifteen of the 
largest metropolitan areas of Canada for manufacturing 
only. Capital and repair expenditures are not available 
for all other sectors (e.g., utilities, trade, etc.) which 
are surveyed only at the provincial or territorial level. 
Statistics for some individual manufacturing industries 
are also provided for Montreal, Toronto and 
Vancouver. 

The degree of detail released for manufacturing 
by metropolitan areas is limited because of the 
confidentiality clauses of the Statistics Act. 

Immobilisations et reparations par region

Current and Constant Dollars 
(see Table 25 following) 

The current dollar amounts for the two most 
recent years in Table 25 are the same as the totals in 
Table 1. However, the total for 1973 remains unrevised 
or as a preliminary actual estimate as used in the 
current National Income and Expenditure Accounts. 
Figures on final or actual capital spending will be 
embodied in the Accounts when the next revision is 
comple ted. 

Constant dollars are derived by applying defla-
tors for the major groups of structures for construction 
and selected weighted deflators for the machinery and 
equipment component of capital expenditures. 

Dollars courants et constants

Au tableau 25, les sommes exprimécs en dollars 
courants pour les deux années les plus récentes soot les 
mémes que celles du tableau 1.

Business and Social Capital

The Public category includes government enter-
prises for municipal, provincial and federal govern-
ments, municipal hospitals and schools, provincial 
hospitals, schools and universities, and federal govern-
ment housing, and government department expendi-
tures for the three levels. For additional details of what 
is included see the footnotes at the bottom of both 
tables. 

Investissements privés et publics

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Comparison of 1973 Actual 
with Intentions 

(see Table 29 following) 

In considering the accuracy of investment inten-
tions, two separate factors should be kept in mind. 
First, it is necessary to consider the extent to which 
investment plans are fonnulated in advance. Second, 
consideration ought to be given to the comparison of 
anticipated investment expenditures with the actual 
investment statistics once they are available for the 
period in question. 

For the first point, it should be noted that it is 
not always easy to obtain reliable data on the future 
plans of business firms. Some fImis do not decide upon 
their complete investment program at the beginning of 
the year and are unable to state their intentions 
precisely. Generally however, new investment expendi-
tures, particularly those on structures and large insta]-
lations, need previous planning and preparation and 
most firms are able to give a good estimate of expected 
outlays. In addition the seasonal character of construc-
tion in Canada frequently means that early decisions 
must be made regarding capital spending plans for the 
year ahead. 

When comparing intentions with actuals, it 
should be kept in mind that the figures given represent 
the capital expenditures intentions of businessmen and 
others at the time the surveys are made. These 
intentions may change for a variety of reasons as the 
year progresses. Changes in the general business out-
look may make it desirable to either modify or expand 
investment spending, changing price trends may result 
in revision of cost estimates, and shortages of materials 
or labour, unfavourable weather or labour disputes 
may retard progress on projects. In addition, individual 
businesses have different planning periods and in some 
cases plans are kept flexible as a matter of policy. 

Table 29 provides a comparison of the 1973 
expenditure intentions in January 1973, the revised 
expenditure intentions in June 1973, the preliminary 
estimate of realizations in January 1974 and the final 
expenditures for 1973 collected in 1974.

The 
totals do not, however; correspond exactly with the 
details published for gross fixed capital formation in 
the National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
because of further adjustments made for the purposes 
of the national accounting system. The effect and 
nature of these further additions is reflected in the 
classification groupings shown in Table 31 and the 
explanatory footnotes. The reconciliation is made only 
for 1974. A comparison for 1973 and 1975 is not 
included because of a difference in timing of revisions 
for 1973 by the system of national accounts and the 
problems of projecting the special adjustments for all 
of 1975.

For this reason companies were asked to 
report, as capital expenditures, all purchases to be 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This method of 
reporting omits certain types of equipment which are 
hought regularly out of ordinary revenue and charged 
to current account. Adjustments have been made 
\¼hiere necessary to take account of such omitted 
capital items and separate figures are shown in the 
relevant tables under "capital items charged to 
operating expenses". 

Housing is not generally considered a capital 
expenditure in the sense mentioned above but it has 
been included in this report because it forms a large 
proportion of construction expenditures and has 
cyclical fluctuations similar to those which characterize 
business, institutional and government capital expendi-
tures. 

Definitions

The repair expenditures shown in the tables 
represent the non-capitalized outlays made to maintain 
the operating efficiency of the existing stock of 
durable physical assets. These repairs and maintenance 
expenditures exclude, however, the routine care of assets 
such as in oiling and cleaning of machinery. Where the 
repair costs are large enough to materially lengthen the 
expected serviceable life of the assets, increase its 
capacity or otherwise raise its productivity, they are 
treated as capital expenditures on new construction or 
on new machinery and equipment. 

Methods 
The figures in the Various tables of this report are 

estimates of total expenditures. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage for Canada, adjustments were made 
to allow for the smaller firms which are not surveyed 
and for firms which did not report. In manufacturing, 
the method used to inflate the reported expenditures 
was to multiply the known expenditures by a factor 
obtained by dividing the total value of shipments for 
the most recent year available of all the firms in each 
industry by the corresponding total for the firms 
reporting in the current surveys. The use of shipments 
as a related indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account of 
relevant industry characteristics such as the size of 
firms. In the utilities, trade, finance and institutional 
and commercial services sectors the same principle has 
been followed using appropriate basic data for the 
sector concerned. Expenditures reported by establish. 
ments for which no production or other basic data are 
available are included as "net additions". It is believed 
that the estimating procedures for non-reporting firms 
and the sectors not covered by direct survey, does not 
introduce any great margin of error into the total. 
Estimates for individual industries or regions are, of 
course, subject to greater error than the total figures 
for Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to be practical, expenditure estimates were 
arrived at independently on the basis of current trends 
and expert opinion in these fields. Some of the areas so 
estimated are agriculture and fishing investment. The 
estimates of total outlays in the groups covered by 
survey are thought to be a better quality than the 
independent estimates which are based on much less 
complete information. 

Housing estimates were made on a different basis 
from those derived from information submitted 
directly by business or government. For 1973 and 
1974, estimates of the volume of residential construc-
tion were prepared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the Central Mortgage and Housing 
Corporation and the value estimates were prepared by

Dans les 
regions de moms de 10,000 habitants, le logement a fait 
l'objet d'estimations distinctes. Enfin, on a tenu compte 
des autres dépenses d'habitation telles quc les trans-
formations d'habitation, les maisons mobiles, les change-
ments, les ameliorations et les frais d'acquisition qui 
représentent environ 20 % des dépenses totales. En tenant 
compte de l'évolution probable des coUts de la construc-
tion, on a Pu alors estimer Ia valeur des travaux reportés 
de 1974, et celle des mises en chantier envisagées pour 
1975.
