FOREWORD 
This report sets out the 1976 capital spending 

intentions for all sectors of the economy. Comparative 
figures of preliminary actual expenditures in 1975 and 
actual expenditures in 1974 are also given. The results 
are based on a questionnaire survey of individual 
companies and other spending agencies completed 
towards the end of 1975 and in January and Fehniary 
1976. The figures reflect spending plans as formulated 
at that time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for construc• 
tion and for the acquisition of producers' machinery 
and equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 24,000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage, adjustments were made for non-
surveyed and for non-reporting firms. In a few areas, 
where the survey approach is not considered practical, 
expenditure estimates were arrived at independently on 
the basis of current trends and expert opinion in these 
fields (e.g., agriculture and housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions pro-
vides a useful indication of market conditions both in 
the economy at large and in particular industries. Since 
such expenditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expenditures, the 
size and content of the investment program provides 
significant information about demands to be placed 
upon the productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered by the survey. In addition, infor-
mation on the relative size of the capital expenditures 
program planned, both in total and for individual 
industries, gives an indication of the views management 
hold on prospective market demands in relation to 
present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures 
and machinery and equipment are also given in the 
report, but these are shown separately. By including 
these outlays, a more complete picture is provided of 
all demands likely to be made on labour and materials 
in accomplishing the program. 

AVANT-PROPOS 
Nous prCsentons ici un état des imniohilisations 

projetCes dans les divers secteurs de I'Cconomie en 1976 
(de mCme que les dépenses rCelles provisoires de 1975 et 
les dépenses réelles de 1974). La plupart des ehiffres soot 
fondCs sur les réponses a on questionnaire adressé aux 
sociétes particulières et aux autres organismes qui font des 
immohilisations. Conime les reponses ont etC prCparCes 
vers Ia fin de 1975 et Cfl janvier et fCvrier 1976, les chiffres 
reprCsentent les immobilisations projetCes a ce moment-Ia. 

Les immobilisations prCvues comprennent l'enscin-
ble des sommes que les sociétés commerciales, les institu-
tions et les gouvernements du Canada entendent consacrer 
a des constructions et a l'acquisition de machines et 
d'outillage, ainsi que les dépenses visant Ia construction 
d'habitations. L'Ctude a porte sur environ 24,000 entre-
prises commerciales, mais les totaux ont etC ajustCs de 
façon a inclure les irnmobilisations des sociCtés qui n'ont 
pas rCpondu, ainsi que des sociCtCs qui n'ont pas fait 
partie du relevé. Dans certains secteurs, ot Ia mCthode 
d'enquCte n'a pas semblC pratique, les montants ont Cté 
calculCs sdparCment d'aprês Ia tendance courante et 
l'opinion de spCcialistes en Ia matiêre (e.g., agriculture, 
pCche et habitation). 

Ces renseignements sur les projets d'immobilisations 
fournissent des indications utiles quant a I'Ctat du marché 
dans l'Cconomie en génCral et dans certaines industries 
particulières. Comme ces dCpenses représentent one partie 
importante mais toujours variable des dépenses nationales 
brutes, l'envergure dii programme des investissements et sa 
repartition entre les différents sectcurs donnent one idCe 
de Ia demande particulièrcment alCatoire que les produc-
teurs canadiens auront a satisfaire au cours de Ia periode 
en cause. De plus, ces renseignements sur l'importance 
relative des immobilisations projetCes dans l'ensemble du 
pays et dans les industries dCterminCes permettent de 
connaitre les previsions des chefs d'entreprises pour cc qui 
est de Ia demande en fonction de Ia capacité actuelle de 
production. 

Le rapport comprend aussi, quoique sous one 
rubrique distincte, les somines destinCes a Ia reparation 
non-capitalisée d'immeubles, de machines et d'outillage. 
L'inclusion de ces sommes donne une idCe plus juste des 
besoins de main-d'oeuvre et de matCriaux que reprCsentera 
l'exCcution du programme.

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SECTION 1. APPRAISAL OF THE 1976 CAPITAL EXPENDITURES PROGRAM 
SECTION 1. APPRECIATION DU PROGRAMME D'IMMOBILISATIONS I'OUR 1976 

Capital spending in Canada by all sectors of the 
economy during 1976 is expected to reach S41 .954 
million I an increase of I 0.4 over the 1975 level of 
537.997 million. These estimates are in current dollars 
without any adjustment for price increase developing 
between the two years and reflect the level of planned 
intended outlays by respondents at the time of filing of 
their completed questionnaires between l)ecenihcr 
1975 and February 1976. 

Intended capital expenditures oil new con-
struction in 1976 are estimated at S26,810 million, an 
increase of I 2.24 over the 1975 total of $23.894 
million. The two main elements of construction, resi-
dential and non-residential, are shown at S8,6 14 
million (57,085 million in 1975) for the former, and 
518,196 million (SI 68 10 niillion ) for the tatter. The 
increase for housing is 21 6 and for non-residential 
construction. 82' - Although starts in housing are 
projected to increase to only 235.000 in 1976, up from 
the 231,000 begun last year. the increasing value of 
residential construction is influenced by a large carry-
over u1 unfinished projects wldcli were started late in 
1975 and because of some expected price increase. 

Acquisition of new macli Inery and equipment iii 
1976 is expected to amount to S 15,144 million. up 
74', from the 1975 total of S 14,103 million. Rates of 
increase in preceding years were I6.4 for 1975, 
25.3 in 1974 and 24,7w in 1973. 

('apital spending intentions by the business group 
in 1976 (items one to nine in Table 1) are shown at 
$26,284 million, 8.64 above the $24.20 I million last 
year, while intent ions of inst itu lions and government 
depart inents are est iniated at S7,057 million, a 5.2 
advance over the total of $6,711 million in 1975. 

l'he mining, petroleum and gas group registers 
the largest eXpailSioll for 1976 in the business sector in 
new installations. The progialli totalling 53,453 million 
is 31 .7 above the S2,622 million Last year. due mostly 
to expendil tires by the metal mining group and by tile 
petroleum and gas industry in conventional and in oil 
sands development. 

I I ollowing release of national estimates in the Stati\-
tics (ariada Daily of March 31, 1976, some revisions were 
made in the totals in the light of later informa ton obtained 
during compilation of provincial detailed data.

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The expansion in utilities during 1976 is not 
expected to maintain the rate of increase at 26.9% 
experienced last year in view of reduced programs of 
air and rail transportation. However, continued 
strength in capital outlays for urban transport systems 
and by the telephone and electric power industries 
helped to produce an 8.3 1/c overall gain over last year. 

Capital outlays in manufacturing are shown as 
increasing 5.6% in 1976 as a result of expansions in 
capacity for chemicals (industrial chemicals and heavy 
water), paper and non-metallic mineral products. 
Increases for these groups more than offset declines for 
a number of industries such as transportation equip. 
went and primary metals. In comparison, the overall 
capital program of manu fact uring during 1975 was 
9.6 17c higher than 1974. 

In the remainder of the business sector, the most 
notable increase shown is for the agriculture and 
fishing group at 13.3%. In the trade sector, wholesale 
trade is registering a 16.9% increase largely because of a 
special program of machinery and equipment acqui-
sition in one area. Expenditures on retail installations 
are up by 3.7 1A. The total for commercial services is 
estimated to decrease 9% froni 1975, reflecting the 
concluding phase of expenditures on installations for 
the Olympic Games and a reduced rate of construction 
of new hotels. Programs of real estate developers are 
also expected to be lower in the current year. 

In the social capital group excluding housing 
(items 10 and 11 of Table 1), institutions and 
governments both show an increase of 5.2% over 1975. 
In the former, hospitals contribute to most of the in-
crease while in the latter, capital spending by federal 
government departments is the largest percentage 
increase. In the 1975 over 1974 comparison, institu-
tions increased by 79 1/( and governments were 22.4% 
higher.

Repair Expenditures 
Total non-capitalized repair expenditures for 

existing structures and machinery are estimated at 
$10,743 million in 1976, a level I 0.2% higher than the 
$9,748 million in 1975. Repairs to structures amount 
to S4,639 million, 95% above the S4,237 million last 
year; repairs to machinery and equipment, at $6,104 
million, are 10.8%. higher than the 55,511 million in 
1975. Adding the repair activity to that of capital

The capital expenditures programs in the various 
provinces and territories are shown as follows in a 
comparison of 1976 with 1975 in current dollars: 
Alberta, + 23%; Saskatchewan, + 17.3%; Nova Scotia. 
+ I 5.9ç; Newfoundland, + 15.3%; Manitoba, + 9,6%; 
Ontario, + 8.5%; British Columbia. + 8.2%; Quebec, 
+ 7.5%; New Brunswick, + 3.67r; Yukon and Northwest 
Territories, - 10.7 1/( ,; Prince Edward Island, - 6.6%. 

An increase of 10% in capital spending in the 
Atlantic Region results from continuing strength of 
intended outlays by the utilities group, in housing and 
by governments. The primary industries are shown as 
decreasing by 39% front 1975, mostly as a result of a 
reduction in offshore exploration br petroleum and 
gas. Manufacturing is showing a small gain in New-
foundland but the impact of completion of it number 
of large projects in New Brunswick contributes to a 
regional decline of 24,8%. In the trade-finance-
commercial group of industries, finance shows some 
expansion in Newfoundland and New Brunswick 
resulting in an overall increase of 20.4% for the region. 

In Quebec, the utilities group is expected to 
increase by 259% and thus constitutes most of the 
increase in capital spending during 1976 in the prov-
ince. A further impetus to capital formation is also 
expected in the housing program (+ 18.7%) and in 
mining (+ 53.2%0. Reductions are being shown for the 
trade-finance-commercial group as a result of the 
completion phase of installations for the Olympic 
Games, and in manufacturing where lower spending is 
expected for industries such as chemicals, wood prod-
ucts and primary metals. 

Increases contributing to the 8.5% advance in 
Ontario are mostly in housing (+ 211 %), the primary 
industries group (+ 16.5%), and in manufacturing 
(+ 14.3 1k) where the most notable gains were shown 
for chemicals, paper and allied industries and for petro-
leum refineries. Decreases are expected for some 
manufacturing industries such as transportation equip-
ment, metal fabricating and primary metals. The trade-
finance-commercial group is registering a level 2.3 1X) 
lower than last year and the utilities group overall is

Outlays for housing are 
also showing added strength in each of the provinces in 
the region for an overall increase of 25% over 1975. In 
the remaining sectors, the utilities group is expected to 
advance by 10.17, the trade-finance-commercial group 
by 17.2, and social capital represented by institutions 
and governments by 11%. Manufacturing is registering 
decreases in 1976 for Manitoba and Saskatchewan to 
offset some of the increase in Alberta for a net gain 
regionally of 8.2. 

Most of the gain in capital expenditures in British 
Columbia is in the expected housing program in 1976 
which shows an increase of 24.2% over 1975. The 
primary industries group and manufacturing are also on 
an upward trend for an added 24.5 and 12.6 1;1,, respec-
tively. I luwever. the remaining sectors do not register 
the same strength with instit utions and govern ments 
advancing by a more moderate 7.7Y, the trade-
finance-commercial group decreasing by LTX and 
utilities also decreasing by 8.8%. 

In the Territories, the overall expected reduction 
in capital spending of 10.7 1/, ,  is mostly the result of a 
decrease in the primary industries group and in 
utilities, with some limited offsetting gains for housing 
and for institutions and governments.

SECTION III. PROVINCES ET TERRITOIRES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories 

(See Tables 7 - 20 following) 

The expenditures shown for each province or 
territory represent the value of construction work put 
in place and the value of machinery and equipment 
acquired for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection 
of economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major 
employment and income giving effects in other regions. 
For example, the spending of millions of dollars on 
plants and equipment in Western Canada may generate 
considerable activity in machinery industries in Ontario 
and Quebec as well as construction activity in the 
Western Provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are statistical 
difficulties in making a precise geographic allocation of 
past or anticipated investment since many business 
finns operating in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures geographi-
cally. As a result, it has been necessary to use 
approximate breakdowns in many cases. Such is the 
case for investment in railway rolling stock, ships, 
aircraft and certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to 
some extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed by 
the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular 
relevance in the case of smaller provinces or territories.

Ces sommes 
constituent des additions brutes aux capitaux de Ia 
province ou territoire et donnent des indications de 
l'activitC Cconomique de Ia region. Cependant, Ia produc-
tion effective des biens en cause peut exercer son 
influence du point de vue de Ia creation d'emplois et de 
revenu dans d'autres regions. Ainsi, Ia dépense de millions 
de dollars en installations et Cquipement industriels dans 
l'Ouest canadien pent determiner une grande activitC dans 
les industries des machines en Ontario et au Québec et 
dans Ia construction dans les provinces de l'Ouest. 

On éprouve, dans certains cas, des difficultés d'ordre 
statistique a determiner a quel end roit s'applique tel ou tel 
investissement. En effet, un grand nombre d'entreprises 
commerciales qui font affaires dans plusieurs provinces 
n'Ctablisscnt pas leurs plans ou leurs comptes d'immobili-
sations stir une base géographique. 11 a donc fallu dans ces 
circonstances se contenter d'une repartition approxima-
tive. Ce fiit le cas notamment pour les achats de materiel 
roulant de chemins de fer, de navires, d'avions ci d'autres 
biens analogues. 

Les details fournis dependent, dans tine certaine 
mesure, de Ia validitC des méthodes employees pour 
obtenir des estimations d'ordre provincial et des restric-
tions imposées par Ia Loi stir Ia statistique. Ces restrictions 
ont été particulièrement importantes dans le cas des 
provinces ou territoires les nioins peuplCs.

Current and Constant Dollars 

(see Table 21 following) 

The current dollar amounts for the two most 
recent years in Table 21 are the same as the totals in 
Table 1. 1-lowever, the total for 1974 remains unrevised 
or as a preliminary actual estimate as used in the 
current National Income and Expenditure Accounts. 
Figures on final or actual capital spending will be 
embodied in the Accounts when the next revision is 
completed. 

Constant dollars are derived by applying defla-
tors for the major groups of structures for construction 
and selected weighted deflators for the machinery and 
equipumen I component of capital expenditures.

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Comparison of 1974 Actual 
with Intentions 

(see Table 25 following) 

In considering the accuracy of investment inten-
tions, two separate factors should be kept in mind. 
First, it is necessary to consider the extent to which 
investment plans are formulated in advance. Second, 
consideration ought to be given to the comparison of 
anticipated investment expenditures with the actual 
investment statistics once they are available for the 
period in question. 

For the first point, it should be noted that it is 
not always easy to obtain reliable data on the future 
plans of business firms. Some firms do not decide upon 
their complete investment program at the beginning of 
the year and are unable to state their intentions 
precisely. Generally however, new investment expendi-
tures, particularly those on structures and large instal-
lations, need previous planning and preparation and 
most firms are able to give a good estimate of expected 
outlays. In addition the seasonal character of construc-
tion in Canada frequently means that early decisions 
must be made regarding capital spending plans for the 
year ahead. 

When comparing intentions with actuals, it 
should be kept in mind that the figures given represent 
the capital expenditures intentions of businessmen and 
others at the time the surveys are made. These 
intentions may change for a variety of reasons as the 
year progresses. Changes in the general business out-
look may make it desirable to either modify or expand 
investment spending, changing price trends may result 
in revision of cost estimates, and shortages of materials 
or labour, unfavourable weather or labour disputes 
may retard progress on projects. In addition, individual 
businesses have different planning periods and in some 
cases plans are kept flexible as a matter of policy. 

Table 25 provides a comparison of the 1974 
expenditure intentions in January 1974, the revised 
expenditure intentions in June 1974, the preliminary 
estimate of realizations in January 1975 and the final 
expenditures for 1974 collected in 1975.

The 
totals do not, however, correspond exactly with the 
details published for gross fixed capital formation in 
the National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
because of further adjustments made for the purposes 
of the national accounting system. The effect and 
nature of these further additions is reflected in the 
classihcation groupings shown in Table 27 and the 
explanatory footnotes. The comparison is made for 
1973 actual data only. Subsequent years are not in-
cluded because of a difference in timing of revisions in 
the National Income and Expenditure Accounts and 
Private and Public Investment.

SECTION V. RENSEIGNEMENTS STATISTIQUES 

Definitions 

The main emphasis of the report is on new capital 
rather than on non-capitalized repair expenditures. 
New capital expenditures include the cost of procuring, 
constructing and installing new durable plant and 
machinery, whether for replacement of worn or obsolete 
assets, or as net additions to existing assets. Included 
are all capitalized costs such as architectural, legal and 
engineering fees, as well as the value of work on capital 
assets undertaken by firms with their own labour force. 
Gross outlays are reported without any deduction for 
scrap or trade-in value of old assets. Excluded are 
expenditures made for the acquisition of previously 
existing structures, for used machinery and equipment 
unless imported and for land since outlays of this type 
involve only the transfer of property and not the 
creation of a capital asset. 

Construction includes building construction and 
all types of engineering construction such as roads, 
dams, transmission lines and pipelines, as well as oil 
drilling and mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the purchase 
of all such items which are used either in producing 
goods or providing services but does not cover durable 
goods purchased for personal use. Included, as well as 
industrial machinery, are transportation equipment, 
agricultural implements, professional and scientific 
equipment, office and store furnishings and other 
similar capital goods. Excluded, for the purpose of this 
report, are outlays for machinery and equipment by the 
Department of National Defense. 

The intention is to include the cost of all new 
plant and equipment which normally has a life of more 
than one year. For this reason companies were asked to 
report, as capital expenditures, all purchases to be 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This method of report-
ing omits certain types of equipment which are bought 
regularly out of ordinary revenue and charged to cur-
rent account. Adjustments have been made where 
necessary to take account of such omitted capital items 
and separate figures are shown in the relevant tables 
under "capital items charged to operating expenses". 

housing is not generally considered a capital 
expenditure in the sense mentioned above but it has 
been included in this report because it forms a large 
proportion of construction expenditures and has cycli-
cal fluctuations similar to those which characterize 
business, institutional and government capital expendi-
tures. 

Definitions

La construction comprend les bátirnents et bus les 
travaux de genie, comme les routes, les barrages, les lignes 
de transmission et les pipe-lines, ainsi que Ic forage de puits 
de pétrole et la misc en exploitation des mines. Dans Ia 
catégorie des machines et de l'outillage, les achats corn-
prennent tous les articles employés ala production de biens 
et de services mais non les biens durables achetés pour usa-
ge personnel. SOUS cette rubrique sont inchis, en plus des 
machines industrielles, le materiel de transport, les instru-
ments agricoles, le materiel professionnel et scientifique, 
les ameublements de bureaux et de rnagasins et autres biens 
capitaux du méme genre. Toutefois, le present rapport ne 
tient pas compte des montants consacrés a l'acquisition de 
machines et d'outillage par le Ministère de Ia Defense 
nationale. 

On a visé a inclure le prix de toutes les nouvelles 
usines et de nouvelles machines et outillage d'une durée 
normale de plus d'un an. C'est pourquoi on a demandé aux 
sociétés d'inserire comme immobilisations tous les achats 
devant ëtre portCs au compte de capital fixe. Ainsi, il n'est 
pas tenu compte de certains élCments d'actif achetés 
rCguliêrcment au moyen de recettes ordinaires et postCs au 
conipte courant. Des rajusternents ont été faits lorsqu'il 
a semblé nCcessaire de tenir compte de ces éléments et 
les sommes en cause figurent aux tableaux pertinents 
sous le titre "Bien-capitaux imputes sur les dépenses 
d'exploitation".

merciales, des institutions et des gouvernements. 
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The repair expenditures shown in the tables 
represent the non-capitalized outlays made to maintain 
the operating efficiency of the existing stock of 
durable physical assets. These repairs and maintenance 
expenditures exclude, however, the routine care of assets 
such as in oiling and cleaning of machinery. Where the 
repair costs are large enough to materially lengthen the 
expected serviceable life of the assets, increase its 
capacity or otherwise raise its productivity, they are 
treated as capital expenditures on new construction or 
on new machinery and equipment. 

Methods 

The figures in the various tables of this report are 
estimates of total expenditures. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage for Canada, adjustments were made 
to allow for the smaller firms which are not surveyed 
and for firms which did not report. In manufacturing, 
the method used to inflate the reported expenditures 
was to multiply the known expenditures by a factor 
obtained by dividing the total value of shipments for 
the most recent year available of all the finns in each 
industry by the corresponding total for the finns 
reporting in the current surveys. The use of shipments 
as a related indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account of 
relevant industry characteristics such as the size of 
firms. In the utilities, trade, finance and institutional 
and commercial services sectors the same principle has 
been followed using appropriate basic data for the 
sector concerned. Expenditures reported by establish-
ments for which no production or other basic data are 
available are included as "net additions". It is believed 
that the estimating procedures for lion-reporting firms 
and the sectors not covered by direct survey, does not 
introduce any great margin of error into the total. 
Estimates for individual industries or regions are, of 
course, subject to greater error than the total figures 
for Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to he practical, expenditure estimates were 
arrived at independently on the basis of current trends 
and expert opinion in these fields. Some of the areas so 
estimated are agriculture and fishing investment. The 
estimates of total outlays in the groups covered by 
survey are thought to be a better quality than the 
independent estimates which are based on much less 
complete information. 

Housing estimates were made on a (Iifterellt basis 
from those derived from information submitted 
directly by businesses and governments. For 1974 and 
1975, estimates of the volume of residential construc-
tion were prepared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the ('entral Mortgage and I lousing Cor-
poration, and the value estimates were prepared by

These value estimates were calcula-
ted by means of a methodology making use of the 
duration of construction and monthly measures of 
work put in place for various types of construction. 

Appraisals of the probable volume of new 
housing construction in 1976 were made by representa-
tives of the Corporation who assessed market condi-
tions, mortgage facilities, current and proposed hous-
ing policies. Allowing for probable change in 
construction costs, estimates were then prepared for 
the value of construction work carried over from 1975 
and the value of work expected to be undertaken in 
1976. Finally an allowance was made for other housing 
expenditures such as home conversions, mobile homes, 
alterations, home improvements and acquisition costs 
which currently account for approximately I 6. of 
total expenditures.
