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Introduction 

This report sets out the 1980 capital spending 
intentions for all sectors of the economy. Compara-
tive figures of preliminary actual expenditures in 
1979 and actual expenditures in 1978 are also given. 
The results are based on a questionnaire survey of 
individual companies and other spending agencies 
completed towards the end of 1979 and in January 
and February 1980. The figures reflect spending 
plans as formulated at that time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for construction 
and for the acquisition of producers' machinery and 
equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 24,000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage, adjustnients were made for non-
surveyed and for non-reporting firms, In a few areas, 

re the survey approach is not considered practical, 
cnditure estimates were arrived at independently 
ihe basis of current trends and expert opinion in 

''se fields (e.g., agriculture and housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions pro-
vides a useful indication of market conditions both in 
the economy at large and in particular industries. 
Since such expenditures account for a large and 
relatively variable proportion of gross national 
expenditures, the size and content of the investment 
program provides significant information about 
demands to be placed upon the productive capacities 
of the economy during the period covered by the 
survey. In addition, information on the relative size 
of the capital expenditures program planned, both in 
total and for individual industries, gives an indication 
of the views management hold on prospective market 
demands in relation to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures 
and machinery and equipment are also given in the 
report, but these are shown separately. By including 
these outlays, a more complete picture is provided of 
all demands likely to be made on labour and materials 
in accomplishing the program. 

Introduction

L'ëtude 
a porte sur environ 24,000 entreprises commerciales, mais 
les totaux ont etC ajustCs de facon a inclure les immohilisa-
tions des sociCtCs qui n'ont pas rCpondu, ainsi que des sociC-
tés qui n'ont pas fait partie du relevé. Dans certains secteurs, 
oi Ia mCthode d'enquCte n'a pas semblC pratique, les mon-
tants ont etC calculCs sCparément d'aprCs Ia tendance couran-
te et l'opinion de spCcialistes en Ia matiêre (e.g., agriculture, 
pCche et habitation). 

Ces renseignements sur les projets d'immobilisations 
fournissent des indications utiles quant a l'Ctat du marchC 
dans l'économie en gCnCral et dans certaines industries parti-
culières. Comme ces dépenses reprCsentent une partie im-
portante mais toujours variable des dCpenses nationales 
brutes, l'envergure du programme des investissements et sa 
repartition entre les diffCrents secteurs donnent une We de 
Ia demande particulièrement alCatoire que les producteurs 
canadiens auront a satisfaire au coors de Ia période en cause. 
Dc plus, ces renseignements sur l'importance relative des 
immobilisations projetCes dans l'ensemhle du pays et dans les 
industries dCterminCes permettent de connaitre les previsions 
des chefs d'entreprises pour ce qui est de Ia demande en fonc-
tion de Ia capacité actuelle de production.

APPRAISAL OF THE 1980 CAPITAL EX-
PENDITURES PROGRAM 

The total of capital expenditures during 1980 in 
the Canadian economy is estimated at $64,337 
million, 12.011c, higher than the $57,441 million in 
1979. The current measurement shows some added 
strength for 1979 which is now 14.1% above the 
$50,360 million in 1978, compared with the 12.1% 
increase shown at mid-year of 1979. 

Capital expenditures for all new construction are 
expected to reach $38,797 million in 1980 (+ 9.4%), 
compared with $35,471 million in 1979 (+ 11.2%) 
and $31,912 million in 1978. Totals for the non-
residential portion are estimated at $27,267 million 
for 1980 (+ 13.7%), $23,989 million in 1979 
(4- 17.2%) and $20,461 million in 1978. Residential 

iistruction estimates for the same three years 
n:unt to $11,530 million (+ 0.4%), SI 1.482 
iiI!ion (+ 0.3%) and $11,450 million. The totals 

machinery and equipment indicate some strength 
iii the 1980 total of $25,540 million (+ 16.2%). 
compared with $21,970 million in 1979 (+ 19.117o) 
and $18,448 million in 1978. 

The total for capital spending in 1980 by the 
business sector is shown at $44,226 million or 16.8% 
above the $37,865 million in 1979 which in turn 
is 20.1 1,1, over the $31,528 million in 1978. The 
amount for social capital of institutions and govern-
ments attains a total of $8,582 million (+6.0%) in 
1980, $8,094 million (+ 9.7%) in 1979 and $7,381 
million in 1978. 

In the business sector, the most notable strength 
is in the group of industries including mining and oil 
and gas wells (+ 35.9%) where metal and non-metal 
mining is expected to increase by 35.3% to $ 1,758 
million in 1980 from $1,299 million in 1979. Oil 
and gas wells show a gain of 36.17c to $5,407 million 
in 1980 from $3,973 million last year. In manufac- 
turing, the total of $9,073 million is 23.9% higher 
than the $7,320 million in 1979. This rate of in- 
crease exceeds the 18.5% of 1979 over 1978. In 
the current year, the most significant recorded 
expansion is in the transportation equipment group

EVALUATION DES PROGRAMMES D'INVESTIS-
SEMENT EN 1980 

On estime que les depenses totales d'investissement dans 
l'écononiie canadienne atteindront $64,337 millions en 
1980, en hausse de 12.0 % sur le chiffre de 1979 ($57,441 
millions).

Decreases were recorded for the chemical products 
group following a larger decrease last year, and for 
the non-metallic mineral products, wood products, 
rubber products and knitting mills. 

In the utilities group, transportation is expected 
to contribute significantly to higher capital expend-
itures in 1980 with an estimated total of S3,230 
million or 25.2% above the $2,580 million in 1979. 
Air transport is the only group showing a decrease 
but is still close to the high 1979 level when com-
pared with 1978. Rail transport and pipelines are 
the two dominant groups in the overall increase. 
The telephones and telegraph group is showing a 
gain of $228 million (+ 10.3%) to represent most 
of the increase for communications. In the miscel-
laneous utilities, electric power is advancing to 
$6,618 million or 2.6 1/,-. over the $6,449 million 
in 1979 followed by added strength for gas distribu-
tion (+ $37 million, + 14.6%). 

In the remainder of the business sector, the trade-
finance-commercial group is also showing a notable 
increase in 1980 for an overall total of $8,726 mil-
lion or 12.5% above the $7,754 million last year. 
The rate of increase of 1979 over 1978 was 22.6%. 
In the current year, the commercial services group, 
real estate developers and banks dominate the in-
crease in this area. The total of $4,905 million for 
agriculture and fishing is up by 12.5% compared 
with the $4,361 million in 1979. 

In the social capital group of institutions and 
governments, the increase of 6.01/o to a new total of 
$8,582 million results in large part from the increase 
in capital spending by municipal governments to 
$2,901 million in 1980 from $2,732 million in 
1979 (+6.2 17o). Provincial governments are estimated 
at $2,784 million compared with $2,681 million 
last year (+ 3.8%) and federal government depart-
ments are shown at $1,015 million (+ 9.1%) after 
a total of $930 million in 1979 and $1,050 million 
in 1978. Schools and hospitals show an increase of 
8.7% and 9.0% respectively (+ $60 million and 
+ $59 million) in 1980. 

Capital expenditure programs in the provinces 
showing increases above the national average of 
12.0% are as follows: British Columbia (17.6%), 
Alberta (15.6%), Saskatchewan (15.2%), Ontario 
(14.3%). Other increases include Prince Edward 
Island (10.5%), Yukon and Northwest Territories 
(9.6%), Newfoundland (9.0%), Nova Scotia (8.8%), 
Quebec (6.1%) and Manitoba (5.09o). New Brunswick 
is the only province showing a decre:i' 
after a gain of 24.4% in 1979 over 1978.

The 
primary industries group dominates the regional gain 
with a 1980 total of $7,634 million (+ SI ,588 mil-
lion, + 26.3 11c) most of which can be attributed to 
petroleum and gas activity in Alberta. Utilities are 
the next ranking group to show strength in a total 
of $2,507 million (+ $527 million, + 26.6%) re-
Ilecting larger spending programs in transportation 
in all three of the provinces and in miscellaneous 
utilities in Alberta and Saskatchewan. The regional 
increase for the trade.finance-commercial group 
and for institutions and governments is dominated 
by the gains in Alberta. 

In British Columbia, the largest gains included in 
the 1980 provincial total of $8,442 million (+ 17.6%) 
are in the primary industries group (+ $369 million, 
+ 29.9%) and in manufacturing (+ $362 million, 
+ 43.1%) largely as a result of spending plans in 
mining and in the manufacturing of paper products. 
In utilities, all three groups of transportation, com-
munications and miscellaneous utilities show in-
creases for the resultant total of S1,821 million 
(+ $196 million, + 12.1%). Notable increases are 
also indicated for housing (+ $186 million, + 12.3%) 
and for the trade-finance-commercial group (+ $153 
million, + 15.6%). The marginal decrease for institu-
tions and governments shows the 1980 total of $976 
million almost unchanged from 1979. 

In the Yukon and Northwest Territories, the total 
of $601 million is 9.6 17e,  above 1979 almost entirely 
from activity in the primary industries group (+ $47 
million, + 13.7%) and in institutions and government

Tous les secteurs d'activité des Prairies devraient pro-
gresser, sauf l'habitation en Alberta et au Manitoba, et les 
industries iimnufacturières en Alberta, Le secteur primaire 
doniine avec un total de $7,634 millions (+ S 1,588 millions, 
+ 26.3 %), en raison surtout du pétrole et du gaz naturel 
en Alberta. Les services d'utilité publique viennent au second 
rang avec $2,507 millions (+ $527 millions, ± 26.6 %), 
par suite de l'accroissement des programmes des transports 
dans trois provinces, et des dépenses pour services publics 
divers en Alberta et en Saskatchewan. Dans cette region, 
la progression du secteur do commerce, des finances et 
des services commerciaux, ainsi que celle des institutions 
et des administrations publiques, est imputable en grande 
partie a l'Alberta. 

En Colombie-Britannique, les principaux agents de la 
progression de 17.6% du total provincial, qui atteindia 
$8,442 millions, sont le secteur primaire, en hausse de 
29.9 % ($369 millions), et les industries manufacturièr 
(-r- $362 millions, + 43.1 %); ces progressions découlci 
en grande partie des programmes de dCpenses dans les mines 
et dans Ia fabrication des produits du papier. L.e transport, 
les communications et les services publics divers sont res-
ponsables de Ia hausse de 12.1 . ($196 millions) dans les 
services d'utilité publique, qui atteindront $1,821 millions. 
Des augmentations sensibles devraient aussi se produire 
dans l'habitation (+ $186 millions, + 12.3%) et le secteur 
du commerce, des finances et des services commerciaux 
(+ $153 millions, + 15.6 %). Devant Ia baisse négligeable 
des institutions et des administrations publiques, le total 
de 1980 demeure a peu prés au méme niveau qu'en 1979, 
soit a $976 millions. 

Au Yukon et dans les Territoires du Nord-Ouest, le total 
de $601 millions (superieur de 9.6 % a celui de 1979) est 
presque entiêrement attribuable au secteur prinlaire (+ $47 
millions, + 13.7 %) et aux institutions et administrations 
publiques (+ $14 millions, + 11.6 %).

Section III 

PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Lxpenditures by Provinces 
and Territories (See Tables 7-20) 
The expenditures shown for each province or ter-

ritory represent the value of Construction work put in 
place and the value of machinery and equipment ac-
quired for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection 
of economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major em-
ployment and income giving effects in other regions. 
For example, the spending of millions of dollars on 
plants and equipment in Western Canada may gener-
ate considerable activity in machinery industries in 
Ontario and Quebec as well as construction activity in 
tho Western provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are statistical 
iiiiculties in making a precise geographic allocation 

past or anticipated investment since many business 
ii us operating in several provinces do not either 

record or plan their capital expenditures geographical-
ly. As a result, it has been necessary to use approxi-
mate breakdowns in many cases. Such is the case for 
investment in railway rolling stock, ships, aircraft and 
certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to 
some extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed 
by the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular 
relevance in the case of the less populated provinces 
and territories.

In considering the accuracy of investment inten-

tions, two separate factors should be kept in mind. 
First, it is necessary to consider the extent to which 
investment plans are formulated in advance. Second, 
consideration ought to be given to the comparison of 
anticipated investnlent expenditures with the actual 
investment statistics once they are available for the 
period in question. 

For the first point, it should be noted that it is not 
always easy to obtain reliable data on the future plans 
of business firms. Some firms do not decide upon 
their complete investment program at the beginning 
of the year and are unable to state their intentions 
precisely. Generally however, new investment ex-
penditures, particularly those on structures and large 
installations, need previous planning and preparation 
and most firms are able to give a good estimate of 
expected outlays. In addition the seasonal character 
of construction in Canada frequently means that 
early decisions must be made regarding capital 
spending plans for the year ahead. 

When comparing intentions with actuals, it should 
be kept in mind that the figures given represent the 
capital expenditures intentions of businessmen and 
others at the time the surveys are made. These 
intentions may change for a variety of reasons as the 
year progresses. Changes in the general business out-
look may make it desirable to either modify or ex-
pand investment spending, changing price trends may 
result in revision of cost estimates, and shortages of 
materials or labour, unfavourahie weather or labour 
disputes may retard progress on projects. In addition, 
individual businesses have different planning periods 
and in some cases plans are kept flexible as a matter 
of policy. 

Table 25 provides a comparison of the 1978 ex-
penditure intentions in January 1978, the revised 
expenditure intentions in June 1978, the preliminary 
estimate of realizations in January 1979 and the final 
expenditures for 1978 collected in 1979.

The 
totals do not, however, correspond exactly with the 
details published for gross fixed capital formation in 
the National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
because of further adjustments made for the purposes 
of the national accounting system. The effect and 
nature of these further additions is reflected in the 
classification groupings shown in Table 27 and the 
explanatory footnotes. The comparison is made for 
1977 actual data only. Subsequent years are not in-
cluded because of a difference in timing of revisions 
in the National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
and Private and Public Investment.

The main emphasis of the report is on new capital 

rather than on non-capitalized repair expenditures. 
New capital expenditures include the cost of pro-
curing, constructing and installing new durable plant 
and machinery, whether for replacement of worn or 
obsolete assets, or as net additions to existing assets. 
Included are all capitalized costs such as architectural, 
legal and engineering fees, as well as the value of work 
on capital assets undertaken by firms with their own 
labour force. Gross outlays are reported without any 
deduction for scrap or trade-in value of old assets. 
Excluded are expenditures made for the acquisition 
of previously existing structures, for used machinery 
and equipment unless imported and for land since 

rrtlays of this type involve only the transfer of prop- 
and not the creation of a capital asset. 

Construction includes building construction and 
ill types of engineering construction such as roads, 
dams, transmission lines and pipelines, as well as oil 
drilling and mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the purchase 
of all such items which are used either in producing 
goods or providing services but does not cover dura-
ble goods purchased for personal use. Included, as 
well as industrial machinery, are transportation 
equipment, agricultural implements, professional and 
scientific equipment, office and store furnishings and 
other similar capital goods. Excluded, for the purpose 
of this report, are outlays for machinery and equip-
ment by the Department of National Defense. 

The intention is to include the costs of all new 
plant and equipment which normally has a life of 
more than one year. For this reason companies were 
asked to report, as capital expenditures, all purchases 
to he charged to fixed asset accounts. This method of 
reporting omits certain types of equipment which are 
bought regularly out of ordinary revenue and charged 
to current account. Adjustments have been made 
where necessary to take account of such omitted 
capital items and separate figures are shown in the 

kvant tables under "Capital items charged to oper - 
rig expenses".

Where 
the repair costs are large enough to materially length-
en the expected serviceable life of the assets, increase 
its capacity or otherwise raise its productivity, they 
are treated as capital expenditures on new construc-
tion or on new machinery and equipment.

In order to approxi-
mate full coverage for Canada, adjustments were 
made to allow for the smaller establishments which 
are not surveyed and for establishments which did 
not report. In manufacturing, the method used to 
inflate the reported expenditures was to multiply the 
known expenditures by a factor obtained by dividing 
the total value of shipments for the most recent year 
available of all the establishments in each industry 
by the corresponding total for the establishments 
reporting in the current surveys. The use of shipments 
as a related indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account of rele-
vant industry characteristics such as the size of estab-
lishments. In the utilities, trade, finance and institu-
tional and commercial services sectors the same prin-
ciple has been followed using appropriate basic data 
for the sector concerned. Expenditures reported by 
establishments for which no production or other 
basic data are available are included as "net ad-
ditions", It is believed that the estimating procedures 
for non-reporting establishments and the sectors not 
covered by direct survey, does not introduce any 
great margin of error into the total. Estimates for 
individual industries or regions are, of course, subject 
to greater error than the total figures for Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to be practical, expenditure estimates 
were arrived at independently on the basis of current 
trends and expert opinion in these fields. Some of the 
areas so estimated are agriculture and fishing invest-
ment. The estimates of total outlays in the groups 
covered by survey are thought to be of better quality 
than the independent estimates which are based on 
much less complete information.

Allowing for 
probable change in construction costs, estimates 
were then prepared for the value of construction 
work carried over from last year and the value of 
work expected to be undertaken this year.
