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Introduction 

This report sets out the 1982 capital spending 
intentions for all sectors of the economy. Compara-

-tive ----flgures of preliminary actual expenditures in 
1981 and actual expenditures in 1980 are also given. 
The results are based on a questionnaire survey of 
individual companies and other spending agencies 
completed towards the end of 1981 and in January 
and February 1982. The figures reflect spending 
plans as formulated at that time. 

The estimas cover total outlays for construction 
and for the acquisition of producers' machinery and 
equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 24,000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approxi. 
mate full coverage, adjustments were made for non-
surveyed and for non.reporting firms. In a few areas, 
where the survey approach is not considered practical, 
expenditure estimates were arrived at independently 
on the basis of current trends and expert opinion in 
these fields (e.g., agriculture and housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions pro-
vides a useful indication of market conditions both in 
the economy at large and in particular industries. 
Since such expenditures account for a large and 
relatively variable proportion of gross national 
expenditures, the size and content of the investment 
program provides significant information about 
demands to be placed upon the productive capacities 
of the economy during the period covered by the 
survey. In addition, information on the relative size 
of the capital expenditures program planned, both in 
total and for individual industries, gives an indication 
of the views management hold on prospective market 
demands in relation to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures 
and machinery and equipment are also given in the 
report, but these are shown separately. By including 
these outlays, a more complete picture is provided of 
all demands likely to be made on labour and materials 
in accomplishing the program. 

Introduction

INVESTISSEMENTS PRIVES ET PUBLICS AU 
CANADA, PERSPECTIVES 1982

APPRAISAL OF THE 1982 PROGRAM OF 
CAPITAL EXPENDITURES 

The current release of estimates of capital expendi-
tures in Canada for 1982, 1981 and 1980 replaces the 
advance estimates included in the Daily of March 4, 
1982. Following that earlier release, detailed estimates 
for the provinces and for repair expenditures were 
compiled with inclusion of further survey response 
and information which resulted in some minor 
revisions to the national totals which were published 
on March 4. Estimates are now available from the 
CANS EM data base for industry groups in each of the 
provinces and nationally, along with further provincial 
and national detail according to private and public 
categories. Also available on CANSIM are the esti-
mates for non-capitalized repairs. All amounts being 
released are in current dollars without any adjust-

Capital expenditures during 1982 are estimated at 
$87,172 million, an increase of 11.0% over the 1981 
total of $78,512 million. Currently, 1981 is estimated 
to be 18.6% above the 1980 total of $66,193 million. 

The construction portion of the total capital out-
lays is shown at $53,360 million, $47,800 million and 
$40,157 million in the three years of 1982, 1981 and 
1980. These totals represent a gain of 11.6% in 1982 
and 19.0% in 1981. The residential portion is pro-
jected at $12,819 million for 1982 and estimated at 
$13,140 million for 1981 and $11,014 million for 
1980. These totals reflect a 2.4 17o decrease in 1982 
after being up by 19.3% in 1981. The housing starts 
used in the calculations were 152,700 for 1982, 
178,000 for 1981 and 158,600 for 1980. In non-
residential construction, the total for 1982, at $40,541 
million, is expected to be 17.0% above 1981 while 
the increase in 1981 is shown at 18.9%. The ma-
chinery component of capital spending is indicating 
less strength in 1982 when the expected total of 
$33,812 million is up by only 10.1% over the $30,712 
million in 1981 compared with the increase of 18.0%

Capital spending in the business sector is expected 
to reach $63,133 million in 1982, an increase of only 
14.0% over the $55,370 million in 1981. Last year 
the increase was 19.4% over 1980. Capital expendi-
tures by institutions and governments representing 
social capital are shown at $11,220 million this year, 
12.2% higher than the $10,003 million in 1981. Last 
year social capital was up by 13.7%. 

In the business group, the transportation-commu-
nication-utilities group registers the highest increase 
in value (+ $2,912 million) which is 17.8% above 
1981. The programs for electric power (+ $1,180 
million, + 15.9%) and for pipelines (+ $636 million, 
+ 36.1%) dominate the increase followed by the 
telephone and telegraph group and by the water 
transport and related services group. The only de-
creases shown were for air transport and for broad-
casting. In the group of mining, quarrying, petroleum 
and gas wells, the increase of 21 .4% reflects in large 
part the increase in the petroleum and gas group 
(+ $1,777 million, + 26.8%). Metal mining is expected 
to decline by $99 million or 5.6% from 1981, while 
the non-metal mining group is shown as increasing by 
$340 million or 32.3%. 

Manufacturing in 1982 has a total capital spending 
program of $13,860 million which is only 11.5% 
above that of the $12,432 million in 1981. The 
increase of 1981 over 1980 was 27.5%. Most of the 
strength during 1982 is shown in the chemicals group 
(+ $633 million, + 32.4%), paper products (+ $358 
million, + 16.7%), products of petroleum and coal 
(+ $378 million, + 61.49o) and primary metals (+ $283 
million, + 18.8 17o). The most significant 1982 decrease 
is for transportation equipment where the program 
was reduced by $339 million (- 28.7%) following a 
downward revision of the 1981 capital spending 
expected in July last year. 

In the remainder of the business sector, the trade-
finance-commercial group is expected to be up by 
8.8% over 1981 compared with 144% in 1981 over 
1980. In this group, capital spending of the trade 
group shows a decrease of 3.2%. The 1982 expecta-
tionS for the agriculture and fishing group are cur-
rently shown with an increase of 5.5%, marginally 
lower than the increase in 1981. 

Social capital represented by institutions and 
governments, at $11,220 million, is 12.2% above the 
$10,003 million in 1981. Most of this increase is for 
provincial government departments where the total of 
$3,485 million in 1982 is up by 16.6% over the

Provinces and Territories 

All provinces and territories are showing increases 
in capital expenditures during 1982 as follows: 
Nova Scotia, 32.2%; Alberta, 19.7%; Newfoundland, 
18.6%; New Brunswick, 16.6%; Ontario, 11.4%; 
Prince Edward Island, 10.8%; Yukon and Northwest 
Territories, 9.8%; Quebec, 5.2%; British Columbia, 
4.2%; Saskatchewan, 3.5% and Manitoba, 1 .1%. 

In the Atlantic region, the impact of the energy 
sector is the most in evidence through the expected 
increase of $530 million or 50.8% over 1981 in the 
primary industries group. This increase is applicable 
mostly to Nova Scotia and Newfoundland. The re-
gional increase for manufacturing may be attributed in 
large part to the capital programs in New Brunswick. 
In the transportation-communication.miscellaneous 
utilities group, some increase is shown for transpor-
tation (+ 8.9%) and for miscellaneous utilities which 
include electric power (+99 million, + 20.8%). The 
gain for miscellaneous utilities originates mostly in 
Nova Scotia and Newfoundland. In the case of trade-
finance-commercial group and the institutions and 
governments group, most of the strenght regionally is 
from Nova Scotia. Housing is down in all four prov-
inces of the region during 1982. 

Capital spending in Quebec is shown with the 
largest increase in the transportation-communiations, 
other utilities group (+ 498 million, + 11 .6%). The 
increase of $262 million or 11.1% for manufacturing 
reflects the capital program for the paper products 
group, petroleum refineries and electrical products 
which more than offset decreases in industries such as 
primary metals and chemicals. In the trade-finance-
commercial group, commercial services dominated 
the increase of $135 million (83%) over 1981. 
Mining is down by $60 million or 15.4% while the 
institutions and governments drop by $147 million 
or 6.6%. The expected spending programs by munici-
pal governments during 1982 dominate the decrease 
in social capital. Housing is expected to decrease 
slightly by 1%.

En 1982, toutes les provinces et tous les territoires ont 
connu des augmentations au chapitre des dépenses d'investis-
sement: Nouvelle-Ecosse, 32.2 %; Alberta, 19.7 %; Terre-
Neuve, 18.6 %;Nouveau-Brunswick, 16.6 %; Ontario, 11.4%;

by only 7.4% (+ $154 million). The gain for social 
capital of institutions and governments is 10.7% and 
housing decreases by 2%. 

In the Prairie region, the energy related pro-
grammes dominate the expected increases for 1982 in 
both the primary industries group and in manufactur -
ing for the region, particularly in Alberta and to some 
extent in Saskatchewan. The regional strength in 
transportation-communications-miscellaneous utilities 
and for the trade-finance-commercial group is also 
centred in Alberta. Saskatchewan and Manitoba 
register decreases in these two groups. Social capital is 
up in all three provinces of the region with a much 
larger gain in Alberta. Housing on the other hand is 
down for Manitoba and Saskatchewan and showing a 
small gain for Alberta. 

The totals for British Columbia are dominated by 
the increase in transportation-communications-miscel-
laneous utilities (+ $601 million, + 26 4%) with 
sizeable gains in each of the three components. Manu-
facturing decreases by $370 million or 21 .4% mostly 
as a result of reduced programs for paper products, 
chemicals and wood products industries. The primary 
industries group is up by $162 million (+ 9.2%) 
largely from the mining, petroleum and gas compo-
nent even though some decreases were in evidence for 
metal mining. The trade-finance-commercial group 
registers a modest increase of 2.9% while the social 
capital of institutions and governments advances by 
$156 million or 11.8%. As in most of the other 
provinces, housing is also expected to be down in 
British Columbia (- 3.1%).

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Section MI 

PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories (See Tables 7 - 20) 
The expenditures shown for each province or ter-

ritory represent the value of construction work put in 
place and the value of machinery and equipment ac-
quired for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection 
of economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major em-
ployment and income g,iving effects in other regions. 
For example, the spending of millions of dollars on 
plants and equipment in Western Canada may gener-
ate considerable activity in machinery industries in 
Ontario and Quebec as well as construction activity in 

Western provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are statistical 
Iiticulties in making a precise geographic allocation 
1 past or anticipated investment since many business 

firms operating in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures geographical-
ly. As a result, it has been necessary to use approxi-
mate breakdowns in many cases. Such is the case for 
investment in railway rolling stock, ships, aircraft and 
certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to 
some extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed 
by the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular 
relevance in the case of the less populated provinces 
and territories.

En effet, un grand nombre d'entreprises corn-
merciales qui font affaires dans plusieurs provinces n'étahhis-
sent pas leurs plans ou leurs cornptes d'immobilisations sur 
une base géographique. II a donc fallu dans ces circonstances 
se contenter d'une repartition approximative. Ce fut he cas 
notamment pour les achats de materiel roulant de chemins de 
fer, de navires, d'avions et d'autres biens analogues. 

Les details fournis dependent, dans une certaine mesure, 
de ha validité des méthodes employees pour obtenir des esti-
mations d'ordre provincial et des restrictions imposées par Ia 
Loi sur la statistique. Ces restrictions ont été part iculièrement 
importantes dans le cas des provinces ou territoires les moms 
peuplés.

Private and Public Breakdowns (See Tables 7C 
and 7D) 
Capital and repair expenditures for the provinces 

and for the territories are divided into the Private 
(non government) and Public (government) categories 
in Tables 7C and 7D. 

Additional data, similar to Canada Table 23 along 
with government department figures for the three 
levels of government, are also available on the CAN -
SIM data bank. These statistics can be retrieved from 
the appropriate provincial and territorial matrix back 
to 1963,

These tables divide the total capital and repair 
expenditures for Canada into Private (non-govern-
ment) and Public (government) categories. 

The Public category includes government enter-
prises for municipal, provincial and federal govern-
ments, municipal hospitals and schools, provincial 
hospitals, schools and universities, and federal govern-
ment housing, and government department expendi-
tures for the three levels. 

Public enterprises cover, in general, government 
owned establishments whose principal source of reve-
nue is derived from the provision of goods and services 
to the public. 

The total for federal government departments in-
cludes data for departmental crown corporations and 
excludes data for proprietary crown corporations 
which are all classed as enterprises. Agency crown 
corporations, on the other hand, are provisionally 
classified in part to enterprises and the remainder to 
cvernment departments.

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Comparison of Intended with Actual Ex-
penditures in 1980 (See Table 25) 
In considering the accuracy of investment inten-

tions, two separate factors should be kept in mind. 
First, it is necessary to consider the extent to which 
investment plans are formulated in advance. Second, 
consideration ought to be given to the comparison of 
anticipated investment expenditures with the actual 
investment statistics once they are available for the 
period in question. 

For the first point, it should be noted that it is not 
always easy to obtain reliable data on the future plans 
of business firms. Some firms do not decide upon 
their complete investment program at the beginning 
of the year and are unable to state their intentions 
precisely. Generally however, new investment ex-
penditures, particularly those on structures and large 
installations, need previous planning and preparation 
and most firms are able to give a good estimate of 
expected outlays. In addition the seasonal character 
of construction in Canada frequently means that 
early decisions must be made regarding capital 
spending plans for the year ahead. 

When comparing intentions with actuals, it should 
be kept in mind that the figures given represent the 
capital expenditures intentions of businessmen and 
others at the time the surveys are made. These 
intentions may change for a variety of reasons as the 
year progresses. Changes in the general business out-
look may make it desirable to either modify or ex-
pand investment spending, changing price trends may 
result in revision of cost estimates, and shortages of 
materials or labour, unfavourable weather or labour 
disputes may retard progress on projects. In addition, 
individual businesses have different planning periods 
and in some cases plans are kept flexible as a matter 
of policy. 

Table 25 provides a comparison of the 1980 ex-
penditure intentions in January 1980, the revised 
expenditure intentions in June 1980; the preliminary 
estimate of realizations in January 1981 and the final 
expenditures for 1980 collected in 1981.

The 
totals do not, however, correspond exactly with the 
details published for gross fixed capital formation in 
the National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
because of further adjustments made for the purposes 
of the national accounting system. The effect and 
nature of these further additions is reflected in the 
classification groupings shown in Table 27 and the 
explanatory footnotes. The comparison is made for 
1979 actual data only. Subsequent years are not in-
cluded because of a difference in timing of revisions 
in the National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
and Private and Public Investment.

Definitions 
The main emphasis of the report is on new capital 

rather than on non-capitalized repair expenditures. 
New capital expenditures include the cost of pro-
curing, constructing and installing new durable plant 
and machinery, whether for replacement of worn or 
obsolete assets, or as net additions to existing assets. 
Included are all capitalized costs such as architectural, 
legal and engineering fees, as well as the value of work 
on capital assets undertaken by firms with their own 
labour force. Gross outlays are reported without any 
deduction for scrap or trade-in value of old assets. 
Excluded are expenditures made for the acquisition 
of previously existing structures, for used machinery 
and equipment unless imported and for land since 

utlays of this type involve only the transfer of prop-
crtv and not the creation of a capital asset. 

('onstruction includes building construction and 
II types of engineering construction such as roads, 
Liins, transmission lines and pipelines, as well as oil 

drilling and mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the purchase 
of all such items which are used either in producing 
goods or providing services but does not cover dura-
ble goods purchased for personal use. Included, as 
well as industrial machinery, are transportation 
equipment, agricultural implements, professional and 
scientific equipment, office and store furnishings and 
other similar capital goods. Excluded, for the purpose 
of this report, are outlays for machinery and equip-
ment by the Department of National Defense. 

The intention is to include the costs of all new 
plant and equipment which normally has a life of 
more than one year. For this reason companies were 
asked to report, as capital expenditures, all purchases 
to be charged to fixed asset accounts. This method of 
reporting omits certain types of equipment which are 
bought regularly out of ordinary revenue and charged 
to current account. Adjustments have been made 
where necessary to take account of such omitted 
capital items and separate figures are shown in the 
ic!vant tables under "Capital items charged to oper-

Where 
the repair costs are large enough to materially length-
en the expected serviceable life of the assets, increase 
its capacity or otherwise raise its productivity, they 
are treated as capital expenditures on new construc-
tion or on new machinery and equipment.

In manufacturing, the method used to 
inflate the reported expenditures was to multiply the 
known expenditures by a factor obtained by dividing 
the total value of shipments for the most recent year 
available of all the establishments in each industry 
by the corresponding total for the establishments 
reporting in the current surveys. The use of shipments 
as a related indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account of rele-
vant industry characteristics such as the size of estab-
lishments. In the utilities, trade, finance and institu-
tional and commercial services sectors the same prin-
ciple has been followed using appropriate basic data 
for the sector concerned. Expenditures reported by 
establishments for which no production or other 
basic data are available are included as "net ad-
ditions". It is believed that the estimating procedures 
for non-reporting establishments and the sectors not 
covered by direct survey, does not introduce any 
great margin of error into the total. Estimates for 
individual industries or regions are, of course, subject 
to greater error than the total figures for Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to be practical, expenditure estimates 
were arrived at independently on the basis of current 
trends and expert opinion in these fields. Some of the 
areas so estimated are agriculture and fishing invest-
ment. The estimates of total outlays in the groups 
covered by survey are thought to be of better quality 
than the independent estimates which are based on 
much less complete information.

These value estimates were 
calculated by means of a sensitive methodology 
making use of the duration of construction and 
monthly measures of work put in place for various 
types of construction. 

Appraisal of the probable volume of new housing 
construction in the current year was made by repre-
sentatives of the Corporation who assessed market 
conditions, mortgage facilities, current and proposed 
housing policies. Finally an allowance was made for 
other housing expenditures such as home conversions, 
mobile homes, alterations, home improvements and 
acquisition costs which currently account for approx-
imately 20% of total expenditures. Allowing for 
probable change in construction costs, estimates 
were then prepared for the value of construction 
work carried over from last year and the value of 
work expected to be undertaken this year.
