Comparative Figures of preliminary 
actual expenditures in 1982 and actuaL 
expenditures in 1981 are also given. The 
results are5asd on a questionnaire survey 
of individual companies and other spending 
aqencies completed towards the end of 1982 
and in January and February 1983. The fig-
ures reflect spendinq plans as formulated at 
that time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for 
construction and For the acquisition of pro-
ducers' machinery and equipment by Canadian 
business, institutions and governments, 
together with expenditures for housing.

Information on capital speridinq inten-
tions provides a useful indication of market 
conditions both in the economy at large and 
in particular industries. Since such expen-
ditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expen-
ditures, the size and content of the invest-
ment program provides significant informa-
tion about demands to he placed upon the 
productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered by the survey. In addi-
tion, information on the relative size of 
the capital expenditures program planned, 
both in total and for individual industries, 
gives an indication of the views management 
hold on prospective market demands in rela-
tion to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on 
structures and machinery and equipment are 
also given in the report, but these are 

By including these out- 
vs, a more complete picture is provided of

The business sector reflects an even 
larger decrease in 1983 than in 1982. The 
total of $50,358 million this year is 6.8 00' 

below the $54,050 million last year. The 
level in 1982 was 4.1% below the $56,340 
million in 1981. In contrast, the social 
capital of institutions and governments 
reflects increases of 4.9% in 1983 and 10.0% 
in 1982 in the totals of $11,681 million 
(1983), $11,138 million (1982) and $10,129 
million (1981). 

In the business sector, the mining, 
quarrying, petroleum and gas wells group 
registers an increase of 4.0% for 1983, 
mostly as a reflection of an expanded 
program for petroleisn and gas wells, and to 
a much smaller extent for coal mininq. This 
net increase of $377 million reverses the 
drop of $540 million or 5.4% in 1982 when 
gains for coal mining and uraniva were more 
than offset by decreases for petroleum and 
gas wells and other industries in the mining 
group. 

The other broad groupings of business 
show overall declines in 1983. The manu-
facturing sector is showing a drop of $2,020 
million or 18.2 10' compared with a decline of 
$1,617 million or 12.7% in 1982. A large 
part of the decreases originates with the 
paper products group, primary metals, petro-
leum and coal products and wood products. 
The area of trade-finance-commercial drops 
by $1,056 million (- 10.9%) compared with a 
decrease of $1,214 million in 1982 or a 
11.1 10' decrease from 1981. Transportation-
communication-other utilities, as a group, 
currently indicate a reversal of the 10.2% 
increase in 1982 (+ $1,657 million) for a 
decrease of 4.6% (- $824 million) in 1983. 
While the programs for electric power oil 
pipelines and urban transit show some 
strength for the current year, they are more 
than offset by reductions for gas pipelines, 
telephone and telegraph, and air transport. 

Social capital, represented by institu-
tions and governments, is expected to reach 
$11,681 million for an increase of 4.9% in 
1983 compared with an increase of 10.0 00' in 
1982. Capital spending by all three levels 
of government and by hospitals accounts for 
almost all of the increase. Universities 
reduced their programs in both 1983 and 1982 
while the total for schools increases by 
only $6 million in 1983 compared with a gain 
of $71 million in 1982.

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories (See Tables 7-20) 

The expenditures shown for each province 
or territory represent the value of con-
struction work put in place and the value of 
machinery and equipment acquired for use 
within the province or territory. Such ex-
penditures represent gross additions to the 
capital stock of the province or territory, 
and are a reflection of economic activity in 
that area. However, the actual production of 
these assets may generate its major employ-
ment and income giving effects in other re-
gions. For example, the spendiriq of millions 
of dollars on plants and equipment in 
Western Canada may generate considerable 
rtivity in machinery industries in Ontario 

1 Quebec as well as construction activity 
he Western provinces. 

t should be appreciated that there are 
ii istical difficulties in making a precise 

geographic allocation of past or anticipated 
investment since many business firms operat-
ing in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures 
geographically. As a result, it has been 
necessary to use approximate breakdowns in 
many cases. Such is the case for investment 
in railway rolling stock, ships, aircraft 
and certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is depen-
dent to some extent on the validity of 
methods used to obtain provincial estimates 
and also on limitations imposed by the 
Statistics Act. These restrictions have 
particular relevance in the case of the less 
populated provinces and territories.

Public enterprises cover, in general, 
government owned establishments whose prin-
cipal source of revenue is derived from the 
provision of goods and services to the 
public. 

The total for federal government depart- 
ments includes data for departmental crown 
corporations and excludes data for propri- 
tary crown corporations which are all

'lassed as enterprises. Agency crown corpo- 
rations, on the other hand, are provision- 
idly classified in part to enterprises and 
the remainder to government departments.

Comparison of Intended with Actual Expendi-
tures in 1981 (See Table 25) 

In considering the accuracy of investment 
intentions, two separate factors should he 
kept in mind. First, it is necessary to con-
sider the extent to which investment plans 
are formulated in advance. Second, consider-
ation ought to be given to the comparison of 
anticipated investment expenditures with the 
actual investment statistics once they are 
available for the period in question. 

For the first point, it should be noted 
that it is not always easy to obtain reli-
able data on the future plans of business 
firms. Some firms do not decide upon their 
complete investment program at the beginning 
of the year and are unable to state their 
intentions precisely. Generally however, new 
investment expenditures, particularly those 
on structures and large installations, need 
previous planning and preparation and most 
firms are able to qive a good estimate of 
expected outlays. In addition the seasonal 
character of construction in Canada fre-
quently means that early decisions must be 
made regarding capital spending plans for 
the year ahead. 

When comparing intentions with actuals, 
it should be kept in mind that the figures 
given represent the capital expenditures 
intentions of businessmen and others at the 
time the surveys are made. These intentions 
may change for a variety of reasons as the 
year progresses. Changes in the qeneral 
business outlook may make it desirable to 
either modify or expand investment spending, 
chanqinq price trends may result in revision 
of cost estimates, and shortages of materi-
als or labour, unfavourahle weather or 
labour disputes may retard progress on proj-
ects. In addition, individual businesses 
have different planning periods and in some 
cases plans are kept flexible as a matter of 
policy. 

Table 25 provides a comparison of the 
1981 expenditure intentions in January 1981, 
the revised expenditure intentions in June 
1981 the preliminary estimate of realiza-
tions in January 1982 and the final expendi-
tures for 1981 collected in 1982. 

Coverage of the 1981-82 Survey (See Table 
26) 

[stimates for most of the sectors covered 
in this report are based on questionnaire 
surveys. The per cent coverage in each sec-
tor or industry is calculated by expressing 
expenditures of reporting firms as a per-
centage of published expenditures. Those 
groups for which independent estimates were 
made are listed in the table with a dash in 
the per cent column.

Comparison of Private and Pt1!ic Investment 
with "Gross Fixed Capital - Formation" as 
Recorded in the National Income and Fxpen-
diture Accounts (See Table 27) 

New investment as shown in this report 
includes all capital outlays of private 
organizations and governmental agencies ac-
quiring durable physical assets. The totals 
do not, however, correspond exactly with the 
details published for gross fixed capital 
formation in the National Income and Expen-
diture Accounts because of further adjust-
ments made for the purposes of the national 
accounting system. The effect and nature of 
these further additions is reflected in the 
classification groupings shown in Table 27 
and the explanatory footnotes. The compari-
son is made for 1980 actual data only. Sub-
sequent years are not included because of a 
difference in timing of revisions in the 
National Income and Expenditure Accounts and 
Private and Public Investment.

Capital and repair 
expenditures are not available for all other 
sectors (e.g., utilities, trade, etc.) which 
are surveyed only at the provincial or ter-
ritorial level. Statistics for some individ-
ual manufacturing industries are also pro-
vided for Montrdal, Toronto and Vancouver. 

The degree of detail released for manu-
facturing by metropolitan areas is limited 
because of the confidentiality clauses of 
the Statistics Act.

The main emphasis of the report is on new 
capital rather than on non-capitalized re-
pair expenditures. New capital expenditures 
include the cost of procuring, constructing 
and installing new durable plant and ma-
chinery, whether for replacement of worn or 
obsolete assets, or as net additions to ex-
isting assets. Included are all capitalized 
costs such as architectural, legal and engi-
neering fees, as well as the value of work 
on capital assets undertaken by firms with 
their own labour force. Gross outlays are 
reported without any deduction for scrap or 
trade-in value of old assets. Excluded are 
expenditures made for the acquisition of 
previously existing structures, for used 
uachinery and equipment unless imported and 
for land since outlays of this type involve 
)nly the transfer of property and not the 

( , reation of a capital asset. 

Construction includes building construc-
tion and all types of engineering construc-
tion such as roads, dams, transmission lines 
and pipelines, as well as oil drilling and 
mine development. The machinery and equip-
ment category takes into account the pur-
chase of all such items which are used 
either in producing goods or providing ser-
vices but does not cover durable goods pur-
chased for personal use. Included, as well 
as industrial machinery, are transportation 
equipment, agricultural implements, profes-
sional and scientific equipment, office and 
store furnishings and other similar capital 
goods. Excluded, for the purpose of this 
report, are outlays for machinery and equip-
ment by the Department of National Defence. 

The intention is to include the costs of 
all new plant and equipment which normally 
has a life of more than one year. For this 
reason companies were asked to report, as 
capital expenditures, all purchases to be 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This method 
)f reporting omits certain types of equip-
ient which are bought regularly out of ordi-
nary revenue and charged to current account. 
%djustments have been made where necessary 
to take account of such omitted capital 
items and separate figures are shown in the 
relevant tables under "Capital items charged 
to operating expenses".

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Housing is not generally considered a 
capital expenditure in the sense mentioned 
above but it has been included in this re-
port because it forms a large proportion of 
construction expenditures and has cyclical 
fluctuations similar to those which charac-
terize business, institutional and govern-
ment capital expenditures. 

The repair expenditures shown in the 
tables represent the non-capitalized outlays 
made to maintain the operating efficiency of 
the existing stock of durable physical 
assets. These repairs and maintenance expen-
ditures exclude, however, the routine care 
of assets such as in oiling and cleaning of 
machinery. Where the repair costs are large 
enough to materially lengthen the expected 
serviceable life of the assets, increase its 
capacity or otherwise raise its productivi-
ty, they are treated as capital expenditures 
on new construction or on new machinery and 
equipment. 

Methods 

The figures in the various tables of this 
report are estimates of total expenditures. 
In order to approximate full coverage for 
Canada, adjustments were made to allow for 
the smaller establishments which are not 
surveyed and for establishments which did 
not report. In manufacturing, the method 
used to inflate the reported expenditures 
was to multiply the known expenditures by a 
factor obtained by dividing the total value 
of shipments for the most recent year avail-
able of all the establishments in each 
industry by the corresponding total for the 
establishments reporting in the current sur-
veys. The use of shipments as a related in-
dicator provides a framework of analysis in 
the estimation procedures to take account of 
relevant industry characteristics such as 
the size of establishments. In the utili-
ties, trade, finance and institutional and 
commercial services sectors the same princi-
ple has been followed usinq appropriate 
basic data for the sector concerned. Expen-
ditures reported by establishments for which 
no production or other basic data are avail-
able are included as "net additions". It is 
believed that the estimating procedures for 
non-reporting establishments and the sectors 
not covered by direct survey, does not 
introduce any great margin of error into the 
total. Estimates for individual industries 
or regions are, of course, subject to great-
er error than the total figures for Canada.

Housing estimates were made on a differ-
ent basis from those derived from informa-
tion submitted directly by businesses and 
governments. Last years estimates of the 
volume of residential construction were pre-
pared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the Canada Mortqage and Housing 
Corporation, and the value estimates were 
prepared by Statistics Canada. These value 
estimates were calculated by means of a sen-
sitive methodology making use of the dura-
tion of construction and monthly measures of 
work put in place for vaious types of con-
struction. 

Appraisal of the probable volume of new 
housing construction in the current year was 
made by representatives of the Corporation 
who assessed market conditions, mortqaqe 
facilities, current and poposed housing 
policies. Finally an allowance was%aO for 
other housing expenditures such as.iom&'con-
\rrsions, mobile homes, alteration,h'orne 

provements and acquisition costs whictl 
irrently account for approximately 211% of 
ital expenditures.
