This report sets out the 1987 capital spending 
intentions for all sectors of the economy. 
Comparative figures of preliminary actual 
expenditures in 1986 and actual expenditures in 
1985 are also given. The results are based on a 
questionnaire survey of individual companies 
and other spending agencies completed towards 
the end of 1986 and in January and February 
1987. The figures reflect spending plans as 
formulated at that time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for 
construction and for the acquisition of producers' 
machinery and equipment by Canadian business, 
institutions and governments, together with 
expenditures for housing. All in all, about 28,000 
establishments were surveyed for their 
investment intentions. In order to approximate 
full coverage, adjustments were made for non- 

rveyed and for non-reporting establishments. 
a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
sidered practical, expenditure estimates were 
tved at independently on the basis of current 
tids and expert opinion in these fields (e.g., 

agriculture, fishing and housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions 
provides a useful indication of market conditions 
both in the economy at large and in particular 
industries. Since such expenditures account for a 
large and relatively variable proportion of gross 
national expenditures, the size and content of the 
investment program provides significant 
information about demands to be placed upon the 
productive capacities of the economy during the 
period covered by the survey. In addition, 
information on the relative size of the capital 
expenditures program planned, both in total and 
for individual industries, gives an indication of 
the views management hold on prospective 
market demands in relation to present 
productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on 
structures and machinery and equipment are 
also given in the report, but these are shown 
separately. By including these outlays, a more 
complete picture is provided of all demands likely 
to be made on labour and materials in 
accomplishing the program.

Appraisal of the 1987 Capital Expendi-
ture Program 

Intended investment expenditures on new 
fixed assets during 1987 are estimated to be 
$99.4 billion or 3.8% above the latest estimate of 
$95.7 billion for 1986. The number of industries 
reporting increases is greater than in 1986. 
Utilities are expected to increase by 9%, 
manufacturing by 8.7%, the trade-finance-
commercial group by 6.4%, institutions and 
governments by 4.8% and housing by 2.2%. But 
mining and the other primary industries are 
expected to decline by 9.5%. 

Changing economic conditions during the 
year and the cyclical pattern of investors' plans 
have contributed to marked deviations between 
actual capital spending and reported intentions.

Business Sector 

The intended 8.7% increase in manufac-
turing to a new level of $15.1 billion is mainly 
due to increases in paper products, petroleum 
refineries, electrical products, primary metals 
and in the food and beverages industry. These 
increases more than offset decreases in metal 
fabrication, chemical products and in the 
transportation equipment industry. 

The advance of 9% in utilities to a new level 
of $14.9 billion results from higher capital 
spending in electric power and the commu-
nications group. 

The expected 6.4% gain in the trade-finance- 
iiunercial industries to a new level of $18.2

Evaluation du programme des dépenses 
d'investissement de 1987 

Les perspectives d'investissements en immohi-
lisations neuves en 1987 devraient s'élever selon les 
estimations a $99.4 milliards, soit 3.8% de plus que 
Ia dernière estimation de $95.7 milliards pour 1986. 
Le nombre de branches d'activité déclarant une 
augmentation est plus grand qu'en 1986. Les 
services publics prévoient une augmentation de 9%, 
Ia fabrication, de 8.7%, le groupe du commerce, 
finances et services commerciaux, de 6.4%, celui des 
institutions et des administrations, de 4.8%, et celui 
du logement, de 2.2%. Par contre, le secteur des 
mines et les autres branches primaires prévoient 
une baisse de 9.5%. 

L'évolution de Ia conjoncture au cours de l'année 
et Ia nature cyclique des projets des investisseurs 
expliquent en partie les écarts notables entre les 
dépenses en immobilisations réelles et les perspec-
tives déclarées.

L'augmentation prévue de 8.7% des 
investissements de Ia fabrication, qui atteignent 
$15.1 milliards, s'explique principalement par les 
progressions dans les branches des produits du 
papier, des raffineries de pétrole, des produits 
electriques, de Ia premiere transformation des 
métaux et des aliments et boissons.

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The expected decrease for the primary 
industries is dominated by an 18.6% drop for 
petroleum and gas wells. Nevertheless, this 
decline is less severe than the actual 37.4% 
decline registered in 1986. Agriculture and 
fishing are expected to decline by 5.6%. 

Governments and Institutions 

Municipal capital spending is expected to 
increase by 11.2% to a new level of $5.0 billion. 
This is the only significant increase reported by 
any level of governments in 1987. 

Hospitals, schools and universities are 
expected to spend more in 1987 than in 1986. The 
institutions group as a whole is expected to show 
a gain of 4.2%. 

Housing 

The estimate of residential construction put 
in place is based on projected housing starts of 
182,000 in 1987 compared with 199,785 starts in 
1986 and 165,826 starts in 1985. Estimates for 
housing for 1985, 1986 and 1987 now include 
additional amounts representing alterations and 
improvements. The historical series for housing 
has been revised back to 1961 to include such 
activity and is now available in CANSIM Matrix 
No. 0442 (for new housing) and in Matrix No. 
0439 (for non-capital repairs). 

Provincial Comparisons 

Among the provinces, Saskatchewan posted 
the highest increase in capital spending at 8.1% 
to reflect the gain for manufacturing in that 
province. Ontario and Quebec also exceeded the 
national average with increases of 6.2% and 
4.7%. The impact of reductions in drilling 
programs for petroleum and gas was most 
evident in Newfoundland, Nova Scotia, Alberta 
and in the Northwest Territories; of those areas, 
only Nova Scotia registered an increase in capital 
spending. 

Additional statistics for the provinces by 
industry or according to private or public 
categories can be obtained from CANSIM:

Administrations et institutions

Les hôpitaux, les écoles et les universités 
prévoient dépenser davantage en 1987 qu'en 1986. 
Le groupe des institutions dans son ensemble devrait 
faire ressortir une progression de 4.2%. 

Logement 

L'estimation des travaux mis en place dans Ia 
construction résidentielle est établie a partir d'une 
projection de 182,000 mises en chantier en 1987, 
comparativement a 199,785 en 1986 et 165,826 en 
1985. Les estimations du secteur du logement pw 
1985, 1986 et 1987 comprennent maintenant d 
investissements supplémentaires sous la forme if 
modifications et d'améliorations. La série historiq. 
pour le logement a été maintenant révisée jusqu 
1961 afin d'inclure ces activités et se trouve 
maintenant dans la matrice CANSIM 0442 
(logements neufs) et dans la matrice 0439

Comparaison provinciale 

C'est la Saskatchewan qui enregistre la plus 
forte augmentation des dépenses d'investissement 
(+ 8.1%), ce qui traduit la progression du secteur de 
la fabrication dans cette province. La moyenne de 
l'Ontario et du Québec (6.2% et 4.7% respec-
tivement) est egalement supérieure a Ia moyenne 
nationale. L'impact des reductions dans les 
programmes de forage de la branche du pétrole et du 
gaz naturel est particulièrement notable a Terre-
Neuve, en Nouvelle-Ecosse, en Alberta et dans les 
Territoires du Nord-Ouest. Dans l'ensemble, seule 
la Nouvelle-Ecosse enregistre une augmentation des 
dépenses d'investissement.

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Pro-
vinces and Territories (See Tables 7-20) 

The expenditures shown for each province or 
territory represent the value of construction 
work put in place and the value of machinery and 
equipment acquired for use within the province 
or territory. Such expenditures represent gross 
additions to the capital stock of the province or 
territory, and are a reflection of economic activity 
in that area. However, the actual production of 
these assets may generate its major employment 
and income giving effects in other regions. For 
example, the spending of millions of dollars on 
plants and equipment in Western Canada may 
generate considerable activity in machinery 
industries in Ontario and Quebec as well as 
construction activity in the Western provinces. 

ft should be appreciated that there are 
L..tical difficulties in making a precise 

graphic allocation of past or anticipated 
investment since many business firms operating 
in several provinces do not either record or plan 
their capital expenditures geographically. As a 
result, it has been necessary to use approximate 
breakdowns in many cases. Such is the case for 
investment in railway rolling stock, ships, 
aircraft and certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to 
some extent on the validity of methods used to 
obtain provincial estimates and also on 
limitations imposed by the Statistics Act. These 
restrictions have particular relevance in the case 
of the less populated provinces or territories. 

Private and Public Breakdowns (See 
Tables 7C and 7D) 

Capital and repair expenditures for the 
provinces and for the territories are divided into 
the Private (non-government) and Public 
rLovernment) categories in Tables 7C and 7D. 
\dditional data is also available on the CANSIM 
fta bank for the three levels of government and 
.r the categories of information for national 
tals in Table 23. These statistics can be 

retrieved from the appropriate provincial and 
territorial matrix back to 1963.

In considering the accuracy of investment 
intentions, two separate factors should be kept in 
mind. First, it is necessary to consider the extent 
to which investment plans are formulated in 
advance. Second, consideration ought to be given 
to the comparison of anticipated investment 
expenditures with the actual investment 
statistics once they are available for the period in 
question. 

For the first point, it should be noted that it is 
not always easy to obtain reliable data on the 
future plans of business firms. Some firms do not 
decide upon their complete investment program 
at the beginning of the year and are unable to 
state their intentions precisely. Generally 
however, new investment expenditures, particu-
larly those on structures and large installations, 
need previous planning and preparation and 
most firms are able to give a good estimate of 
expected outlays. In addition, the seasonal 
character of construction in Canada frequently 
means that early decisions must be made 
regarding capital spending plans for the year 
hrad 

'\ cn comparing intentions with actuals, it 
iuid be kept in mind that the figures given 

represent the capital expenditures intentions of 
businessmen and others at the time the surveys 
are made. These intentions may change for a 
variety of reasons as the year progres-
ses. Changes in the general business outlook may 
make it desirable to either modify or expand 
investment spending, changing price trends may 
result in revision of cost estimates, and short 
ages of materials or labour, unfavourable 
weather or labour disputes may retard progress 
on projects. In addition, individual businesses 
have different planning periods and in some 
cases plans are kept flexible as a matter of policy. 

Table 25 provides a comparison of the 1985 
expenditure intentions in January 1985, the 
revised expenditure intentions in June 1985, the 
preliminary estimate of realizations in January 
1986 and the final expenditures for 1985 
collected in 1986.

The totals do not, 
however, correspond exactly with the details 
published for gross fixed capital formation in the 
National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
because of further adjustments made for the 
purposes of the national accounting system. The 
effect and nature of these further additions is 
reflected in the classification groupings shown in 
Table 27 and the explanatory footnotes. The 
comparison is made for 1984 actual data only. 
Subsequent years are not included because of a 
difference in timing of revisions in the National 
Income and Expenditure Accounts and Private 
and Public Investment.

Capital and repair expenditures 
are not available for all other sectors (e.g., 
utilities, trade, etc.) which are surveyed only at 
the provincial or territorial level. Statistics for 
some individual manufacturing industries are 
also provided for Montreal, Toronto and 
Vancouver. 

The degree of detail released for 
manufacturing by metropolitan areas is limited 
because of the confidentiality clauses of the 
Statistics Act.

Definitions 

The main emphasis of the report is on new 
capital rather than on non-capitalized repair 
expenditures. New capital expenditures include 
the cost of procuring, constructing and installing 
new durable plant and machinery, whether for 
replacement of worn or obsolete assets, or as net 
additions to existing assets. Included are all 
capitalized costs such as architectural, legal and 
engineering fees, as well as the value of work on 
capital assets undertaken by firms with their 
own labour force. Gross outlays are reported 
without any deduction for scrap or trade-in value 
of old assets. Excluded are expenditures made for 
the acquisition of previously existing structures, 
for used machinery and equipment unless 
imported and for land since outlays of this type 
involve only the transfer of property and not the 
rtiOn ofa capital asset. 

('onstruction includes building construction 
.uid all types of engineering construction such as 
roads, dams, transmission lines and pipelines, as 
well as oil drilling and mine development. The 
machinery and equipment category takes into 
account the purchase of all such items which are 
used either in producing goods or providing 
services but does not cover durable goods 
purchased for personal use. Included, as well as 
industrial machinery, are transportation equip-
ment, agricultural implements, professional and 
scientific equipment, office and store furnishings 
and other similar capital goods. Excluded, for the 
purpose of this report, are outlays for machinery 
and equipment by the Department of National 
Defence. 

The intention is to include the costs of all new 
plant and equipment which normally has a life of 
more than one year. For this reason companies 
were asked to report, as capital expenditures, all 
purchases to be charged to fixed asset accounts. 
This method of reporting omits certain types of 
equipment which are bought regularly out of 
ordinary revenue and charged to current 
(count. Adjustments have been made where 
.cessary to take account of such omitted capital 
tems and separate figures are shown in the 

ilevant tables under "Capital items charged to 
operating expenses". 

Definitions

Toutefois, le present rapport ne tient 
pas compte des montants consacrés a l'acquisition de 
machines et d'outillage par le Ministère de Ia 
Defense nationale. 

On a visé a inclure le prix de toutes les nouvelles 
usines et de nouvelles machines et outillage d'une 
durée normale de plus d'un an. C'est pourquoi on a 
demandé aux sociétés d'inscrire comme immobi-
lisations tous los achats devant être portés au 
compte de capital fixe. Ainsi, it n'est pas tenu 
compte de certains éléments d'actif achetés 
regulierement au moyen de recettes ordinaires et 
postés au compte courant.

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Housing is not generally considered a capital 
expenditure in the sense mentioned above but it 
has been included in this report because it forms 
a large proportion of construction expenditures 
and has cyclical fluctuations similar to those 
which characterize business, institutional and 
government capital expenditures. 

The repair expenditures shown in the tables 
represent the non-capitalized outlays made to 
maintain the operating efficiency of the existing 
stock of durable physical assets. Where the 
repair costs are large enough to materially 
lengthen the expected serviceable life of the 
assets, increase its capacity or otherwise raise its 
productivity, they are treated as capital expen-
ditures on new construction or on new machinery 
and equipment.

The figures in the various tables of this 
report are estimates of total expenditures. In 
order to approximate full coverage for Canada, 
adjustments were made to allow for the smaller 
establishments which are not surveyed and for 
establishments which did not report. In 
manufacturing, the method used to inflate the 
reported expenditures was to multiply the known 
expenditures by a factor obtained by dividing the 
total value of shipments for the most recent year 
available of all the establishments in each 
industry by the corresponding total for the 
establishments reporting in the current surveys. 
The use of shipments as a related indicator 
provides a framework of analysis in the 
estimation procedures to take account of relevant 
industry characteristics such as the size of 
establishments. In the utilities, trade, finance 
and institutional and commercial services sectors 
the same principle has been followed using 
appropriate basic data for the sector concerned. 
Expenditures reported by establishments for 
which no production or other basic data are 
available are included as "net additions". It is 
believed that the estimating procedures for non-
reporting establishments and the sectors not 
covered by direct survey, do not introduce any 
great margin of error into the total. Estimates 
for individual industries or regions are, of course, 
subject to greater error than the total figures for 
Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is 
not considered to be practical, expenditure 
estimates were arrived at independently on the 
basis of current trends and expert opinion in 

Méthodes

Housing estimates were made on a different 
basis from those derived from information 
submitted directly by businesses and govern-
ments. Last year's estimates of the volume of 
residential construction were prepared on the 
basis of results from surveys conducted by the 
Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation, and 
the value estimates were prepared by Statistics 
Canada. These value estimates were calculated 
by means of a sensitive methodology making use 
of the duration of construction and monthly 
measures of work put in place for various types of 
construction. 

Appraisal of the probable volume of new 
housing construction in the current year was 
made by representatives of the Corporation who 
assessed market conditions, mortgage facilities, 
current and proposed housing policies. Finally, 
. allowance was made for other housing 
xpenditures such as home conversions, mobile 

Hmes, alterations, home improvements and 
iquisition costs which currently account for 
npproximately 20% of total expenditures. 
Allowing for probable change in construction 
costs, estimates were then prepared for the value 
of construction work carried over from last year 
and the value of work expected to be undertaken 
this year.
