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• The advance of 17.9% in utilities (up from $20.2 
billion in 1989 to $23.9 billion in 1990) is 
accounted for by greater spending on assets in 
electric power, air transport and gas pipelines. 
Over half of the $3.6 billion increase in capital 
investment intentions is due to electric power. 

• The expected gain of 5.0% in the trade and 
commercial services group (up from $13.9 billion 
in 1989 to $14.6 billion in 1990) is accounted for 
by a 12.5% increase ($0.4 billion) for trade and a 
2.7% increase ($0.3 billion) for the commercial 
services group. In contrast, the finance sector 
shows a decline of 1.2% to $11.0 billion.

Highlights of reported Intentions for 1990 are as 
follows:

• Most of the intended capital spending increase for 
mining (up from $7.3 billion in 1989 to $7.8 billion 
in 1990) is due mainly to the 16.2% ($0.8 billion) 
increase in petroleum and gas wells. This increase 
is not offset by a decline of 45.5% ($0.4 billion) in 
gold mines. 

• The expected 11 .0% increase in investment in 
manufacturing (up from $20.3 billion in 1989 to 
$22.5 billion in 1990) is attributable to greater 
spending in primary metals, chemicals and 
petroleum and coal. Transportation and paper 
products lead those industries which show a 
decline for 1990.

Provincial Comparisons of Private and Public 
Investment 

By province, Saskatchewan leads with a 21 .5% 
increase in planned capital spending for 1990 with all 
sectors sharing in the increase. Four other provinces 
exceed the national rate for increased spending of 
7.4%: British Columbia (13.8%), Alberta (10.3%), 
Quebec (9.0%) and Manitoba (9.2%).

Introduction 

This report sets out the 1990 capital spending 
intentions for all sectors of the economy. Comparative 
figures of the preliminary actual expenditures in 1989 
and actual expenditures in 1988 are also given. The 
results are based on a questionnaire survey of 
individual companies and other spending agencies 
completed towards the end of 1989 and in January 
and February 1990. The figures reflect spending plans 
as formulated at that time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for construction and 
for the acquisition of producers' machinery and 
equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 28.000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approximate 
full coverage, adjustments were made for 
non-surveyed and for non-reporting establishments. In 
a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered practical, expenditure estimates were 
arrived at independently on the basis of current trends 
and expert opinion in these fields (e.g., agriculture, 
fishing and housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions provides a 
useful indication of market conditions both in the 
oconomy at large and in particular industries. Since 
such expenditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expenditures, the 
size and content of the investment program provides 
significant information about demands to be placed 
upon the productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered by the survey. In addition, 
information on the relative size of the capital 
expenditures program planned, both in total and for 
individual industries, gives an indication of the views 
management hold on prospective market demands in 
relation to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures and 
machinery and equipment are also given in the report 
but these are shown separately. By including these 
outlays, a more complete picture is provided of all 
demands likely to be made on labour and materials in 
accomplishing the program. 

Introduction

Two sectors account for over 50% of the $1 1.0 billion 
ncrease in intended investment expenditures: utilities 
$3.6 billion and manufacturing with an increase of $2.2 
billion.ln neither were the revised spending intentions 
for 1989, reported last July, realized. Much of the 
shortfall of $2.2 billion in manufacturing and $1 .0 
billion in utilities was deferred to 1990 capital.

APPRAISAL OF THE 1990 CAPITAL 
EXPENDITURES PROGRAM 

Intended investment expenditures on new fixed assets 
for 1990 are estimated to be $144.3 billion, or 7.4% 
above $134.3 billion in 1989. This planned growth is 
made up of increased spending of 5.9% on 
construction and 10.0% on machinery and equipment. 
All sectors share in the increase with the exception of 
agriculture, fishing and finance which show a decline 
for 1990. 

The utilities sector expects to increase its capital 
spending 17.9%  over 1989. Manufacturing anticipates 
a spending increase of 11.0%: institutions, 10.7%; 
governments, 8.5%: mining. 6.1%; and the trade and 
commercial group, 5.0%. Housing expenditures are 
anticipated to rise by 3.6%. The finance and 
agriculture/fishing sectors plan a decrease in capital 
spending of 1.2% and 1.0% respectively.

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Section III 

PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories (See Tables 7-20) 

The expenditures shown for each province or territory 
represent the value of construction work put in place 
and the value of machinery and equipment acquired 
for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection 
of economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major 
employment and income giving effects in other 
regions. For example, the spending of millions of 
dollars on plants and equipment in Western Canada 
may generate considerable activity in machinery 
industries in Ontario and Quebec as well as 
construction activity in the Western provinces. 

It Should be appreciated that there are statistical 
difficulties in making a precise geographic allocation 
of past or anticipated investment since many business 
firms operating in several provinces do not either 
ecord or plan their capital expenditures 

geographically. As a result, it has been necessary to 
use approximate breakdowns in many cases. Such is 
the case for investment in railway rolling stock, ships, 
aircraft and certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to some 
extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed 
by the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular 
relevance in the case of less populated provinces or 
territories. 

PROVINCES ET TERRITOIRES 

Immobilisations et reparations par province et territoire 
(voir tableaux 7-20) 

Les montants indiqués pour chacune des provinces ou 
territoires représentent Ia valeur des travaux de construction 
qui y seront entrepris et celle des machines et de l'outillage 
achetés pour y Otre utilisés. Ces sommes constituent des 
additions brutes aux capitaux de Ia province ou territoire et 
donnent des indications de l'activité économique de Ia region. 
Cependant, Ia production effective des biens en cause peut 
exercer son influence du point de vue de Ia creation d'emplois 
et de revenu dans d'autres regions. Ainsi, Ia dépense de 
millions de dollars en installations et equipement industriels 
dans i'Ouest canadien peut determiner une grande activité 
dans les industries des machines en Ontario et au Québec et 
dans Ia construction dans les provinces de l'Ouest. 

On éprouve, dans certains cas, des difficultés dordre 
statistique a determiner a quel endroit s'applique tel ou tel 
investissement. En effet, un grand nombre d'entreprises 
commerciales qui font affaires dans plusleurs provinces 
n'établissent pas leurs plans ou leurs comptes 
d'immobilisations sur une base géographique. II a donc fallu 
dans ces circonstances se contenter d'une repartition 
approximative. Ce fut le cas notammerit pour les achats de 
materiel roulant de chemins de fer, de navires, davions et 
dautres biens analogues. 

Les details fournis dependent, dans une certaine mesure, de 
Ia validité des méthodes employees pour obtenir des 
estimations dordre provincial et des restrictions imposées par 
Ia Loi sur Ia statistique. Ces restrictions ont été 
particulièrement importantes dans le cas des provinces ou 
territoires les moms peuplés. 

Private and Public Breakdowns (See Tables 7C 
and 7D) 

Capital and repair expenditures for the provinces and 
for the territories are divided into the Private 
(non-government) and Public (government) categories 
in Tables 7C and 7D. Additional data is also available 
on the CANSIM data bank for the three levels of 
government and for the categories of information for 
national totals in Table 23. These statistics can be 
retrieved from the appropriate provincial and territorial 
matrix back to 1963.

Private and Public (See Tables 23 and 24) 

These tables divide the total capital and repair 
expenditures for Canada into Private (non-government) 
and Public (government) categories. 

The public category includes government enterprises 
for municipal, provincial and federal governments, 
municipal hospitals and schools, provincial hospitals, 
schools and universities, and federal government 
housing, and government department expenditures for 
the three levels. 

Public enterprises cover, in general, government 
owned establishments whose principal source of 
revenue is derived from the provision of goods and 
services to the public. 

The total for federal government departments includes 
data for departmental Crown corporations and 
excludes data for proprietary Crown corporations 
which are all classed as enterprises. Agency Crown 
corporations, on the other hand, are provisionally 
classified in part to enterprises and the remainder to 
government departments. 
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' 	Comparison of intended with Actual 
Expenditures in 1988 (See Table 25) 

In considering the accuracy of investment intentions, 
two separate factors should be kept in mind. First, it is 
necessary to consider the extent to which investment 
plans are formulated in advance. Second, 
consideration ought to be given to the comparison of 
anticipated investment expenditures with the actual 
investment statistics once they are available for the 
period in question. 

For the first point, it should be noted that it is not 
always easy to obtain reliable data on the future plans 
of business firms. Some firms do not decide upon 
their complete investment program at the beginning of 
the year and are unable to state their intentions 
precisely. Generally however, new investment 
expenditures, particularly those on structures and 
large installations, need previous planning and 
preparation and most firms are able to give a good 
estimate of expected outlays. In addition, the seasonal 
character of construction in Canada frequently means 
that early decisions must be made regarding capital 
spending plans for the year ahead. 

When comparing intentions with actuals, it should be 
kept in mind that the figures given represent the 
capital expenditures intentions of businessmen and 
others at the time the surveys are made. These 
intentions may change for a variety of reasons as the 
year progresses. Changes in the general business 
outlook may make it desirable to either modify or 
expand investment spending, changing price trends 
may result in revision of cost estimates, and shortages 
of materials or labour, unfavourable weather or labour 
disputes may retard progress on projects. In addition, 
individual businesses have different planning periods 
and in some cases plans are kept flexible as a matter 
of policy. 

Table 25 provides a comparison of the 1988 
expenditure intentions in January 1988, the revised 
expenditure intentions in June 1988, the preliminary 
estimate of realizations in January 1989 and the final 
expenditures for 1988 collected in 1989. 

Coverage of the 1989-90 Survey (See Table 26) 

Estimates for most of the sectors covered in this 
report are based on questionnaire surveys. The per 
cent coverage in each sector or industry is calculated 
by expressing expenditures of reporting firms as a 
percentage of published expenditures. Those groups 
for which independent estimates were made are listed 
in the table with a dash in the per cent column. 

The estimates of total outlays in the groups covered 
by survey are thought to be of better quality than the 
ndependent estimates which are based on much less 
complete information.

Comparison of Private and Public Investment 
with "Gross Fixed Capital Formation" as 
Recorded in the National Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (See Table 27) 

New investment as shown in this report includes all 
capital outlays of private organizations and 
governmental agencies acquiring durable physical 
assets. The totals do not, however, correspond exactly 
with the details published for gross fixed capital 
formation in the National Income and Expenditure 
Accounts because of further adjustments made for the 
purposes of the national accounting system. The 
effect and nature of these further additions is reflected 
in the classification groupings shown in Table 27 and 
the explanatory footnotes. The comparison is made for 
1987 actual data only. Subsequent years are not 
included because of a difference in timing of revisions 
in the National Income and Expenditure Accounts and 
Private and Public Investment.

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Metropolitan 
Areas - Manufacturing (See Tables 28-31) 

The expenditures are shown for 15 of the largest 
metropolitan areas of Canada for manufacturing only. 
Capital and repair expenditures are not available for all 
other sectors (e.g., utilities, trade, etc.) which are 
surveyed only at the provincial or territorial level. 
Statistics for some individual manufacturing industries 
are also provided for Montreal, Toronto and 
Vancouver. 

The degree of detail released for manufacturing by 
metropolitan areas is limited because of the 
confidentiality clauses of the Statistics Act.

Section V 

STATISTICAL NOTES 

DefInitions 

The main emphasis of the report is on new capital 
rather than on non-capitalized repair expenditures. 
New capital expenditures include the cost of 
procuring constructing and installing new durable 
plant and machinery, whether for replacement of worn 
or obsolete assets, or as net additions to existing 
assets. Included are all capitalized costs such as 
architectural, legal and engineering fees, as well as the 
value of work on capital assets undertaken by firms 
with their own labour force. Gross outlays are reported 
without any deduction for scrap or trade-in value of old 
assets. Excluded are expenditures made for the 
acquisition of previously existing structures, for used 
machinery and equipment unless imported and for 
land since outlays of this type involve only the transfer 
of property and not the creation of a capital asset. 

Construction includes building construction and all 
types of engineering construction such as roads, 
dams, transmission lines and pipelines, as well as oil 
drilling and mine development. The machinery and 
oquipment category takes into account the purchase 
of all such items which are used either in producing 
goods or providing services but does not cover 
durable goods purchased for personal use. Included, 
as well as industrial machinery, are transportation 
equipment, agricultural implements, professional and 
scientific equipment, office and store furnishings and 
other similar capital goods. This report also includes 
outlays for non-military machinery and equipment by 
the Department of National Defence. 

The intention is to include the cost of all new plant and 
equipment which normally has a life of more than one 
yoar For this reason companies were asked to report, 
as capital expenditures, all purchases to be charged to 
fixed asset accounts. This method of reporting omits 
certain types of equipment which are bought regularly 
out of ordinary revenue and charged to current 
account. Adjustments have been made where 
necessary to take account of such omitted capital 
items and separate figures are shown in the relevant 
tables under "Capital items charged to operating 
expenses". 

Housing is not generally considered a capital 
expenditure in the sense mentioned above but it has 
been included in this report because it forms a large 
proportion of construction expenditures and has 
yclical fluctuations similar to those which characterize 
usiness. institutional and government capital 

expenditures. 

Section V 

RENSEIGNEMENTS STATISTIQUES 

Definitions 

Le rapport vise moms les reparations non-capitalisees que los 
immobilisations neuves.

Dans le secteur 
des machines ot de loutillage, les achats comprennent tous 
los articles employés a la production de biens et do services 
mais non les biens durables achetes pour usage personnel. 
Sous cette rubrique sont inclus, en plus des machines 
industrielles, le materiel de transport, les instruments 
agricoles, le materiel professionnel et scientifique. les 
ameublements de bureaux et do magasins et autres biens 
capitaux du mème genre. Le present rapport tient aussi 
compte des montants consacrés a l'acquisition de machines 
et d'outillage non-militaire par le Ministère de Ia Defense 
nationale. 

On a visé a inclure le prix de toutes les nouvelles usines et de 
nouvelles machines et outillage dune durée normale de plus 
dun an. Cest pourquoi on a demande aux sociétés dinscrire 
comme immobilisations tous les achats devant être portés au 
compte de capital fixe. Ainsi, il nest pas tenu compte de 
certains éléments d'actif achetés réguliérement au moyen de 
recettes ordinaires et postés au compte courant. Des 
rajustements ont été faits lorsqu'il a semblé nécessaire do 
tenir compte de ces éléments et los sommes en cause 
figurent aux tableaux pertinents sous le titre "Biens-capitaux 
imputes sur les dépenses d'exploitation". 

La construction d'habitations nest pas habituellement 
considérOe comme une immobilisation au sens indiqué 
ci-dessus mais on 'a incluse dans ce rapport parce queUe 
represente une forte proportion des dépenses en construction 
et que le cycle de sos fluctuations est analogue a celui qui 
caractérise les immobilisations des entreprises commerciales. 
des institutions et des gouvernements. 
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The repair expenditures shown in the table represent 
the non-capitalized outlays made to maintain the 
operating efficiency of the existing stock of durable 
physical assets. Where the repair costs are large 
enough to materially lengthen the expected 
serviceable life of the assets, increase its capacity or 
otherwise raise its productivity, they are treated as 
capital expenditures on new construction or on new 
machinery and equipment. 

Methods 

The figures in the various tables of this report are 
estimates of total expenditures. In order to 
approximate full coverage for Canada, adjustments 
were made to allow for the smaller establishments 
which are not surveyed and for establishments which 
did not report. In manufacturing, the method used to 
inflate the reported expenditures was to multiply the 
known expenditures by a factor obtained by dividing 
the total value of shipments for the most recent year 
available of all the establishments in each industry by 
the corresponding total for the establishments 
reporting in the current surveys. The use of shipments 
as a related indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account of 
relevant industry characteristics such as the size of 
establishments. In the utilities, trade, finance and 
institutional and commercial services sectors the same 
principle has been followed using appropriate basic 
data for the sector concerned. Expenditures reported 
by establishments for which no production or other 
basic data are available are included as "net 
additions". It is believed that the estimating 
procedures for non-reporting establishments and the 
sectors not covered by direct survey, do not introduce 
any great margin of error into the total. Estimates for 
individual industries or regions are, of course, subject 
to greater error than the total figures for Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to be practical, expenditure estimates were 
arrived at independently on the basis of current trends 
and expert opinion in these fields. One area so 
estimated is fishing investment. The estimates of total 
outlays in the groups covered by survey are thought to 
be of better quality than the independent estimates 
which are based on much less complete information. 

Housing estimates were made on a different basis 
from those derived from information submitted directly 
by businesses and governments. Last year's 
estimates of the volume of residential construction 
were prepared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the Canada Mortgage and Housing 
Corporation and Statistics Canada. These value 
estimates were calculated by means of a sensitive 
methodology making use of the duration of 
construction and monthly measures of work put in 
place for various types of construction.

Méthodes

le plus possible du total pour tout le Canada, on a effectué des 
rajustements de facon a faire Ia part des plus petits 
êtablissements qui n'ont pas fait partie de l'enquOte ou n'y ont 
pas répondu. Pour le secteur de Ia fabrication, Ia méthode 
employee pour gonfler le montant des dépenses en 
immobilisation déclarées consiste a multiplier ce dernier par le 
facteur du rapport de Ia valeur totale des expeditions, pour 
l'année Ia plus récente, de tous les établissements ayant 
répondu a l'enquéte courante, suivant Ia disponibilité des 
données. L'utilisation des expeditions comme indicateur 
connexe insère une analyse d'ensemble dans les procedures 
d'estimations afin de tenir compte des caractéristiques 
pertinentes tel que Ia grosseur dun établissement.

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P 	Appraisal of the probable volume of new housing 
construction in the current year was made by 
representatives of the Corporation who assessed 
market conditions, mortgage facilities, current and 
proposed housing policies. Finally an allowance was 
made for other housing expenditures such as home 
conversions, mobile homes, alterations, home 
improvements and acquisition costs which currently 
account for approximately 20% of total expenditures. 
Allowing for probable change in construction costs, 
estimates were then prepared for the value of 
construction work carried over from last year and the 
value of work expected to be undertaken this year.
