AVANT-PROPOS 

This report sets out the 1976 revised capital 
spending intentions for all sectors of the economy. 
Comparative figures of the original intentions for 1976 
and preliminary actual expenditures for 1975 are also 
given. The results are based on a questionnaire survey 
of individual companies and other spending agencies 
carried out in May, June and early July. The figures 
reflect spending plans as formulated at that time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for construc-
tion and for the acquisition of producers' machinery 
and equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 24,000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage, adjustments were made for non-sur -
veyed and for non-reporting firms. In a few areas, 
where the survey approach is not considered practical, 
expenditure estimates were arrived at independently on 
the basis of current trends and expert opinion in these 
fields (e.g., agriculture, fishing and housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions pro-
vides a useful indication of market conditions both in 
the economy at large and in particular industries. Since 
such expenditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expenditures, the 
size and content of the investment program provides 
significant information about demands to be placed 
upon the productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered by the survey. In addition, informa-
tion on the relative size of the capital expenditures 
program planned, both in total and for individual in-
dustries, gives an indication of the views management 
hold on prospective market demands in relation to pre-
sent productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures 
and machinery and equipment are also given in the 
report, but these are shown separately. By including 
these outlays, a more complete picture is provided of 
all demands likely to be made on labour and materials 
in accomplishing the program. 

Nous presentons ici un état des projets de dépenses 
révisées dans les divers secteurs de l'économie en 1976 (de 
méme que les intentions originales de 1976 et les dépenses 
réelles provisoires de 1975). La plupart des chiffres sont 
fondés sur les réponses a un questionnaire adressé aux 
sociétés particulières et aux autres organismes qui font des 
immobilisations. Comme les réponses ont été préparées en 
mai, juin et debut juilet, les chiffres représentent les 
immobiisations projetées a ce moment-là. 

Les immobilisations prévues comprennent l'ensem-
ble des sommes que les sociétés commerciales, les institu-
tions et les gouvernements du Canada entendent consacrer 
a des constructions et a l'acquisition de machines et d'ou. 
tillage, ainsi que les dépenses visant la Construction d'habi-
tations. L'étude a porte sur environ 24,000 entreprises 
commerciales, mais les totaux ont été ajustés de façon a 
inclure les immobiisations des sociétés qui n'ont pas ré-
pondu, ainsi que des sociétés qui n'ont pas fait partie du 
relevé. Dans certains secteurs, oü Ia méthode d'enquete 
n'a pas semblé pratique, les montants ont été calculés sé-
parément d'après la tendance courante et l'opinion de spe-
cialistes en la matiêre (e.g., agriculture, péche et habita-
tion). 

Ces renseignements sur les projets d'immobilisations 
fournissent des indications utiles quant a I'état du marché 
dans l'économie en général et dans Certaines industries 
particulières. Comme ces dépenses représentent une partie 
importante mais toujours variable des dépenses nationales 
brutes, l'envergure du programme des investissements et sa 
repartition entre les différents secteurs donnent une We 
de Ia demande particulièrement aléatoire que les produc-
teurs canadiens auront a satisfaire au cours de Ia période 
en cause. Dc plus, ces renseignements sur l'importance 
relative des immobilisations projetées dans l'ensemble du 
pays et dans les industries déterminées permettent de 
connai'tre les previsions des chefs d'entreprises pour ce qui 
est de la demande en fonction de la capacité actuelle de 
production. 

Le rapport comprend aussi, quoique sous une rubri-
que distincte, les sommes destinées ala reparation non-ca-
pitalisée d'immeubles, de machines et d'outillage. L'inclu-
sion de ces sommes donne une We plus juste des besoins 
de main-d'oeuvre et de matériaux que représentera l'exé-
cution du programme.

SECTION 1. APPRECIATION DU PROGRAMME 
D'INVESTISSEMENT DE 1976 

REVUE DE LA MI-ANNEE 

The mid-year review of 1976 intended capital 
expenditures in Canada recently completed by Statis-
tics Canada, shows a further increase in the total pub-
lished earlier in May in Private and Public Investment 
in Canada, Outlook 1976 (Catalogue 61-205). The cur-
rent dollar amount is now expected to be $42,599 
million, 1.5% above the earlier estimate of $41,954 
million, and 12.1% higher than the $37,997 million for 
1975. 

Capital outlays on new construction are now es-
timated at $27,190 million, 1.4 010 above the earlier 
estimate of $26,810 million for 1976, and 13.8% over 
the 1975 total of $23,894 million. The housing com-
ponent of this total is $8,777 million, based on a pro-
jected 245,000 starts. The current calculation for 
housing put in place is 1.9% higher than the previous 
estimate of $8,614 million (based on 235,000 starts 
during 1976), and 23.9% above the $7,085 million for 
1975. In non-residential construction, further additions 
of 1.2% increase the expected total in 1976 to $18,412 
or 9.5% above last year. 

The measurement for the acquisition of new ma-
chinery and equipment during 1976 is now at $15,410 
million, 1.8% above the earlier estimate of $15,144 
million and 9,3% higher than the $14,103 million in 
1975. 

The mid-year pattern shows contrasting changes 
between business and social capital. A further 2.2% for 
business adds to the gain over 1975 for a resultant 
11 .0%. On the other hand, the current pattern for the 
social capital of institutions and governments (ex-
cluding housing) shows declines by more than a per-
centage point for a net gain of only 3.8% over 1975. 

Of the utilities group of industries, additions to 
spending plans by electric power generation and distri-
bution, and by telephones, contributed to most of the 
increase for utilities and, more generally, over 25% of 
the increase for 1976 by the business sector. These 
gains were offset in part by some decreases for urban 
transit and air transport. Overall, capital spending by 
utilities is now expected to reach $8,709 million, 1.5% 
above the earlier estimate of $8,577 million for this 
year, and 109o' above the $7018 million total for 1975. 

La revue de Ia mi-année des dépenses d'investisse-
ment projetées au Canada en 1976,que Statistique Canada 
a récemment terminée, indique que le total sera encore 
plus élevé que celui prévu dans le numéro du mois de mai 
de Investissements privés et publics au Canada, Perspec-
tives 1976 (nO 61-205 aucatalogue)On s'attend mainte-
nant a un total de $42,599 millions en dollars courants, 
soit une hausse de 1.5 % sur l'estimation précédente de 
$41 ,954 millions et de 12.1 % sur le total de $37,997 
millions pour 1975. 

Les dépenses d'investissement consacrées a Ia cons-
truction neuve sont estimées maintenant a $27,190 mil-
lions, c'est-à-dire 1.4 % de plus que l'estimation précédente 
de $26,810 pour 1976 et 13.8% de plus qu'en 1975, année 
oi le total avait été de $23,894 millions. En se basant sur 
une prevision de 245,000 mises en chantier, on chiffre les 
investissements dans Ic secteur de la construction résiden-
tielle a $8,777 millions. L'estimation courante pour les 
logements mis en place dépasse de 19 % Ia précédente, 
qui s'élevait a $8,614 millions (en se basant sur 235,000 
mises en chantier en 1976), et de 23.9% les résultats pour 
1975 ($7,085 millions). La construction non résidentielle 
a vu ses investissements s'accroitre de 1.2% et le total 
prévu pour 1976 est maintenant de $18,412 millions, soit 
une hausse de 9.5 % par rapport a l'année dernière. 

L'acquisition de machines et de materiel neufs en 
1976 s'élève maintenant a $15,410 millions, ce qui repré-
sente une hausse de 1.8 % par rapport a l'estimation pré-
cédente de $15,144 millions et de 93% par rapport au 
total de $14,103 millions pour 1975. 

A Ia mi-année, Ia tendance du capital commercial 
diverge de façon marquee de celle du capital social. Le 
premier accuse une nouvelle progression de 2.2 %, qui s'a-
joute a la hausse de 1975, pour totaliser 11.0 %. Le second, 
et plus particulièrement le capital des institutions et des 
administrations publiques (a l'exception de Ia construction 
résidentielle), a perdu plus de 1 point, ce qui ramène son 
augmentation nette a 38% par rapport a 1975. 

Dans les services publics, Ia plus grande partie de la 
hausse provient d'additions a des projets de dépenses dans 
les services d'électricité et de téléphone. Globalement, ces 
services ont compté pour plus de 25 % de Ia hausse pour 
le groupe commercial en 1976, hausse qui a cependant été 
en partie compensée par quelques baisses notées dans les 
transports urbains et aériens. Dans l'ensemble, les dépenses 
d'immobiisations des services publics atteindraient $8,709 
millions, 1.5 % de plus que l'estimation précédente de 
$8,577 millions pour cette année et 10% de plus que Ic 
total de $7,918 millions de 1975. 
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Capital spending plans in manufacturing are reg-
istering a further gain of 1% for 1976 for a new total of 
$5,767 million. This new level is now 6.3% above the 
$5,425 million last year. The largest increase in value 
for 1976 is in the chemicals group followed by food 
and beverages, transportation and rubber products. Off-
setting decreases were mainly in primary metals, oil 
refineries and wood products. In comparisons with 
1975, it is worth noting that chemicals (which also in-
clude heavy water plants) and paper products, show 
significant gains of 26% and 28%. On the other hand, 
decreases occur in primary metals (- 13.7%), oil refin-
neries (- 11.6%), wood products (- 13.3%), transpor-
tation equipment (- 12.1%). 

The mining group, excluding petroleum and gas, 
continues to show dominance by the iron mining in-
dustry where a further increase in planned spending in 
capital outlays partially offset downward adjustments 
in most of the other categories. The net result was a 
level of $1 ,288 million, 1.3% below the earlier estimate 
for 1976, and 28.8% above 1975. Petroleum and gas, 
on the other hand, showed notable added strength 
(+ 6.4%) for a new 1976 total of $2,286 million or 
40.9% above 1975. In the other primary industries, 
agriculture and fishing are now expected to spend 
$3,001 million, 19.2% over 1975, and forestry remains 
relatively unchanged. 

Capital spending by the trade, finance and com-
mercial industries is generally retaining or exceeding 
the levels for 1976 expected earlier, although in some 
instances, the resultant total is down from 1975 (depart-
ment stores, real estate developers, hotels, other com-
mercial services). 

Earlier spending plans for social capital during 
1976 are revised down by 1.3% at mid-year, from 
$7,057 million to $6,964 million. The new level repre-
sents an increase of 3.8% over 1975. While the ex-
pected spending of provincial government departments 
is shown with a further small gain of 1.4% or $32 mil-
lion (3.1% over 1975), this addition is more than off-
set by declines in the federal and municipal government 
spending plans. The level for federal departments is 
now estimated to be $1,180 million, 3.9% lower than 
the first estimate shown for 1976 and 10.8% above the 
$1,065 million during 1975. The amount for municipal 
governments is also reduced for a resultant level of 
$1,959 million, 2.6% below earlier expectations and 
slightly higher (1%) than the $1,940 million in 1975. 
The pattern for institutions continues to indicate re-
ductions in spending on educational buildings and 
some slowing of the rate of increase for hospitals. For 

Dans l'industrie manufacturière, les dépenses en im-
mobilisations ont gagné 1 % en 1976,pour totaliser $5,767 
millions. 11 s'agit d'une hausse de 6.3 % par rapport a 
l'année précédente, ($5,425 millions). La plus forte aug-
mentation a eu lieu dans le secteur des produits chimiques, 
suivi de celui des aliments et boissons, du materiel de 
transport et des produits du caoutchouc. Des baisses corn-
pensatoires se sont produites dans les secteurs de Ia pre-
mière transformation des métaux, des raffineries de pétrole 
et des produits du bois. Les hausses dans les secteurs des 
produits chimiques (qui comprend les usines d'eau lourde) 
et des produits du papier, soit 26 % et 28 %, sont particu-
lièrement remarquables, comparativement a 1975. Les di-

Program by Region 

For the provinces and territories, revisions to 
capital spending plans resulted in notable changes for 
some areas in new estimated levels for 1976 compared 
with 1975. The year-over-year changes are as follows 
(mid-year revisions in brackets): Alberta, 27.6 17o 
(+3.7%); Saskatchewan, 20.8% (+3.1%); Yukon and 
Northwest Territories, 19.9% (+ 34.2%); Nova Scotia, 
18.9% (+ 2.6%); Manitoba, 11.2% (+ 1.5%); Quebec, 
10.7% (+3.0 17o); British Columbia, 10.2% (+ 1.9%); 
Ontario, 7.6% (- 0.8%); Newfoundland, 5.2% (- 8.79o). 
New Brunswick is now showing the same level in 1976 
as in 1975 following a 3.7% decrease at mid-year; 
Prince Edward Island is registering a decrease of only 
37% from 1975 following an upward revision of 3.1% 
at mid-year. 

In all the provinces of the Atlantic Region, signi-
ficant reductions are in evidence for the public sector 
of institutions and government departments. A decrease 
at mid-year of 8.1% of planned capital expenditures for 
1976 brings the current year total down to the 1975 
level. For housing, an estimated regional decrease of 
3.27c from the earlier projection for 1976 is also re-
flected in each province of the region except in Prince 
Edward Island. Another downward influence at mid-
year is the notable decline of 21 .1% in the finance 
sector regionally, predominantly the real estate devel-
opers activity. A major portion of this decrease is in 
Newfoundland and New Brunswick, offset to some ex-
tent by an increase in Prince Edward Island and Nova 
Scotia. The main origin of added regional strength at 
mid-year is in primary industries group (+ 5.7%), and 
in utilities (+ 1.3%) where additions to installations in 
Nova Scotia contributes a large part of the increase. 

Year-over-year, the new 1976 total for utilities 
regionally is 3 1.9% above 1975 while primary industries 
are 1.6% higher. Manufacturing is now expected to be 
decreased by a further 1.3% from earlier expectations 
for 1976, with a resultant decline of 25.8% from 1975. 

For Quebec, the most significant increase over 
1975 being registered is now the 30.2% for utilities 
following a 3.5% gain at mid-year. This is followed by 

Repartition régionale 

La revision des projets d'investissement au niveau 
des provinces et des territoires s'est traduite par des varia-
tions sensibles des nouvelles previsions pour 1976 de cer-
tames regions par rapport aux totaux de 1975. Les varia-
tions d'une année a l'autre sont les suivantes (les revisions 
de la mi-année figurent entre parentheses): Alberta, 
27.6 % (+ 1.7 %); Saskatchewan 20.8 % (+ 3.1 %); Yukon

The public sector of institutions and governments is 
now expected to be 4.6 17o higher in 1976 over 1975 
(3.4% added at mid-year). In the trade-finance-com-
mercial group of industries, the decrease of 12.7% from 
1975 is not significantly different from the decrease 
estimated in the earlier measurement. Manufacturing 
is revised upward by 2.6%, a result of added strength 
mainly for foods and beverages and rubber products 
being only partly offset by declines such as those for 
primary metals and textiles. As a consequence, manu-
facturing continues below 1975 by 4.7%. 

In Ontario, an added 2.4% for the primary indus-
tries group now raises the year-over-year gains to 19.2% 
in 1976. Housing put in place is being projected at 
3.2% below that expected earlier for 1976, but showing 
a 17.3% gain over 1975. The trade-finance-commercial 
group, after a 3.0% upward adjustment for 1976 at 
mid-year, is less than a percentage point above 1975. 
The total for manufacturing is now shown to be slightly 
below the earlier expected level for 1976 following 
notable decreases for primary metals and wood prod-
ucts industries, offset to some extent by further addi-
tions to earlier plans in the chemicals and transportation 
equipment groups. Overall, manufacturing during 1976 
is now expected to be 13.7% above 1975. Capital ex-
penditures for 1976 by institutions and government 
departments are revised down by 2.5% to a level almost 
identical to that of 1975. 

In the Prairie Region, housing and the primary 
industries group show more strength in each of the 
prairie provinces. For the former, a 11.4% addition 
raises the year-over-year change to 39.3%; for the latter, 
the changes are 1.4% and 29.8%. The pattern for the 
trade-financial-commercial group and for utilities is also 
one of positive gains in Saskatchewan and Alberta with 
some restraint shown in Manitoba for an overall re-
gional mid-year change of+5.6% and + 1.5% in the two 
sectors leading to 23.8% and 11.7% respective increases 
over 1975. The manufacturing sector is regionally 
strongest in Alberta during 1976, thus contributing to 
a mid-year increase of 3.3%, and of 11.7% over last 
year even though Manitoba and Saskatchewan are not 
achieving the 1975 level. As in the rest of Canada, ca-
pital programs of the public sector of institutions and 
governments show some cut-backs at mid-year (- 1.1% 
regionally) for an overall net gain of 9.8% over last 
year.

Dans l'ensemble, on prévoit maintenant 
une hausse de 13.7 % pour l'industrie manufacturiêre par 
rapport a 1975. Les dépenses en irnmobilisations par les 
institutions et les ministères du secteur public sont réduites 
de 2.5 %, ce qui les ramêne au niveau de 1975. 

Dans la region des Prairies, ce sont la construction 
résidentielle et les industries primaires qui font preuve de 
plus de vigueur dans chacune des provinces. Dans le pre-
mier cas, l'estimation est relevée de 11.4 % et la variation 
d'une année a l'autre passe a 39.3 %. Dans le deuxiême 
cas, il y a un gain de 1.4%, d'o une variation de 29.8 %. 
Le tableau est aussi a la hausse pour les secteurs du com-
merce, des finances et des services commerciaux et des 
services publics en Saskatchewan et en Alberta, tandis 
qu'au Manitoba on note un certain ralentissement. Les 
augmentations mi-annuelles sont donc de 5.6 % et 1.5 % 
pour l'ensemble de la region pour ces deux secteurs, et de 
23.8% et 11.7% par rapport a 1975. Le secteur manufac-
tuner est le plus fort en Alberta, contribuant a une pro-
gression de mi-année de 3.3 %, pour une augmentation de 
11.7% par rapport a 1975, quoique le Manitoba et la 
Saskatchewan n'atteignent pas les niveaux de 1975. 
Comme dans le reste du pays, les programmes de ddpenses 
dans le secteur public des institutions et des administra-
tions traduisent des reductions ala mi-année (- 1.1 % dans 
la region), pour ne gagner que 9.8 % dans l'ensemble par 
rapport a l'année précédente. 
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A number of sectors show added strength in 
British Columbia for 1976. In the trade-finance-com-
mercial group, a further 8.1% for 1976 now raises the 
current expectations to a level 6.2% over 1975. In the 
primary industries, an added 2.6% results in a 1976 
total being 27.8% above last year. The housing projec-
tion at mid-year is revised only marginally over the 
earlier amount for 1976 for a resultant 24.8% gain over 
1975. In manufacturing some additions for the paper 
products and the food and beverages industries, added 
2.1% to the earlier estimate for this year for an overall 
increase of 15.0110 over last year. 

The total for institutions and governments has 
now been revised downward by 2.8%, to 4.7% over 
1975, while utilities are registering a mixed pattern of 
changes with transportation decreasing further from 
1975, in contrast with communications and electric 
power showing additions to capital outlays for a net 
mid-year gain of 3.7% to the 1976 program but still 
5.5% short of the 1975 total. 

While the May issue of the Outlook 1976 showed 
a decline of 10.7 % from 1975 for the Territories, the 
current assessment reverses this change to an increase 
of 19.9% over last year. Revised plans for the primary 
industries and for institutions and governments ac-
counted for the new strength. 

En Colombie-Britannique, on note un regain de vi-
gueur dans plusieurs secteurs en 1976. Dans le secteur du 
commerce, des fInances et des services commerciaux, les 
previsions initiales se voient haussées de 8.1 %, ce qui 
porte la progression pour l'année courante a 6.2 % par 
rapport a 1975. Dans celui des industries primaires, une 
hausse de 2.6% fait que Ic total pour 1976 dépasse de 
27.8 % celui de l'année précédente. Les previsions pour Ia 
construction résidentielle a la mi-année ne sont modifiées 
que très faiblement par rapport a l'estimation initiale, ce 
qui donne une agmentation de 24.8% par rapport a 1975. 
Dans l'industrie manufacturière, les produits du papier et 
l'industrie des aliments et boissons on vu leurs investisse-
ments s'accroitre, ce qui a ajouté 2.1 % a l'estimation prC-
cédente pour cette année et a porte l'augmentation totale 
par rapport a 1975 a 15.0 %. 

Le total pour les institutions et les administrations a 
été corrigé a la baisse de 2.8 %, cc qui donne une progres-
sion de 4.7% par rapport a 1975; pour leur part, les ser-
vices publics prCsentaient un mélange de tendances a Ia 
hausse et a Ia baisse, les transports étant en perte et les 
communications et les services d'électricité accroissant 
leurs immobilisations, ce qui portait leur progression a la 
mi-année a 3.7 %, progression néanmoins inférieure de 
5.5% au total pour 1975. 

Le numéro de mai de Perspectives 1976 annonçait 
un repli de 10.7 % par rapport a 1975 dans le cas des Ter-
ritoires. La présente revision indique que Ia variation sera 
plutOt une hausse de 19.9 %. Cette soudainc reprise s'ex-
plique par des revisions apportées aux projets des industries 
primaires et des institutions et administrations publiques.

SECTION III. PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories 

(See Tables 7 - 20 following) 

The expenditures shown for each province or ter-
ritory represent the value of construction work put in 
place and the value of machinery and equipment ac-
quired for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection 
of economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major em-
ployment and income giving effects in other regions. 
For example, the spending of millions of dollars on 
plants and equipment in Western Canada may generate 
considerable activity in machinery industries in Ontario 
and Quebec as well as construction activity in the 
Western Provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are statistical 
difficulties in making a precise geographic allocation of 
past or anticipated investment since many business 
firms operating in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures geograph-
ically. As a result, it has been necessary to use approx-
imate breakdowns in many cases. Such is the case for 
investment in railway rolling stock, ships, aircraft and 
certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to 
some extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed by 
the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular re-
levance in the case of smaller provinces or territories.

Ces sommes cons-
tituent des additions brutes aux capitaux de la province 
ou territoire et donnent des indications de l'activité éco-
nomique de Ia region. Cependant, la production effective 
des biens en cause peut exercer son influence du point de 
vue de la creation d'emplois et de revenu dans d'autres 
regions. Ainsi, la dépense de millions de dollars en installa-
tions et équipement industriels dans l'Ouest canadien peut 
determiner une grande activité dans les industries des ma-
chines en Ontario et au Québec et dans la construction 
dans les provinces de l'Ouest. 

On éprouve, dans certains cas, des difficultés d'ordre 
statistique a determiner a quel endroit s'applique tel ou tel 
investissement. En effet, un grand nombre d'entreprises 
commerciales qui font affaires dans plusieurs provinces 
n'établissent pas leurs plans ou leurs comptes d'immobili-
sations sur une base géographique. Ii a donc fallu dans ces 
circonstances se contenter d'une repartition approxima-
tive. Ce fut le cas notamment pour les achats de materiel 
roulant de chemins de fer, de navires, d'avions et d'autres 
biens analogues. 

Les details fournis dependent, dans une certaine 
mesure, de Ia validité des méthodes employees pour 
obtenir des estimations d'ordre provincial et des restric-
tions imposées par Ia Loi sur la statistique. Ces restrictions 
ont été particulièrement importantes dans le cas des pro-
vinces ou territoires les moms peuplCs.

SECTION V. STATISTICAL NOTES 

Definitions 
The main emphasis of the report is on new 

capital rather than on non-capitalized repair expendi-
tures. New capital expenditures include the cost of 
procuring, constructing and installing new durable 
plant and machinery, whether for replacement of worn 
or obsolete assets, or as net additions to existing assets. 
Included are all capitalized costs such as architectural, 
legal and engineering fees, as well as the value of work 
on capital assets undertaken by firms with their own 
labour force. Gross outlays are reported without any 
deduction for scrap or trade-in value of old assets. Ex-
cluded are expenditures made for the acquisition of 
previously existing structures, for used machinery and 
equipment unless imported and for land since outlays 
of this type involve only the transfer of property and 
not the creation of a capital asset. 

Construction includes building construction and 
all types of engineering construction such as roads, 
dams, transmission lines and pipelines, as well as oil 
drilling and mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the purchase of 
all such items which are used either in producing goods 
or providing services but does not cover durable goods 
purchased for personal use. Included, as well as indus-
trial machinery, are transportation equipment, agricul-
tural implements, professional and scientific equip-
ment, office and store furnishings and other similar 
capital goods. Excluded, for the purpose of this report, 
are outlays for machinery and equipment by the 
Department of National Defense. 

The intention is to include the cost of all new 
plant and equipment which normally has a life of more 
than one year. For this reason companies were asked to 
report, as capital expenditures, all purchases to be 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This method of repor-
ting omits certain types of equipment which are 
bought regularly out of ordinary revenue and charged 
to current account. Adjustments have been made 
where necessary to take account of such omitted 
capital items and separate figures are shown in the rele-
vant tables under "capital items charged to operating 
expenses". 

Housing is not generally considered a capital ex-
penditure in the sense mentioned above but it has been 
included in this report because it forms a large propor-
tion of construction expenditures and has cyclical fluc-
tuations similar to those which characterize business, 
institutional and government capital expenditures. 

SECTION V. RENSEIGNEMENTS STATISTIQUES 

Definitions 
Le rapport vise moms les reparations non-

capitalisées que les imniobilisations neuves. Celles-ci corn-
prennent Ic coüt d'acquisition, de construction et d'instal-
lation de nouvelles usines et machines durables, qu'il 
s'agisse de remplacer des biens uses ou désuets ou 
d'ajouter aux installations existantes, ainsi que tous les 
frais portCs au compte de capital, comme les honoraires 
d'architectes, d'avocats et d'ingénieurs, Ct La valeur des 
travaux effectués par le propriétaire par l'entrernise de ses 
propres ouvriers. Le rapport indique les dépenses brutes, 
sans deduction pour Ia valeur des biens mis au rancart ou 
cédés en echange de biens nouveaux, mais il ne corn prend 
pas les acliats de constructions existantes, de machines ou 
d'équipement usages, a. moms qu'ils n'aient etC irnportés, 
ni de terrains, puisque dans ces cas ii s'agit d'une simple 
cession des droits de propriété et non de Ia creation d'un 
bien nouveau. 

La construction comprend les bãtiinents et tous les 
travaux de genie, comme les routes, les barrages, les lignes 
de transmission et les pipe-lines, ainsi que Ic forage de 
puits de pétröle Ct la mise en exploitation des mines. Dans 
le secteur des machines et de l'outillage, les achats corn-
prennent tous les articles employés a Ia production de 
biens et de services mais non les biens durables achetés 
pour usage personnel. Sous cette rubrique sont inclus, en 
plus des machines mdustrielles, le materiel de transport, 
les instruments agricoles, le materiel professionnel et 
scientifique, les ameublements de bureaux et de magasins 
et autres biens capitaux du mCme genre. Toutefois, Ic 
present rapport ne tient pas compte des montants con-
sacrés a l'acquisition de machines et d'outillage par Ic 
Ministère de Ia Defense nationale. 

On a visé a inclure le prix de toutes les nouvelles 
usines et de nouvelles machines et outillage d'une durée 
normale de plus d'un an. C'est pourquoi on a dernandC 
aux sociétés d'inscrire comme immob ilisat ions tous les 
achats devant We portés au compte de capital fixe. Ainsi, 
il n'est pas tenu compte de certains éléinents d'actif 
achetés réguliCreinent au moyen de recettes ordinaires et 
postés au compte courant. Des rajustements ont etC faits 
lorsqu'il a semblé nécessaire de tenir compte de ces élC-
ments et les sommes en cause figurent aux tableaux perti-
nents sous Ic titre "Bien-capitaux imputes sur les dépenses 
d'exploitation". 

La construction d'habitations n'est pas habituelle-
ment considérée comme une immobilisation au sens 
indiqué ci-dessus mais on l'a incluse dans ce rapport parce 
qu'elle représente une forte proportion des dCpenses en 
construction et que le cycle de ses fluctuations est ana-
logue i celui qui caractérise les immobilisations des entre-
p rises commerciales, des institutions et des gouver-
nements. 
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The repair expenditures shown in the tables re-
present the non-capitalized outlays made to maintain 
the operating efficiency of the existing stock of dura-
ble physical assets. These repairs and maintenance ex-
penditures exclude, however, the routine care of assets 
such as in oiling and cleaning of machinery. Where the 
repair costs are large enough to materially lengthen the 
expected serviceable life of the assets, increase its 
capacity or otherwise raise its productivity, they are 
treated as capital expenditures on new construction or 
on new machinery and equipment. 

Methods 
The figures in the various tables of this report are 

estimates of total expenditures. In order to approx-
imate full coverage for Canada, adjustments were made 
to allow for the smaller firms which are not surveyed 
and for firms which did not report. In manufacturing, 
the method used to inflate the reported expenditures 
was to multiply the known expenditures by a factor 
obtained by dividing the total value of shipments for 
the most recent year available of all the firms in each 
industry by the corresponding total for the firms repor -
ting in the current surveys. The use of shipments as a 
related indicator provides a framework of analysis in 
the estimation procedures to take account of relevant 
industry characteristics such as the size of firms. In the 
utilities, trade, finance and institutional and commer -
cial services sectors the same principle has been fol-
lowed using appropriate basic data for the sector con-
cerned. Expenditures reported by establishments for 
which no production or other basic data are available 
are included as "net additions". It is believed that the 
estimating procedures for non-reporting firms and the 
sectors not covered by direct survey, does not 
introduce any great margin of error into the total. Esti-
mates for individual industries or regions are, of course, 
subject to greater error than the total figures for 
Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to be practical, expenditure estimates were 
arrived at independently on the basis of current trends 
and expert opinion in these fields. Some of the areas so 
estimated are agriculture and fishing investment. The 
estimates of total outlays in the groups covered by 
survey are thought to be of better quality than the 
independent estimates which are based on much less 
complete information. 

Housing estimates were made on a different basis 
from those derived from information submitted 
directly by busineses and governments. Last year's 
estimates of the volume of residential construction 
were prepared on the basis of results from surveys con-
ducted by the Central Mortgage and Housing Corpor-
ation, and the value estimates were prepared by 
Statistics Canada. These value estimates were calcula-
ted by means of a sensitive methodology making use of 
the duration of construction and monthly measures of 
work put in place for various types of construction. 

Les dépenses en reparation, figurant dans les ta-
bleaux, représentent les déboursés non-capitalisés effec-
tués en vue de maintenir les biens matériels durables en 
bon état de fonctionnement.

Lorsque 
ces dépenses atteignent des sommes suffisantes et qu'elles 
ont pour effet d'accroitre Ia durée prévue ou Ia producti-
vité d'éldments d'actif, elles sont considérées comrne des 
immobilisations en constructions neuves ou en machines 
et outilage neufs. 

Méthodes 
Les chiffres qui apparaissent dans les divers tableaux 

sont des estimations des dépenses globales. Afin de se rap-
procher le plus possible du total pour tout le Canada, on a 
effectue des rajustements de façon a faire la part des plus 
petites entreprises qui n'ont pas fait partie de l'enquéte ou 
n'y ont pas répondu. Pour le secteur de Ia fabrication, Ia 
méthode employee pour gonfler le montant des dépenses 
en immobilisation déclarées consiste a multiplier ce 
dernier par Ic facteur du rapport de Ia valeur totale des 
expeditions, pour l'année Ia plus recente, de toutes les 
entreprises ayant répondu a l'enquete courante, suivant la 
disponibilité des données. L'utilisation des expeditions 
comme indicateur connexe insére une analyse d'ensemble 
dans les procedures d'estimations afin de tenir compte des 
caractéristiques pertinentes tel que Ia grosseur d'une entre-
prise. Pour les services d'utiité publique, le commerce, Ia 
finance, les institutions et les services commerciaux, on a 
appliqué le méme principe en cherchant des données de 
base appropriées au secteur en cause. Les projets mention-
nés par les entreprises a l'égard desquelles aucun renseigne-
ment en matière de production ou autre ne pouvait étre 
obtenu, sont inscrits comme "additions nettes". II y a lieu 
de croire que la formule d'estimation employee a l'égard 
des entreprises qui n'ont pas répondu au questionnaire et 
des secteurs que Ic relevé n'a pas atteint directement, n'a 
pas Pu fausser sensiblement Ic montant global. 

Dans certains secteurs, oü la méthode d'eriquéte n'a 
pas semblé pratique, les montant ont été calculés sépa-
rément d'après Ia tendance courante et l'opinion de spé-
cialistes en la matière. Cette méthode d'évaluation a été 
employee surtout a l'égard des investissements agricoles et 
de ceux de l'industrie de la péche. Dans le cas des groupes 
atteints par le relevé, les estimations semblent plus sUres 
que pour les groupes ayant été estimés par des tiers 
d'après des renseignements beaucoup moms complets. 

Pour l'habitation, les estimations non pas été eta-
blies sur Ia méme base que celle qui découlent des rensei-
gnements fournis directement par les entreprises ou les 
pouvoirs publics. Pour l'année derniére, Statistique 
Canada a estimé les dépenses d'habitation en se basant sur 
les résultats des enquétes menées par la Société centrale 
d'hypotheques et de logement et au moyen d'une métho-
dologie sensible fondée sur Ia durée des travaux et sur les 
réalisations mensuelles des différents types de construc-
tion. 
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Appraisal of the probable volume of new 
housing construction in the current year was made by 
representatives of the Corporation who assessed market 
conditions, mortgage facilities, current and proposed 
housing policies. Finally an allowance was made for 
other housing expenditures such as home conversions, 
mobile homes, alterations, home improvements and ac-
quisition costs which currently account for approx-
imately 20% of total expenditures. Allowing for 
probable change in construction costs, estimates were 
then prepared for the value of construction work 
carried over from last year and the value of work 
expected to be undertaken this year. 

Construction Expenditures - by Type of Structure 
For details of construction activity by type of
