This report sets out the 1979 revised capital 
spending intentions for all sectors of the economy. 
Comparative figures of the original intentions for 1979 
and preliminary actual expenditures for 1978 are 
also given. The results are based on a questionnaire 
survey of individual companies and other spending 
agencies carried out in May, June and early July. The 
figures reflect spending plans as formulated at that 
time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for construction 
and for the acquisition of producers' machinery and 
equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 24,000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage, adjustments were made for non-
iirveyed and for non-reporting establishments. In a 

tcw areas, where the survey approach is not considered 
ractical, expenditure estimates were arrived at inde-
endently on the basis of current trends and expert 
pinion in these fields (e.g., agriculture, fishing and 

housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions provides 
a useful indication of market conditions both in the 
economy at large and in particular industries. Since 
such expenditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expenditures, 
the size and content of the investment program pro-
vides significant information about demands to be 
placed upon the productive capacities of the economy 
during the period covered by the survey. In addition, 
information on the relative size of the capital expen-
ditures program planned, both in total and for indi-
vidual industries, gives an indication of the views 
management hold on prospective market demands in 
relation to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures 
and machinery and equipment are also given in the 
report but these are shown separately. By including 
these outlays, a more complete picture is provided of 
all demands likely to be made on labour and materials 
in accomplishing the program.

Ces renseignements sur les projets d'immobilisations four-
nissent des indications utiles quant ii l'état du marché dans 
l'économie en général et danscertaines industries particulières. 
Comme ces dCpenses représentent une partie importante mais 
toujours variable des dépenses nationales brutes, l'envergure 
du programme des investissements et sa repartition entre les 
différents secteurs donnent une We de Ia demande particu-
lièrement aléatoire que les producteurs canadiens auront a 
satisfaire au cours de Ia période en cause. De plus, ces rensei-
gnements sur I'importance relative des immobilisations proje-
tees dans l'ensemble du pays et dans les industries déterminées 
permettent de connaitre les previsions des chefs d'entreprises 
pour ce qui est de la demande en fonction de la capacité ac-
tuelle de production. 

Le rapport comprend aussi, quoique sous une rubrique dis-
tincte, les sommes destinées a la reparation non-capitalisée 
d'immeubles, de machines et d'outillage. L'inclusion de ces 
sommes donne une idée plus juste des besoins de main-
d'oeuvre et de matériaux que représentera l'exécution du 
programme.

APPRAISAL OF THE 1979 CAPITAL 
EXPENDITURES PROGRAM - MID-YEAR 
REVIEW 

EVALUATION DU PROGRAMME D'INVESTIS-

Intended capital expenditures in Canada during 
1979 are now estimated to be $56,442 million based 
on the results of the mid-year survey recently com-
pleted by Statistics Canada and originally released in 
the Daily and on CANSIM on August 1, 1979. The 
new total for 1979 represents a 3.1% increase over 
the first estimate of $54,723 million for 1979 and is 
12.3% above the $50,238 million for 1978 shown in 
the March 23, 1979, release in the Daily and on 
CANSIM for Private and Public Investment in Canada, 
Outlook 1979 (Catalogue 61 -205, $1.05). (For 
d1!ar differences and percentage changes, see Table 
L\ 

I he new total for capital outlays for all construc-
[iou, at $35,797 million, is 2.8% above the $34,816 
million estimated earlier for 1979 and 11% higher 
than the $32,261 million for 1978. The principal 
strength comes from non-residential construction 
which is now expected to reach $24,148 million, 
4.5% over the $23,101 million estimated earlier for 
1979, and 15.6% above the $20,886 million for 1978. 
In contrast, the estimate for housing construction in 
1979 is reduced marginally by 0.6% to $11,649 million 
compared with $11,715 million in the preceding 
1979 total and only 2.4% higher than the 1978 total 
of $11,375 million. Current estimates for housing are 
now based on 207,500 starts compared with 215,000 
starts used earlier for 1979 and 228,000 in 1978. 

Capital spending for the acquisition of new 
machinery and equipment during 1979 now totals 
$20,644 million or 3.7% above the earlier estimate of 
$19,907 million and 14.8% higher than the $17,978 
million for 1978. 

Both the business and social capital groups show a 
further increase at mid-year. The business group is 
now expected to be up by 16.7% over 1978 compared 
with a gain of 11.6% estimated earlier. The social 
Lapital group of institutions and governments is now 
shown as 9.2% above 1978 compared with an increase 
of 7% estimated earlier for 1979.

The increase for the business sector at mid-year is 
most evident in the primary industries group. The 
petroleum and natural gas industry is shown as 
increasing by a further 12.4% over the first estimates 
for 1979 to a record level of $3,713 million of capital 
outlays.' This program represents a gain of 35.1% 
over the total of $2,748 million in 1978. A further 
gain is also shown for agriculture and fishing (+6.4%), 
now at $4,020 million or 15.1% above the $3,491 
million last year. 

Manufacturing registers a significant gain at mid-
year ($392 million, 5.8%) to a new level of $7,190 
million which is 15.2% above the $6,240 million in 
1978. The further strength is shown for primary 
metals ($71 million, 8.7%), non-metallic minerals 
($51 million, 16.2%), paper products ($49 million, 
6.8%), metal fabricating ($31 million, 13.7%), rubber 
($31 million, 24.8%), food and beverages ($31 mil-
lion, 4.6%). All other manufacturing groups show 
increases of smaller amounts but in the chemical 
products group and in products of petroleum and 
coal, the decrease from 1978 shown in the earlier 
estimates is not materially changed. The special 
strength shown for transportation equipment in the 
earlier estimates also remains relatively unchanged. 

The total capital spending programs for the trade-
finance-commercial services group is now larger than 
for the manufacturing group. As in manufacturing, 
upward revisions at mid-year for those services ($372 
million, 5.4%) contribute substantially to the gain in 
the all-industry total for 1979. The largest part of the 
increase originates with real estate developers and the 
finance group ($187 million, 6.9%) followed by trade 
($102 million, 8.5%) and by commercial services ($83 
million, 2.8%) for an overall level 23.4% above 1978. 

The utilities group of transportation, communica-
tions and other utilities shows the smallest increase 
over earlier estimates for 1979 ($88 million, 0.7%) 
but its total of $11,840 million still represents the 
largest part of the capital spending in the business 
sector. The new total for 1979 is 10.6% above the 
$10,701 million in 1978. Electric power in the other 
utilities group continues to dominate the total with a 
total program of $6,623 million, down marginally 
from the $6,636 million estimated earlier for this 
year but still $588 million or 9.7% above 1978. In the 
transportation group, rail and air transport continue 
to be a major part of the total with a small further 
increase for 1979. Rail transport is now expected to 
have capital expenditures of $748 million, 31.5% 
above the $568 million in 1978. Air transport at 
$613 million is now showing an increase of 69.6% 
over the $361 milhionin 1978. The currently estimated

Positive 
changes are indicated in the business sector regionally 
with manufacturing increasing further by $56 million 
or 16.3% in industries such as paper products and 
food and beverages. Compared with 1978, Newfound-
land, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick shared the 
significant increment of $124 million or 44.61/o.

These are offset by a decrease of $36 million (-1%) 
for utilities and $103 million (-2.5%) for housing.

The 
pattern for the trade-finance-commercial group 
presents an improved situation regionally at mid-year 
following a small decline in the earlier 1979 total in 
comparison with 1978. The same applies to utilities 
where some increases at mid-year moderate the 1.3% 
decrease in total from 1978. 

The total for capital spending in Quebec is raised 
in all of the broad industry groups by $303 million or 
an added 2.6%. In the business sector, additions to 
the 1979 total in manufacturing are made in almost 
all groups, particularly primary metals, paper products 
and non-metallic minerals. While these upward 
revisions at mid-year raise the year-over-year change 
to 15.3%, the decrease estimated earlier for chemical 
products and paper products are not entirely offset. 
However, the increases for primary metals and for 
food and beverages are enlarged. The large capital 
spending program for utilities is almost unchanged at 
mid-year for a 9% advance over 1978. In the trade-
fmance-commercial group, an additional $49 million 
(+4.1%) resulted in a year-over-year increase of 13%. 
For social capital, an upward revision for housing 
changes the decrease in 1979 expected earlier to an 
increase of 0.4%. The additions to programs for 
hospitals and of the three levels of government 
contribute to most of the gain of 8.6% over 1978 for 
the total of institutions and governments. 
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In the Prairie region, Alberta dominates the upward 
revisions at mid-year. In the primary industries group 

cionally ($587 million, 11.6 17o) the mining, petro- 
'un and gas group shows considerably more strength 
Alberta followed by agriculture. Increases for these 

two areas are also shown for Saskatchewan contrib-
uting to the regional increase of 23.2% over 1978. All 
three Prairie provinces contribute to the gain at mid-
year in manufacturing ($70 million, 8.2%) leading to 
a level 11.6% above last year. The same situation 
applies to the trade-finance-commercial group where 
the added $173 million (+8.8%) causes the current 
year level to be up by 45.2%. In utilities, a marginal 
downward revision for Alberta does not materially 
influence the additions in Manitoba and Saskatchewan 
for the regional overall gain of $70 million (+3.5%) at 
mid-year which brings the total up to an 8.5% increase 
over last year. In social capital, the mid-year decreases 
for federal and provincial governments almost 
completely offsets the increases for municipal govern-
ment and for institutions. Year-over-year, the increase 
of 13.3% for institutions and governments differs little 
from earlier estimates. The decrease for housing 
expected earlier is moderated somewhat but the level 
is still down by 1.1% from 1978. 

Capital expenditures in British Columbia are 
generally revised upward at mid-year except for 
Iicusing where a small increase for 1979 expected 

urlier becomes a very marginal decrease. An increase 
forestry and mining raises the total for the primary 

industries group to 19.2% above last year. A further 
$35 million (+4.87o) in manufacturing represents a 
mixed pattern of changes with the wood products 
group increasing to a new level 33.9% above 1978. 
The paper products group becomes fractionally higher. 
Manufacturing overall is now estimated to be up by 
28.2% during this year. Transportation provides most 
of the additions to total utilities where the further 
$39 million (+2.6%) contributes to the overall amount 
to 13.8% over 1978. The trade-finance-commercial 
group, with an added $98 million (+1 1.3 01o), is now 
expected to be up by 28.9% in 1979. Further outlays 
for hospitals are partly offset by reductions for 
provincial government departments for a net result of 
a 3.9% increase over last year in the social capital of 
institutions and governments. 

In the Yukon and Northwest Territories, downward 
revisions of $25 million (-7.1 17o) for the primary 
industries group contribute to most of the reduction 
in the year-over-year change from +10.3% to +4.7%. 
The total for institutions and governments is 
unchanged from earlier expectations of 2.3 17o above

C'est I'Alberta qui revendique les plus fortes ameliorations 
de mi-anmie dans la region des Prairies. Dans les trois pro-
vinces le secteur primaire progresse de $587 millions (11.6 %), 
grace surtout aux augmentations apprëciables rdalisées par les 
mines, le pétrole et Ic gaz, ainsi que par l'agriculture, en 
Alberta. Ces deux branches d'activité connaissent également 
des augmentations en Saskatchewan; ce qui contribue ii la 
hausse de 23.2 % enregistrëe pour la region par rapport a 
1978. L'amélioration de $70 millions (8.2 %) des industries 
manufacturières est survenue dans les trois provinces; les 
investissements de cette branche augmentent done de 11.6 % 
par rapport a l'annëe précédente.

PROVINCES ET TERRITOIRES 

Immobilisations et reparations par province et ter-
ntoires (voir tableaux 7 - 20) 

Les montants indiqués pour chacune des provinces ou ter-
ritoires représentent la valeur des travaux de construction qui 
y seront entrepris et celle des machines et du materiel achetés 
pour y être utilisés. Ces sommes constituent des additions 
brutes aux capitaux de la province ou territoire et donnent 
des indications de l'activité economique de la region. Cepen-
dant, la production effective des biens en cause peut exercer 
son influence du point de vue de la creation d'emplois et de 
revenu dans d'autres regions. Ainsi, la ddpense de millions de 
dollars en installations et équipement industriels dans l'Ouest 
canadien peut determiner une grande activité dans les indus-
tries des machines en Ontario et au Québec et dans Ia cons-
truction dans les provinces de l'Ouest. 

On éprouve, dans certains cas, des difficultés d'ordre sta-
tistique a determiner a quel endroit s'applique tel ou tel in-
vestissement. En effet, un grand nombre d'entreprises corn-
merciales qui font affaires dans plusieurs provinces n'établis-
sent pas leurs plans ou leurs comptes d'immobilisations sur 
une base géographique. II a donc fallu dans ces circonstances 
se contenter d'une repartition approximative. Ce fut le cas 
notamment pour les achats de materiel roulant de chemins de 
fer, de navires, d'avions et d'autres biens analogues. 

Les details foumis dependent, dans une certaine mesure, 
de la validité des méthodes employdes pour obtenir des esti-
mations d'ordre provincial et des restrictions imposées par la 
Loi sur la statistique. Ces restrictions ont été particulièrement 
importantes dans le cas des provinces ou territoires les moms 
peuplés. 

PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories (See Tables 7 - 20) 

The expenditures shown for each province or ter-
ritory represent the value of construction work put in 
place and the value of machinery and equipment ac-
quired for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection 
of economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major em-
ployment and income giving effects in other regions. 
For example, the spending of miffions of dollars on 
plants and equipment in Western Canada may generate 
cnsiderable activity in machinery industries in 

rit:rio and Quebec as well as construction activity in 

S 
	\ cstern provinces. 

I i ,hould be appreciated that there are statistical 
UIItLu1ties in making a precise geographic allocation 
of past or anticipated investment since many business 
firms operating in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures geographical-
ly. As a result, it has been necessary to use approxi-
mate breakdowns in many cases. Such is the case for 
investment in railway rolling stock, ships, aircraft and 
certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to some 
extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed 
by the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular 
relevance in the case of smaller provinces or territories. 

Private and Public Breakdowns (See Tables 7C 
and 7D) 

Capital and repair expenditures for the provinces 
and for the territories are divided into the Private 
(non government) and Public (government) categories 
in Tnhles 7C and 7D. 

\Iditional data, similar to Canada Table 23 along 
itli government department figures for the three 
tb of government, are also available on the CAN-

IN1 data bank. These statistics can be retrieved from 
the appropriate provincial and territorial matrix back 
to 1963.

The Public category includes government enter-
prises for municipal, provincial and federal govern-
ments, municipal hospitals and schools, provincial 
hospitals, schools and universities, and federal govern-
ment housing, and government department expendi-
tures for the three levels. 

Public enterprises cover, in general, government 
owned establishments whose principal source of reve-
nue is derived from the provision of goods and services 
to the public. 

The total for federal government departments in-
cludes data for departmental crown corporations and 
excludes data for proprietary crown corporations 
diich are all classed as enterprises. Agency crown 

rporations, on the other hand, are provisionally 
jii,sified in part to enterprises and the remainder to 

vernment departments.

STATISTICAL NOTES 

Definitions 

The main emphasis of the report is on new capital 
rather than on non-capitalized repair expenditures. 
New capital expenditures include the cost of pro-
curing, constructing and installing new durable plant 
and machinery, whether for replacement of worn or 
obsolete assets, or as net additions to existing assets. 
Included are all capitalized costs such as architectural, 
legal and engineering fees, as well as the value of work 
on capital assets undertaken by firms with their own 
labour force. Gross outlays are reported without any 
deduction for scrap or trade-in value of old assets. 
Excluded are expenditures made for the acquisition 
of previously existing structures, for used machinery 
,iud equipment unless imported and for land since 
outlays of this type involve only the transfer of prop-
crty and not the creation of a capital asset. 

Construction includes building construction and 
all types of engineering construction such as roads, 
dams, transmission lines and pipelines, as well as oil 
drilling and mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the purchase 
of all such items which are used either in producing 
goods or providing services but does not cover durable 
goods purchased for personal use. Included, as well 
as industrial machinery, are transportation equipment, 
agricultural implements, professional and scientific 
equipment, office and store furnishings and other 
similar capital goods. Excluded, for the purpose of 
this report, are outlays for machinery and equipment 
by the Department of National Defense. 

The intention is to include the cost of all new 
plant and equipment which normally has a life of 
more than one year. For this reason companies were 
asked to report, as capital expenditures, all purchases 
to be charged to fixed asset accounts. This method of 
reporting omits certain types of equipment which are 
bought regularly out of ordinary revenue and charged 
to current account. Adjustments have been made 
where necessary to take account of such omitted 
apital items and separate figures are shown in the 

r clevant tables under "capital items charged to oper. 
ting expenses".

Definitions

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Housing is not generally considered a capital expen-
diture in the sense mentioned above but it has been 
included in this report because it forms a large pro-
portion of construction expenditures and has cyclical 
fluctuations similar to those which characterize busi-
ness, institutional and government capital expendi-
tures. 

The repair expenditures shown in the tables repre-
sent the non-capitalized outlays made to maintain the 
operating efficiency of the existing stock of durable 
physical assets. These repairs and maintenance expen-
ditures exclude, however, the routine care of assets 
such as in oiling and cleaning of machinery. Where the 
repair costs are large enough to materially lengthen 
the expected serviceable life of the assets, increase its 
capacity or otherwise raise its productivity, they are 
treated as capital expenditures on new construction 
or on new machinery and equipment. 

Methods 

The figures in the various tables of this report are 
estimates of total expenditures. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage for Canada, adjustments were 
made to allow for the smaller establishments which 
are not surveyed and for establishments which did 
not report. In manufacturing, the method used to 
inflate the reported expenditures was to multiply the 
known expenditures by a factor obtained by dividing 
the total value of shipments for the most recent year 
available of all the establishments in each industry 
by the corresponding total for the establishments 
reporting in the current surveys. The use of shipments 
as a related indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account of rele-
vant industry characteristics such as the size of estab-
lishments. In the utilities, trade, finance and institu-
tional and commercial services sectors the same prin-
ciple has been followed using appropriate basic data 
for the sector concerned. Expenditures reported by 
establishments for which no production or other basic 
data are available are included as "net additions". It 
is believed that the estimating procedures for non-
reporting establishments and the sectors not covered 
by direct survey, does not introduce any great margin 
of error into the total. Estimates for individual indus-
tries or regions are, of course, subject to greater error 
than the total figures for Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to be practical, expenditure estimates 
were arrived at independently on the basis of current 
trends and expert opinion in these fields. Some of the 
areas so estimated are agriculture and fishing invest-
ment. The estimates of total outlays in the groups 
covered by survey are thought to be of better quality 
than the independent estimates which are based on 
much less complete information.

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I lousing estimates were made on a different basis 
liin those derived from information submitted 
ihicetly by businesses and governments. Last year's 
estimates of the volume of residential construction 
were prepared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the Canada Mortgage and Housing 
Corporation, and the value estimates were prepared 
by Statistics Canada. These value estimates were 
calculated by means of a sensitive methodology 
making use of the duration of construction and 
monthly measures of work put in place for various 
types of construction. 

Appraisal of the probable volume of new housing 
construction in the current year was made by repre-
sentatives of the Corporation who assessed market 
conditions, mortgage facilities, current and proposed 
housing policies. Finally an allowance was made for 
other housing expenditures such as home conversions, 
mobile homes, alterations, home improvements and 
acquisition costs which currently account for approx. 
imately 20% of total expenditures. Allowing for 
probable change in construction costs, estimates 
were then prepared for the value of construction 
work carried over from last year and the value of 
work expected to be undertaken this year.
