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Introduction 	 Introduction 

This report sets out the 1980 revised capital 
spending intentions for all sectors of the economy. 
Comparative figures of the original intentions for 1980 
and preliminary actual expenditures for 1979 are 
also given. The results are based on a questionnaire 
survey of individual companies and other spending 
agencies carried out in May, June and early July. The 
figures reflect spending plans as formulated at that 
time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for construction 
and for the acquisition of producers' machinery and 
equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 24,000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage, adjustments were made for non-
tirveyed and for non-reporting establishments. In a 

lew areas, where the survey approach is not considered 
practical, expenditure estimates were arrived at inde-
pendently on the basis of current trends and expert 
opinion in these fields (e.g., agriculture, fishing and 
housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions provides 
a useful indication of market conditions both in the 
economy at large and in particular industries. Since 
such expenditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expenditures, 
the size and content of the investment program pro-
vides significant information about demands to be 
placed upon the productive capacities of the economy 
during the period covered by the survey. In addition, 
information on the relative size of the capital expen-
ditures program planned, both in total and for indi-
vidual industries, gives an indication of the views 
management hold on prospective market demands in 
relation to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures 
and machinery and equipment are also given in the 
report but these are shown separately. By including 
these outlays, a more complete picture is provided of 
all demands likely to be made on labour and materials 
in accomplishing the program. 

Nous présentons ici un état des projets de dépenses révisées 
dans les divers secteurs de l'économie en 1980 (de même que 
les intentions originales de 1980 et les dépenses réelles provi-
soires de 1979).

L'étude 
a porte sur environ 24,000 établissements, mais les totaux 
ont été ajustés de façon a inclure les immobilisations des eta-
blissements qui n'ont pas répondu, ainsi que des établissements 
qui n'ont pas fait partie du relevé. Dans certains secteurs, oi 
Ia méthode d'enquete n'a pas semblé pratique, les montants 
ont été calculés séparément d'après la tendance courante et 
l'opinion de spécialistes en la matière (e.g., agriculture, péche 
et habitation). 

Ces renseignements sur les projets d'immobilisations four-
nissent des indications utiles quant a l'état du marché dans 
l'économie en général et dans certaines industries particuliêres. 
Comme ces dépenses représentent une partie importante mais 
toujours variable des dépenses nationales brutes, l'envergure 
du programme des investissements et sa repartition entre les 
différents secteurs donnent une We de la demande particu-
liêrement aléatoire que les producteurs canadiens auront a 
satisfaire au cours de Ia période en cause. De plus, ces rensei-
gnements sur I'importance relative des immobilisations proje-
tees dans l'ensemble du pays et dans les industries déterminées 
permettent de connaitre les previsions des chefs d'entreprises 
pour ce qui est de la demande en fonction de Ia capacité ac-
tuelle de production. 

Le rapport comprend aussi, quoique sous une rubrique dis-
tincte, les sommes destinées a Ia reparation non-capitalisée 
d'immeubles, de machines et d'outillage.

Section I 
EVALUATION DU PROGRAMME DES 

DEPENSES EN IMMOBILISATIONS 
EN 1980 - REVUE DE LA MI-ANNEE 

L'enquête de Ia mi-annde sur les dépenses en inimobiisa-
tions prévues au Canada en 1980 rdvèle un certain raffermis-
sement par rapport aux estimations publiëes plus tOt. Le 
nouveau total de $65,936 millions (dollars courants) dépasse 
de 2.5 % le total prévu initialement ($64,337 millions) et de 
14.8 % celui de 1979 ($57,441 millions). Les estimations 
antérieures pour 1980 ont paru le 2 avril dans le Quotidien et 
dans CANSIM (Investissements privés et publics au Canada, 
perspectives 1980, no 6 1-205 au catalogue, $6.00). 

En ce qui concerne les deux categories de Ia construction 
et des machines, on s'attend ace que Ia construction 1  atteigne 
$39,817 millions, en hausse de 2.6 % sur Ia premiere estima-
tion de $38,797 millions pour 1980 et de 12.2 % par rapport 
au total de $35,471 millions pour 1979. Toujours dans cette 
activité économique, l'habitation se chiffre a $11,366 mil-
lions, en baisse de 1.4 % par rapport a la projection initiale de 
$11,530 millions et de 1 % par rapport au total de $11,482 
millions pour 1979. L'estimation actuelle relative a l'habita-
tion repose sur 165,000 mises en chantier, contre 175,000 
pour les chiffres précddents de 1980 et 197,000 pour les es-
timations de 1979. La construction non résidentielle s'éta-
blit a $28,451 millions, ddpassant de 4.3 % la premiere es-
timation de $27,267 millions et de 18.6 % celle pour 1979 
($23,989 millions). Les dépenses d'immobiisations en ma-
chines et en materiel devraient continuer a croitre au mme 
rythme qu'en 1979; elles s'élêvent actuellement a $26,119 
millions et dépassent de 2.3 % l'estimation antérieure de 
$25,540 millions pour 1980 et de 18.9 %le total correspon-
dant de 1979 ($21,970 millions). La progression de 1978 a 
1979 avait été de 19.1 %. 

On enregistre une nouvelle augmentation des ddpenses to-
tales consacrdes au capital social et au capital commercial a Ia 
mi-année. Le groupedu capital commercial devrait s'élever de 
20.9 % stir 1979, alors qu'on avait prévu un gain de 16.8 % 
plus tOt et un accroissement de 2 1. 1 %en 1979 par rapport a 
1978. Le groupe du capital social (institutions et administra-
tions publiques) progresserait encore de 2.3 % pour dépasser 
de 8.5 % le chiffre de 1979; cette montée n'en reste pas 
moms inférieure a celle de 9.7 % observée de 1978 a 1979.

Section I 

APPRAISAL OF THE 1980 
CAPITAL EXPENDITURES 
PROGRAM - MID-YEAR REVIEW 

The mid-year survey of intended capital expendi-
tures in Canada during 1980 shows some added 
strength over earlier estimates for this year. The new 
total of $65,936 million (in current dollars), is 25% 
higher than the first expectations of S64,337 mil-
lion, and 14.8% above the $57,441 million in 1979. 
The earlier estimates for 1980 were released April 2 
in the Daily and on CANSIM for Private and Public 
Investment in Canada, Outlook 1980 (Catalogue 
61-205, $6.00). 

In the two categories of construction and machine- 
construction 1  is now expected to reach $39,817 

million, 2.6% above the first estimate of $38,797 mil-
lion for 1980 and 12.2% over the $35,471 million 
last year. In this construction activity, the housing 
portion at $11,366 million is down by 1.4% from the 
initial projection of $11,530 million, and 1% below 
the $11,482 million for 1979. The current estimate 
for housing is based on 165,000 starts, compared with 
the 175,000 used earlier for 1980 and the 197,000 
used for the 1979 estimates. The non-residential con-
struction, at $28,451 million, is 4.3% above the first 
estimate of $27,267 and 18.6% over the $23,989 in 
1979. Capital spending for machinery and equipment 
is expected to continue at the 1979 rate of increase 
with the current total of $26,119 million. This total 
represents a further 2.3% over the $25,540 million 
estimated earlier for 1980 and 18.9% more than the 
$21,970 million last year. The 1979 over 1978 in-
crease was 19.1%. 

Both the husiness and social capital groups register 
a further increase in total outlays at mid-year. The 
business group is shown increasing at 20.9% over 
1979, compared with 16.8% reported earlier for 1980 
and 21.1% of last year over 1978. The social capital 
group of institutions and government departments in-
creases by another 2.3% for a total gain of 8.5% over 
1979, still below the 9.7% gain of last year over 1978. 

The category of construction also includes exploratory and 
development drilling as well as surface installations related to 
petroleum and gas wells, extracting of petroleum from 
shales or sands, gas processing plants and contract drilling 
or pctroktui and LZ3.

The trade-finance-commercial group also indicates 
some further strength (+ $415 million, + 4.8%) in ac-
quisitions of machinery and equipment for leasing, in 
real estate development and in wholesale and retail 
trade. Increases for the group of transportation, com-
munication and other utilities are dominant in the 
transportation group (+ $257 million, + 811o) where 
pipelines reported significant upward revisions for 
1980 and further gains are shown for air transport 
and gas distribution. Railways reported a lower total 
of $998 million, down 399o' from earlier expectations 
for this year but still 37.6% above 1979. The capital 
spending programs for electric power in the category 
of other utilities, remains almost unchanged in the 
new total of $6,620 million at 2.6% above 1979. 

In the social capital of institutions and government 
departments, the largest mid-year revision is for 
municipal governments (+ $118 million, + 4.1%) to 
raise the 1980 program to $3,019 million or 10.5% 
above 1979. Government departments at all three 
levels are currently expected to reach $6,829 million 
or 7.7% over last year. Institutions will now total 
$1,953 million or 11.5% above 1979 after a further 
gain of $60 million for hospitals and $13 million for 
universities. 

La plupart des branches du groupe des affaires font res-
sortir des hausses, a l'exception de l'agriculture et de Ia pëche, 
pour lesquels on ne prévoit en 1980 qu'une augmentation de 
5.9 % sur 1979, comparativement a 25.4 % entre 1978 ci 
1979.

(+ $415 millions, + 4.8 %) pour I'achat de machines et de 
materiel a des fins de location, pour Ia promotion immobi-
here et pour les commerces de gros et de detail. En ce qui 
concerne le groupe des transports, des communications et 
des autres services publics, le grand responsable de l'augmen-
tation est la composante des transports (+ $257 millions, 
+ 8 %); en effet, les estimations relatives aux pipelines ont 
été sensiblement révisées en hausse pour 1980, tandis que 
celles liées aux transports aériens et a la distribution du gaz 
ont également progressé. En revanche, les dépenses d'im-
mobiisations des chemins de fer se chiffreraient maintenant 
a $998 millions, soit 3.9 % de moins que les previsions ante-
rieures pour 1980, mais pourtant 37.6 % de plus qu'en 1979.

Dans Ic groupe du capital social (institutions et administra-
tions publiques), la revision Ia plus forte a la mi-année (+ $118 
millions, + 4.1 %) touche les administrations municipales, 
dont le programme pour 1980 totalise désormais $3,019 mil-
lions, en hausse de 10.5 % sur 1979. Les trois paliers de gou-
vemement prévoient maintenant consacrer $6,829 millions a 
leurs immobiisations, soit 7.7 % de plus que l'année dernière.

The increases for the business sector are evident in 
most groups except for agriculture and fishing where 
1980 is now expected to be up by only 5.9% over 
1979 compared with 25.4% shown for last year over 
1978. The mining, petroleum and gas group reports 
the most strength with an added 8.7% at mid-year 
raising the group to 47,7% over 1979 after a year-over-
year gain of 35.1% last year. 

Manufacturing, as the second ranking increase, has 
added a further $469 million or 5.2% to capital spend-
ing intentions so that 1980 is now reported at 30.3% 
over 1979 compared with the 18.5% rise posted last 
year over 1978. Enlarged programs for the paper prod-
ucts group (+ $212 million, + 19.1%) make up a large 
part of the gain at mid-year followed by chemical prod-
ucts ($48 million, + 4.4%), non metallic mineral prod-
ucts ($35 million, + 9.5%), machinery ($34 million, 
+ 13%), food and beverages ($22 million, + 3 17o) and 
metal fabricating ($21 million, + 6.9%). All other 
groups in manufacturing project increases except for 
transportation equipment, products of petroleum and 
coal and furniture. In the case of transportation equip-
ment the decline of only $15 million or 1.1% at mid-
year does not change significantly their currently large 
1980 program of $1,412 million after capital expen-
ditures of $660 million in 1979.

The higher total of capital expenditures in Ontario 
at mid-year reflects a wide range of increases except 
for the primary industries group (- $53 million, 
- 2.7%) and for housing (- $19 million, - 0.5 17o). 
Paper products show most of the gain for manufactur-
ing followed by increases in all other industry groups 
except primary metals (- $19 million, - 2.5%) and 
in transportation equipment (- $11 million, - 0.9%). 
In the latter group, the total at $1,274 million still 
represents a sizeable program after a 1979 total of 
$555 million. The trade-finance-commercial sector ex-
ceeds the level for 1980 expected earlier to register a 
182% increase over 1979. Moderate added strength is 
also added for utilities to achieve a gain of 12.5% over 
last year. Institutions and governments show added 
amounts for hospitals and municipal governments to 
reach 6.8% year over year. 

Alberta dominates the Prairie region in the pattern 
of increases in the various sectors at mid-year over ear-
lier expectations for 1980 but in the year over year 
comparison, that province shows a decrease of 8.6% 
for manufacturing (- $69 million) compared with a 
gain of 29.8% for Manitoba and 34.2% for Sas-
katchewan. In housing, Alberta posts the largest de-
crease from 1979 (- $189 million, - 7.8%) while 
Manitoba and Saskatchewan decline by 23.8% and 
6.6% respectively. In the remaining sectors, a further 
sizeable increase at mid-year for the primary indus-
tries group in Alberta boosts the regional total by a 
further 2.5% to achieve a total gain of $1,778 mil-
lion (29.4%) over last year. Petroleum and gas con-
stitutes the dominant strength in this sector. The 
utilities group in the region also shows a stronger 
year in 1980 compared with 1979 (+ $690 million, 
+ 34.9%) after reported further expanded programs, 
particularly for the transportation group. Trade-fi-
nance-commercial was down slightly at mid-year in 
Saskatchewan but regionally and year over year, dis-
played some strength particularly in Alberta. A simi-
lar pattern is registered for the institutions and govern-
ments group, but Saskatchewan is now expected to 
decline fractionally from 1979 in this sector.

PROVINCES ET TERRITOIRES 

Immobilisations et reparations par province et ter-
ritoire (voir tableaux 7 - 20) 

Les montants indiqués pour chacune des provinces ou ter-
ritoires représentent la valeur des travaux de construction qui 
y seront entrepris et celle des machines et du materiel achetés 
pour y ëtre utilisés. Ces sommes constituent des additions 
brutes aux capitaux de la province ou territoire et donnent 
des indications de l'activité économique de Ia region. Cepen-
dant, Ia production effective des biens en cause peut exercer 
son influence du point de vue de la creation d'emplois et de 
revenu dans d'autres regions. Ainsi, Ia ddpense de millions de 
dollars en installations et équipement industriels dans l'Ouest 
canadien peut determiner une grande activité dans les indus-
tries des machines en Ontario et au Québec et dans Ia cons-
truction dans les provinces de l'Ouest. 

On éprouve, dans certains cas, des difficultés d'ordre sta-
tistique a determiner a quel endroit s'applique tel ou tel in-
vestissement. En effet, un grand nombre d'entreprises corn-
merciales qui font affaires darts plusieurs provinces n'établis-
sent pas leurs plans ou leurs comptes d'immobilisations sur 
une base géographique. Ii a donc fallu dans ces circonstances 
se contenter d'une repartition approximative. Ce fut le cas 
notamment pour les achats de materiel roulant de chemins de 
fer, de navires, d'avions et d'autres biens analogues. 

Les details fournis dependent, dans une certaine mesure, 
de Ia validité des méthodes employees pour obtenir des esti-
mations d'ordre provincial et des restrictions imposées par la 
Loi sur Ia statistique. Ces restrictions ont etC particulierement 
importantes dans le cas des provinces ou territoires les moms 
peuplés. 

PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories (See Tables 7-20) 

The expenditures shown for each province or ter-
ritory represent the value of construction work put in 
place and the value of machinery and equipment ac-
quired for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection 
of economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major em-
ployment and income giving effects in other regions. 
For example, the spending of millions of dollars on 
plants and equipment in Western Canada may generate 
considerable activity in machinery industries in 
Ontario and Quebec as well as construction activity in 
the Western provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are statistical 
litliculties in making a precise geographic allocation 

of past or anticipated investment since many business 
firms operating in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures geographical-
ly. As a result, it has been necessary to use approxi-
mate breakdowns in many cases. Such is the case for 
investment in railway rolling stock, ships, aircraft and 
certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to some 
extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed 
by the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular 
relevance in the case of smaller provinces or territories. 

Private and Public Breakdowns (See Tables 7C 
and 7D) 

Capital and repair expenditures for the provinces 
and for the territories are divided into the Private 
(non government) and Public (government) categories 
in Tables 7C and 7D. 

Additional data, similar to Canada Table 23 along 
with government department figures for the three 
levels of government, are also available on the CAN-
SIM data bank. These statistics can be retrieved from 
the appropriate provincial and territorial matrix back 
to 1963.

Private and Public (See Tables 23 and 24) 

These tables divide the total capital and repair 
expenditures for Canada into Private (non-govern-
ment) and Public (government) categories. 

The Public category includes government enter-
prises for municipal, provincial and federal govern-
ments, municipal hospitals and schools, provincial 
hospitals, schools and universities, and federal govern-
ment housing, and government department expendi-
tures for the three levels. 

Public enterprises cover, in general, government 
owned establishments whose principal source of reve-
nue is derived from the provision of goods and services 
to the public. 

The total for federal government departments in-
cludes data for departmental crown corporations and 
excludes data for proprietary crown corporations 
which are all classed as enterprises. Agency crown 
corporations, on the other hand, are provisionally 
classified in part to enterprises and the remainder to 
government departments. 

Investissements privés et publics (voir les tableaux

Ces tableaux divisent les dépenses totales d'immobilisa-
tions et de reparations pour le Canada en deux categories: 
privée (non-gouvernementale) et publique (gouvernementale). 

La catégorie publique comprend les entreprises des gou-
vernements municipaux, provinciaux et fédéral; les écoles, 
les universitCs et les hOpitaux provinciaux; les écoles et les 
hôpitaux municipaux; les habitations du gouvernement 
fédéral; et les dépenses aux trois niveaux de gouvernement. 

Entreprises publiques comprend, en général, les entre-
prises qui tirent la majeure partie de leur revenu de la fourni-
ture de biens et de services au public. 

Les totaux pour les ministères du gouvernement fédéral 
comprennent les chiffres pour les corporations de dCparte-
ment mais excluent les chiffres pour les corporations de pro-
priétaire, ces dernières étant considérées comme entreprises 
publiques.

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Section V 

STATISTICAL NOTES 

Definitions 

The main emphasis of the report is on new capital 
rather than on non-capitalized repair expenditures. 
New capital expenditures include the cost of pro-
curing, constructing and installing new durable plant 
and machinery, whether for replacement of worn or 
obsolete assets, or as net additions to existing assets. 
Included are all capitalized costs such as architectural, 
legal and engineering fees, as well as the value of work 
on capital assets undertaken by firms with their own 
labour force. Gross outlays are reported without any 
deduction for scrap or trade-in value of old assets. 
Excluded are expenditures made for the acquisition 
of previously existing structures, for used machinery 
and equipment unless imported and for land since 
outlays of this type involve only the transfer of prop. 
erty and not the creation of a capital asset. 

Construction includes building construction and 
all types of engineering construction such as roads, 
dams, transmission lines and pipelines, as well as oil 
drilling and mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the purchase 
of all such items which are used either in producing 
goods or providing services but does not cover durable 
goods purchased for personal use. Included, as well 
as industrial machinery, are transportation equipment, 
agricultural implements, professional and scientific 
equipment, office and store furnishings and other 
similar capital goods. Excluded, for the purpose of 
this report, are outlays for machinery and equipment 
by the Department of National Defense. 

The intention is to include the cost of all new 
plant and equipment which normally has a life of 
more than one year. For this reason companies were 
asked to report, as capital expenditures, all purchases 
to be charged to fixed asset accounts. This method of 
reporting omits certain types of equipment which are 
bought regularly out of ordinary revenue and charged 
to current account. Adjustments have been made 
where necessary to take account of such omitted 
capital items and separate figures are shown in the 
relevant tables under "capital items charged to oper-
ating expenses". 

Section V 

RENSEIGNEMENTS STATISTIQUES 

Definitions

Le rapport indique les dépenses 
brutes, sans deduction pour la valeur des biens mis au rancart 
ou cddés en échange de biens nouveaux, mais ii ne comprend 
pas les achats de constructions existantes, de machines ou 
d'équipement usages, a moms qu'ils n'aient été importés, ni de 
terrains, puisque dans ces cas il s'agit d'une simple cession des 
droits de propriété et non de la creation d'un bien nouveau. 

L.a construction comprend les bâtiments et tous les tra-
vaux de genie, comme les routes, les barrages, les lignes de 
transmission et les pipe-lines, ainsi que le forage de puits de 
pétrole et Ia mise en exploitation des mines. Dans le secteur 
des machines et de l'outillage, les achats comprennent tous 
les articles employés a la production de biens et de services 
mais non les biens durables achetés pour usage personnel. 
Sous cette rubrique sont inclus, en plus des machines indus-
trielles, le materiel de transport, les instruments agricoles, 
le materiel professionnel et scientifique, les ameublements 
de bureaux et de magasins et autres biens capitaux du méme 
genre. Toutefois, Ic present rapport ne tient pas compte des 
montants consacrés a l'acquisition de machines et d'outillage 
par le Ministère de Ia Defense nationale. 

On a visé a inclure le prix de toutes les nouvelles usines et 
de nouvelles machines et outillage d'une durée normale de 
plus d'un an. C'est pourquoi on a demandé aux sociétés 
d'inscrire comrne immobiisations tous les achats devant 
étre portés au compte de capital fixe. Ainsi, il n'est pas 
tenu compte de certains éléments d'actif achetés régulière-
ment au moyen de recettes ordinaires et postés au compte 
courant. Des rajustements ont été faits lorsqu'il a semblé 
nécessaire de tenir compte de ces éléments et les sommes 
en cause figurent aux tableaux pertinents sous le titre "Bien-
capitaux imputes sur les dépenses d'exploitation". 
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Housing is not generally considered a capital expen-
diture in the sense mentioned above but it has been 
included in this report because it forms a large pro-
portion of construction expenditures and has cyclical 
fluctuations similar to those which characterize busi-
ness, institutional and government capital expendi-
tures. 

The repair expenditures shown in the tables repre-
sent the non-capitalized outlays made to maintain the 
operating efficiency of the existing stock of durable 
physical assets. These repairs and maintenance expen-
ditures exclude, however, the routine care of assets 
such as in oiling and cleaning of machinery. Where the 
repair costs are large enough to materially lengthen 
the expected serviceable life of the assets, increase its 
capacity or otherwise raise its productivity, they are 
treated as capital expenditures on new construction 
or on new machinery and equipment. 

Methods 

The figures in the various tables of this report are 
estimates of total expenditures. In order to approxi-
mate full coverage for Canada, adjustments were 
made to allow for the smaller establishments which 
are not surveyed and for establishments which did 
not report. In manufacturing, the method used to 
inflate the reported expenditures was to multiply the 
known expenditures by a factor obtained by dividing 
the total value of shipments for the most recent year 
available of all the establishments in each industry 
by the corresponding total for the establishments 
reporting in the current surveys. The use of shipments 
as a related indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account of rele-
vant industry characteristics such as the size of estab-
lishments. In the utilities, trade, finance and institu-
tional and commercial services sectors the same prin-
ciple has been followed using appropriate basic data 
for the sector concerned. Expenditures reported by 
establishments for which no production or other basic 
data are available are included as "net additions". It 
is believed that the estimating procedures for non-
reporting establishments and the sectors not covered 
by direct survey, does not introduce any great margin 
of error into the total. Estimates for individual indus-
tries or regions are, of course, subject to greater error 
than the total figures for Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to be practical, expenditure estimates 
were arrived at independently on the basis of current 
trends and expert opinion in these fields. Some of the 
areas so estimated are agriculture and fishing invest-
ment. The estimates of total outlays in the groups 
covered by survey are thought to be of better quality 
than the independent estimates which are based on 
much less complete information. 

La construction d'habitations n'est pas habituellement 
considérée comnie une immobilisation au sens indiqué ci-

Les dépenses en reparation, figurant dans les tableaux, 
représentent les déboursés non-capitalisés effectués en vue 
de maintenir les biens rnatériels durables en bon état tie 
fonctionnement. Ces dépenses en reparation et en entretien 
excluent toutefois les soins courants, comme le nettoyage et 
le graissage des machines. Lorsque ces dépenses atteignent 
des somnies suffisantes et qu'elles ont pour effet d'accroitre 
la durée prévue ou la productivité d'éléments d'actif, elles 
sont considérées comme des imniobiisations en construc-
tions neuves ou en machines et outillage neufs. 

Méthodes 

Les chiffres qui apparaissent dans les divers tableaux sont 
des estimations des dépenses globales. Afin de se rapprocher 
le plus possible du total pour tout le Canada, on a effectué 
des rajustements de façon a faire la part des plus petits eta-
blissements qui n'ont pas fait partie de l'enquete ou n'y ont 
pas répondu. Pour le secteur de Ia fabrication, la méthode 
employee pour gonfler le montant des dépenses en immobi-
lisation déclarées consiste a multiplier ce dernier par le fac-
teur du rapport de Ia valeur totale des expeditions, pour 
l'année la plus récente, de tous les dtablissements ayant 
répondu a l'enquéte courante, suivant Ia disponibiité des 
données. L'utiisation des expeditions comme indicateur 
connexe insére une analyse d'ensemble dans les procedures 
d'estimations afin de tenir compte des caractéristiques perti-
nentes tel que Ia grosseur d'un établissement. Pour les ser-
vices d'utiité publique, le commerce, la finance, les institu-
tions et les services commerciaux, on a appliqué le méme 
principe en cherchant des données tie base appropriées au 
secteur en cause. Les projets mentionnés par les établisse-
ments a l'égard desquelles aucun renseignement en matiêre 
de production ou autre ne pouvait étre obtenu, sont inscrits 
comme "additions nettes". Ii y a lieu de croire que la for-
mule d'estimation employee a l'egard des établissements 
qui n'ont pas répondu au questionnaire et des secteurs que 
le relevé n'a pas atteint directement, n'a pas Pu fausser sensi-
blement le montant global. 

Dans certains secteurs, oii la méthode d'enquëte n'a pas 
semblé pratique, les montants ont éte calculés séparément 
d'après Ia tendance courante et l'opinion de spécialistes en 
la matière. Cette méthode d'évaluation a été employee sur-
tout a l'égard des investissements agricoles Ct de ceux de 
l'industrie de la péche. Dans le cas des groupes atteints par 
le relevé, les estimations semblent plus süres que pour les 
groupes ayant été estimés par des tiers d'après des renseigne-
ments beaucoup moms complets. 
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Housing estimates were made on a different basis 
Iroin those derived from information submitted 
directly by businesses and governments. Last year's 
estimates of the volume of residential construction 
were prepared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the Canada Mortgage and Housing 
Corporation, and the value estimates were prepared 
by Statistics Canada. These value estimates were 
calculated by means of a sensitive methodology 
making use of the duration of construction and 
monthly measures of work put in place for various. 
types of construction. 

Appraisal of the probable volume of new housing 
construction in the current year was made by repre-
sentatives of the Corporation who assessed market 
conditions, mortgage facilities, current and proposed 
housing policies. Finally an allowance was made for 
other housing expenditures such as home conversions, 
mobile homes, alterations, home improvements and 
acquisition costs which currently account for approx-
imately 20% of total expenditures. Allowing for 
probable change in construction costs, estimates 
were then prepared for the value of construction 
work carried over from last year and the value of 
work expected to be undertaken this year. 

Pour l'habitation, les estimations n'ont pas eté établies sur 
Ia mime base que celles qui découlent des renseignements 
foumis directement par les entreprises ou les pouvoirs publics. 
Pour l'année dernière, Statistique Canada a estimé les de-
penses d'habitation en se basant sur les résultats des enquétes 
menées par la Société canadienne d'hypotheques et de loge-
ment et au moyen d'une méthodologie sensible fondée sur Ia 
durée des travaux et sur les réalisations mensuelles des diffé-
rents types de construction. 

Pour l'année courante, des estimations du volume pro-
bable des travaux de construction domiciiaire ont été faites 
par des représentants de Ia société, lesquels se fondent sur 
les conditions du marché, les disponibiités de financement 
et les politiques d'habitation proposées. Enfin, on a tenu 
compte des autres dépenses d'habitation telles que les trans-
formations, les maisons mobiles, les modifications, les amé-
liorations et les frais d'acquisition qui représentent environ 
20 % des dépenses totales. En tenant compte de l'évolution 
probable des coUts de Ia construction, on a pu alors estimer 
la valeur des travaux reportés pour l'année dernière et celle 
des travaux attendus cette année.
