This report sets out the 1984 revised 
capital spending intentions for all sectors 
of the economy. Comparative figures of the 
original intentions for 1984 and preliminary 
actual expenditures for 1983 are also given. 
The results are based on a questionnaire 
survey of individual companies and other 
spending agencies carried out in May, June 
and early July. The figures reflect spendinq 
plans as formulated at that time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for 
construction and for the acquisition of pro-
ducers' machinery and equipment by Canadian 
business, institutions and governme ts, 
together with expenditures for housing. All 
in all, about 24,000 establistinents were 
surveyed for their investment intentions. In 
order to approximate full coverage, adjust-
ments were made for non-surveyed and for 
non-reporting establishments. In a Few 
areas, where the survey approach is not con-
sidered practical, expenditure estimates 

. were arrived at independently on the basis 
of current trends and expert opinion in 
these fields (e.g., agriculture, fishing and 
housing). 

Information on capital spendinq inten-
tions provides a useful indication of market 
conditions both in the economy at lerqe and 
in particular industries. Since such expen-
ditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expen-
ditures, the size and content of the invest-
ment proqrn provides significant infor-
mation about demands to be placed upon the 
productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered by the survey. In addi-
tion, information on the relative size of 
the capital expenditures program planned, 
both in total and for individual industries, 
gives an indication of the views management 
hold on prospective market demands in rela-
tion to present productive capacity.

Two major components of the all-inclusive 
total offset each other to reduce the over-
all increase. Business capital spending is 
i)wing an increase of $1,127 million or 
% in the new total of $50,696 million 

'irnpared with $49,757 million in 1983 and 
$55,354 million in 1982. The increase in 
h'iainess spending is however counteracted by 
a decrease of $1,161 million in the estimate 
for housing. The social capital of institu-
tions and governments shows a further gain 
of $301 million or 2.4% at the new level of 
$12,629 million, compared with the earlier 
1984 total of $12,328 million, and of 
$11,796 million and $11,258 million for 1983 
and 1982.

A Ia suite de la revision de la mi-année, le 
total des dépenses en immobilisations au Canada 
devrait maintenant s'élever a $75,327 millions, 
en hausse de $266 millions, ou 0.4 10, par rapport 

l'estimation précédente de $75,061 millions 
pour 1984 publiée le 2 mars. L'augmentation de 
1.2% par rapport b 1983 est par consequent proche 
de celle attendue au debut de l'année.

PRIVATE AND PUBUC INVESTMENT IN CANADA - 
MID-YEAR REVIEW 1984 

Following a mid-year review of capital 
expenditures in Canada, the total is now 
expected to be $75,327 million which is $266 
million or 0.4% above the earlier estimate 
of $75,061 million for 1984 released on 
March 2. The increase of 1.2% over 1983 is 
therefore close to the increase expected at 
the beginninq of the year. The 1983 total 
of $74,425 million was down by 3% from the 
$76,761 million in 1982. All the amounts 
referred to here are in current dollars 
without any adjustment for price changes 
during the years covered. 

In the expenditures on all new construc-
tion, a downward revision of 1.9% results in 
a new 1984 total of $45,424 million which 
reflects a drop of $1,161 million (8.8 10) for 
housing and a gain of $267 million (0.8%) 
for non-residential construction from the 
earlier estimates for 1984. Housing is now 
based on an expected 143,200 starts compared 
with the 166,000 starts projected earlier 
for 1984, resulting in the new level of 
$12,003 million compared with $13,164 mil-
lion projected last January for the current 
year. In 1983, residential construction was 
reported at $12,872 million (based on 
12,645 starts) and $10,149 million in 1982 
'ased on 125,860 starts). The rest of the 
'instruction proqrn for non-residential 
hitldings and for engineering structures is 
riaw estimated at $33,421 million for 1984 
c)mpared with $33,154 million expected for

In contrast with the limited gain in 
construction, the additional intended expen-
ditures for machinery and equipment show a 
marked increase for 1984, particularly for 
the business sector. The new total at 
$29,903 million is 4.0% above the level 
expected earlier for the current year 
($28,743 million). The increase over the 
$28,321 million in 1983 is now 5.6% after a 
decline of 6.4% last year over the $30,244 
million in 1982. 

The strengths in the business sector are 
derived mostly from manufacturing and also 
from the trade-finance-commercial group of 
industries. Increases for manufacturing can 
be attributed mainly to additional machinery 
purchases for industries such as paper 
products, food and beverages, wood products 
and transportation equipment. In the case 
of estimates for the primary metals group, 
most of the increase in machinery resulted 
from later information re-allocating expen-
ditures to machinery out of the construction 
category. In total spending for all manu-
facturing, the resultant increase of $607 
million (7.1%) produces a new 1984 total of 
$9,192 million compared with the earlier 
estimate of $8,584 million. The new esti-
mate represents an increase of 4.4% over the 
$8,802 million in 1983 compared with a drop 
of 2.5% expected in January. The total for 
1982 was $11,493 million. 

The trade-finance-commercial group regis-
ters increased spending during 1984 in all 
three areas. Added work by the real estate 
group is reflected on the construction side 
while leasing activity in the commercial 
services group underlies most of the 
increase for machinery. A number of the 
other industry groups in the business sector 
show decreases. Transportation and communi-
cations showing small gains are more than 
offset by a downward revision of $188 
million (2.6%) for electric power. Overall, 
the utilities are down by 0.8% from the 
earlier measurement for 1984 which deepens 
the decrease from 1983 to 5.6% (-$890 
million). The primary industries group is 
also expected to be lower than indicated 
earlier for 1984. A decrease of $256 
million for agriculture and fishing in the 
current estimate For 1984 reduces the total 
to the 1983 level. That decrease is not 
offset by an added amount of $151 million

PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories (See Tables 7-20) 

The expenditures shown for each province 
or territory represent the value of con-
struction work put in place and the value of 
machinery and equipment acquired for use 
within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross addition to the 
capital stock of the province or territory, 
and are a reflection of economic activity in 
that area. However, the actual production of 
these assets may qenerate its major employ-
ment and income giving effects in other 
regions. For example, the spending of mil-
lions of dollars on plants and equipment in 
Western Canada may generate considerable 
activity in machinery industries in Ontario 
and quebec as well as construction activity 
in the Western provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are 
;tntintical difficulties in making a precise 
ijeiiqraphic allocation of past or anticipated 
investment since many business firms operat-
ing in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures 
geographically. As a result, it has been 
necessary to use approximate breakdowns in 
many cases. Such is the case for investment 
in railway rolling stock, ships, aircraft 
and certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is de-
pendent to some extent on the validity of 
methods used to obtain provincial estimates 
and also on limitations imposed by the 
Statistics Act. These restrictions have par-
ticular relevance in the case of less popu-
lated provinces or territories. 

PROVINCES ET TERRITOIRES 

Immobilisations et repartitions par province et 
territoire (voir tableaux 7-20) 

Les nontants indiqués pour chacune des pro-
vinces ou territoires représentent la voleur des 
travaux de construction qui y seront entrepris et 
celle des machines et du materiel achetés pour y 
être utilisés. Ces sommes constituent des addi-
tions brutes aux capitaux de Ia province ou ter-
ritoire et donnent des indications de l'activité 
économique de lii region. Cependant, la production 
effective des biens en cause petit exercer son in-
fluence du point de vue de la creation d'emplois 
et de revenu dans d'autres regions. Ainsi, la 
dépense de millions de dollars en installations 
et équipement industriels dans l'Ouest canadien 
peut determiner une grande activité dans lea 
industries des machines en Ontario et au Québec 
et dans la construction dans les provinces de 
l'Ouest. 

On éprouve, dans certains cas, des difficultés 
d'ordre statistique determiner b quel endroit 
sapplique tel ou tel investissement. En effet, 
un grand nombre d'entreprises commerciales qui 
font affaires dana plusieurs provinces n'éta-
blissent pas leurs plans ou leurs comptes d'immo-
bilisations sur une base géographique. Ii a done 
fallu dans ces circonstances se contenter d'une 
repartition approximative. Ce fut le ces notam-
ment pour lea achats de materiel roulant de 
chemins de fer, de navires, d'avions et d'autres 
biens analogues. 

Les details fournis dependent, dans une 
certaine mesure, de Is validité des méthodes 
employees pour obtenir des estimations d'ordre 
provincial et des restrictions imposées par Is 
Loi stir la statistique. Ces restrictions ant été 
partieulièrement importantes dans le cas des 
provinces ou territoires lea mains peuplés. 

Private and Public Breakdowns (See Tables 7C 
and 7D) 

Capital and repair expenditures for the 
provinces and for the territories are di-
vided into the Private (non-government) and 
Public (government) categories in Tables 7C 
and 7D. 

Additional data, similar to Canada Table 
. ? along with government department figures 

for the three levels of government, are also 
nailable on the CANSIM data bank. These 
ntiitistics can be retrieved from the appro-
priate provincial and territorial matrix 
back to 1963.

Constant dollars are derived by applying 
deflators for the major groups of structures 
for construction and selected weighted 
deflators for the machinery and equipment 
component of capital expenditures. 

Business and Social Capital (See Table 22) 

This table is a regrouping of the various 
SIC industries included in Tables 1-6 into 
the categories of Business capital and 
Social capital. A supplementary sheet iden-
tifying the individual industries included 
in each item is available on request from 
the Construction Division, Statistics 
Canada, Ottawa, K1A 0T6 (613-990-9815). 

Private and Public (See Tables 23 and 24) 

These tables divide the total capital and 
repair expenditures for Canada into Private 
(non-government) and Public (government) 
categories. 

The Public category includes government 
enterprises for municipal, provincial and 
federal governments, municipal hospitals and 
schools, provincial hospitals, schools and 
universities, and federal government hous-
ing, and government department expenditures 
for the three levels. 

Public enterprises cover, in general, 
government owned establishments whose prin-
cipal source of revenue is derived from the 
provision of goods and services to the 
public. 

The total for federal government depart-
ments includes data for departmental Crown 
corporations and excludes data for propri-
etary Crown corporations which are all 
classed as enterprises. Agency Crown corpo-
rations, on the other hand, are provision-
ally classified in part to enterprises and

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SECTION V 

STATISTICAL NOTES 

Definitions 

The main emphasis of the report is on new 
capital rather than on non-capitalized re-
pair expenditures. New capital expenditures 
include the cost of procuring, constructing 
and installinq new durable plant and ma-
chinery, whether for replacement of worn or 
obsolete assets, or as net additions to 
existing assets. Included are all capital-
ized costs such as architectural, legal and 
engineering fees, as well as the value of 
work on capital assets undertaken by firms 
with their own labour force. Cross outlays 
are reported without any deduction for scrap 
or trade-in value of old assets. Excluded 
are expenditures made for the acquisition of 
previously existing structures, for used 
machinery and equipment unless imported and 
for land since outlays of this type involve 
only the transfer of property and not the 
'iation of a capital asset. 

1'onstruction includes building construc- 
n and all types of engineering construc-

tion such as roads, dams, transmission lines 
and pipelines, as well as oil drilling and 
mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the 
purchase of all such items which are used 
either in producing goods or providing 
services but does not cover durable goods 
purchased for personal use. Included, as 
well as industrial machinery, are transpor-
tation equipment, agricultural implements, 
professional and scientific equipment, 
office and store furnishings and other 
similar capital goods. Excluded, for the 
purpose of this report, are outlays for 
machinery and equipment by the Department of 
National Defence.

The intention is to include the cost of 
all new plant and equipment which normally 
has a life of more than one year. For this 
reason companies were asked to report, as 
capital expenditures, all purchases to be 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This method 
of reporting omits certain types of equip-
ment which are bought regularly out of ordi-
nary revenue and charged to current account. 
Adjustments have been made where necessary 

. to take account of such omitted capital 
items and separate figures are shown in the 
relevant tables under "capital items charged 
to operating expenses".

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Housing is not generally considered a 
capital expenditure in the sense mentioned 
above but it has been included in this re-
port because it forms a large proportion of 
construction expenditures and has cyclical 
fluctuations similar to those which charac-
terize business, institutional and govern-
ment capital expenditures. 

The repair expenditures shown in the 
table represent the non-capitalized outlays 
made to maintain the operating efficiency of 
the existing stock of durable physical 
assets. Where the repair costs are lame 
enough to materially lengthen the expected 
serviceable life of the assets, increase its 
capacity or otherwise raise its produc-
tivity, they are treated as capital expen-
ditures on new construction or on new 
machinery and equipment. 

Methods 

The figures in the various tables of this 
report are estimates of total expenditures. 
In order to approximate full coverage for 
Canada, adjustments were made to allow for 
the smaller establishments which are not 
surveyed and for establishments which did 
not report. In manufacturing, the method 
used to inflate the reported expenditures 
was to multiply the known expenditures by a 
factor obtained by dividing the total value 
of shipments for the most recent year avail-
able of all the establishments in each 
industry by the corresponding total for the 
establishments reporting in the current sur-
veys. The use of shipments as a related 
indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account 
of relevant industry characteristics such as 
the size of establishments. In the utili-
ties, trade, finance and institutional and 
commercial services sectors the same prin-
ciple has been followed using appropriate 
basic data for the sector concerned. Expen-
ditures reported by establishments for which 
no production or other basic data are avail-
able are included as "net additions". It is 
believed that the estimating procedures for 
non-reporting establishments and the sectors 
not covered by direct survey, does not 
introduce any great margin of error into the 
total. Estimates for individual industries 
or regions are, of course, subject to great-
er error than the total figures for Canada.

Pour les services d'utilité 
publigue, ie commerce, is finance, les institu-
tions et les services commerciaux, on a appliqué 
ie rnème priricipe en cherchant des données de hase 
appropriées au secteur en cause. Les projets men-
tionnés par les étahlissements b l'égard des-
quelles aucun renseignecnent en matière de produc-
tion ou autre ne pouvait être obtenu, mont 
inscrits comme "additions nettes". Ii y a lieu de 
croire que Ia formule d'estimation employee a 
l'éqard des établissements qui n'ont pas répondu 
au questionnaire et des secteurs gum le relevé 
n'a pam atteint directement, n's pam pu fausser 
sensiblement le montant global.

in the groups covered by survey are thought 
to he of better quality than the independent 
estimates which are based on much less com-
plete information. 

Housing estimates were made on a diffe-
rent basis from those derived from informa-
tion submitted directly by businesses and 
governments. Last year's estimates of the 
volume of residential construction were pre-
pared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the Canada Mortgage and Housinq 
Corporation, and the value estimates were 
prepared by Statistics Canada. These value 
estimates were calculated by means of a sen-
sitive methodoloqy making use of the dura-
Lion of construction and monthly measures of 
work put in place for various types of con-
struction. 

Appraisal of the probable volune of new 
housing construction in the current year was 
made by representatives of the Corporation 
who assessed market conditions, mortgage 
facilities, current and proposed housing 
policies. Finally an allowance was made for 
other housing expenditures such as home con-
versions, mobile homes, alterations, home 
improvements and acquisition costs which 
rrently account for approximately 20% of 
tal expenditures. Allowing for probable 
unge in construction costs, estimates were 

thin prepared for the value of construction 
work carried over from last year and the 
value of work expected to be undertaken this 
year.
