This report sets out the 1985 revised 
capital spending intentions for all sectors 
of the economy. Comparative figures of the 
original intentions for 1985 and preliminary 
actual expenditures for 1984 are also given. 
The results are based on a questionnaire 
survey of individual companies and other 
spending agencies carried out. in May, June 
and early July. The figures reflect spending 
plans as formulated at that time. 

Nous présentons ici un état des projets de 
dépenses révisées dans las divers secteurs de 
l'économie en 1985 We même que les intentions 
originales de 1985 et les dépenses réelles provi-
soires de 1984).

Les immobilisations prévues comprennent l'en-
semble des sommes que les sociétés commerciales, 
les institutions et les gouvernements du Canada 
entendent consacrer b des constructions at 
l'acquisition de machines et d'outillage, ainsi 
que les dépenses visant Ia construction d'habit.a-
t.ions. L'tude a porte sur environ 28,000 eta-
blissements, mais les totaux ont été ajustés de 
facon a inclure les immobilisations des établis-
sements qui n'ont pas répondu, ainsi que des eta-
blissements qui n'ont pas fiat partie du relevé. 
Dans cet.ains secteurs, o'u Ia méthode d'enquête 
n'a pas semblé pratique, les montants ant été 
calculés séparément d'après la tendance courante 
et l'opinion de spécialistes en la matière (e.g., 
agriculture, pêche et habitation). 

Ces renseignements sur les projets d'immobili-
sations faurnissent des indications utiles quant 

l'état du marché dans l'économie en général et 
dans cert.aines industries particulières. Comme 
ces dépenses représentent une partie importante 
mais toujours variable des dépenses nationales 
brutes, l'envergure du programme des invest.isse-
ments et sa repartition entre les différents see-
teurs donnent une idée de la demande particuliè-
rement aléatoire que les producteurs canadiens 
auront 6 satisfaire mu cours de la période en 
cause. De plus, ces renseignements sur l'impor-
tance relative des immobilisations projetées dans 
l'ensemble du pays et dans les industries deter-
minées permettent de connaltre les previsions des 
chefs d'entreprises pour ce qui est. de Ia demande 
en fonction de la capacité actuelle de produc-
tion. 

The estimates cover total outlays for 
construction and for the acquisition of pro-
ducers' machinery and equipment by Canadian 
business, institutions and governments, 
together with expenditures for housing. All 
in all, about. 28,000 establishments were 
surveyed for their investment intentions. In 
order to approximate full coverage, adjust-
ments were made for non-surveyed and for 
non-reporting establishments. In a few 
yeas, where the survey approach is not con- 
lered practical, expenditure estimates 

,411re arrived at independently on the basis 
t current trends and expert opinion in 

these fields (e.g., agriculture, fishing and 
iuusing) 

Information on capital spending inten-
tions provides a useful indication of market 
conditions both in the economy at large and 
in particular industries. Since such expen-
ditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expen-
ditures, the size and content of the invest-
ment program provides significant infor-
mation about demands to be placed upon the 
productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered by the survey. In addi-
tion, information on the relative size of 
the capital expenditures program planned, 
both in total and for individual industries, 
gives an indication of the views management 
hold on prospective market demands in rela-
tion to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on 
structures and machinery and equipment are 
also given in the report but these are shown 
;parately. By including these outlays, a 
Ir)re complete picture is provided of all 
1nands likely to be made on labour and 

is iiiaterials in accomplishing the program.

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PRIVATE AND PUBLIC INVESTMENT IN CANADA - 
REVISED INTENTIONS 1965 

A current update on expected capital ex-
penditures during 1985 shows further 
strength above the earlier estimates re-
leased in March. The total is now expected 
to be $82,102 million in 1985, an increase 
of 9.4% over 1984 compared with the 6.7% 
increase expected earlier this year. The 
total of $75,070 million for 1984 was up by 
2.1% over the $73,519 million in 1983. 
Current estimates are derived mainly from a 
survey in May and June of this year and are 
shown here in current dollars without any 
adjustment for price changes during the 
years covered. 

Capital spending by business and also for 
social capital reflects the added strength 
during 1985. Outlays by business are now 
expected to be $56,125 million in 1985 com-
pared with $50,261 million in 1984. These 
totals represent year-over-year increases of 
11.7% and 1.9% respectively. Social capital 
of institutions and governments is at a new 
level of $13,073 million in 1985, 5.8% above 
the $12,356 million in 1984. 

The new total for construction is now 
$49,982 million in 1985 following $45,476 
million in 1984. These totals represent 
year-over-year changes of +9.9% and -0.4% 
respectively. Housing construction is now 
being projected at $12,905 million in 1985, 
up by 1.8% from the earlier estimate for 
this year and 3.6% over 1984. The current 
projection is based on 142,675 housing 
starts compared with the 135,000 starts used 
earlier for 1985. The number of starts for 
1984 were reported at 134,900. 

Non-residential construction is showing a 
notable increase at the new level of $37,078 
million. 	The current 12.3% gain over 1984 
exceeds the earlier increase of 6.0%. 	In 
contrast, slightly less strength for machi-
nery is now expected for 1985 in the revised 
total of $32,120 million which is 1.0 10 below 
the earlier estimate but still up by 8.5% 
from the $29,594 million in 1984. 

Strength in the business sector is still 
shown in manufacturing where revisions do 
not change the total significantly. Some 
downward revisions for primary metals,

PERSPECTIVE RVISCE 1985 

La mise 'a jour actuelle des dépenses prévues 
en immobilisations en 1985 révèle un raffermisse-
sent supplémentaire par rapport aux estimations 
antérieures publiées en mars. On s'attend main-
tenant 'a ce que le total s'élève 'a $82,102 mil-
lions en 1985, salt une hausse de 9.4% par rap-
port 'a 1984, alors que l'estimatton plus tôt 
cette année s'établissait 'a 6.7%. Le total de 
$75,070 millions pour 1984 dépassait. de 2.1% 
celui de $73,519 millions pour 1983. Les estima-
tions courantes proviennent essentiellenient d'une 
enquête effectuée en mai et en Juin de cette 
année et sont exprimées ici en dollars courants 
sans aucune correction de Is variation des prix 
pour les années en cause. 

Les dépenses en immobilisations des entre-
prises et également au titre du capital social 
rendent compte de ce regain de vigueur en 1985. 
On s'attend maintenant 'a ce que lea dépenses des 
entreprises s'élèvent 'a $56,125 millions en 1985, 
coniparativement 'a $50,261 millions en 1984. Ces 
totaux représentent des augrnentations annuelles 
de 11.7% et de 1.9% respectivement. Le capital 
social des institutions et des administrations 
publiques s'établit en 1985 au nouveau niveau de 
$13,073 millions, dépassant de 5.8% celut de 
$12,356 millions pour 1984. 

Le nouveau total pour Is construction s'éta-
but maintenant 'a $49,982 millions en 1985, corn-
parativement 'a $45,476 millions en 1984. Ces 
totaux représentent des variations annuelles de 
+9.9% et de -0.4% respectivement. Selon les pro-
jections, Ia construction résidentielle devrait 
atteindre $12,905 millions en 1985, en hausse de 
1.8% par rapport 'a l'estimation antérieure pour 
l'année et de 3.6 0% par rapport 'a 1984. La pro-
jection actuelle me fonde sur 142,675 olises en 
chantier de logements, comparativement au chifire 
de 135,000 inises en chantier utilisé plus tOt en 
1985. Le nombre de mises en chantier pour 1984

La construction non résidentielle enregistre 
une augmentation appreciable pour atteindre 
$37,078 millions. La progression actuelle de

machines devraient être un peu moms fermes en 
1985, puisque le total révisé de $32,120 millions 
est inférieur de 1.0% 'a l'estimation antérieure, 
mais n'en est pas mains supérmeur de 8.5% 'a celui 
de $29,594 millions pour 1984. 

La fermeté du secteur des entreprises se re-
trouve encore dans le secteur de Is fabrication, 
oti les revisions n'entramnent pas de changements 
appréciables du total.

products of petroleum and coal and for 
transportation equipment are more than 
offset by gains for paper and allied 
products, metal fabrication and electrical 
products. For the mining industries 
including petroleum and gas, the total for 
the metal and non-metal mining industries is 
reduced further for a larger decrease of 
10.4 90' or $257 million from 1984. The 
dominant strength is for petroleum and gas 
wells which are expected to expand their 
activities by a further $505 million to a 
new total of $9,098 million or 26.8% above 
the $7,177 million in 1984. The commercial 
area of trade-finance-commercial services 
shows even more strength for a gain of 18% 
or $2,056 million over 1984. In contrast, 
the transportation-communications-miscella-
neous utilities group is still down from 
1984 by 2.3% or $326 million even though 
some upward revisions were made for electric 
power, pipelines and urban transportation. 

In the socia1 capital group of institu-
tions and governments, further increases are 
shown for hospital installations resulting 
in a larger increase over 1984 at +6.1%. 
Governments are now estimated at $10,105 
million for 1985 which is 0.5% below the 
earlier estimate for this year and 5.7% 
above the $9,559 million in 1984. 

Provincially, the following are the re-
vised year-over-year changes in capital 
spending for 1985: Manitoba 18.0%, New 
Brunswick 16.6% 1  Nova Scotia 13.8%, Ontario 
12.3%, Alberta 11.2%, Newfoundland 9.9%, 
Saskatchewan 9.6 10' , Prince Edward Island 
9.3%, Quebec 8.7%, British Columbia -0.2%, 
Yukon and Northwest Territories -16.9%.

Dens le cas des mines, y 
compris le pétrole et le gaz naturel, le total 
pour les branches minières métalliques et non 
métalliques se trouve réduit une nouvelle fois 
par une baisse plus importante de 10.496, ou $257 
millions, par rapport 'a 1984. C'est la branche 
des puit.s de petrole et de gaz naturel qui reste 
Ia plus forte; elle prévoit accroItre ses actjvi-
tés de $505 millions pour donner un nouveau total 
de $9,098 millions, dépassant de 26.8 90' celui de 
$7,177 millions pour 1984. Le secteur marchand 
du commerce, des finances et des services commer-
ciaux fait preuve de plus de fermeté encore, avec 
une progression de 18%, ou $2,056 millions, par 
rapport a 1984. Par contre, Je groupe des trans-
ports, communications et services publics divers 
est encore inférieur de 2.3%, ou $326 millions, 
au chiffre de 1984, en dépit de quelques révi-
dons 'a Ia hausse pour l'énergie électrique, les 
pipelines et le transport urbain.

Lea 
estimations pour les administrations publiques 
s'élèvent maintenant 'a $10,105 millions pour 
1985, niveau inférleur cie 0.5% 'a l'estimation 
antérieure pour cette année et supérieur de 7.5% 
au chiffre de $9,559 millions de 1984. 

Void, par province, les variations révisées 
d'une année 'a l'autre des dépenses en immobilisa-
tions pour 1985: Manitoba 18.0%, Nouveau-
Brunswick 16.6%, Nouvelle-cosse 13.8%, Ontario 
12.3 0%, Alberta 11.2%, Terre-Neuve 9.9 1", 
Saskatchewan 9.6 10', Ile-du-Prince-douard 9.3%, 
Québec 8.7%, Colombie-Britannique -0.2%, Yukon et 
Territoires du Nord-Ouest -16.9%.

SECTION III 

PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces 
and Territories (See Tables 7-20) 

The expenditures shown for each province 
or territory represent the value of con-
struction work put in place and the value of 
machinery and equipment acquired for use 
within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to 
the capital stock of the province or terri-
tory, and are a reflection of economic 
activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its 
major employment and income giving effects 
in other regions. For example, the spending 
of millions of dollars on plants and equip-
sent in Western Canada may generate consi-
derable activity in machinery industries in 
Ontario and Quebec as well as construction 
activity in the Western provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are 
,tatistical difficulties in making a precise 

S  jeographic allocation of past or anticipated 
investment since many business firms operat-
ing in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures 
geographically. As a result, it has been 
necessary to use approximate breakdowns in 
many cases. Such is the case for investment 
in railway rolling stock, ships, aircraft 
and certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is de-
pendent to some extent on the validity of 
methods used to obtain provincial estimates 
and also on limitations imposed by the 
Statistics Act. These restrictions have par-
ticular relevance in the case of less popu-
lated provinces or territories. 

Private and Public Breakdowns (See Tables 7C 
and 79) 

Capital and repair expenditures for the 
provinces and for the territories are di-
vided into the Private (non-government) and 
Public (government) categories in Tables 7C 
and 70. 

Additional data, similar to Canada Table 
23 along with government department figures 
for the three levels of government, are also 

5  available on the CANSIM data bank. These 
statistics can be retrieved from the appro-
priate provincial and territorial matrix 
back to 1963.

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SECTION V 

STATISTICAL NOTES 

Definitions 

The main emphasis of the report is on new 
capital rather than on non-capitalized re-
pair expenditures. New capital expenditures 
include the cost of procuring, constructing 
and installing new durable plant and ma-
chinery, whether for replacement of worn or 
obsolete assets, or as net additions to 
existing assets. Included are all capital-
ized costs such as architectural, legal and 
engineering fees, as well as the value of 
work on capital assets undertaken by firms 
with their own labour force. Gross outlays 
are reported without any deduction for scrap 
or trade-in value of old assets. Excluded 
are expenditures made for the acquisition of 
previously existing structures, for used 
machinery and equipment unless imported and 
for land since outlays of this type involve 
only the transfer of property and not the 
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tori such as roads, dams, transmission lines 
and pipelines, as well as oil drilling and 
mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the 
purchase of all such items which are used 
either in producing goods or providing 
services but does not cover durable goods 
purchased for personal use. Included, as 
well as industrial machinery, are transpor-
tation equipment, agricultural implements, 
professional and scientific equipment, 
office and store furnishings and other 
similar capital goods. Excluded, for the 
purpose of this report, are outlays for 
machinery and equipment by the Department of 
National Defence.

The intention is to include the cost of 
all new plant and equipment which normally 
has a life of more than one year. For this 
reason companies were asked to report, as 
capital expenditures, all purchases to be 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This method 
of reporting omits certain types of equip-
ment which are bouqht regularly out of ordi-
nary revenue and charged to current account. 
Adjustments have been made where necessary 
to take account of such omitted capital 

5  items and separate figures are shown in the 
lelevant tables under "capital items charged 
to operatinq expenses".

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Housing is not generally considered a 
capital expenditure in the sense mentioned 
above but it has been included in this re-
port because it forms a large proportion of 
construction expenditures and has cyclical 
fluctuations similar to those which charac-
terize business, institutional and govern-
ment capital expenditures. 

The repair expenditures shown in the 
table represent the non-capitalized outlays 
made to maintain the operating efficiency of 
the existing stock of durable physical 
assets. Where the repair costs are large 
enough to materially lengthen the expected 
serviceable life of the assets, increase its 
capacity or otherwise raise its produc-
tivity, they are treated as capital expen-
ditures on new construction or on new 
machinery and equipment. 

Methods 

The figures in the various tables of this 
report are estimates of total expenditures. 
In order to approximate full coverage for 
Canada, adjustments were made to allow for 
the smaller establishments which are not 
surveyed and for establishments which did 
not report. In manufacturing, the method 
used to inflate the reported expenditures 
was to multiply the known expenditures by a 
factor obtained by dividing the total value 
of shipments for the most recent year avail-
able of all the establishments in each 
industry by the corresponding total for the 
establishments reporting in the current sur-
veys. The use of shipments as a related 
indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account 
of relevant industry characteristics such as 
the size of establishments. In the utili-
ties, trade, finance and institutional and 
commercial services sectors the same prin-
ciple has been followed using appropriate 
basic data for the sector concerned. Expen-
ditures reported by establishments for which 
no production or other basic data are avail-
able are included as "net additions". It is 
believed that the estimating procedures for 
non-reporting establishments and the sectors 
not covered by direct survey, does not 
introduce any great margin of error into the 
total. Estimates for individual industries 
or regions are, of course, subject to great-
er error than the total figures for Canada.

o be of better quality than the independent 

tstirnates which are based on much less com-
plete information. 

Housing estimates were made on a cliffe-
rent basis from those derived from informa-
tion submitted directly by businesses and 
governments. Last year's estimates of the 
volume of residential construction were pre-
pared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the Canada Mortgage and Housing 
Corporation, and the value estimates were 
prepared by Statistics Canada. These value 
estimates were calculated by means of a sen-
sitive methodology making use of the dura-
tion of construction and monthly measures of 
work put in place for various types of con-
truction. 

Appraisal of the probable voluoe of new 
housing construction in the current year was 
made by representatives of the Corporation 
who assessed market conditions, mortgage 
facilities, current and proposed housing 
policies. Finally an allowance was made for 
other housing expenditures such as home con-
versions, mobile homes, alterations, home 
improvements and acquisition costs which 
'iirrently account for approximately 20% of 
total expenditures. Allowing for probable 
hanqe in construction costs, estimates were 

then prepared for the value of construction 
work carried over from last year and the 
value of work expected to be undertaken this 
year.

Pour 
l'année dernire, Statistigue Canada a estimé les 
dépenses d'habitation en se basant sur les résul-
tats des enquêtes menées par la Société cana-
dienne d'hypothèques et de logement et au moyen 
d'une rnéthodologie sensible fondée sur la durée 
des travaux et sur les réalisations mensuelles 
des différents types de construction. 

Pour l'année courante, des estimations clu 
volume probable des travaux de construction domi-
ciliaire ont été faites par des représentants de 
Ia société, lesquels se fondent sur les condi-
tions du marché, les disponibilités de finance-
ment et les politiques d'habitation proposées.
