Highlights of revised spending Intentions for 1990, 
compared with the preliminary estimate for actual 
expenditures in 1989, are as follows: 

Business Sector 

In the business sector, intended spending is $86.2 
billion, an increase of 9.7% over 1989. 

Increases for mining (up to $7.8 billion from $7.3 
billion in 1989) were accounted for by a 14.6% 
($0.7 billion) increase in petroleum and gas wells. 
Gold mines registered the highest decline. 

In manufacturing, investment is now expected to 
increase by 6.1% (up to $21.5 billion from $20.3 
billion in 1989). Contributors to this increase are 
primary metals and chemical and chemical 
products. Transportation equipment and paper and 
allied industries lead those industries which show 
declines. The revised capital spending are lower 
than the first round of expressed intentions (11.0% 
increase over 1989) due to decreases in primary 
metals and food and beverages 

An estimate of $24.3 billion for utilities represents 
an increase of 20.1% over 1989 expenditures. 
Over half of the $4.1 billion increase is in electric 
power. 

The trade, finance and commercial industries plan 
to spend $26.8 billion in 1990, up 6.9% from 1989. 
The leading contributors are the commercial 
services group, followed by banks and wholesale 
trade. 

Government and institutions 

An anticipated 12.9% increase in planned capital 
spending by all levels of government (up to $14.5 
billion in 1990 from $12.8 billion in 1989) is mainly 
accounted for by municipal governments which 
plan an increase of 18.1% to $6.8 billion. 

Planned investments by the institutions group, as a 
whole, are expected to increase by 13.2%, up to 
$4.8 billion in 1990 from $4.3 billion in 1989. This 
increase is accounted for by the plans of hospitals, 
universities and schools

Entreprises 

Les dépenses d'investissement prévues du secteur des 
entreprises sont en hausse de 9.7 % par rapport a 1989 
et atteignent $86.2 milliards. 

Les augmentations dans le secteur des mines ($7.8 
milliards, comparativement a $7.3 miiiiards en 1989) 
s'expliquent par une progression de 14.6 % ($0.7 milliard) 
pour les puits de pétrole et de gaz naturel. La baisse Ia 
plus forte sobserve dans les mines dor. 

Dans le secteur de Ia fabrication, on prévoit maintenant 
que les investissements vont augmenter de 6.1 %, 
passant de $20.3 milliards en 1989 a $21.5 milliards en 
1990.

Le secteur du commerce, des finances et des services 
commerciaux prévoit dépenser $26.8 milliards en 1990 
(une hausse de 6.9 % par rapport a 1989). Cette 
augmentation est dominée par le groupe des services 
commerciaux, suivi des banques et du commerce de 
gros. 

Administrations et Institutions 

Les dépenses prévues de tous les niveaux d'admi-
nistration devraient augmenter de 12.9 %, passant de 
$12.8 milliards en 1989 a $14.5 milliards en 1990. Cette 
augmentation sexplique principalement par les 
administrations municipales, qui prévoient une hausse de 
18.1 %, a $6.8 milliards. 

Les investissements prévus par l'ensemble du groupe des 
institutions devraient augmenter de 13.2 %, passant de 
$4.3 milliards en 1989 a $4.8 milliards en 1990. Cette

The $37.4 billion for residential construction 
represents a 3.3% decrease over 1989 
expenditures. This is much weaker than the 
original estimate of a 3.6% increase over 1989. 

Provincial Comparisons of Public and Private 
Investment 

On a regional basis the growth rate in planned 
capital expenditures is highest for Saskatchewan 
with a 20.1% increase over 1989. All other 
provinces, with the exception of Ontario and the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories, exceed the 
national average increase of 6.4%. 

Ontario registered the highest downward revision 
(4.1%) from the earlier 1990 intentions.Decreases 
are also reported in Newfoundland (2.8%), 
Saskatchewan (1 .2%), Yukon and Northwest 
Territories (1.0%) and Quebec (0.4%). Increases 
over the 1990 intentions ranged from 8.3% 
reported for New Brunswick to 0.9% in British 
Columbia. 

Note to Users 

Revised spending intentions are based on a survey 
conducted between the end of April and the beginning 
of July. They replace the first intentions, which were 
based on a survey conducted between November and 
early February. 

Over the period 1981-1988, revised intentions 
overestimated actual expenditures in all years except 
for 1985 and 1986 where actual expenditures were 
higher. 

Additional statistics for provinces by industry or 
according to private and public categories are 
available on CANSIM: matrices 1190-1230 by 4's 
(1190, 1194-1230) and 1066-1079. These matrices 
now include revised intentions for 1990, the 
preliminary actual for 1989 and actual expen-
ditures for earlier years. 

Le montant de $37.4 milliards pour le secteur de Ia 
construction résidentielle est en baisse de 3.3 % par 
rapport aux dépenses de 1989. Ce chiffre est trés 
inférieur a l'estimation originale d'une progression de 
3.6% par rapport a 1989. 

Comparaisons provinciales 

Par region, c'est Ia Saskatchewan qui enregistre le taux 
de croissance des dépenses d'investissement prévues le 
plus fort, soit de 20.1 % par rapport a 1989. Toutes les 
autres provinces, a l'exception de 'Ontario et du Yukon et 
des Territoires du Nord-Ouest, dépassent l'augmentation 
moyenne nationale de 6.4 %. 

On relève également des diminutions dans le cas de 
Terre- Neuve (2.8 %), de Ia Saskatchewan (1.2 %). du 
Yukon et des Territoires du Nord-Ouest (1.0%) et du 
Québec (0.4 %). Les augmentations par rapport aux 
intentions de 1990 sont comprises entre 8.3 % dans le 
cas du Nouveau-Brunswick et 0.9 % dans celui de Ia 
Colombie-Britannique. 

Notes aux utilisateurs 

Les intentions révisées d'investissement sont basées sur une 
enquête effectuée entre Ia fin d'avril et le debut de juillet. 
Elles remplacent les intentions originales, qui sont basées sur 
une enquête effectuée entre novembre et le debut de février. 

Les differences passées entre les intentions révisées et les 
dépenses réelles sont présentées sur le graphique 1. De 
1981 a 1988, les dépenses révisées ont dépassé les 
dépenses réelles pour toutes les années de Ia période, a 
l'exception de 1985 et de 1986, lorsque les dépenses réelles 
ont été plus élevées.

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Introduction 
This report sets out the 1990 revised capital 

spending intentions for all sectors of the economy. 
Comparative figures of the original intentions for 1990 
and preliminary actual expenditures for 1989 are also 
given. The results are based on a questionnaire 
survey of individual companies and other spending 
agencies carried Out in May. June and early July. The 
figures reflect spending plans as formulated at that 
time. 

The estimates cover total outlays for construction 
and for the acquisition of producers' machinery and 
equipment by Canadian business, institutions and 
governments, together with expenditures for housing. 
All in all, about 28.000 establishments were surveyed 
for their investment intentions. In order to approximate 
full coverage, adjustments were made for non-
surveyed and for non-reporting establishments. In a 
few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered practical, expenditure estimates were 
arrived at independently on the basis of current trends 
and expert opinion in these fields (e.g., agriculture, 
fishing and housing). 

Information on capital spending intentions provides 
a useful indication of market conditions both in the 
economy at large and in particular industries. Since 
such expenditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expenditures, the 
size and content of the investment program provides 
significant information about demands to be placed 
upon the productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered by the survey. In addition, 
information on the relative size of the capital 
expenditures program planned, both in total and for 
individual industries, gives an indication of the views 
management hold on prospective market demands in 
relation to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on structures 
and machinery and equipment are also given in the 
report but these are shown separately. By including 
these outlays, a more complete picture is provided of 
all demands likely to be made on labour and materials 
in accomplishing the program.

Nous presentons ici un état des projets de dépenses 

révisées dans les divers secteurs de l'économie en 1990 (do 
méme que les intentions originales de 1990 et les dépenses 
réelles provisoires do 1989).

Perspective révisée pour 1990 

On estime que les dépenses d'investissement prévues en 
immobilisations neuves atteindront $142.9 milliards, ce qui 
représente une augmentation de 64 % par rapport a 
l'estimation provisoire des dépenses réelles en 1989 ($134.3 
milliards). La croissance s'explique par l'augmentation des 
depenses au titre de Ia construction (4.4 %) et des machines 
et du materiel (9.8 %). 

L'estimation actuelle est inférieure de 0.9 % aux résultats 
de l'enquête antérieure sur les intentions d'investissement, 
publiés en mars. On observe une revision a Ia baisse dans 
quatre secteurs: foréts (7.5 %), habitation (6.6 %), fabrication 
(4.4 %), agriculture/péches (1.0 %). Ces diminutions sont 
cependant largement compensées par des revisions a Ia 
hausse dans les secteurs des finances (5.4 %), des 
administrations (4.1 %), des services commerciaux (4.1 
du commerce (3.0 %) et des services publics (1.9 %). 

Revised Intentions 1990 

Intended investment on new fixed assets for 1990 
is currently estimated to be $142.9 billion or 6.4% over 
the preliminary estimate for actual expenditures in 
1969 ($134.3 billion). The growth consists of increased 
spending on construction (4.4%) and on machinery 
and equipment (9.8%). 

The current estimate is down 0.9% from an earlier 
survey of investment intentions released in March. 
There are downward revisions in four sectors: forestry 
(7.5%), housing (6.6%). manufacturing (4.4%) and 
agriculture/fishing (1.0%). But these were largely oflset 
by upward revisions in finance (5.4%), government 
(4.1%). commercial services (4.1%), trade (3.0%) and 
utilities (1.9%).

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PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES 

Capital and Repair Expenditures by Provinces and 
Territories (See Tables 7-20) 

The expenditures shown for each province or 
territory represent the value of Construction work put in 
place and the value of machinery and equipment 
acquired for use within the province or territory. Such 
expenditures represent gross additions to the capital 
stock of the province or territory, and are a reflection of 
economic activity in that area. However, the actual 
production of these assets may generate its major 
employment and income giving effects in other 
regions. For example, the spending of millions of 
dollars on plants and equipment in Western Canada 
may generate considerable activity in machinery 
industries in Ontario and Quebec as well as 
construction activity in the Western provinces. 

It should be appreciated that there are statistical 
difficulties in making a precise geographic allocation of 
past or anticipated investment since many business 
firms operating in several provinces do not either 
record or plan their capital expenditures geograph-
ically. As a result, it has been necessary to use 
approximate breakdowns in many cases. Such is the 
case for investment in railway rolling stock, ships, 
aircraft and certain other items. 

The degree of detail provided is dependent to 
some extent on the validity of methods used to obtain 
provincial estimates and also on limitations imposed by 
the Statistics Act. These restrictions have particular 
relevance in the case of less populated provinces or 
territories. 

Private and Public Breakdowns (See Tables 7C 
and 7D) 

Capital and repair expenditures for the provinces 
and for the territories are divided into the Private (non-
government) and Public (government) categories in 
Tables 7C and 7D. 

Additional data, similar to Canada Table 23 along 
with government department figures for the three levels 
of government, are also available on the CANSIM data 
bank. These statistics can be retrieved from the 
appropriate provincial and territorial matrix back to 
1963.

Cependant. Ia production effective des biens en cause peut 
exercer son influence du point de vue de Ia creation d'emplois 
et de revenu dans d'autres regions. Ainsi, Ia dépense de 
millions de dollars en installations et équipement industrials 
dans l'Ouest canadian peut determiner une grando activité 
dans los industries des machines en Ontario et au Québec et 
dans Ia construction dans les provinces de l'Ouest. 

On éprouve, dans certains cas, des difficultés d'ordre 
statistique a determiner a quel endroit sapplique tel ou tel 
investissement. En effet, un grand nombre d'entreprises 
commerciales qui font affaires dans plusieurs provinces 
n'établissent pas leurs plans ou leurs comptes d'immobili-
sations sur une base geographique. II a doric fallu dans ces 
circonstances se contenter d'une repartition approximative. 
Ce fut le cas notamment pour les achats de matérial roulant 
de chemins de fer, de navires, d'avions et dautres biens 
analogues. 

Les details fournis dependent, dans une certaine mesure, 
de Ia validité des méthodes employees pour obtenir des 
estimations d'orcire provincial et des restrictions imposées par 
Ia Loi sur Ia statistique. Ces restrictions ont été 
particulièrement importantes dans le cas des provinces ou 
territoires les moms peuplés. 

Repartitions prlvés et publiques (voir tableaux 7C et 70) 

La repartition entre Ia catégorie prive et Ia categorie 
publique des depenses dimmobilisations et de reparations 
pour les provinces at les territoires se retrouve aux tableaux 
7C at 70.

STATISTICAL NOTES 

Definitions 

The main emphasis of the report is on new capital 
rather than on non-capitalized repair expenditures. 
New capital expenditures include the cost of procuring, 
constructing and installing new durable plant and 
machinery, whether for replacement of worn or 
obsolete assets, or as net additions to existing assets. 
Included are all capitalized costs such as architectural, 
legal and engineering fees, as well as the value of work 
on capital assets undertaken by firms with their own 
labour force. Gross outlays are reported without any 
deduction for scrap or trade-in value of old assets. 
Excluded are expenditures made for the acquisition of 
previously existing structures, for used machinery and 
equipment unless imported and for land since outlays 
of this type involve only the transfer of property and 
not the creation of a capital asset. 

Construction includes building construction and all 
types of engineering construction such as roads, dams, 
transmission lines and pipelines, as well as oil drilling 
and mine development. The machinery and 
equipment category takes into account the purchase of 
all such items which are used either in producing 
goods or providing services but does not cover durable 
goods purchased for personal use. Included, as well 
as industrial machinery, are transportation equipment, 
agricultural implements, professional and scientific 
equipment, office and store furnishings and other 
similar capital goods. Excluded, for the purpose of this 
report, are outlays for machinery and equipment by the 
Department of National Defence. 

The intention is to include the cost of all new plant 
and equipment which normally has a life of more than 
one year. For this reason companies were asked to 
report, as capital expenditures, all purchases to be 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This method of 
reporting omits certain types of equipment which are 
bought regularly out of ordinary revenue and charged 
to current account. Adjustments are made for these 
capital items charged to operating expenses and are 
shown separately in the relevant tables. 

Housing is not generally considered a capital 
expenditure in the sense mentioned above but it has 
been included in this report because it forms a large 
proportion of construction expenditures and has 
cyclical fluctuations similar to those which characterize 
business, institutional and government capital 
expenditures.

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The repair expenditures shown in the table 
represent the non-capitalized outlays made to maintain 
the operating efficiency of the existing stock of durable 
physical assets. Where the repair costs are large 
enough to materially lengthen the expected serviceable 
life of the assets, increase its capacity or otherwise 
raise its productivity, they are treated as capital 
expenditures on new construction or on new machinery 
and equipment. 

Methods 

The figures in the various tables of this report are 
estimates of total expenditures. In order to 
approximate full coverage for Canada, adjustments 
were made to allow for the smaller establishments 
which are not surveyed and for establishments which 
did not report. In manufacturing, the method used to 
inflate the reported expenditures was to multiply the 
known expenditures by a factor obtained by dividing 
the total value of shipments for the most recent year 
available of all the establishments in each industry by 
the corresponding total for the establishments reporting 
in the current surveys. The use of shipments as a 
related indicator provides a framework of analysis in 
the estimation procedures to take account of relevant 
industry characteristics such as the size of 
establishments. In the utilities, trade, finance and 
institutional and commercial services sectors the same 
principle has been followed using appropriate basic 
data for the sector concerned. Expenditures reported 
by establishments for which no production or other 
basic data are available are included as "net 
additions". It is believed that the estimating 
procedures for non-reporting establishments and the 
sectors not covered by direct survey, does not 
introduce any great margin of error into the total. 
Estimates for individual industries or regions are, of 
course, subject to greater error than the total figures for 
Canada. 

In a few areas, where the survey approach is not 
considered to be practical, expenditure estimates were 
arrived at independently on the basis of current trends 
and expert opinion in these fields. Some of the areas 
so estimated are agriculture and fishing investment. 
The estimates of total outlays in the groups covered by 
survey are thought to be of better quality than the 
independent estimates which are based on much less 
complete information. 

Housing estimates were made on a different basis 
from those derived from information submitted directly 
by businesses and governments. Last year's 
estimates of the volume of residential construction 
were prepared on the basis of results from surveys 
conducted by the Canada Mortgage and Housing 
Corporation, and the value estimates were prepared by 
Statistics Canada. These value estimates were 
calculated by means of a sensitive methodology 
making use of the duration of construction and monthly 
measures of work put in place for various types of 
construction.

Appraisal of the probable volume of new housing 

construction in the current year was made by 
representatives of the Corporation who assessed 
market conditions, mortgage facilities, current and 
proposed housing policies. Finally an allowance was 
made for other housing expenditures such as home 
conversions, mobile homes, alterations, home 
improvements and acquisition costs which currently 
account for approximately 20% of total expenditures. 
Allowing for probable change in construction costs, 
estimates were then prepared for the value of 
construction work carried over from last year and the 
value of work expected to be undertaken this year.
